tut-throat games should be allowed to
run right where the people are obliged
to climb over them almost to get to the
grand stand. The man with the
fin horses that run short races
has the squarest game on the
grounds. here is no trick
about it and no capper necessary. The
man who bets has one chance in seven
in winning $1.50 for 25 cents, and he can
see it if he counts the horses. The man
who owns the machine gets his percent-
age, and, comparatively speaking, he
gets it honestly.

There are games there where dice are
shaken. The shaker pa{s 50 cents for
his opportunity to win all the way from
§1 to §50, "but nobody but the capper
gets the game. If such steals as are
found on the fair grounds in the shape
of gambling fakes were run on the
streets of St. Paul, a howl would

o up from the Republicans that could

e heard in New York. yet they are tol-
erated on the grounds of the State Fair,
just where they are sure to ecatch the
dollars of the unsophiscated men and
boys from the rural districts.

1t is more than likely that Mr. Mer-

iam is not acqguainted with the tricks
f the fakirs, or if he is he probably au-
thorized the selling of privileges to
them with the understanding that the
room was to be devoted to carrying on
a legitimate business. If he would hang
around these joints a couple of hours
he couldn’t help seeing what frauds
they are.

“It is to be regretted,” said a citizen
vesterday, “‘that these gamblers are al-
lowed to run'their games on either side
of the main walk to the grand stand, in

'IS GRACE, THE DOOK.

Marlborough Has a Little More
to Say About the States.

BosToN, Sept. 14.—His grace, the
Duke of Marlborough, gave the Ameri-
can newspapers another whirl yester-
day. 'Toareporter of the Herald he
said:

Interviewing is & highly pernicious prac-
tice. Iam not quite familiar with American

journalism, but I think it is far below the
standard of the London journals. The habit

annoying. They never quote correctly w
one says; they distort it and amplfy w
their acute imaginations. I find that public
‘men are greatly annoyed by reporters.
“*Now, if an American were to come to Lon-
don,” continued the spenker, “and ring my
door bell and wanted to knuw how many
:housemaids [ kept, whether 1had a butler.,
and how much I paid my help, I should con-
sider him impertinent because he wanted to
pry into my private affairs. Now, I consider
that my impressions of people 1 havemat
and my plaus for the present and future are
just as much my private affairs, and I cannot
answer the questions you have asked, This
national system of interviewing, like the
American as a whole, is different from our
Englhish ways and in many respects inferior
and reprehensible.”

"‘glfow do you enjoy the American tour,
sir?

“I am traveling for rest and change, and
find that I am securing it.”

“How do you regard the interest felt here
in Irish affairs?’

““The Americans suffer in more than one
respect from a misapprehension of the anal-
ogy between the constitutions of the two na-
tions. America, with its great aggregation of
states, is something like the vast continent
of Europe with all its different nations. New
York and California, for instance, are widely
separated and their respective needs differ
very much. But the relations between En-
gland and Ireland must be as close as those
between Kent and Middlesex. It is impossi-
ble to conceive of two separate financial ard
commercial policies in Eugland and Ireland
which would not be disastrous and confliet-
ing to both, particularly toJreland. In many
other ways the needs of Ireland and England
are so similar that while home ruie in some
sort of form is a necessity which cannot be
ignored, yet there cannot safely be two sep-
arate and widely divergent policies for Great
Britain and Ireland.”

THE LIQUOR MEN.

They State Their Position on the
Temperance Question.

CINCINNATI, Sept. 14.—The National
Distillers’ Protective - association fin-
ished its labors to-day and was ban-
queted by the local members to-night.
It was resolved to make a collection of

7,500 immediately from the wholesale
dealers and an equal sum from the dis-
tillers for immediate use in Tennessee.
The report of the committee on resolu-
tions was adopted. It states the asso-
ciation’s side of the temperance issue
quite fully as follows:

Whereas, From many sources the men en-
gaged in the business of producing and deal-
ing in wines and spirits are charged by the
enemies of the industries as in league with
the worst elements of ocur eivilization, and as
inimieal to the good morals and the welfare
of society; and

Whereas, Such sentiments of fanatical in-
tolerance and misrepresentation could not
exist where an enlightened an@ truth-seek-
ing public sentiment prevailed,

Resolved, That it is the first duty of this
association to use its highest efforts through
the press and by the dissemination of printed
information for the correct education of pub-
lic opinion on the subject of the liquor trade
in its relation to the individual, to the state,
and w society.

Resolved, That while we favor temperance

| weare opposed to prohibition, general or

local, whether sought to be accomplished by
direct statute or by exorbitant and proserip-
tive license: and "we are opposed to it be-
cause we believe it to be wrong in prineiple,
impossible of enforcement and promotive of
the worst forms of deceit and hypocrisy.

Resolved, That we indorse the fax or
license system and favor state enactments
imposing a reasonable license that will not
encourage monopoly or amount to prohibi-
tion; and we hold that the granting of tax
permits or licenses should beim‘cd upon the
good character of the grantee, and not made
conditional upon the mere dpnymem of a
stipulated sum of money; and, when practi-
cable under the constitutions of the various
states, we advocate the forfeiture of the tax
Fermus or lice=-ses as & condition insepara-
ble from the keeping of lsw-breaking or dis-
orderly premises,

Resolved. That we view with regret the
efforts of men in high publie position to drag
the wine and spirit business into the arena
of politics, and we protest against the evil to
our countryof making political issues of

uestions which should be determined alone

or the welfare of the community by the un-
bli:_‘sed wisdom of non-partisan’ ttatesman-
ship.

Resolved, That the triumphs of our eause
in the states of Michigan and Texas and the
methods by which these victories were
achieved have taught us that we can best re-
sist the attacks of our enemies by an open
and straightforward discussion of the fallacy
of prohibition and by a direct appeal to the
intelligence and common sense of Ameriean
manhood.

Resolved, Thet we esteem the business in
which we are engaged as honorable and as
honest as any other mercantile pursuit, and
we plekge ourselves to do all those things
which honest and honorable men may do to
secure for ourselves the protection to which
the vast capital and far-reaching dependen-
cies of our business entitle us.
