Howevergreatthe
confidence on could not win to-dlfy
The cause of his defeat is a subject for
much speculation.

There
were rumors rife after the race that
Patron had been drugged, but this is
discredited by most horsemen.

Emery refused to allow his horse to
start use of his condition and dark-
ness, whereupon the judges sent Cling-
stone a walk-over mile and awarded
him the purse. In the first heat Cling-
stone had the best ‘send off but Patron
passed him at the half, Clingstone trotted
a great clig then and would have won
the heat but broke, and Patron went
under the -wire in 2:17. Pools at this
oint sold $25 to $7 in Patron’s favor.
Jlingstone got the start in the second
heat but was soon la‘fped by Patron,
who broke badly, and when he was
brought down he was one hundred yards

in the rear. He went at
it again and came into the
home stretch hugging Clingstone’s
wheel. The pace was too great, how-

ever, and the demon took the heat in
2:19. Still Patron was the favorite in
the pool rooms. Patron passed Cling-
stone in the third heat at the half. At
the three-quarter pole he led by two
lengths, On the home stretch Cling-
stone was given the whip and came
under the wire seven lengths in the
lead in 2:19. Pools then sold §25 to 812
on Clingstone. It was late and
darkness was coming on, and, to the
surprise of every one, Mr. Emery,
Patron’s owner, refused to bring his
horse out. Clingstone was therefore
driven over the course in slow time and
thus won the contest. Mr. Emery de-

Sick Race Horses.

New YoRrk, Sept. 15.—A peculiar epi-
demic has broken out in the stables of
J. B. Haggin, both at the Sheepshead
Bay and Brooklyn race tracks, its preva-
lence accounting for the non-appearance
of his racers in the contests of the last
few days. The trouble is one that defies
veterinarians to classify, but itis be-
lieved by them to be due tothe hay with
which the horses are fed. The hay
comes from California, and as the dis-
ease has not appeared among other
horses or other strings, it is believed to
be the feed. Ben Ali, Hidalgo, Preci-
osia, Santa Rita, Milton, Guarantee,
Mercury and Fitz James, are among the
horses now suffering. The peculiar dis-
ease first shows itself in a soreness in
the feet and ankles, and develops into
running sores, first on the ankles and
then on the sides and backs of the
horses. These sores last but a few days
and disappear as suddenly as they come.
A number of the horses that have been
suffering from this skin or blood trouble
are already recovering.

For the purpose of brevity we shall
here refer only to special features and

In England and some of the conti-
nental countries of Euro heatin,
stoves are generally provided with “cold
air boxes” connecting with the outer
air, and aiding greatly to secure a con-
stant supply of pure air; but even this
arrangement has not solved the problem
which has for many years interested
architects and sanitary engineers, viz.:
“What disposition shall be made of foul
air?”

Without here referring to those com-
monly used, but generally misunder-
stood terms, ‘“hydrogen, oxygen and car-
bonic acid gas,” it is sufficient for the
purposes of this article to explainin
simple and straight-forward terms, that
the impure air which has been breathed
out of the lungs descends, and rests; a
few inches above the floor of the room;
when the direct draft of a stove is open
much of this impure air finds an outlet
through the draft opening in the stove,
and is thus removed from the room; but
as the direct draft cannot be opened at
all times, there are many hours of the
day and night when there is no outlet
for this impurity.

The old Fourth Minnesota held re-
union exercises in the reunion tent at
Camp McGill yesterday morning.

Steel Workers Quit Work.

CHicAGo, Sept. 15.—About 200 men
employed at the Chicago steel works
went out on strike yesterday. Some
time ago improved machinery was in-
troduced in the factory, and as a result
its general output increased seventy per
cent. Instead of handling eleven tons
of steel a day the men were required to
handle seventeen tons. They made a
demand for an increase of wages of
thirty per cent, and called upon the ex-
ecutive board of district assembly 24 to
confer with the employers. The execu-
tive board offered to compromise on a
15 per cent increase. The firm declined
the compromise, and the men were or-
dered out.
