ITHE CHAMBER PROTESTS.

The Charges of Discrimination

©  Against Minneapolis in Favor of’

Duluth Made Against the Mani-
toba.

The Minneapolis chamber of com-
merce yesterddy preferred charges of
unjust diserimination against the Mani-
toba Railroad company. The document,
signed by Vice President James Mar-
shall and Secretary C. C. Sturtevant,
was presented yesterday and ordered
sent to the interstate commerce com-
mission. It is addressed to Judge T. M.
Cooley, president, and reads as follows:

We desire to eall your attention to the un-
Jjust discrimination practiced by the St. Paul,
Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway company
against the manufacturers and mercantile
interests of Minneapolis, in that they make a
rate on wheat, for example, from Graceville
to Duluth, a distance of 282 miles at 15
cents per ¢ewt., and to Minneapolis 14 cents
er cwt., a distance of 173 miles: from
Vahpeton to Duluth, a distance of 284 roiles
of 16 cents per cwt., and the same rate to
Minneapolis, a distance of 206 miles; from
Fargo 311 miles from Duluth, a rate of 18
cents per cwt., and the same rate to Minne-
apolis, a distance of 232 miles;: a rate
of 18 cents per cwt. from Ellendale,
distant 367 miles Duluth, and

from
the same rate to Minneapolis, 291 miles dis-
tant; from Aberdeen, a distance of 334
miles from Duluth, and 306 miles from Min-
neapolis, 20 cents per ewt. in both cases.
This company is also charging the same
rates on lumber from Duluth and Cloquet to
the points named as in effect from Minne-
apolis, with, perhaps, a contemplated reduc-
tion of 2 or 212 cents at Graceville. Their
mercantile rates are the same from Duluth to
Minneapolis, and this enables the Eastern
jobbers to reach all of the territory named on
a less rate of freight than the jobbers of Min-
neapolis are able :0 obtain, either via Lake
Superior or any other route. This amounts
to a discrimination of from 3 to 15 cents per
cwt. over and above the lowest rate the job-
bers can obtain via Lake Superior routes.
The diserimination, so far as the milling in-
terests are concerned, has been practiced for
a series of years. When the margin of profit
was very much larger than it is now, the
milling “interests did not make much com-
plaint, but now that the margin is reduced to
& minimum these diseriminations are seri-
ously affecting our interests, and are depriving
us of any legitimate n sin or profit that
would occur to the business were a reason
able differential vote established such as is
warranted by the distance. It should be
borne in mind that after we get this wheat to
Minneapolis we have to compete with mar-
kets of the world, and that the rates of
freight in effect on our flour shil:xuoms from
here to Lake Superior and to Lake Michigan,
being on a basis of 5 cents per cwt. to Lake
Superior, and 712 per cwt. to Lake Michigan,
are as low as we can expect to get our pro-
ducts to market for, so that in any event it
costs us 5 cents per hundred weight more
than it would a Buffalo miller who bought
his wheat at these points in Minnesota and
Dakota and shipped direet to Duluth. This
same diserimination is practiced by this road
to all their Dakota points north of Moorhead
and Fargo. Itis well known by the St. Paul,
Minneapolis & Manitoba road that lumber
can be produced at the points named jn Min-
nesota at least 112 per cent cheaper than it
can be at Minneapolis, and the differential
should in no case be less than 6 cents per
cwt., and the effect of this ungusK discrimina-
tion to the lumbering interests of this city
compels the manufacturers here to accept a
small or no margin of profit, or enable the
manufacturer at the points named in N orth-
ern Minnesota to obtain a margin of profits
which he is not legitimately entitled to.

A CUP OFuCOLD POISON.

Mris. Bertha A. Feilzer Feared
Her Husband Did Not Love
Her.

A post mortem examination was held
yesterday morning by Deputy Coroner
Spring and Dr. Powers on the remains
of Mrs. Bertha A. Feilzer, the wife of
Anton Feilzer, saloonkeeper, at 507
‘Washin gton avenue north. The exam-
ination developed that she came to her
death from the effects of poison, and
after an investigation of the circum-
stances of the case it was decided that
no inquest was necessary. The suicide
was evidently premeditated, and was
caused by despondency. The woman
was forty-five years old and about eight
years her husband’s senior. She seemed
to think that her husband did not love
her because she was older than he, and
was morbidly jealous of his affections.

