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GRAND JURY DOINGS.]

What the August Body Has
Done and What It Is
Likely To Do.

Maud Comson’s Benefit Nets
About $100---More Money
Being Raised.

Nickle’s Feats at the Minne-
apolis Exposition--Booth’s
Defense of a Thief.

A Suicide and a Fatal Acci-
dent---A Brutal Attempt
at Outrage.

There was a large avdience present
yesterday morning when the district
eourt opened, and it kept growing, too,
until noon, when there was scarcely
standing room. Rumors concerning the
work done by the grand jury were
numerous, and the larger part of the
crowd present felt'more or less inter-
ested in the proceedings. It was 9
o'clock when the court was ealled to
order. with Judge Young on the bench.
He looked unusually stern, and a num-
ber of saloon men, who knew or rather
felt that they had been indicted, looked
blue. Soon the parties who had been
indieted began to arrive, and a curious
crowd it was. Men of all nationalities,
and dressed in all manner of ways,
came gingerly in. Three or four women,
well dressed and wearing jewelry, were
among the crowd, and attracted consid-
erable attention. The liquor cases came
first, and after they were disposed of
the prisoners. now in the county jail,
who had been indicted, were arraigned.

THE GRAND JURY.

This session of the grand jury prom-
ises to be one of if not the most inter-
esting ever held, and a very lively
shaking up of the dry bones is promised
in all quarters. All day long yesterday
the anti-rooms were filled with men
wanted as witnesses, from obscure
saloonkeepers to prominent business
men, and the scene resembled strangely
enough, the picture presented one year
ago this month. when the First street
madames, the gamblers and blind pigs
were indicted, and a report brought in
scorching the administration. Among
the witnesses present were M.W.Glenn,
D. B. Johnson and ex-Adjt. J. E. Ward,
composing the *“great combination,”
Ald. L’Herault, Matt Gross, superin-
tendent of the work house; City Comp-
troller Holbrooke, J. I. Black, of A.
Kelly & Co., several special detectives
and nearly all the policemen whose
beats are on the main streets. All were
moxe or less mysterious, and after
going before the jury and telling what
they knew slid out and left as soon as
possible. 1t was learned froimn reliable
authority that the Law and Order
league, with the aid of several spec-
ial detectives, had been Tnstrumental in
procuring indictments against some
thirty-five or forty saloonkeepers out-
side of the eity limits, who have been
doing a rushing busmess, and against
several druggists who have been selling
“stomach bitters” over their counters.
The presence of the ‘‘great combina-
tion” gave the impression that the af-
fairs of ex-License Inspector Thomas J.
Kelly were being looked into very closely
and that an attempt would be made,
if it has not already, to indict Mayor
Ames. Be this as it may, it is known
that there is a strong influence at  work
to seeure evidence against certain ex-
office holders, whose only wrong doing
appears that the;,' would not ‘“‘go in” on
a “‘crooked deal’ aﬁmnst the eity. It
was understood, and pretty plainly, too,
that John West’s stewardship of the
workhouse was also being investigated
with a big electric light. It was
claimed last spring, when he made an
effort to be appointed superintendent
again that his management had not
been what it should have been
in  all particulars, but as no

evidence that such was the case was
offered the affair did not attract general
attention. But it appears now that
many a half-forgotten affair is being
brought to light again, and that this
case will not stand alone. 1t is certain
that the old Cutter matter in relation to
repairs on the old city hall will be
opened up again, if certain missing pa-
pers can be found, and the investigation
promises to be decidedly interesting.

The presence of M. J. Mallen, a news-

aper reporter who distinguished (?
iimself recently by writing up severa
laces where gambling was going on,
i spite of the word of the police com-
mission that such was not the case, cre-
ated some talk, and the impression
gained ground that the matter would be
fully investigated. The fact that an
evening pa]lwr charged that either the
superintendent of police or members of
the commission were receiving money
from the knights of the green cloth for
allowing them to run, makes the inves-
tigation all the more interesting. The
entire commission, together with the
superintendent of police and nu-
merous  patrolmen, who have Dbeen
in a position to know about such things,
has been summoned to appear to-day,
when it is to be hoped that the whole
truth will come out. While the men
who were once looked upon as the King
gamblers of the city have not been run-
ning for a long time, several smaller
places have, and no attempt was made
to keep the matter quiet, either.

