"WITH ADDED BEAUTY.

The Xew Theater by Electricity—
Booth as Hamlet.

Those who saw the beautiful Henne-
pin avenue theater on Monday night,
echanted as they were, saw it at a dis-
advantage. In the rush attending the
opening ofa new building, the electric
lights did not operate satisfactorily and
the building was lighted with gas. Last
night the electricity was turned

©n and a transformation scene could
not have been more startling
and beautiful. Over the proscenium
arch, where the sounding board is
broken into squares, a light glows in
the center ofeach square. The pen-
dant of each loge is a light and a row
ofthem sparkle over the upper tier of
boxes. Bebw the boxes the lights are

hniquely grouped, and in the foyer, cor-
ridor and reception rooms they glitter
in profusion. The addition is* great.
Sackett and Wiggins smiled when Arch-
itect Wood was pronounced a theatri-
cal genius and Director Chase pro-
nounced the theater the finest he had
ever seen. Mr. Booth and Mr. Barrett
inspected the building from the foyer
and both declared themselves delighted.

Last night's inclement weather may
have caused the absence of several peo-
ple, but if so they were never missed,
and "Hamlet" was given to a charmed
audience. Usually the play is not pop-
ular, as it is made fascinating only by
extreme talent in the characterization,
but with Edwin Booth in the title role,
its popularity was unbounded. It has
frequently been said that Booth's
"Hamlet" is his masterpiece, and itis
not difficult to believe it, but
the impression invariably prevails
with an audience that the role
last seen is the masterpiece. Hamlet
offers the tragedian boundless oppor-
tunity for the display of power pecu-
liarly his ownthe portrayal of the ut-
most feeling without wild gesticulation
and loud oratory. The advice to the
players could not have been better ex-
emplified and the great tragedian was
called before the curtain after every act.
Mr. Barrett gave new importance to the
part of the ghost and there was a
conspicuous absence "of that grumbling
monotone usually considered indispen-
sable to the part. Miss Gale's Ophelia
was as winning and impersonative as
Minneapolis ever knew, and the Polon-
conis of of Mr. Rogers, the Claudius of
Mr. Lane and Laertes of Mr. Buckley
deserve the highest commendation.
Nothing in the way of support or stage
accessories was lacking and the play
was a brilliant success.

To-night "Othello" will be the bill,
with Mr. Booth as Othello and Mr. Bar-
rett as lago.

ience With a Desperate Negro.
• A muscular negro named Ike Rivers,

vrho turns out to be quite a desperate
character from Chicago, yesterday
morning assaulted Lawrence Oliver,
another colored man, with a. pen-knife,
buft only inflicted a slight throat wound.
He then chose more deadly weapons,
his hoots, and was trying to stamp Oliver
into the ground, when W. G. Barber, the
health inspector, who witnessed the af-
fair, sent for the police. When the pa-
trol wagon, containing -Capt. Harvey,
Sergt. Coffinand Patrolman Ward, . ar-
rived, Rivers had: taken. refuge in an
excavation under a house at the rear of
812 Second avenue south/ A-board was:
knocked off.. and .-.Patrolman ':. Henry \u25a0

cawled in' with a lantern. 'He cawled

out about a minute later, covered with
cobwebs and dirt, while his helmet was
crashed over his eyes. His lantern was
gone, too, all but the handle, which lie
seemed to have retained as a mememto
of his ex. urslon. He explained that he
met Riven, in the cellar and l.i'*ers had
a club. . The captain and sergeant then
introduced their revolvers, not them-
selves, into the opening and fired sev-
eral salutes, to which Rivers paid no at-
tention. Another lantern was produced
mill I*l'*'patrolman was again ordered to
descend. This time hfl took the
precaution to draw his revol-
ver, and when Rivers began his
Indian club exercises again fixed. The
bail struck the negro's right arm at the
elbow, and he made a break for the
opening.

Rivers is wanted at Chicago to answer
to the charge of mayhem. He was a
letter carrier there and recently bit off
the nose of .lames Appleton, a State
street merchant, during a fight. The
Chicago authorities were notified and he
will be sent back there to-day.

The Body of a Well-Dressed Man
Found in the Canal.

"When the men at the Washburn A
mill yesterday afternoon were clearing
the rack of bark the teeth of the iron
rake brought the body ofa man to the
surface. The corpse was taken from
the water as soon as possible and con-
veyed to the morgue of Gleason &
Byorum. A post-mortem examination
was held, and evidence of foul play dis-
covered. The right wrist was broken and
there was a cut, evidently made with a
knife, that had penetrated "the heart. The
remains were those of a man about fifty
years of age, five feet nine inches in
height, weighing UK) pounds, gray hair
and mustache. The body was attired
in a suit of fine underwear, white linen
shirt, dark pants and gaiters. An in-
quest willbe held to-day, when an effort
will be made to identify-the remains.

