ARROGANT WITNESSES.

1t is singular that a commission ap-
pointed by congress to investigate the
affairs of a railroad company, in which
the government has a direct interest,
should rot have the power to make the
witnesses called before it to tell all they
Eknow. No greater judicial farce has
ever been enacted than the attempted
examinations of Mr. STANFORD and
Mr. HuNtiNGTON by the Pacific rail-
yoad commission. These eminent rail-
road magnates pay no more respect to
the dignity and authority of the com-
mission than if the members were a lot
of school boys who had organized them-
selves into a moek commission just for
the amusement it afforded them. There
is nothing in their testimony or in their
manner of testifying to create the im-
pression that they have the slightestidea
that the commission is a body represent-
ing a great government or that the mem-
bersof the commission are the represent-
atives of law and governmental author-
ity, and clothed with functions as high
and sacred as the judiciary itself. There
never was a grosser exhibition of a wit-
ness trifling with a court than was illus-
trated in Mr. HUNTINGTON’S examina-
tion by the - Pacific railroad commission
yesterday. The witness talked all
around the questions that were pro-
pounded to him, without ever once
deigning to make a correet and straight-
forward answer. In his roundabout
talk, however, Mr. HUNTINGTON re-
vealed enough to indicate that bribery
had been resorted to in order to secure
the infiluence of certain senators. The
peculiar manner in which some senators
were *“‘convineed” leaves no room for
doubt on this point. It is equally clear
that both StaxrForD and HUNTINGTON
are in possession of a great many facts
which have not yet been given up, and
which the government is entitled to
know. Ours will be a travesty of gov-
ernments if there isn’t power lodged
somewhere to compel these arrogant
witnesses to tell the truth and the whole
truth.

THE PRE_; ;:El\ TS VISIT.

There will naturally enough be some
feeling of disappointment among the
big hearted people of the West and
Northwest that they are not to enjoy
the privilege of entertaining President
and Mrs. CLEVELAND in a manner com-
porting with that wide open hospitality
for which the West is noted. Ever
since the presidential visit has Dbeen
talked about the Western people have
had it in their heads to give Mr. CLEVE-
1.AND a series of receptionssuch as have
never been equaled in this country. In
fact the people of the West had their
hearts set on outdoing themselves in
this instance and to eclipse all past rec-
ords of hospitable entertainments, Con-
sequently the announcement that the
president has expressed a desire that all
formalities be abandoned, and that he be
permitted to pass through the country
with as little public demonstration as
possible,throws a chill over the generous
hospitality of the Westerners and may
incline some of them, in a mood of tem-
porary chagrin, to be less polite than
the occasion requires.

His time is
limited to three weeks, and within that
time he bas to travel a eircuit of nearly
8,000 miles, through a section of country
that he will be visiting for the first time.
Ie is naturally desirous to have some
Jittle time to himself to study the coun-
try as he goes along and to reflect upon
what he sees. Travel isa greatedu-
cator; but its benefits are all lost to the
traveler whose mind is.too much di-
verted from “his travels. Conscious of
this fact, the president has considerately
asked of the eities along the route of his
proposed  irip that the limited
tifqa he can devote to each be
spent in sight-seeing rather than
4dn a round of formal receptions and
costly  ban piets.

ing at it in a purely selfish light, we

might think it would be more pleasurable

for the 175,000 people of this city to have

the opportunity to dress themselves out

in their best bib and tucker and go down

to the Ryan or the Exposition hall, or

wherever & reception may be held, and

shake hands with our distinguished

guest and his admirable wife. But the

day devoted to St. Paul will be more

profitably spent by the presidential

party in looking around the eity and

seeing for themselves the marvelous de-

velopment of which they have heard so

much.

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In Which Louisville & Nash-
ville Gets Away With the
Midland Enterprise.

The Defeated Parties Charge
Bribery, and Will Try
It Over Again.

The Work of Reorganizing
the Nickel Plate System .
About Ended.

The Rock Island Wins in Its
Ticket Fight With East-
ern Roads.

NasnviLLe, Tenn., Sept. 22.—Never
in the history of Davidson county was
there as much interest taken in an elec-
tion as in to-day’s balloting for the sub-
seription of §500,000 to the Midland rail-
road, which would, had they won the
fight, have passed through Nashville
and 100 miles of tributary country. A
three-fourths majority being needed, the
proposal was defeated. Another elec-
tion will probably be had in thirty days.
The Louisville & Nashville railroad
control all the lines that enter the city,
and they consequently fought the
question very hard. "The railroad peo-
ple elaim bribery against the Louisville
& Nashville road and a lively time is
expected during the coming campaign.
In this connection considerable indigna-
tion finds expression at the sudden de-
scent upon the city of some twenty-five
or thirty Pinkerton men. The Louis-
ville & Nashville it is supposed hired
the Pinkertons.

THE WORK IS DONE.

Completion of the Reorganization
of the Nickel Plate.

