
PITY FOR MURDERERS.
Resolutions of Sympathy for

Condemned Anarchists by
a St. Paul Organization.

Sentiments That the Court Is
Too Harsh in Calling

Them Murderers.

Doings of the St. Paul Trades
and Labor Assembly at

Its Last Session.

A Need of More Financial
Backing for the Local Co-

operative Store.

The meeting of the. German Carpen-
ters' brotherhood, No. 157, in Labor hall
last Tuesday evening, brought forth the
following, in sympathy with the con-
demned anarchists, according to the
translation of Editor Emile Constant, of
the Labor Echo:

Be itresolved, by Local Union No. 157 of
Brotherhood ofCarpenters and Joiners of
North America, That the decision of the su-
preme court of Illinois on the so-called anar-
chists be condemned, as we are convinced
that it was not given in accordance with jus-
tice to the condemned.

Resolved. That the condemned possess our
fullest sympathy.as they were not in any way
concerned in the bomb-throwing, or had in
any manner excited to riot, and are to be re-
garded as the objects of a verdict iv favor of
a class.

Kesolved, That we consider the condemned
its martyrs in the labor movement, and that
the enforcement of this ruffianlyand shame-
less verdict would be a trampling upon the
laws of the country and a soilingof the
American ting.

The resolutions were signed by the.
German union.

They were shown yesterday afternoon
to Joseph Grady, ofthe American union,
No. ST. at ' his 'boarding bouse. No 190
West Seventh street. Mr. Grady has
been a very prominent union man. He
expressed himself very plainly,, as fol-
lows: *•

Itell you. J——, but Idon't like to see those
resolutions go into print. There is one thing
certain, they will not be adopted by No. 87.
Not concerned in the bomb throwing? Now
who in the world says they weru't? Does any
man with Common sense mean to say that
these condemned anarchists were not con-
cerned in the bomb throwing!l Iwould

SEVER MYCONNECTION'
with any association that would show any
sympathy with that kind of a thing: yes, sir,
1"would disclaim any connection witli-an or-
ganization that would adopt any such reso-
lutions as that, and Iknow No. 87 will not.
We are Americans, and I hope, law abidiug
citizens. Ifa man can't come over to this
country and be an American and abide by
our laws and uphold our institutions, he bet-
ter go back to where he came from. This
matter has been tried by the courts of Amer-
ica, and by the assistance of bigger
brains than No. 157 contains, and I.
don't think its the province of No. 157 to
pass judgment of that kind upon the courts
of our country. The idea that a few foreign-
ers are going "to come over here and overturn
our laws and institutions, and to say that
these anarchists were not concerned in the
bomb-throwingwhy. itis absurd. Iexpect
to be just as much a" law-abiding citizen in
this country as I would be in Ireland.

OTHER OPINION;-".
A number of expressions of different

'workingmen have been gathered by
Editor Constant, who vouches for their
reliability, as follows:

I.obert Newell, workingmen's representa-
tive in the house of the last legislature—lf the
congressman who said that Jay Gould ought
to be hanged was found guiltyofmurder on
the hanging of Gould by his. advice then the
anarchists also deserve hanging. Should a
man be held responsible torspeech when we
claim freedom ofspeech for all? The Bible
says: "By their words ye shall know them,
but by their acts ye shall prove them." How-
ever, Ihave no sympathy with bomb-throw-
ing as a means ofreform.

President James Childs, of the Brick-
layers' Union—They don't deserve hanging
unless they threw the bomb, for which there
seems to be no clear proof.

Secretary A. J. Kies, of the Bricklayers'
I'nion— opinion is that the Pinkertons'
threw the bomb. \u25a0 I don't want to see the
condemned men hung.

N. L. Peterson, of the Socialist' Labor
Party—From the supreme court, represent-
ing a class against which the anarchists
spoke, nothing else could be expected. Their
decision is an outrage.

Secretary L. 11.Lawson, of the Scandinav-
ian Carpenters' —They deserve some
punishment, but not hanging.

Thomas Byrne, of the Workingmen's Edu-
cational Association The verdict is not just
—it is too severe. Sg^ES

William Michel, of the same Organization
—They should not be hung simply because
they are anarchists.

President P. J. O'Connell, of the Moulders'
Union—l think they will get their just de-
serts in hanging.

C. 1). Brown, 'same Organizationl don't
think they deserve hanging.

Louis Meier'they've got no right to hang
them; there is not sufficient proof.

John C. Armbruster. of the Machinists'
Assembly—They deserve punishment, but I
think the death penalty is too severe.

CO-OPERATION.

How the Institution is Thriving
in St. Paul.

