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REALY FOR GROVER.

The City Has Prepared For
the President, and Waits
His Coming.

He Will Find the Most Magnif-
icent and Novel Demon-
stration Ever Seen.

How the President and Wife
Will Be Cared For While
They Stay.

Make Up of the Party Who
Will Drive About the
City.

To-morrow afternoon at 5:30 p. m.,,
the chief magistrate of the nation, and
Mrs. Cleveland, Postmaster General
Vilas, Col. Lamont, Judge Bissell and
Dr. Bryant, constituting the presiden-
tial party, will arrive in St. Paul.
President Cleveland is the fifth presi-
dent of the United States who will have
honored St. Paul with a visit. Gen.
Grant and President Arthur were both
here in 1883 at the Villard celebration,
and Gen. Sheridan accompanied them.
It was the second visit of Gen. Grant,
for he was here immediately after the
war in 1866. President Hayes came
here in 1873 to visit the state fair and
was also here in 1886 to attend the meet-
ing of the National convention of cor-
rections and charities. President Fill-
more visited the city in 1854, Among
the first men of national prominence
who have visited St. Paul was Stephen
A. Douglas, as early as 1848,

The demonstration which will wel-
come the distinguished guests of the
city Monday evening will out-do any-
thing of its kind, and it is to burst forth
with spontaneity and enthusiasm. The
city will glory mm a blaze of electric
light and gas illumination. Visitors
will be here from all over the state and
nation. Delegations are coming from
Winona, Duluti, Stillwater, St. Cloud,
Hastings, Faribault, Rochester, Man-
kat , albert ILea, Brainerd, Moorhead
and other cities of the state, and dele-
gations from Fargo, Bismarck, Huron,
Sioux Falls and Yaukton are expected.
The city wiil borrow the magnificence

and splender of a winter car-
nival, for all the carnival
clubs will turn out in proces-

s.on., ces‘umed in their many cotors and
combinations. 1t will also be a military
demonstration, for the First regimentof
the Minnesota National guard, and all
the Grand Army posts will be out in
uniferm. Grand Army posts and Carni-
val elubs of other cities will also par-
ticipate in the enthusiastic welcome.
The city will be decorated in holiday at-
tire. ‘T'he president and his party will
stay until t'uesday noon, and then on
to Minneapolis. He will be tendered a
reception at the Ryan Monday evenrng,
and take a diive about the city Tuesday
morning. At the parade over thirty
Carnival elubs, making about 1,500 men,
are expected to be in line.

ARRANGEMENTS COMPLETED.

Who Will Escort the President
and the General Programme.

A meeting of all the committees to
arrange for the welcome to President
Cleveland was held in the council
chamber yesterday afternoon from 3
until 5:40 p. m.  Ald. O. O. Cullen pre-
siding. There were present: Congress-
man Edmund Rice, Hon. P. H. Kelly,
Judge C. E. Flandrau, W. B. Dean,
Lewis Baker, Thomas Cochran, Jr.,
Col. A. F. Rockwell, Gen. John B.
Sanborn, Dr. Hand, J. H. Burwell,
Daitiel H. Moon, L. H. Maxfield, Lane
K. Stone, W. P. Murray. D. A. Monfort,
Capt Ed S. Bean, President Kerr, of the
councill, and Ald. Cullen, Long and
Sanborn, and thers who are interested.
Chairman Flandrau, of the committee
on reception, submitted his report. ‘The
general committee on reception consists
of the mayor and council, and six citi-
zens, viz: Edmund Rice, P. H. Keily,
Gen. John B. Sanborn, Judge C. E.

Flandrau, Lewis Baker and W.
B. Dean. These gentlemen and
Presideut Kerr and five aldermen,

as suggested in Judge Flandrau’s re-
port, will go to the depot at 5:15 to re-
ceive President and Mrs. Cleveland and
party. The aldermen as selected bv
President Kerr are: Messrs. 0. O,
Cullen. John Dowlan, W. H. Sanborn,
E. R. Bryant and William Hamm. Mr.
Murray gave out the information that
the presidential party were expected to
arrive on a special train on the Chieago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul. 'The committee
who will look after the comfort of the
President and Mrs. Cleveland are
Miessrs. Rice, Baker, Flandrau, Kelly,
Murray, Sanborn and Dean.

