Washington, Oct. 10— statistical

report ofthe department of agriculture
makes an increase of only half of 1 per
cent, in the-condition ofcorn. The past
mouth has been very generally favor-
able, but the status of a large part of
the crop was fixed at the date ofthe pre-
vious report. The general average of
condition is 72.8 instead of 72.3. The
average of the seven surplus states is
64.0 instead of 64.2 in September. This
is a lower condition than has ever been
reported except in 1881, when the aver-
age was nearly 7 points lower and the
average yield 18.6 bushels. The indica-
tion is now for a yield of a small frac-
tion over. 20 bushels per acre. The
exact area exclusive of that cut for fod-
der as not worth harvesting is not yet
determined. Slight uncertainties re-
garding it may cause a variation in the
final record of 1 or 2 per cent, from
1,500,000 bushels. The test of
threshing has not materially en-
larged the average rate of the;
wheat yield, which appears to be about
11.8 bushels, or 4-10 of a bushel less than
last year. The increase of acreage,
which is large in Dakota, willmake par-
tial compensation and bring the product
nearly or quite to 450,000,000 bushels.
The rate of yield in New York is 16.7.
bushels; Peunsyluania,lo.s; Ohio, 12.4;
Michigan, 13.3; Indiana, 15.5; Illinois,
15.2;. Wisconsin, 10.3; Minnesota, 9.5;
lowa, 10; Missouri, 17; Kansas, 9.6;
Nebraska, 10.7 Dakota, 10.5; California,
13.8. The yield of oats is slightly below
the average—about 25 bushels per acre.
The product is fully 600,000,000 bushels.
In the principal states of the central
valley region the state averages range
range from 25 to 30 bushels. The barley
yield is nearly 20 per cent, less than a
medium yield, or about 20 bushels per
acre. New York. 20.3; Michigan, 19.5;
Wisconsin, 18.5; Minnesota, 19.1; lowa,
19: California, 20.5. The yield ofrye
is 11.5 bushels per acre, and the product
about 24,000,000. There has been a drop
in condition ofbuckwheat from 89 to 77.
The condition ofpotatoes has declined
from 67.3 to 61.5, partly from appear-
ance of rot in the Atlantic states. The
condition of cotton has further declined.
The effect ofdrought in reducing vital-
ity and arresting growth is more appar-
ent than on the Ist of September. The
general average has been reduced from
82.8 to 76.5. It is still several points
higher than in 1883 and 1884, aud 10
points higher than in 1881. The average
of condition by states is as follows:
North Carolina. 78; South Carolina, 79;
Georgia, 77; Florida, 78; Alabama, 76;
Mississippi, 77; Louisiana, 78; Texas,
75; Arkansas, 75; Tennessee, 74. The
condition of tobacco averages 75.5
against 70.8.

The Lumbermen Getting Ready
for the Winter's "Work.

; Michigammie, Mich., Oct. 10.—In a
few weeks the lumbermen willbe going
into the woods for another season's
hard work. Some parties of men are
already preparing camps forthe winter.

! The wages paid this season will average
! about the same as last winter— $18
'. to $30 a month and board, according to
: the working value of the men em-
: ployed. Last winter there was a
i scarcity of men, but no trouble is appre-
; hended this winter on that head. The
\u25a0 contractors who have been building and
jare now completing the extensions of
the Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic,

. Chicago & Northwestern and Milwau-
kee & Northern have brought about
8.000 laborers into the pine district of

, Northern Michigan, and as all railroad
.work will soon be over for
' these men many * will go into
\u25a0 the lumber woods for the bal-
ance of the season. In fact, many of

. them will have to do so or submit to
charity, as they are reckless and ; im-
provident in the extreme as a rule.
Fully 50,000,000 feet; of logs will be put
in this winter in excess of last winter's
cut.- The cut on the Menomonee and its
tributaries will be about the same as
last year, but a number of new mills

• have been built in Baraga county and
along the line of the South Shore rail-
way east of Marquette. Nearly all the
lumber cut will be sawed in upper
peninsula mills, though a few million
feet are floated to Bay City and East

; Saginaw each spring and summer and
sawed in the mills there. Lumber oper-
ators are casting a greedy eye on the
forfeited indemnity lands of the Mar-
quette, Houghton &Ontonagon railroad,
now first thrown open to actual settlers.

