Washington, Oct. 14.— resigna-

tion >•: Judge Francis has been officially
called for by the department of justice.
Acting Attorney General Jenks called
for the resignation of Senator SewelTs
friend nearly a month ago. This is
straight goods, and from the official
records, limatters not by what means
the books were thrown open; the fact
is.' a ropy of the official letter is in the
press copy book, and is known to have
been mailed over a month ago. It is
believed that the resignation was
promptly forwarded and is in the
private desk of the attorney general at
this time. There is good reason to be-
lieve that the resignation, -when pub-
lished, will make interesting reading,
because of its length and intensity
of feeling. However, the matter
is kept under lock and key, and"
can only be conjectured upon
by a subordinate who saw it but for a
moment. Better still: the successor of
the judge is to be a Dakota man and an
excellent one, too. Before the resigna-
tion was called for, the successor of the
man was -elected. He is past fiftyyears
of age. venerable in appearance, with a
long white beard, and has been a great
traveler. Although he resides in North
Dakota he is exceedingly popular in the
South Empire. The gentleman has been
in Washington several times during tin-
present administration, and is personally
known, and favorably known *to the
president. He has never sought an
office forhimself, and lias declined sev-
eral. He has declined to accept Judge
Francis" place, on two occasions:
but has finally concluded to accept
It. more for the sake .of
keeping the office from another
carpet-bagger, than because he wants it
himself. The information thus pre-
sented was given me in confidence by a
high official, and 1 can only describe the
man, not name him yet. It was pre-
sumed last year that he would either re-
fuse to support Mr. Day in his candi-
dacy for congress, or else openly oppose
him. He surprised several factions in the
Democratic party by coming out at once
for the nominee. He made some of the
most finished and

that were made during the campaign.
Mis scholarship and experience, as well
a- his distinguished appearance, will
bring ability as well as honor to the
court. There is no man in the territory
who has traveled so extensively as he
has. and none can so excellently relate
and narrate their personal experiences
and reminiscences. He did not attend
the Democratic convention at
Aberdeen las. year except as
a spectator, and I am not
certain that Ik- was there at all. Iknow
that he was not a delegate to the con-
vention, He is a warm personal friend
of Boynton, McCormack, Maratta, John-
son, Church and Day. Maratta will
especially be pleased to know ofhis ap-
pointment. Indeed, it may not be going
too far to say that the gentleman who is
to succeed Judge Francis came to Wash-
ington about a year ago with Dan Ma-
ratta and stayed here with him for at
least two weeks. He was here when
McCormack was appointed secretary of
the territory, and when Maratta was
pointed marshal, and materially assisted
both of these gentlemen in attaining
their desires officially. Need more lie
said*. As a lawyer the gentleman stands
at the tip-top of his profession. Hon.
Bartlett Tripp has spoken and written
of him in the most eulogistic terms.
That is indeed praise from Sir Hubert.
No one can win .enconiums from Judge
Tripp save by merit. Ihave heard Judge
Bangs, Barney Caulfield, John K. Wil-
son. D. M. lonian and others of equal
ability ami judgment speak in the
highest terms of the ability of
the new judge. But for a pledge
not to mention his name as yet, 1 should
take pleasure in describing him more
minutely, and would even go so far as
to say that he lives in that county which
lies between Walsh and Trail and im-
mediately east ofNelson. In the mat-
ter of the long retention of Judge
Francis it is safe to say that the im-
pression created by that . gentleman to
the effect that he was retained by and
through the influence of Senator Sewell
is incorrect. Senator Sewell could not
have retained him in office ifhe would.
The only trouble has been in the selec-
tion of" an appropriate successor to
Francis. The president determined to
make no bad break in the matter: hence
the delay.

A Murder Committed Which Was
Without Provocation.

Pkkiiam. Minn., Oct. 12.—Parties in

f.?om the north,* in Becker county, give
the particulars of a cold-blooded mur-
der which occurred last night. It ap-
pears that Arnold Kohler, a Swiss, after
unhitching his team last evening, went
to his neighbor, John Adam, for the
purpose ofnotifying him to keep his
cattle out of his turnip field. Shortly
afterward Ernest Mottas, who lives
with Kohler, heard Kohler'.. little girl
in the field calling for help, that John
Adams was killing her father. He ran
over to Adams' house and found Kohler
down, Adams on top, and Mrs. Adams
belaboring* Kohler over the head with a
slick of stove wood. He pulled Adams;

'off and helped Kohler to his feet, tell-
ing him to come home. -He then started
out, thinking Kohler was following him.
lie heard two shots fired, and Kohler
Staggered out, saying "Iam shot," and

fell to the ground. Mottas procured a
team and started for home with Kohler,
who expired before reaching there.