She had a number of times
intimated that she intended to
take her life, but no one

thought she would do it. Several weeks
ago she told the bar-tender at her hus-
band’s saloon, she had written her
friends in the old country that she in-
tended to commit suicide. Itisthought
by those intimately acquainted that she
did not really intend to kill herself, but
only to frighten her husband. She
came to the saloon about 10 o’clock and
asked when he was coming home, and
must have taken the poison about the
time she thought he would arrive. Pro-
bably she thought he would come in
time to save her. 1f she did she made a
fatal mistake, for she was nearly coma-
tose when he discovered her half sitting
up in bed. The following note that she
left bears out the theory of suicide:
Dear AxToN: These last lines are meant
for you. Iknow I am toomuch of a burden
for you, and we can't live happily together.
We don’t seem to understand ourselves, It
is better I leave you. I know well you don't
want this, but I feel that I cannot help my-
self, soI do this and free you. Send my
jewelry to my daughter in Europe. There are
two checks in the bureau addressed to you. I
have no other wishes. Live happy and be
lucky as we were before our misunderstand-
ings. Itserves me right. I am older than
you are, and getting too old every day to suit
you. Ishall forgive you without grudge.
Live, wed and forget, for I have loved you
dearly. BERTHA.

SETTLED AT LAST.

The Domestic Troubles of Dr.
Emery and Mrs. Hayden are
Ended.

It is now a settled thing that the pub-
lic will hear no more of the trouble be-
tween Dr. George W. Emery and his
erstwhile wife.as the doctor was married
yesterday to Mrs. L. J. White, and Mrs.
Emery, or rather Mrs. Hayden, has se-
cured a divorce from her first husband,
Charles Hayden. The case came up in
the district court yesterday morning,
when Mrs. Hayden appeared and told
her story. Some thirty-five years ago,
when she was yet a young girl, she was
married to Charles Hayden, at Toronto.
He deserted her inside of three months,
and a year or so later the news came
that he was dead. Mrs. Hayden then
married Dr. Emery, and did not know
that her husband was alive until Dr.
Emery told her so, and left her. Hayden
is now living in Buffalo. The divorce
was promptly granted.

ORGANIZED AGAINST SIN,

And Will Forge Ahead Under New
Auspices.

There was a larze attendance at the
annual meeting of the Hennepin Coupty
Sunday School association held last
evening atthe Plymouth chureh. The
meeting was opencd by prayer by
Rev. J. J. Hall and was fol-
lowed Dby an address by Rev. G. L.
Morrill on the aim of the Sunday school.
The Rev. Peter Stryxer spoke on the
claims of the children of the irreligious
on the church. The Rev. F. O. Holman
told how to promote hearty co-operation
among the Sunday schools. The gen-
eral secretary of the association, H.

E. Peabody, wmade a few remarks
about the Sunday school attendance in
Minneapolis. He said that only one
child out of six attended any Sunday
school, and that only one adult out of
fifty attended. Rev. C. F. Thwing spoke
about the Sunday school and the Ameri-
can nation. He said there was great
danger of the Americans becoming a
nation of atheists. A. M. Clerihew, the
president of the association, announced
that a reception would be given H.

E. TPeabody, the secretary of the
association, next Monday evenin,
in the parlors of the Plymouth

church, and hoped that as many of the
Sunday school teachers would attend as
possible. H. E. Peabody, the new sec-
retary of the association, was born in
Princeton. Me., and has just graduated
from Harvard college. He will have
charge of the active work of the associa-
tion hereafter.

IS IT CONTAGIOUS?

Reported That Little Laura Smith
Was Criminally Assaulted.

The particulars of what appears to be
anotherattempt at criminal assault came
to light yesterday. when Laura Smith,
the seven-year-old daughter of C. Smith,
residing at 418 East Eighteenth street,
reported to her mother that a well
bressed, middle aged man had induced
her to accompany him to a neighbor's
woodshed, Thursday afternoon, where
he attempted the assault, which he was
prevented from accomplishing by the
appearance of a Mr. Barton. The little
one is badly frightened and can not be
induced to tell just what the fiend did
do. The man is described as a well
dressed, middle aged man, wearing a
beard and heavy moustache.

NEEDED A LICENSE.
A Young Woman Insists That It
Be Procured at Once.

A young man, accompanied by a girl
whose condition was most painfully ob-
vious, sidled up to the marriage license
clerk’s desk at the court house yester-
day afternoon and, after some prelimi-
nary coughing, inquired the price of a
marriage license, and then wanted to
know bhow much the judge would charge
to marry them. On being told that the
market value of marriage licenses at
present was $1.25, and that no reduction
was made when a large number were
taken out at once, the young man
pleaded poverty and said he guessed he
would not get one. But his companion
insisted that it was necessary and that
it must be procured at once and the cer-
emony performed without delay. The
license was finally secured and the
couple departed.