The jury will, without doubt, if indi-
cations of a very pointed nature are to
be believed, turn its attention to the
houses of prostitution and the assigna-
tion houses which are run openly and
almost without fear of molestation. The
recent attempted assault in a house of
the latter sort has stirred up the matter
somewhat, and a number of prominent
men are understood to have anunounced
their intention to clear out these pest
houses at whatever cost.

A GREAT GAME.

Firemen Wallop the Police---A
Comson Benefit.

The game of base ball at the South
Minneapolis grounds yesterday after-
noon between nines selected from the
police and fire departments, for the ben-
efit of Maud Comson. was rather lightly
attended, the audience numbering about
200. Mayor Ames exercised his prerog-
ative as umpire by fining the spectators,
the players and himself roundly for
imaginary offenses. Over $§100 was
raised by the game, which will be
turned over to the fund which is being
raised for Miss Comson’s benefit. As
an exhibition of seientific ball playing
the game will probably not take very

high rank, as the score indicates,
but there was plenty of fun
and enough fairly clever plays

to keep the interest from lagging. The
firemen were 1n their blue shirts, and
white caps presented a very neata
pearance, and showed considerabie
skill. “They don’t do anything but
play ball and practice, and our men
don’t get the time,” said Supt. Hein as
he watched the firemen piling up runs
with evident distaste. The firemen’s
nine were: Mike Foley. of No. 1 engine
house, catcher; Jimmie Wallace, of No.
6, pitcher; Johnnie Gallagher, of No. 6,
short stop; Billy West, of No. 6, first
base; Tom McElroy, of No. 6, second
base; Len Sharp, headquarters, third
base; Sid Wilson, of No. 9, left field;
George Keho, headquarters, center field ;
Earnest Caldwell, Cataract, richt field.
The police nine presented some start-
ii\ng contrasts. Inspeector Doyle, with a
{nox hat gracefully perched athwart
his brow, occupied the box. and
filled it to its wutmost capacity.
He was caught by a young man who
masqueraded under the name of Baker.
George Blake, the mounted patrolman,
rolled around as short stop. Fred Cof-
fin, while he was not yelling, played
first base. Paul Mousso kept second
base from tipping up, and Mounted Fa-
trolman Hall, attired in barber pole un-
dershirt among other garments, looked
after third. Johme Vogel was some-
where in left field, but couldn’t be seen
with the naked eye from the grand
stand. John Gorey, the dime museum
cerebus, was anchored off center. In-
spector Kinney spotted right field and
never cast a shadow. It was 3 o’clock
when Mayor Ames, after appointing
Dr. Quinby policemanto preserve order
and collect fines, called game. The
firemen went to bat and made two runs,

and the policemen tied them. The
second inning was remarka-
ble chiefly for the magnificent

base running of Inspector Kinney. He
hit the first ball either by aeccident or
design, and then went to first base. The
word “went,” however. but feebly de-
seribes the process of locomotion by
which he reached it. His trip to second
was a race against time, in which he
again won. His long legs seemed to
open and shut like a jack-knife as he
glided towards third. Here his brilliant
career ended, for he incautiously wan-
dered away from his base and was over-
taken by Len Sharp, who happened to
have the ball with him, and put out just
as he was about to fall to the ground
exhausted. That settled it. He with-
drew from the game and his place was
filled by Mounted Patrolman Williams.
In the third inning the firemen unlim-
bered and ran bases as though they were
answering alarms from the milling dis-
tricts. They batted once and a half
around, and kept the policemen chasing
the ball in the hot sun until their
tongues hung from their mouths. After
piling up ten runs they turned around
and white-washed the police. The lat-
ter, however, took their revenge in the
next inning when they went on wateh
and made eight runs, and kept the fire-
men busy answering alarms from all
directions.

AN INTERESTING INCIDENT

Recalled by the Presence of the
Tragedian Booth.