Searching Investigation Into the City

Government.

THE FATALMONKEY WRENCH

The Mayor and Police Commission
Called— Kelly inthe

Balance.

The work of the grand jurywas not-
made so obvious yesterday in the return
ofindictments as upon Monday, and it
was apparent from the character of the
witnesses called that inquiry was di-
rected particularly at the methods of
the police department in dealing with
the social evil and gambling problems.
Mayor Ames and the four police com-
missioners, Baker, Janney, Baxter and
Hoy, were present in the morning. The
mayor was first called, and the interview
did not last over five minutes. Itis un-
derstood he was asked to state what he
knew about gambling and houses ofill-
fame, and informed the jurythat the
regulation of such matters had been
taken entirely out of his hands by
the police commissioners, who did not
consult him.' He presumed the proper
person to give such information, would
be the superintendent of police. Itis
conjectured the other commissioners, in
addition to being asked the same ques-
tion, were interrogated concerning the
famous "monkey wrench" case. This is
the natural inference, at least for Mollie
Sykes, alias Garrity, the keeper of the
house ofprostitution at 232 First street
south. The hardware dealer, Humphrey,
of St. Paul, who claims to have sold her
the wrench, and Franklin, the forger,
were called in succession,, and the tak-
ing of their testimony'occupied the
balance of the morning. Neither De-
tectives Quinlan nor King were called,
so it is probable the case has not yet
been disposed of. One new develop-
ment in the case is that the woman,
Sykes, denies having purchased the
wrench. Attorney Knittle, whose name
has been freely bandied about in con-
nection with the case, was about the
court rooms chipper as ever.

The Glenn-Johnson-Ward combina-
tion occupied a corner in one ofthe in-
ner jury rooms by themselves during
the greater part ofthe day, and several
witnesses in the Kelly disclosure, pro-
ceedings were on hand _as was the ex-
license inspector himself, accompanied
by his attorney, R. L. Penny, It Is re-
membered that he has made some kind
of a statement which implicates the
ex-adjutant, and there may be some fun
from this direction. Kelly, \ however,
said there was "nothing in it" when
asked concerning the truth ofthe mat-
ter. Sunday base ball playing was
another matter that was looked into.
Witnesses were called also in the case
ofDetective Austin, of the Omaha road,
charged with shooting a young man
named Davidson, at Hopkins station,
but there was no response, and itis
presumed the case against him had
been dropped as the Globe conjectured
it would be. The jury upon reporting
at night turned in a good-sized bundle
of indictments, lt is expected that
there willbe some sensational develop-
ments within the next two days, as the
jury appears to have gone behind the
returns and "dug up." The arrest of
some prominent citizens, who have been
renting rooms and houses to prostitutes,
can be expected, as well as the arrest of
keepers ofFirst street bagnios. A large
number of saloonkeepers willbe yanked
for Sunday selling, while the blind pig
proprietors willget from three to six or
more indictments apiece. The number
of indictments are now. about 350, and
as one of the deputy sheriff's poetically
expressed it, there will be "merry h—
all around." County Attorney Davis
and his assistant. Bob Jamison, look
rather tired as they confront the vast ac-
cumulation of work before them, but
Clerk Davenport smiles, for it means
more fees for him. . .*.. r.

A SUICIDAL EPIDEMIC
Which Makes Its Appearance in Minne-

apolis at Intervals.

LEAPED FROM A WINDOW.

Chamberlain's Horrible Death—Why
McDonald Died—Yesterday's

Accidents.

The most horrible suicide that has
occurred in Minneapolis for some
mouths, took place early yesterday;
morning, when Phineas Chamberlain,,
an attorney, threw himself from the
third-story window of the Hale block,
corner of Hennepin avenue and Fifth:;
street, striking upon the stone pave-'
ment below and instantly killing him,
breaking his arms and legs in several
places, fracturing his skull and tearing I
him to pieces internally.