CLEVELAND, O., Sept. 22.—A special
meeting of the stockholders of the
Cleveland & State Line railroad com-
pany was held hereto-day. The object
of the meeting was fulfilled by the adop-
tion of an agreement to consolidate the
company with the New York, Chicagzo
T St. Louis company, which represents
the Nickel Plate in New York and
Pennsylvania, and the Fort Wayne &
I1linois railroad company, which repre-
sents the Nickel Plate property in Indi-
ana and Illinois. The consolidation
thus effected includes all the companies
formed by the Nickel Plate reorganiza-
tion committee, and covers the right
and title to the entire Nikel Plate route,
the name of which, it was resolved to-
day, shall be the New York, Chicago &
St. Louis railroad company. It was
further resolved that a meeting
of the stockholders of this con-
solidated company be held at
New York on Saturday of this week for
the purpose of electing a board of diree-
tors for the new company. The
directors then elected will meet at New
York next Wednesday and organize.
D. W. Caldwell, the receiver of the road
and its former president, will be elected
president. The board will also, at the
meeting next Wednesday, authorize the
issue of the bonds provided for in the
reorganization scheme, name £20,000,000
first mortgage bonds, payable in gold
coin fifty years from date, with interest
at 4 per cent. per annum, payable in
gold semi-annually. The new company
expects to take possession of the road
October, and to that end application
will be made to the common pleas court
of this couuty to direct Reeeiver Cald-
\lvell to surrender the property on that
date.

NEW YOREK, Sept. 22.—A meeting of
the stockholders of the New York, Chi-
eago & St. Louis railway, which is the
reorganized Nickel-Plate, was held to-
day for the purpose of consolidating the
present system with the Fort Wayne &
.illinois & Cleveland State Line compa-
n’es under the laws of the state through
which they run, and the con-
solidation was effected with-
out opposition. Meetings were for the
same purpose held at the same time in
Cleveland and Fort Wayne in order to
The di-
rectors of the recognized company will
meet on Wednesday Sept. 28, to elect
officers, and the new securities of the
company will be issued between Oct.
1 and 15, v

The Rock Island Wins.

NEw Yorxk, Sept. 22.—The contro-
versy between the Chicago, Rock Island
& Pacific railroad and the Eastern trunk
lines with regard to payment of com-
missions by Western roads on Eastern
trunk line territory was terminated to-
day in favor of the Rock Island road.
The conclusion was reached when Gen-
eral Eastern Passenger Agent A. B.
Farnsworth, of the k Island road,
called upon . General Passengzer Agent
Farmer, of the Erie road, and requested
immediate decision as to the restoration
of Rock Island tickets to sale by Ene
agents. Mr. Farmer, after consultation
with his management, issued orders to
all agents to commence sale to-morrow
and at the same time notified all roads
of the Eastern Trunk Line association
of his action. At once on receiving this
notice the New York Central, West
Shore and Baltimore & Ohio gave like
notice to their agents.

WILY HUNTINGTON.

He Cannot be Cornered by the Pa-
cific Commmission.

NEwW YORK, Sept. 22.—The members
of the Pacific railroad commission were
on hand at 10 o’clock this morning. Mr.
Huntington was not. At10:30 he ap-
peared. Mr. Huntington took the stand
and the examination into the different
letters sent to Colton was again entered
upon. The first was in relation to hay-
ing convinced a certain senator from
Florada of the advantages of the South-
ern Pacific road to the Gulf states. The

THE ANARCHISTS.

Gen. Pryor Looks at Their Case
From a Legal Standpoint.

New YoRkg, Sept. 23.—Gen. Roger A.
Pryor said last night that he could at
present give very little information in
regard to his plans. He has not yet
seen the record of the trial before Judge
Gary, which is very voluminous. “©f
course,”” he said, “I have nothing what-
ever to do with the popular side of the
case. I have no concern with the gues-
tion of sympathy with the anarchists or
their cause. I am retained simply as a
lawyer who is to endeavor to induce the
supreme court to reverse the decision of
the Illinois court. Just what will
be the form of the ap‘)eal I can-
not now say., but we shall attack the
constitutionality of the Illinois law re-

arding the construection of the jury.

'his law has been in operation since
1874, and has not been passed upon by
‘the supreme court. The law of Iliinois
relating to couspiracy will not enter
into our application.” When questioned
in regard to the report that the "appeal
would be laid before Justice Miller,
Gen. Prior said:

I know of no reason to believe that Justice
Miller will have anything more to do with
the case than his brother justices of the su-
preme bench. The su{hrame court is sup-
posed to be, and I believe it is, elevated
above all infiluence of popular clamor,
whether insghed by sympathy with the an-
archists or "hostility toward them. and will,
no doubt, decide the question of law which
is involved in a spirit of thorough im-
partiality.

Herr Most’s organ, Der Freiheit, to-
day contains a letter from Lingg and
Engel, the condemned Chicago an-
archists, requesting their friends and
comrades to abandon all efferts to se-
cure justice for them. They declare it
is useless to expeet justice from the
courts. Their execution, however, will
hasten the downfall of tyranny.

go to Africa. Contrast that time and
to-day. Was not the negro at home in
Minnesota; was he not just as welcome
in this state as any white man or any
race?

Private Wood Acquitted.