Secretary A. J. Metzger, of tie St.
Paul Co-operative Mercantile con n my,
has sent a circular to the stockl.ol rs
inviting them to attend the ..i.nual
meeting of the company at Knight, or"
Labor hall. 371 Jackson street, "VVe-'nes-
day evening, Oct. 12, at Bp. m. He is \u25a0

aware ofthe fact that a little disbat.s-
faction has existed among some of the
customers, who were disappointed in
finding that it did not become all they
expected it would be, yet a large num-
ber of customers who had no professed
interest in co-operation has continued
to deal with the institution. E. A.
Goldsmith has been made manager.
The institution started with $2,700 worth
ofstock and store fixtures, of which
only 11,00(5 was on hand, thus leaving
the business under a heavy burden. It
is necessary to sell sufficient stock to
meet the demands. The Minneapolis
Co-operative Mercantile company, Mr.
Metzger says, did a business
last year (its lirst year) of 822,834, and in
a very backward part of the city, and
this year it is expected the sales will
reach 180,000. Interest was paid on the
capital invested for the past year at the
rate of 0 per cent., and for the last quar-
ter a pro rata dividend of 28 cents was
paid, in addition to a dividend of6 per
cent, on all purchases of stockholders,
and 3 per cent, On the purchases of non-
stockholders. The secretary pointedly
remarks:

Workingmen will never be able to carry on
the exchange of the world unless they take
advantage of the opportunities opened up by
the co-operative association for acquiring a
business training.. And until they get that
business training so they can successfully
carry on exchange, they will have to depend
on self-appointed middlemen to carry iton
for them, and be content to allow them the
lion's share for so dfing. :\_ :

THE ST. PAUL STOI^§
The St. Paul company's store, at No.

321 East Seventh street, was visited by
a Globe reporter yesterday afternoon,
lt is a very neat-looking grocery, and
apparently does a good business. Ten-
dollar and five-dollarcoupon tickets are
sold for cash to the customers. The new
manager, Mr. Goldsmith, is a pushing
and pleasant gentleman, and predicts a
good-paying business. S

At the meeting, on the evening of
Oct. 12, liev. M. McG. Dana, pastor of
the Plymouth Congregational | church,
who lately made a thorough investiga-
tion of the co-operative societies of
England and this country, will deliver
an address upon the co-operative move-
ment.

So far there are only three co-opera-
tive institutions in this city—
mercantile, the bricklayers' , and
the carpenters'. The Carpenters'
association has . not been do-
ing much, but itis about finishing two
houses" at * St. Anthony park. The
Bricklayers' association, under the
management ofEd Hyland, is going to
work in a truly business-like style. It
has a job of five building now on St.
Anthony hill, which willprobably keep
it busy for the rest of the year.

TRADES ASSEMBLY.

Action Taken Against H. C. Hall's
Candidacy for the Postmaster-
ship. -
Last Friday evening's meeting of the

Trades anil Labor assembly was fillI of
interest, and was prolonged until long
after 11 o'clock. . : *' r. ' \u25a0*."\u25a0•'

The appeal, presented by. Typograph-
ical Union No. SO, concerning the can-
didacy of 11. P. Hall for the St. Paul
postmastership. met with several re-
sponses from the Carpenter's unions,
Washington assembly, the Scandinavian
assembly, the Brotherhood of Work- j
men, and the Teamster's. and Stone-,
cutters' unions. These organizations
signified their willingness to help the
printer's in their efforts to weaken Mr.
Hall's prospects. The executive, com-
mittee was accordingly instructed to co-
operate with a similar committee of
Typographical union.No. .80, to en-
deavor to secuie the aid of the organized
labor of the state to this end.

The committee having in charge the
arrangements for opening the conven-
tion of the general assembly of the
Knights of Labor at the Washington
rink, Minneapolis, Oct. 3, presented its
report, adopting the circular of the
Minneapolis committee." The pro-
gramme is this. '

On the evening of-Oct. 3 the local
labor associations of the two cities are
to give a grand entertainment in honor
ofthe General assembly and the na-
tional convention of the Farmers' al-
liance. Millard & Thyle's orchestra
has been engaged. * After an overture
by the orchestra and a song by the male
quartette; General Master Workman
Powderly is to deliver an address upon
"The World as Knighthood Would Make
lt." Prof. Baker Will then sing "The
Workingmen's Marsellaise," after which
President A. J. Streeter.of the National
Farmers* alliance, willspeak upon "The
People Their Government." * "Our
Battle Song" is to be sung by a chorus
of 500 children. Mr. Powderly will re-
spond to Mayor Ames' welcome, and
General Secretary Charles 11. Litciiman
to Gov. McGill'saddress. "Labor Eree
to All*is another song to be given by
the children's chorus, and William
Reilly, of New York, will also exercise
his vocal abilities.