The meeting was devoted to receiving
the reports of all the committees until
during D. A. Monfort’s report on the
arrangements on the evening parade,
the committee on reception retired to
arrange upon the number of carriages
which shall accommodate the president
and party and those who will escort him
from the depot to the hotel, on the
parade, and in the Tuesday morning
drive about the city. Chairman J. H.
Burwell said

EIGHT CARRIAGES

had been provided. Mr. Baker sug-
gested that the number be inecreased to
ten to accommodate the representatives
of the Associated Press and the city
press.  What the committee decided
upon will appear in its proper order.
Following is the order of the carriages
and the reception party who will re-
ceive President Cleveland, wife and
party at the depot and convey them to
the Hotel Ryan:

Mayor Robert Smith and all the other
members of the city council will await
tiae president at the Hotel Ryan. When
the president arrives the mayor will
welcome him with a short and appro-
priate address, to which the

PRESIDENT WILL RESPOND,
A committee of five ladies living at
the Ryan will have decorated the par-
Jors to be used by the president’s party
with bric-a-brac and tflowers. After the
president and wife and the gentlemen
who accompany him on his visit to the
city have dined and rested, the evening
parade will begin. The interval between
the arrival of the president and the
parade wiil be two hours and fifteen
minutes, from 5:50 to 7:45 p. m. The

take care of Mrs. Cleveland when she
arrives.

The matter of the salute which is to
be fired on the arrival of the president’s
special train was brought up by Mr.
Murray. A salute of twenty-one guns
is to be fired. Capt. Bean said all the
pieces of the Emmet Light artillery and
of the Fort Snelling battery also were
in Chicago, having gone there the
first of the week. He expected that
they would arrive last night. It was
suggested that the salute be fired from
some point where it wouldn’t frighten
the horses. Judge Flandrau thought
the platform down the river and over-
looking the river would be a good place,
and Mr. Kelly was of the opinion that
Dayton’s bluff would do. Finally the
matter was left altogether with Col.
Bend and Capt. Bean.

D. A. Monfort, who has charge of the
arrangements for the parade, reported
that the marshal and aids have arranged
the®

DETAILS OF THE PARADE
so far as possible. The line of march
has not been alered. 1t is to be:

From the Sixth street entrance of the
Ryan to Jackson street, up Jackson to Sev-
enth, down Seventh to Sibley. down Sibley
to Third, up Third to Wabasha, up Wabasha
to Seventh, down Seventh to Jackson down
Jackson to Sixth and thence to the hotel.

The president and party will leave
the Ryan at 7:45. The guaid of honor,
which will escort him to Bridge square,
is to consist of the First regiment, Min-
nesota National guard, under command
of Col. Bend. It will form on Sixth
street, the left resting on Robert and
the right on Jackson street. The re-
ception committee will then wait upon
the president and his party and seat
them in their carriages. As decided
upon by the committee subsequent to
Mr. Monfort’s report, seven carriages
will contain the presidential party and
the members of the city council and
comnmittee of citizens who will accom-
pany President and Mrs. Cleveland, in
the following order:

Judze Fiandran informed the meet-
ing that Chairman J. H. Burwell, of the
committee on carriages, had provided a
beautiful victoria, single-seated, for the
accommod ation of President and Mrs.
Cleveland, but the committee was in-
clined to think it would be Dbetter to
provide a larger carriage for the presi-
dent’s convenience, as it was deemed
advisable to have some gentleman ae-
company the president and his wife, so
Mr. Burwell subsequently decided upon
a magnificent five-glass landau, to be
drawn by

FOUR WIIITE HORSES,

and to be driven by Ed Holcombe, of
Stillwater. This conveyance will be
placed at the service of the president
and Mrs. Cleveland during their stay in
the city. except when the party is taken
from the depot to the hotel, when ‘the
president will oceupy one carriage, and
Mrs. Clewveland, accompanied by Con-
grassman Rice. another.

EVENING DEMONSTRATION.

Turn Out of the Carnival Clubs
Under the Illuminations.