. There are nearly 300,000 acres of land,
half of which is heavily timbered with
pine and hard wood and is very valu-
able. It lies principally in Baraga,
Hongaton. Ontonagon and Gogebic
counties, Mich.

The Trance Into Which an Oak-
land Girl Falls Puzzling the
Doctors. IV*;__"V

San Francisco Examiner.
Jennie Thomas is a beautiful girl of

nineteen years of age, and the daughter
ofCapt. W. R. Thomas, of the Oakland
police. She has been, ever since she
was ten years of age, subject to what
looked precisely like epileptic fits, with
the notable difference that they never
came on but when she was asleep.
Within the last year and a half, how-
ever, the disease has assumed a new aud
remarkable phase, resembling in some
respects catalepsy, but yet differing in
some essential symptoms from that ter-
rible form of "death in life."

When the fit seizes ; her her form be-
comes rigid aud perfectly incapable of
sensation, yet there is no further re-
semblence between her appearance and
that ofa person in a cataleptic fit.

There is a spasmodic twitching of.the
eyelids, which is now and then open
and show the pupil of the eye turued
upward or *else dilated, without any
evidence whatever of "speculation"
in it..

The breathing is plainly perceptible,
and at intervals stertorous and labored.
Now and then the whole body is con-
vulsed, and - the' struggles and contor-
tions of the poor girl are very pitiful to
behold at such times.

; When the convulsion .passes; a vivid
flush comes over her face and neck, by
and by giving place to the pallor whidi
is the result of her long illness.. Yesterday, when an Examiner re-
porter visited Capt. Thomas', house, the
girl was awake .trom her trance, but her
father had only just made' the remark
that she was so when sin? suddenly grew
rigid, and fell into the' condition above

' .Her hands, in which she had been
holding a small book,' remained in the
same position, -and. it required'some

little force to bring them down on her
bosom. .

-Mr. (Thomas-stated to the reporter
that this was the fourth attack that Jen-
nie had bad within the past., eighteen'
months,*the last one having occurred
about four months agoVVV - -.

* "She is perfectly insensible to suffer-
ing," added Mrs. "Thomas, ""and I do
not think she is conscious of' any thing
that goes on around her • except for a'
fewmoments before she comes out of
the fit. Sometimes when she is very
badly convulsed her heart is forced from,
its natural position to the middle of her,
chest, where it remains like a hard
lump without apparent movement.

"Ofcourse she is unable to take any,
nourishment when in a trance, butwhen!
conscious she partakes freely of food.,
it is absurd to say, as one paper does,!
that she has been six weeks without'
taking food. Indeed, the longest period'
of unconsciousness that she has had has -'geen for two days and nights and a por-',f

tion of the third day. *,«
"When the fitis off she .is as bright

and cheerful and contented as any girl.'
could be. Indeed, her, patience under
affliction is something perfectly wonder-
ful. Not a murmur or complaint passes.
Her lips, and when she is herself she la.
a very sunbeam in our household. . ].'.

"Her trouble is perfectly inexplicable,'
to the medical men whom we have,
called in to treat her. They call it hys-.
terio-catalepsy, whatever they may
mean, but I suspect they know little
more about it than any one else. They
have tried electricity and hypodermic
injections ofnitro-glycerine, in the hope
that the shock to the nervous system
would have a beneficial effect, but no
perceptible result ofany kind followed.

"They have found no organic disease
ofany kind either in her brain, spine
or other part of the body to account for
her trouble,, and, in short, they can
make nothing of the case." •

Capt. Thomas said: "Of course, it isa great trial to us, and a costly one, too,
but we do not for a. moment begrudge
either the trouble or" the expense. She
is very dear to us all.and, none the less,
but. rather all the more, on account of