Adams ran out ofdcors after the shoot-
ing, ids wife and child following. It
seems to have been a premeditated af-
fair. Adams was owing Kohler, and
told a neighbor during the past summer
that after he (Adams) returned from
Dakota this fall, he wouid have a settle-
ment with Kohler. and he would do
something to him that no person would
think of. He also told another neighbor
that he had killed a man with a whisky
bottle in the old country (Russia*), and
had to skip to America. Kohler was
very much liked- by is neighbors. He
leaves a wife and live children in fair
circumstances. Adams was caught by a
constable at Frazee this afternoon while
trying to escape by the train. He will

MONTANA.
The Governor Sends in His An-

naal Report.
Washington, Oct. 12.—Preston H.

Leslie, governor of Montana territory,
in bis annual report to the secretary of
the interior estimates the present pop-
ulation ofthe territory.at 130,000, an in-
crease of 10.000 during the. past., year
The present year, he says, has been
most favorable for the production of all
staple crops. The yields,'.without irri-
gation, have been very large..- _On the
subject of stock raising the report says
that prior to the present year
this important industry was in a most
prosperous condition,but the last terrible
winter was most disastrous. In con-sequence of this experience stock men
have turned attention more to the pro-
duction of grasses and other forage
plants. The governor estimates the
number of cattle now in the territory at
1,400.000; horses, 100,000; sheep; 2,000,-

--000: all of high grade. One million
dollars worth of wool lias been produced
ami shipped this . year. The total
assessed value of the taxable
property is .0,200,000. There were
Increased investments in null-
ing. A conservative estimate
of the yield ofthe mines in gold, silver,
lead and copper for the year is $26,000.-
--000. Coal has become tin important ele-
ment in the mining industry of the ter-
ritory. The governor says that he has
information that large areas; of lands
donated to the state by the general gov-
ernment for school purposes are now
unlawfully occupied -by jpersons who
fence them in, and live upon their pro-
ducts, greatly to the injury of the
property. He asks that all such per-
r.f. lie immediately compelled to vacate
He recommends the establishment of a
refinery in connection with the United
States assay offices at Helena. Of the
Indians, be says there has been little
trouble or danger, except for the occa-
sional horse-stealing raids and counter
raids among the Piegans .and Crows,
and similar performances once inawhile
by the Bloods and Black Feet, in which
white men's property is occasionally
stolen. These outrages, says the gov-
ernor, tend naturally to arouse the
spirit of resentment which will
develop into a belligerent form
in the early future if not
avoided by prompt and firm measures to
prevent the recurrence of these pillag-
ing expeditions:" In conclusion there-
port says that Montana's interests have
been greatly cramped ami her progress
much retarded on account ofthe alien
land law. "That*law," it says, "so far
as it has or will prevent aliens from
grasping ami holding great and extens-
ive areas of land may be unobjectiona-
ble, but the provisions under which
foreign capital is kept from investment
in and from the development of our
mines are a great weight and hindrance
to our people."

The old soldiers
did not step as briskly as when they
left here ninety strong in 1881, and one
marched with a wooden leg. This even
ing there were addresses by Gen. Hollon
Richardson, of Chippewa Falls; Judge
M. Bartlett. of Eau Claire, and others.
A ball and supper closed the reunion.
The evening gathering was intensely
enthusiastic. Old Abe, stuffed, was to
have headed the procession, but was
not sent from Milwaukee for fear of
damage in transit.

The Western Union.