Humane Society Reorganized.

The call for a mass meeting in the in-
terest of humanity did not meet with a
very hearty response, only a score of
people assembling at Dyer hall last
night. However, as that number at
least doubled the average attendance,
the business proceeded. A. L. Condit,
the president, thought the sentiment of
those present should be expressed as to
the advisability of continuing the work
before an election of officers was had.
This ealled out addresses from T, .J.
Leftwich, Rev. E. S. Williams, S. B.
Williams and others, all advocating a
continuance. In the course of their re-
marks numerous casesof cruelty were
cited and Thomas Lowry come in for a
roasting on account of alleged cruelty
racticed on street car horses. Mr.
Let‘t\vich referred to the cruelty at the
dog pound, and another delegate told a
sorrowing tale of a man at Minnetonka
who pounded his horse with a heavy
stick, having a nail in the end of it.
The enthusiasm having been aroused
by the speeches, it was decided to go on
with the organization, and a delegation
will call on the police commissioner
asking the co-operation of that branch
of the city government. Mrs. Raymond,
the agent of the National Humane so-
ciety, was prevented by sickness from
being présént.

The Sewer Trouble.

The Trades assembly last night took
hold of the sewer trouble, and hauled
the engineer and several aldermen over
the coals. Over the signature of
George E. Legerwood, president, and A.
E. McLain, secretary, the following
resolutions were adopted:

Whereas, Bernard Cloutier publicly and J.
L. Johnson and Herman Vogt officially as-
sert that the charges and specifications " pre-
ferred against City Engineer Rinker by this
body were investigated by the committee on
sewers, and,

Whereas, The foulest aspersions have
been cast on the committee of this body by
said aldermen and Andrew Rinker.

Resolved, That we brand the assertions of
these aldermen as false in avery particular,
and intended to deceive the public.

Resolved, That this Trades and Labor as-
sembly has the utmost confidence in the
truth and honesty of purpose of its commit-
tee and its chairman, I. R. Lawler.

A Switchman's Death.
The remains of Edwin T. Morgan, the
switchman who was killed at the West

Minneapolis junction of the Hast-
ings & Dakota division of the

Milwaukee road Wednesday night,
were last night shipped to Nash-
ville, Tenn., for interment. The

deceased was a married man, but had
no children. He was a member of
Columbus, O., Switchmen’s union, and
the assistant grand master of the local
union was appointed to take charge of
thebody. As no response was made the
remains were shipped to Nashville at
the expense of the employes_ of the
Milwaukee road.

Dropped Dead.

While in the act of opening the safe
in his son’s store, 26 Washington avenue
south, yesterday morning, J. L. Ford,
residing at 69 Royalston avenue, with
Luther Ford, fe!ll dead from heart
disease. The coroner was notified, but
decided that it was not necessary to hold
an inquest. The body was sent to
Aurora, Ill., last night, for burial. Mr.
Ford was sixty-seven years of age, and
leaves a wife and one daughter in Au-
rora, a daughter in Chicago, beside his
son here.

A Nice Present.

Mayor Ames, when he visited the
Austin fair, was greatly smitten with
the .charms of the mammoth prize
squash, which weighed 138 pounds. He
at once purchased it and had it sent to
Minneapolis. The little gem arrived
last night and to-day, with becoming

A. B. Chamberlain Deposed.

The report yesterday that A. B.Cham-
berlain, for so long in charge of the
ticket pffice of the Milwaukee road, had
been suspended was received with every
expression of regret. Few men have
more friends, and his popularity is said
to have been the cause of his lapse in
the favor of the company, as it induced
conviviality. His accounts are being
examined, but there is no doubt ex-
pressed of their perfect ecorrectness.

IT WAS MILITARY DAY,

The Old Soldiers Flock to the Exposi-
tion in Great Numbers.

LAST EVENING’S EXERCISES.

The March to the Exposition Build-
ing---The Oration by Rev.
Edward Neill.

At the press headquarters in the Ex-
position yesterday, at any hour, could
be seen old, gray-headed men with G.
A. R. badges on their breasts, sitting
around Frank Mead, and passing in and
passing out. They were the members
of the old gallant First regiment and
they had come from all over the state
attracted hither by the fact yesterday
was military day and they wanted to
see how the yvoungsters behaved in their
war paint. Mars, the god of war, must
have had a very happy meetin% with
the sun, for old Sol behaved like a
trooper, and with the great attraction
of soldiers. a magnificent concert by
Liberati, and splendid weather, the
throng that attended the Exposition was
something immense and surpassed any
day so far. Notably the art gallery was
well patronized, and in the Scandina-
vian department especially the crowd
was so great that it was quite difficult
for the people to progress with any kind
of ease. According to programme the
soldiers from outside points were re-
ceived on arrival, taken to the armory
and then went

AT THEIR FREE WILL,

during the morning and afternoon, but
the night arrangements were all done
in detail and attracted an immense audi-
ence. Machinery hall seemed to be a
place of great attraction to the soldiers,

oth the veterans and the youngsters,
and the model street car, the heating
apparatus for railroad ecars, the printing
press where the Exposition programmes
are printed, the latest plows and other
various farming utensils of the very
latest pattern on exhibit kept a larger
crowd than usual on the ground floor.

THE EXERCISES LAST NIGHT

attending Military day were of an in-
teresting and pleasant character, and
the programme as advertised was
carried out in full, to the delight of the
large and enthusiastic audience pres-
ent. The soldiers assembled at the
armory about 7:15 and marched to the
Exposition in the following order:

Mounted police.

The band of Graham & Co., with Maj. Fice
as drum major.

Veterans of the First Minnesota regiment.

Sons of Veterans.

Company C., Third Wisconsin regiment
Waseca Sons of Veterans, Hibernian rifles.

First company of cavalry, £ Paul; com-
pany E. of St. Paul, companies A, BandI,
of the First Regiment National Guards.

On the arrival of the troo{rs at the
building, seats were reserved for them
on the left side of the musie hall, and
they were all occupied in a short time.
On the platform were seated Mayor
Ames, Capt. D. M. Gilmore, Col. Charles
Johnson, Mr. Warner, Jr., Fred Brack-
ett, Col. Hausdorf, of the gallant old
First regiment, and many other gentle-
men prominent in military cireles. The
exercises were opened by Rev. Ed-
ward Neill, chaplain of the First regi-
ment, with prayer. Some misconception
must have confused the audience at this
point. for they loudly applauded the
prayer. This was followed by acharac-
teristic speech by Capt. Gilmore, speak-
ing for the Exposition management and
extending a hearty welcome to the *sol-
dier boys, old and young. He then in-
troduced the mayor of the city, who
stepped forward and gave a welcome to
one and all, in that genuine style
of his that brought down the house.
One remark he made completely won
the boys, and that was that if any of the
old soldiers who so bravely fought for
the Union and their country were hard
up in Minneapolis they would not have
to go to a poor house, as they have had

to in other places, for soon, above
Minnehaha, they would rear
a home where old soldiers

would be safe from all privation
and trouble. Capt. Gilmore announced
that owing to the sickness of Col. Col-
ville he was unable to be present. The
speech of the evening was the oration
of Rev. Edward Neill. Inhis fine effort,
which was loudly applauded at many
points, he sketched rapidly
the magnificent constitution  of
the United States. He related how the
gray-headed men in that grand assem-
bly when they were young, used to play
at soldiers, and how the state troops of
fifty years ago had degenerated until
they were a laughing stock, and yet

to-day they looked back upon
one of the awfulest conflicts
in human history, that in

their youth they never dreamed would
form a portion of their life’s history.
War was grand, but peace was sweeter,
and there was no nobler sight in the
stirring times of twenty years ago than
the troops laying down their arms and
returning to the gentle arts and labors
of peace. In conclusion the reverend
gentleman said the quintessence of wis-
domin a nation isin the maxim *‘Eternal
vigilance is the price of liberty,” but he
trusted that never again may we see
our country desecrated by war and
bloodshed, but it was right to be ever
ready, for, as Shakespeare said, *‘Peace
should not itself dull a kingdom, but
that defenses master, preparations
should be maintained, assembled and
collected, as were war in prepagation.”
There was loud, long and continued ap-
plause when the reverend gentleman
sat down.

The presentation of colors to Company
A, First regiment, Minnesota, was a
highly enjoyable affair, and the drill
that succeeded it shows this corps to be
in first-class condition and equipment.
The colors were presented by Judge
Rea, and in_ doing so he de-
livered a short, pithy address
upon the sacredness of a regimental
standard and the high honor of the mili-
tary profession. In the interim of the
exercises Liberati’s band gave their
usual magnificent rendering of beauti-
ful music, the pieces being all chosen
with reference to soldiérs and military
life. A little boy, Martin Leiz, aged
five years, created a furor by his rifle
shooting and sword practice with his
father, who is one of the policemen in
the building.

CONVENTIONAL SCRAPS.