The appearance of the distinguished,
tragedian, Edwin Booth, in Minneapolis,
naturally excites numerous comments
and whilea group of gentlemen were sun-
ning themselves in front of the Boston
block yesterday morning the conversa-
tion naturally drifted to Booth and his
great ability, when Mr. Hemphill, whose
office is at 506 Boston block, said: *‘Gen-
tlemen, I at one time had the pleasure of
a personal acquaintance with Booth,
and the first time I met him was
at Melbourne, Australia, in 1853.
Heand Laura Keene, with a company,
had come from California for a starring’
tour through the colony. It was not a
financial suceess, owing to a difference
of opinion between the two stars, as
Booth wanted to play tragedy and Miss
Keene only comedy. I afterwards ac-
companied them across the ocean from
Melbourne to San Francisco (a four
months’ trip, including a month’s stop
at Honolulu). Mr. Booth was thena
very young man, but his brilliant
genius and warm, unselfish heart
made him the favorite of all on
board. A singular incident occurred
during the early part of the voyage.
‘We had on board two miners, who were
roommates and partners, and each had
about $10,000 in Australian gold dust,
tied up in buckskin bags and stored in
their trunks. About a month out one
of the miners complained to the captain
of being robbed. So, at the conclusion
of dinner, Capt. Green arose and said
he had an unpleasant duty to performj;
that one of his passengers had been
robbed, and in order to find the guilty
party it would be necessary to make a
thorough search of every person, state
rooms and effects, including Miss Keene
and Booth. The search was made, but
no gold discovered, and for several
days we all had an uncomfortable feel-
ing, but our suspicions gradually settled
on the roommate of the man who had
been robbed as the guilty party, and he
finally confessed the theft, and acknowl-
edged having thrown the money over-
board when the search was being
made. An imlpromptu jurg was im-

panneled and the man placed on trial.
it was an indignant jury, and little
mercy could be expected. Tony Booth
was the guilty man’s only friend, and
made an eloquent speech in his behalf,
pleading insanity, ete., but the prisoner
was unanimously declared guilty, and
was forced to give his gold to the man
he had robbed and to be put ashore on

TIRED OF THIS LIFE.

Angus McDonald, a Wagon Maker,
Shoots Himself in the Head.
Angus McDonald, an employe of the
M. Roller ecarriage works, committed
suicide about 7 o’clock last evening by
shooting himself through the head with
a 38 Smith & Wesson revolver at his

boarding place, 1410 Third avenue
south, the residence of W. C. Brown.’

McDopgald took supper with the others
as usual, but left the table before
they had finished. He went di-
rectly up stairs to his room, laid his
pdcketbook, containing some $28, on the
stand, took his revolver from his
bureau drawer, descended the back
stairs, and at the bottom placed the re-
volver to his head and sent a bullet
crashing into his brain. He fell dead
in his tracks, his head outside the door.
The family were still at the table, and
hearing the shot rushed out, only to
stumble over the dead body. Dr. Quinby
was called, but could do nothing except
notify the coroner. Coroner Sgringer
was summoned, and after makingan
examination ordered the body sent to
Gleason & Byoruni’s morgue. No in-
quest will be held. The bullet struck
about an inch and a half above the
right ear, passed directly through the
brain and lodged in the skull on the
other side. MecDonald was forty years
of age, and for a year past has been
working for Mr. Roller, the carriage
manufacturer. Of late he has been
quite despondent, and imagined that
some one in the shop was trying to in-
jure him.- He went to his boarding
place yesterday noon very nervous, and
sent for Rev. Mr. Lhamon, and, atter a

long talk with® him, appeared to feel

easier. During the afternoon he called
Mr, Brown aside and told him that in
case anythi{;g should happen to see
that he was buried decently. On going
to his room after the suicide Mr. Brown
found a letter addressed to himself
and Mr. Roller, saying that he
had £140 coming to him from Mr. Roller,
and that he wanted this, together with
his tools, kept until some of his rela-
tives should call for them. Among his
letters were found pictures and letters
showing that he was well connected :j

Henry Follette, recently employed as
a cook at the Boston restaurant, feil
from the Manitoba train which left the
union station at 12:30 p. m. yesterddy
when about midway between the sta-
tion and the mills. He was standing on
the platform of the coach next to the
baggage car, which was at the
rear of the train. He fell
head foremost about fifteen feet, strik-
ing on a log in the river, killing him
instantly. He was hooked out by an
employe of the boom company, who
was working on the logs near by. The
remains were taken to Connelly’s
morgue, where an inquest will be held
to-day. Follette had been in the city
for a long time and had been employed
during the past week at the fair
grounds.

STILL ANOTHER.

The Eighth Ward Coatributes to
the Saturnalia of Crimes Against
Women.

Another attempted outrage upon a
woman is reported, this time from the
somnolent Eighth ward. A young
woman of Swedish extraction employed

as a domestic at the residence
of C. H. Trautman, 1820 Nicol-
let avenue, for some time had

been keeping company with Nels Nel-
son, a young man employed as a bar-
tender at a saloon on Washington ave-
nue, between Fourth and Fifth avenues
south, but finally declined to receive
his attentions any longer.