No one saw him take the leap, -but;
every Indication points to deliberate

. suicide. The third story ofthe building
from which he jumped is occupied by
Mrs. 11. E. Savage, who rented one or-
two furnished rooms, and next to him j
was Robert Liney. About 5 o'clock in \
the morning Liney was awakened by:
hearing some heavy body strike the
sidewalk under his window and heat
oifce arose and went into Chamberlain's
room. Finding it empty, he looked out •

of the window and saw lying on the
pavement a dark body. Arousing the
family, he at once went down and there
found Chamberlain, clad only in shirt,
trousers and stockings, lying face down-
ward, blood pouring from his mouth,
nose and ears. Liney at once gave the
alarm and the patrol wagon was sent
for. On its arrival Sergt. Kennedy
telephoned at once for Deputy Coroner
Towers. He pronounced the man dead
and had him taken to Connolly's
morgue, where a post mortem ex-
amination was made, with the re-
sult as stated above. An inquest
willprobably be held to-day. Chamber-
lain was a man of about thirty-five
years, and weighed in the neighborhood__ — of 200 oounds. He

formerly resided
in Bradford V..,
where he was at
me time a partner
ofex-Gov. Koswell
Farnham. He has
a wife and two
mildren living
ihere now. A tel-

• egram was receiv-
ed from Mrs.
Chamberlain last

, night, asking that
! the body be sent

to her tor nurial.
The case is somewhat a peculiar one

in many respects, and those who knew
Chamberlain best are at a loss to ac-
count for his deed. He is known to be
well offfinancially, and there is not a
suspicion that he had any trouble of
any kind. He took the room in the flat
about a week ago, and since then has
been acting in a somewhat peculiar
manner at times. A few days ago he
began drinking hard, and on Monday
night, while in his room, he called in
Mrs. Savage, and told her he had drank
his last drop. He seemed to imagine
that he had done something for which
lie was liable to arrest, and quite late in
the evening he wanted Mrs. Savage to
give him a letter, stating that he had al-
ways acted in a proper manner since
being in the house and had disturbed
no one. During the evening .he acted
childishly, those in the house say, and
when Mr. Liney came home called him
in and wanted to sit by him. He was
very nervous, and instead of going to
bed lay down on the outside. Mr. Liney
left him alone at a late hour, and did
not see him again until he saw him
lying dead on the sidewalk. Those at
the house speak of him in the ' highest
terms, and express sorrow at his un-
timely end. Mrs. Savage said:

Chamberlain rented the room of me only
last Wednesday. He seemed to be a perfect
gentleman. I think he had been drinking
very hard up to yesterday. He came to his
room last night in an exceedingly excited
state. He said to me that he had been drink-
ing very hard until the night before. "Im
going to quit now," he said. "I haven't
touched a drop to-day, and Iwon't do so any
more ifIt kills me." He was very much
worked up over the fact that he thought the
police were going to arrest him for drinking.
''My God!" he said, "what would my wife
and babies think ifIwas arrested for being
drunk? Iwould never look my dear wife in
the face again. 1' Idid all Icould to quiet
him. But every little while he would break
out with the same thing again. Finally he
went to his room. Before he did so he askedme to tell Mr. Liney to come and see him
when he came home. The next thing Iknewwas when Mr. Liney called us up this morn-
ing and said Chamberlain had jumped from
the window.

The general supposition is that Cham-
berlain must have become unsettled
from the overuse of stimulants, and
th at leaving offall at once had aggra-
vated the trouble. He has had consid-
erable money with him the past week,
and during the week had asked Joseph
Murch, with whom he was on very
friendly terms, how he should invest
5100,000. Chamberlain was well known
in the East, where he has handled some
big cases.

McDonald's Suicide the Result of
Mental Aberration.

evening by shooting himself through
the head," at his boarding place, 1410
Third avenue south. The body is now
at Warner's morgue, where it will be
kept until a brother of the dead man at
Midland, Mich., is heard from.' But it
is quite certain that the remains willbe
buried at Lakewood, as that was the re-
quest made by McDonald. . Several
days before his death McDonald wrote
to the lady he was engaged to, in' Chi-*
cago, telling her that he was not feeling
well. A letter was received yesterday
from this lady, addressed to McDonald,
stating that ifhe was too sick to . come
to Chicago she would come up here and
care forhim. The statement in an ob-
scure evening sheet to the effect that
McDonald had been charged with in-
timacy with Mrs. Charles Solemari is
pronounced entirely false by the • dead
man's friends, who claim that McDon-
ald only imagined that. he had been
charged with the crime, and that he
worked himself up to such a pitch of
nervousness that he really believed that
such a charge had been'made. His
friends, and especially the men with
whom he has worked tor the past year,
speak ofhim in the highest terms and
tliink that he must have been . insane
when he took his own life. \u25a0"-*._-.

The sixth annual meeting of the

Minnesota branch of the Woman's Aux-
iliaryoftheProtestant Episcopal Church
of America was held yesterday at St.