The assembly could not pass over
County Commission George Mitsch's
resolution at the German Catholic con-
vention, so rather harshly worded reso-
lutions, after some hot talk, were
adopted reflecting upon Mr. Mitseh.

REPORTS OF TRADES.
Delegates from those trades repre-

sented reported as follows:
Cigarmakers, not very brisk; book and job

printing, slacking up, German printing fair;
boot and shoe business, very good; stone-
masons, dull, too many in town; carpenters,,
lair; bakers, very good; plumbers, good de-
mand at $4 per day.

The cigarmakers gave notice that theirball
would take place on the 7th of November,
and the bricklayers' Oct. 14. The bakers'
union will give their ball at Turner hall next
Saturday.

A WORKING GIRL'S VIEW. .
The Reason Why There is Such

An Antipathy Against Serving
As Kitchen and House Maids.

To the Editor of the Globe.
In looking through your columns,

week after week, I see this one ques-
tion, "Why do working girls prefer
working in factories, offices.stores, etc.,
than to do housework?" Now, ' list to
my answer, let all the world hear it, I
sneak unafraid what Iknow to be true.
That a girl in this nineteenth century—
with a passable face, a common school
education, with a mild disposition.along
with that pride which was given her by
her Maker, made of flesh and blood,
just the same as her royal mistress, does
not care to put her head under
the foot of one of her fellow creatures.
Now, to read the papers you would
naturally comes to the conclusion that
this question was one ofthe seven won-
ders, to hear the public speak of it. Let
them, if they are so interested, come
with me to the bottom of this great won-
der. Let them place themselves, for
instance, in a great city, alone, perhaps,
with no friends and very little money,
but with good health and strength, and
a good will to use both. Well, you-try
to get a situation; and, after being asked
not less than 1,000 questions, and com-
pelled to show good references, you are
permitted to go into a six-by-four kitch-
en to work from 5 o'clock in the morn-
ing until 10 at night, for the immense
salary of$12, §10, or perhaps, if the lady
of the house has a good share- of gall,
she will ask you to stay for58 a month;

FOR AXEXCUSE FOB HEB FEKVE, •
will say:

You know you are a stranger and it is a
great deal better to stay here for that than togo and look for another ploce. Besides, this
is the easiest place on this street, and I al-ways pay my help what is coming to them.
The last girlIhad was here two years and Igave her 50 cents over. You have two win-
dows in your room, and the lady across the
street makes her girl sleep in the attic. Thelady next door pays her giriSO a mouth, and
she is an expert, you see. Idon't know whatyou are yet. One has got to be so careful of
those strange girls who work.

Well, probably if the poor girl has no
friends and very little money, she will
stay and try, only to become more and
more disgusted with housework, and
finally, after she becomes acquainted
with a few girls who work in factoriesor some other place, they will tell her
she can make a dollar a day, and some-times more, can get her board for S3 or
perhaps $2.50 a week; have every Sun-day and every evening; can sit down
and eat her meals undisturbed, and be
her own boss for the evening, anyhow.

Now, if the Globe; will only conde-
scend to put this in print, some of itskind readers will start up and say:
"Now, something must be done for those
poor girls!" Please keep your pity.
These girls are not to be pitied.

IF THEY JUST STICK TO THIS.
Keep out of the kitchens until you get

pay forgoing in. The pity ofthe ladies
ofthe house will turn to themselves
when their clothes will last about two
weeks in a laundry and they becometired ofcooking, and sick ofeating adul-turated food out of bakery shops. Then
perhaps they willrealize when they get
a good girl.

You kind-hearted people, who arecv:r organizing societies, under suchnames as Y.G. C. A., etc., go out beg-
ging for the girls, but take good care
that the members of the said societies
get their pay. And what is left—well,
tie girls never get it. Nor' do they
want it. They are not objects ofcharity.
Give them work and pay them forit.
They want justice, not pity. Make
your kitchens comfortable; treat them
well;pay them their wages, and do that
without their beggine for it; do not use
them for a target to shoot your temper
at; use your husband for that, if you
choose; you are married to him, he will
have to stay, but the girls do not. Or
after awhile, it willbe necessary to en-
large the'GLOBP to get all the wants for
house girls down.

Let them organize societies to . help
poor, homeless, aged people, but, for
goodness sake, let the poor working
girl alone. Give them plenty of work;
pay them good wages; treat them as
you would like to be treated yourself;
and you willfind that many of the girls
who are now struggling along, will
gladly go to live with you, help to
brighten your homes, and feel thai
they have a home.