The carnival clubs, says Capt. Bean,
are to rendezvous at the city hall at7
p. m: on Fifth, Market and Washington
streets, and he requests all to be on
hand. Mr. Monfort, continuing his re-
port. said it had been thought proper
to have the carnival eclubs stand
on each side of Third street
up to Bridge square, as has already been
stated in the GLOBE, for two Yurposes,
viz: For scenic effect and to help hold
the crowd back. The president’s party,
escorted by the guard of honor, will
then proceed down Sixth street, up
Jackson, down Seventh, down Sibley to
Third street, and up Third street
through the two lines of G. A. R. posts
and Carnival clubs, to Bridge square.
The illuminations are to surpass any-
thing ever conceived before in that line.
All the globes have been polished, a
number of alterations for the better are
in progress, and the eleetric anchor at
Third and Cedar and the great star
and  motto, ‘“Our President,” at
Bridge square, will blaze with increased
brilliance. The platform is at the in-
tersection of Wabasha and Third
streets, so that views both down Third
street and up Wabasha may be com-
manded. It will hold about forty per-
sons, among them being President and
Mrs. Cleveland and all those who con-
stitute the presidential party an the
evening parade, Gov. McGill and staff,
the mayor and council and five ladies,
who are to be selected by Hon. P. H.
Kelly any Gen. John B. Sanborn. The
five ladies will wait upon Mrs. Cleve-
land. The platform is half hexagonal,
in the shape of a balcony, projecting
about three feet. When the members
of the president’s party reach it
they will ascend the platform, the car-
riages being taken out of the way down
Second street behind.the Ingersoll block
and the carnival clubs will then

PASS IN REVIEW
by the platform,and up Wabasha street,
under the command of the chief mar-
shall. Capt. Ed. S. Bean, who will give
the command to march in review as
soon as the party is comfortably seated
11an|1 the platform. In this connection
Mr. Monfort stated thata representa-
tion of members of the G. A. R. had in-
formed him that in the city there were
about one hundred uniformed members
of the Grand Army, who wouid be glad

to j0in in the procession if invited.
Mr. Murray at once moved that
a general invitation be extended

to the uniformed members of the
Grand Army to join i the parade,
Lewis Baker and others seconding the
motion. It was earried unanimously,
and the Grand Army men wiho were
present at the meeting immediately left
to communicate with their respective
posts. The posts will now arrange to
turn out under command of their re-
spective post-commanders. The First
Regimental band will lead the guard of
honor, and other bands will head the
1espective  divisions of the carnival
clubs.

Mr. Monfort suggested that as the
German singing societies had signified
a desire to be allowed to sing

SEVERAL PATRIOTIC PIECES
in honor of the president, some action
be taken as to where they may stand.
It was eventunally decided to have them
stand near the platform at Bridge
square. The societies are the Manner-
chor, Liederkranz, Arion, Concordia,
West St. Paul Liedertafel, Schweitzer-
Verein and Dayton’s Bluff Mannerchor.
They will be under the leadership of
Profs. J. C. Kerker and John S. Grode.

When all the carnival clubs and
Grand Army posts have passed in re-
view, they will again form into two
lines, open order, this time on Wabasha
street, to permit the president and
escort to pass through on their way
back to the hotel. The route of the
residential party and parade will then

e up Wabasha to Seventh, down Sev-
enth to Jackson, down Jackson to Sixth,
and thence to the hotel.

THE POPE’S JUBILEE.

Cardinal Gibbons Calls For Con-
tributions From the Faithful.

BALTIMORE, Oct. 8.—The following
letter will be read in all the Catholic
churches to-morrow morning:

Pastoral: On the approaching Jubilee of the
Holy Father, James Cardinal Gibbons, by the
Grace of God and the tavor of the Apostolie
See, Archbishop of Baltimore, to. the Clergy
and faithfol of his archdiocese: Health and
Benediction in the Lord—Dearly beloved
brethren and childien in Christ: It is a pious
and cherished custom for children and
grandchild en to celebrate with joyous festiv-
1ty the fiftieth anniversary of the marriage
of the honored head of the family and to
tender him affectionate tokens of their rever-
ence and devotion. Inspired by like feelings
of filial piety, the faithful throughout the
world are eagerly preﬁnriug to commemo-
rate the golden jubilee of our ho!ly
father, who, half "a ecentury ago, -kneit
as a young Levite before the aitar of God,
and took ‘‘the Lord as the portion of his in-
heritance and of his chalice,”” and surely,
beloved brethren, the rare occurrence of
such an event, the pre-eminent virtues of
our spiritual father, who is a spectacle of
admiration to the world, to angels and to
man, the prominent part he is enactingin
the history of our times, the historic grandeur
of his administration, which, like that of
Sextus V., crowds momentous events into
brief spaces of time; the influence he has
exerted in promoting peace between Euro-
pean 1powel's. the great esteem in which he
is held by all nations and creeds, the ex-
ample of our brethren throughout the Catho-
lic world in testifying their homage and loy-
alty on the oceasion of this auspicious cele-
bration, above all the special ties of gratitude
which bind this see to the august person of
Leo VIIL.—all these circumstances ought to
inspire us to sigalize the approaching jubilee
with more than ordinary enthusiasm—for, if
he is s0o much esteemed by the cold and dis-
passionate judgment of our separated breth-
ren. How warm and enthusiastic should not
our feelings be toward him, enjoying. as we
do, the privilege of being called his children
—and daily showing in his fatherly solici-
tude, his prayers and benedictions. The
hierarchy of the United States propose to
celebrate the approaching jubilee by a joint
letter of congratulation to the Holy Father in
their own name and in the name of the
clergy and laity of the whole country. As,
however, our expressions of attachment
should not be confined to words. I am sure
I am interpreting the wishes of your hearts
in announcing to you that you will be in-
vited to unite with your brethren
throughout this country and the Catholic
world in manifesting in a substantial manner
vour devotion to the visible head of the
church. You are aware that no compulsory
tax is imposed upon you to support the fa-
ther of the faithful, though he has heavy
burdens to sustain,- Yours are free-will offer-
ings made to the vicar of Him who came on
earth to rul: by love. Your only incentives
are your sense of duty,the voice of conscience
and the promptings of a loving heart. A
special eollection for the holy father will, ac-
cordingly, be taken up in the arch-diocese on
Sunday, Oct. 18, the feast of the maternity
of the Blessed Virgin Mary. The reveren
clergy will please call the attention of their
respective congregations to the collection by
reading this pastoral on the preceding Sunday
and on the day of the collection itself, with
such comments as their pious zeal will sug-
gest. It is earnestly hoped that the munifi-
cence of the offerings will be in some degree
commensurate with the sclemnity ot the event
we commemorate, and with the strong claims
which our august pontiff has on the bouaty
of his'children. From the receipt of this let-
ter to Jan. 1, 1888, the reverend clergy wiil
add the collect pro papa in the mass on all
days on which its use is permitted by the
rubrics. The rectors of the churches are
also invited to invest with usual solemnity
the services at the high mass on Sunday,
Jan. 1, at which service they will make some
allusion to the sovereign poutifi’s jubilee,
and at the end of mass or after vespers a “Te
Deum™ will be chanted in thanksgiving to
Godfor the long life and signal blessings
vouchsafed to our holy father, Pope Leo
XIII. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
and the charity of God and the communion
of the Holy Ghost be with you all, Amen.

A SPORTING SPREAD.

The National League Season
Closes--Review of the
Year’s Work.

Detroit Wins the Pennant,
With Philadelphia a
Good Second.

The Waning Northwestern
Season--Oshkosh Looks
Like a Winner.

Milwaukee Captures a Hard-
Fought Game From
Eau Claire.

HE  National
league fight of
1886 came to a
close yesterday
afternoon, De-
troit winning
the penant. The
struggle was in
one respect the
most  remark-
able in the his-
tory of the lea-
zue—the first
five elubs were
more evenly
matched than
everbefore. The
finish was not
S0 exciting as
twice previous-
ly—the contest
not being de-
cided last year
between  Chi-
cago and Detroit
until the last
day of the sea-
son and the year
betore not until
the last week,
between  Chi-
cago and New
York—but the
closeness of the
fight during
July and Au-
gust made the
games of every
day deeply interesting. The season
opened with a great deal of bitterness
of feeling between managers and play-
ers, owing to the barter of men like cat-
tle. Chjcafo led the way in this traffic,
selling Kelly for $10,000, Gore and Dal-
rymple for smaller sums and exchang-
ing McCormick for Van Haltren, and
the publie, to which thiscsort of thing
was particularly distasteful, beeame out-
spoken in its disgust, and the wish was
freely expressed that the champions
might be terribly beaten in the race.-
The bittérness was intensified by the
attitude assumed dy the €hieago ‘man-
a%ement': Spalding had filled his pnrse
with gold by the sale of players,and yet
he turned about and assured the lovers
of the national sport that he did not let
thgm go for money—perish the thought
—but
BECAUSE THEY DRANK,

and were therefore unreliable. As the
season advanced, the reading public
often remembered with a broad smile
this estimate of the departed Chicago.
players when, in scanning the morning
papers, they ran across such expressions
as these: ‘“Dalrymple made a home
run in the eighth, tying the score,and his
terrific drive over the left-field fence in
the tenth gave Pittsburg the game.
Dal’s old admirers were mean enough
to a})Plaud him heartily, but Anson and
Spalding refused to see anything pleas-
ing in his brilliant stick work.” *‘‘lhe
only Mike Kelly was a prince every-
where to-day. He went to bat five times,
making two triples, a double and two
singles, and accepted eleven chances in
the field. Kelly was particularly handy
in getting behind the ball when Anson
was at the bat, and to Kelly is to-day’s
victory due.” ‘“With the score tied and
two men out in the eighth inning, Gore
stepped into the breach in a way that
sent every hat on the polo grounds into
the air. He waited until three strikes
had been called, and then he fell on the
ball with a swoop born of desperation
and sent it no man knows where. Suf-
fice it to say, he made the circuit and
won the game.” “MecCormick pitched
just such a game as-he pitched in his
paimiest days at Cleveland. The White
Stockings faced him in the same half-
hearted way they would a cyclone, and
never had a chance to win the game.”

immensely, but the effect on Anson and
Spalding was about the same as if an
icicle had been dropped down their
backs. It was asorry kindof an in-
dorsement of their position. Before the
season opened Detroit made a trip
through the South, West and North-
west, making the remarkable record of
a victory in every game, and the impres-
sion was pretty general that Detroit
would prove a winner. Chicago, how-
ever, had many admirers, not because
of its team—the players were many of
them new men—but because of its
prestige and the belief that Anson could
make a ball player of any timber to
which he chose to give his attention.
Boston also had some friends, and here
and there a man hoped rather than be-
lieved that New York or Philadelphia
would win. Pittsburg was well eql'lipped
with pitehers, but its weakness with the
willow took it out of the race before the
season opened. Washington and In-
dianapolis were also known to be out of
the race from the start. Most of the
wise men in the sporting fraternity
laced the five leaders in this order:

etroit, Chicago, Boston, New York,
Philadelphia. Boston stock rose per-
ceptibly at the very outset, and the
gilt-edged Hub aggregation showed its
nose in front May 4. Detroit, however,
took the lead the 5th, and never lost it
once from that date to Oct. 8. Chicago
got a bad start, and seemed an_easy
victim for any team. The White Stock-
ings soon began pulling steadily to-
gether, however, and

came out to remark in a loud voice that
“Chicago would get there just the
same.” Both Chicago and Detroit got

retty rough usage on their second trip
Eust, and returned to Detroit pretty
close together and pretty badly broken
up. Chicago won two of the three
games and the two teams went to Chi-
cago. Chicago won the first game there,
Detroit the next, the league directors
threw out the Jlsputed Detroit-New
York game, and behold there was a tie.
The excitement at this point was, of
course, very high, and the majority of
the “‘knowing ones” predicted that Chi-
cago would take the lead and never be
headed. The following day, however,
the Wolverines batted Clarkson at will
and got a lead of one game again. This
was August 16. Chicago went to Pitts-
burg and Detroit to Indianapolis, and
both the visiting teams lost two games
out of three. At this time Philadelphia,
New York and Boston were crowding
the leaders hard, and many expressed
the belief that one of the Eastern teams
would lead before the Westerners left

awry.  Detroit began winning steadily
and Chicago losing almest as regularly,
and on their return home Detroit had a
long lead, which it gradually increased.
Chicago, on the other hand, played no
better at home than away, and kept fall-
ing away until Philadelphia pulled into
second place. The Quaker team ended
the season with its
SIXTEENTH CONSECUTIVE VICTORY,

playing a much stronger game than
even Detroit. Indeed, had the season
lasted ten days longer, it is pretty cer-
tain that the championship would not
have gone to Detroit. The season was
the most profitable in the history of the
league, and the clubs played nearly all
of their games. Indianapolis played
every game scheduled, and Washington,
the lowest in the list, came within four
of it. The games not played off were
those scheduled as follows: Boston at
New York, July 23: Boston at Washing-
ton, June 6; New York at Philadelphia,
Aug. 20; New York at Chicago, Sept.
17; Philadelphia at Washington, May 5;
Washington at Philadelphia, Sept. 28;
Chicago at Boston, Aug. 23; Chicago at
Pittsburg, Oct. 8; Detroit at Washing-
ton, July 19; Pittsburg at Detroit, June