New York, Oct. 12.—There was a
large-number of stockholders present
at the Western Union meeting to-day,
and much interest was shown in the
reading of the annual report. The
main facts concerned in it are as fol-
lows: The gross earnings for the year
ending June 30 were $17.191,909; oper-
ating expenses, $13,154,028; net earn-
ings, $4,037,218; interest and sinking
fund, 5333,005; balance, $3,504,210; divi-
dends, $811,80-; surplus from the
year's business, $2,002,352. The last
feature is the vital one, as it deals with
a deficit in meeting charges last year of
$14,109. The number of messages
handled reaches the enormous total of
47,304,530. The average receipts' per
message was reduced to 30>4 cents,
against 30.9-10 cents the previous
year, with a .reduction in the cost
of handling to 23) icents, against
24 cents the previous year. The
report concludes by saying that the
facilities and advantages afforded by
the addition of the Baltimore & Ohio
system, it is_ confidently believed will
largely increase the revenues. This
acquisition and others made since the
close of the fiscal year, and not included
in the report, will swell the company's
plant to about 102,000 miles of lines and
over 580,000 miles of wires. The con-
tract with the Baltimore & Ohio rail-
road was ratified and the issue of $5,-
--000,090 new stock was authorized. '• V-;.j:

MINNEAPOL.IS SENTIMENT.

The People of the Flour City Ter-
ribly Worked Up.

Public sentiment ran riot in Minneap-
olis yesterday over an editorial which
appeared in the morning Tribune con-
taining a villainous attack on the per-
sonal character of President Cleveland:
and, still worse, a cowardly assault on
the motives which induced Frances
Folsom to become bis wife. This edi-
torial was written while the streets of
Minneapolis were still .crowded with
people of every party and political
creed who had turned out to honor the
nation's chief magistrate and his lovely
and amiable wife. It was conceived,
beyond a doubt, while the president and
his wife were still in the city, the in-
vited guests of its people—here upon
their reiterated request, relying upon
their liquorand the sacred laws ofhos-
pitality. ""It was conceived while the
foremost officials and ladies and gentle-
men of this fair city were striv-
ing who could do most to
honor a man and woman dearer
than all others to the heart of the Amer-
ican people. While huzzas rang through
the streets of Minneapolt. and hats were
raised to her who is universally regarded
as the highest embodiment of true wo-
manhood,, the editor of the Tribune
sneaked offto his room and penned an
editorial that is a stab at the honor and
honesty ofMinneapolis' ,It was a vile
production,: Itwas conceived by a cow-
ard, -inspired: by a sneak and written- by
a ruffian. "The* heart of a gentleman
would have" recoiled at the mere thought
ofan attack upon a; woman, but :. what
can be said of a man who would assas-
sinate the lady, who is his own guest?

The Tribune was never so widely read
in Minneapolis. Men who had not seen
it and who . never read it doubted
the story, of the street, and read for
themselves to be convinced and out-
raged. It was talked. of everywhere
and was everywhere condemned in lan-
guage the strongest at the command of
indignant people. Democrats as a rule
said little, for they were accustomed to
insult from that source, but Republi-
cans were particularly incensed, and
they .took pains to publicly express
their disgust and contempt. "I trust
the editor was drunk when he wrote it,"
said one, "forit is a charity to believe
no man could be so lost to honor and
decency as to violate the sacred laws of
hospitality and attack the holy name of
wife while in his sober senses." In all
public places feeling ran high, and at
the chamber of commerce a prominent
grain man said he would contribute __..
toward a fund to reward and pay the
fine ofany man who would avenge" the
insult to the city by giving the editor of
the Tribune the eowhiding he richly
deserved. "That article will co out,"
said he, "as the sentiment of Minneap-
olis, and will deal the city a blow from
which itwill take years to'recover."

The matter was generally credited to
A. J. Blethen, and inother cases he was
held responsible, the prevailing senti-
ment being in favor ofsome pronounced
public action that would relieve the
city ofthe odium cast upon it. Burning
in effigy, tar and feathers and a stout
horsewhip were suggested as proper
methods of expressing public senti-
ment. Prominent Republicans visited
the Globe office and requested the
statement that they, as Republicans, re-
sented the wanton brutality displayed
and wanted the public to distinctly un-
derstand they were not responsible for
the cowardly shot fired at the backs of
the city's honored guests. Many of
these Republicans openly expressed
their views forpublication, while others
said they did not care to give their
names, "as Blethen would remember
them and they could not afford to fight
a newspaper." Ifthe Tribune had con-
fined its insults to the president, it
would not have been so bad, and would
have been set down simply as one of
the irresponsible asininties of that
thick-and-thin partisan sheet, but when
it attacked the lady public indignation
boiled up to a pitch that will yet find
public expression. Below are some of
the expressions publicly made by prom-
inent citizens:
