THE INDIANS.
They Are Getting Rather Aggress-.- ive and Troublesome. -.'\u25a0'

Wa_.HI_.GTO_., Oct. 13.—The secretory
of the interior late Uiis afternoon re-
ceived information that the Indians on
the Crow Creek and Lower Brule reser-
vation had, by their threatened violence,
stopped the allotment surveys in prog-
ress on the reservation, and that further
trouble is feared. Secretary Lamar has
had a consultation with Gen. Sheridan,
who leaves to-morrow forthe West, and
itis said steps willbe immediately taken
to meet the emergency and resume the
work. . .c.j

The secretary of the interior to-day
received a telegraphic report trom Spe-
cial Agent Howard on the situation at
the Crow agency, in Montana.

THE AGENT SAYS:
On Friday evening the 30th of last month

everything was quiet and peaceful, the In-
dian families were nearly all around the
agency to draw their rations the following
day: the agency butchers were slaughtering
cattle: a large train of Indian freight wagons
were being unloaded of agency goods into
the warehouses: everything was busy and
cheerful. Agent Williams and his wifewere
on the porch of his house, he reading his
mail, when about 5 o'clock a voting buck
'"medicine man" and about fifteen or sixteen
of his followers rode through the agency (the
buddings are in the form of a horseshoe) to
the slaughter house, and then partially sep-
arated into small bands, one ofwhich, live or
six in number, headed by this "medicine
man," all in full war paint and feathers, ami
well armed.rode around the agency buildings
and fired into the roofs ofall the nouses.par-
ticularly at the agent's office on the east :de.
where the agency interpreter was standing.
The 'medicine man'" then then put the gun
he carried close to the interpreter's stomach
hiid slowlyraised it up and fired itover his
head, lie then came to the. agent's dwelling
house on the west side and fired a volley at
the roof. The Indians were very defiant and
insolent, and there was not "the slightest
provocation for it. There were none of theagent's police near at the time, but had there
'•en they could not have arrested these fel-
lows without much bloodshed, and Ibelieve
a general massacre. I think the agent acted
very wisely in not attempting to arrest them
with the police force. Two troops ofcavalry arrived ou the ground about 10
p. m.. but the officer in charge did
not have instructions to make any ar-
rests, but to proeect the agent, employes
and property. After the arrival of the
troops this same party of Indians and follow-
ers continued to make hostile demonstrations
and sent word to the troops that they were
ready for them, at the same time removing
all their squaws, old men and children from
their tepees to the opposite side oT-lhe-river.
The troops went into camp about 11 p. m.
The agent, thinking everything to have
quieted down, retired and extinguished the
lights in the house. The defiant gang of In-
dians next went to the trader's store and de-
manded ammunition, and were, of course,
refused. Then they fired into the store, and
the trader, wife and clerks had to barricade
the windows with bales of blankets to pro-
tect themselves. There were fiveor six bul-
let holes shot through the building. The

KEI IT ITS SHOOTING
around the agency building, openly defying
the troops marlyall nightmid __a_ing night
hideous with its yells. From the trader's
store they again came to the agent's house,
having been reinforced by several followers,
and made more hostile demonstrations. On
the porch of the house were the agency in-
spector and a few* friendly Indians, when
"Hoy That Grabs,"' chief of the. Indian po-
lice, reported to the interpreter that those
fellows said they had come tokill the agent.
Saturday morning two more troops ofcavalry
arrived at the agency, and for five or six
hours this gang and some sixty or seventy
followers stationed themselves on the top of
a hill overlooking the agency and about a
quarter ofa mile from where"the troops were
camped and dared and defied them to come
up there and take them. In the
evening they disappeared, and - have
been planting the seeds of discord
among the whole Crow tribe, and abusing all
(.'rows as being old women because they will
not jointhem to fight the whites. These In-
dians have not only stolen horses from the
Piegans but from white settlers along their
line of plundering. This "medicine man"
who is the leader of this bad element of In-
dians gained his notoriety very recently. He
has been quietly and gradually demoralizing
the young Crow bucks. He is a very bad In-
dian, and ifhe and his followers are not ar-
rested all the progress theie Indians have
made will be lost for years to come, and the
whole Crow nation demoralized. These fel-
lows made many threats which I have not
embodied here.The longer the arrest of the fel-
lows is put off, the more danger there willbe."
The agent and his employes are quietlyand
cautiously attending to "their usual duties,
but on the outside all is demoralization, the
Indians being gathered together in bands on
different portions of the Little and Big Horn,
having abandoned their farms and appar-
ently waiting to see what will he the result,
and also anxiously fearing raids from the
Piegans, who are reported to be out in sev-
eral bodies. There is one company of in-
fantry here. Gen. Dudley, the post com-
mander, has in every particular acted with
promptness and has tendered two troops to
remain here to-day and to-morrow during the
issuing ofrations, but the agent has declined
to accept them unless to arrest the often ding
parties, as the presence of troops only excites
the Indians.

Handsome Elk. Acquitted.
Special to the Globe.

Chamberlain, Dak., Oct. 13.—The
case of Handsome Elk was finished to-
day by the jury acquitting him. The
territory showed all the facts connected
with the killing ofOne Eye except as to
who fired the fatal shot. The territory
for the purpose of closing the link in
their chain of circumstantial evidence
introduced numerous witnesses who
testified to the fact that Handsome Elk
made confessions of having killed One
Eye. There the territory rested its
case. Scarcely had the prosecuting
attorney announced that he rested
when J. M. Long, counsel for the de-
fense, announced that be rested without
putting in any evidence. The announce-
ment acted as an electrical shock to the
judge, prosecution and .audience, who.
were totally unprepared for the turn
which the case took. The territory im-
mediately opened the argument, John
A. Stroube making an able .speech.
He was followed by J. M. Long
for the defense. The judge
then charged the jury that if they
found the defendant guilty it must be
for murder in the first degree. From
the time that the defense announced
that they had rested their case until the
juryreturned with the verdict of not
guilty a large audience anxiously
waited to hear the result. Many and
various comments were heard among
the prominent members of the bar as to
what, effect the position of the conns-el
for the defense in resting his casa with-
out evidence in the face of so many
strong circumstances against the de-
fendant would have with the jury. The
jury were out fiveminutes and reached
a verdict of not guilty on the first bal-
lot. Handsome Elk was the recipient
of many congratulations, and im-
mediately left for the agency, where a
grand pow-wow will be held by his
friends.

and it was accomplished in a manner
that drew forth thunders ofapplause
from the crowd. The daring climber
then turned and.waved his hands to the
crowd. The picture was taken in
charge by , the police and carried to a
place of . safety. The crowd now ap-
peared satisfied and after the man who
had taken down the picture had re-
turned to terra firma, a large-sized quiet
reigned. Mayor Ames, who had just
put in an appearance at the place, took
in the- situation at a glance, and, as-cending; the Tribune steps, took offhis
hat and secured silence. •

LYING BY WHOLESALE.
The Associated Press Dispatch

Sent From the Tribune Office
Last Night.
The rather measly service which

morning papers get from the Associated
Press in Minneapolis is performed in
the office of the Tribune. A well-
meaning young man, who is
not to blame for doing the
work to help out his salary, pushes the
pencil while the head of the paper,
whoever or whatever sort ofanimal he
may be," stands by with a club and dic-
tates the dispatches. Last night
some special correspondents sent
out the facts in connection
with the burning in effigy of
Alden J. Blethen, the man who is re-
sponsible for the scurrilous insult given
to Mrs. Cleveland on Wednesday morn-
ing. To square himself before the pub-
lic at large, this man, who claims to
have his grip on the throat of all Minne-
apolis news, swung his club and
the representative of the associated
press, had to tell a cold blooded lie to
all the readers of those papers that are
blessed with the associated press fran-
chise. That a single newspaper should
be prostituted to the lying dictates of
its owner is all right, if its owner says
so, but when the associated press, which
should be impartial in matters per-
sonal or political is thus prostituted, it
is time somebody kicked, and kicked so
hard that the narrow-gauged, unscrupu-
lous dictator be forced to loose the grip
that is choking offfacts and substituting
its own rampant and one-sided state-
ments. . Here is the lie that went out
over the wires from the Tribune office
last night:

IN THE AFTERNOON.

Some of the Remarks Made Be*
fore Nightfall.

Public indignation was as great as
ever yesterday over the asinine Trib-
une editorial of the preceding day, but
the expressions of opinions, though
still as earnest, were more guarded and
less rash. The Minneapolis office of
the Globe was besieged during the
day by well-known Republicans, who
desired . to go on record as ut-
terly repudiating the ruffianly and
nhospitable attack, and who de-
iclared the paper should never soil
their fingers again. Several letters of
the same tenor were received, each con-
taining a word of commendation for the
Globe's prompt defense ofthe honor of
Minneapolis. It was reported during
the morning that the scurrilous article
had, before itwas printed, been turned
over to a meeting of prominent Repub-
licans and by them indorsed, the only
question being whether it should appear
when it did, or on Sunday morning.
A prominent gentleman said he
heard C. W. Johnson say this. Globe
reporters were sent to the offices ofall
the prominent Republicans in the city,
not already quoted, and -they indig-
nantly denied any knowledge of it, and
unqualifiedly condemned it. Two men
were found in the city who indorsed it,
but they gave their indorsement with a
hang-dog look that made • them objects
rather of pity and contempt than cen-
sure.

Itwas stated on good authority that
the offensive article was written by the
writing editor of the paper by direction
of the owner, and that when turned in
it was not vile enough to suit the latter,
who changed and added to it to meet his
own contemptible views. It was also
said the article was the outgrowth of
the vindictive spirit of the
owner, aroused because he was
not invited to ride with the
presidential party. The fact was that
the names of both of the owners ofthe
Tribune were suggested at the commit-
tee meeting and both were promptly
rejected. Regarding this as a snub, the
editorial attack on Mrs. Cleveland was
probably written to "get even.''

Indignation was again stirred up last
night by the receipt of the Information
thatoan Eastern paper had published an
article declaring Minneapolis had fla-
grantly and publicly insulted President
and Mrs. Cleveland. It was talked of
in all ofthe public resorts last night,
and the excitement grew higher than at
any time since the villanou. article
first appeared. _^

London, Oct. 13.— verdict of the

Mitchelstown inquest is a great blow to
the government, whose only course is
now to try and .hush up matters by
quietly seeking to avoid the issue. This
course they aie already pursuing by
their removal ofthe police, especially
those who are guilty and for whom war-
rants ofarrest have been issued. This
secretion of the indicted police is stig-
matized as puerile, and exhibits the
cowardly manner in which Irish affairs
have been conducted all along. It is
stated that a warning came from Dublin
Castle to the coroner's officer to arrest
the indicted police at his peril and con-
veying an implied threat to him if he
did so. But this is idle. The govern-
ment may be assured that if the police
can be "found the warrants will be
served upon them, and the guilty men
at least arraigned. Whatever may be
the outcome, the ruling minds at Dublin
Castle will be in a bad situation and
will look very pretty in the eyes of the
world. If the men who were their
agents, and represented them, are ar-
raigned for murder and convicted, it
will mean the culminating failure for
the government, and coercion will have
to be abandoned ,on account of . the
blunders of the ministers. On the
other hand, what is far more likely to
happen, in case the police are arrested,
is a refusal on the part of the govern-
ment to prosecute, despite the renewed
disapprobation of the people in general,-
for the coroner's action is legal despite
the vogeries ofthe inquest. The United
Ireland reasserts that the cipher tele-
gram sent by Solicitor General O'Brien
to the crown council is genuine, and
also states that Capt. Plunkett fearing
an.arrest or attack has fled the country.

The French Scandal.
Paris, Oct. 13.—1t was decided by the

council to place Gen. Caffarel on the re-
tired list of the army. The decree for
the execution of the decision will be
submitted by Gen. Ferron, minister of
war, to President Grevy for his signa-
ture. Gen. Ferron telegraphed to Gen.
Boulanger at Mount Lucon ordering
him to return forthwith to Clermont-
Ferrand, his headquarters, and asking
him if the words attributed to him by
the newspapers in connection with the
Caffarel affair were correctly reported.
The newspapers alleged that Gen.
Boulanger informed a reporter that he
never doubted but that the prosecution
of Gen. Caffarel was aimed at himself.
He stated that he defied the most minute
inquiry into his conduct, and said that
ifhe had been minister of war and Gen.
Caffarel had avowed his guilt to him,
he would have offered him a revolver
with which to blow out his brains. Gen.
Boulanger, in reply to Gen. Perron's
telegram, said:

I have returned to Clermont-Ferrand. I
am unable to procure the newspapers men-
tioned. Send them to me.

London, Oct. 13.—The Standard's
Paris correspondent confirms the report
that Gen. Boulanger has been placed
under arrest for the period of thirty
days for insolence In replying to the in-
vestigations of the minister ofwar.

John Bright Kicks.
London, Oct. 13.—Mr. John Bright

has written a letter denouncing a leaf-
let by Mr. Gladstone headed "Remem-
ber Mitchelltown."' Mr. Bright says
the leaflet shows the depth of degrada-
tion to which the Liberal party has been
rapidly forced by alliance with the pro-
moters of rebellion' in Ireland. Mr.
Gladstone's followers are ready to adopt
any cry or charge he makes to excite
the passions of ignorant men against
the government he wants to supplant,
ami which he is passionately laboring
to succeed.

Chamberlain's Talk.
London. Oct. Joseph Chamber-

lain, speaking at Coleraine, in the north
of Ulster, to-day, said that the govern-
ment ought to deal with the arrears in
rent of the. poor tenants and that Ire-
land might expect greater benefits from
the government in the future than they
had had in the past. Mr. Chamberlain
said that he had sent to Mr. Gladstone a
land purchase scheme which embodied
a revaluation of land and which pro-
vided money for this puyposc without
pledging British credit. He further said
that the government was considering a
similar scheme to benefit Irish tenants

THE BANKERS.

They Discussed Several Important
Topics at Yesterday's Meeting. _
Pittsburg, Pa., Oct. 13.—The attend-

ance upon the session of the American
Bankers' association this morning-was
much larger than yesterday. The con-
vention proceeded immediately to busi-
ness. W. B. Wilson offered the follow-
ing: . That in future all nominations
for president, vice president and execu-
tive council shall be made upon the
floor in open convention, and that the
vote thereon shall be by - ballot.
Adopted. Judge -Ewing offered the
followingresolutions: .

That we favor a rapid extinction of thepublic debt and recommend the continuedpurchase by the secretary ofoutstanding gov-
ernment bonds. We consider a reduction of
the revenue holly unnecessary, inexpedient
and unwise. Let the surplus be'prompilv and*
constantly applied to the liquidation of the
debt, and let the action of the treasury in the
work of buying the bonds be further regu-
lated; systematized and controlled by addi-
tional legislation.

The executive council then reported
the officers and council for the ensuing
year, Logan Murray, ofNew York, hav-
ing been chosen president. A resolu-
tion offered by Mr. Taylor, of Boston, in
support of the proposition made by Mr.
Knox, recommending the passage of a
bill for the refunding o_>_ per cents into
'2)4 per cents, caused a spirited discus-
sion, about the only one during the ses-
sion. It was finally tabled. The execu-
tive council presented a resolution
favoring the Washington centennial,-
which was adopted. The report of the
committee on silver, which had been of-
fered earlier in the session and with-
drawn, was again presented. The com-
mittee said:

The American Bankers association has
always taken the ground that both paper and
gold arc required as the money of the world,
but that an international agree .neat only, on
the part of a majority of the chief commer-
cial nations of the world, can practically
settle the question of the relative value of
gold and silver when coined. Though sev-
eral international conferences have hereto-,
fore been held no conclusion has as yet been
reached. The report refers to the action
taken by foreign powers and concludes with
the recommendation that the coinage of sil-
ver dollars by ihe United suites under the act
of congress "of February, 187_. be suspended
until the points at issue of the silver question
be settled by international agreement.

The report as presented was adopted,
and the convention adjourned finally.
In the afternoon the delegates and
other guests participated in a river ex-
cursion, by which they had an oppor-
tunity of seeing the Davis Island dam,
constructed by the government, as well
as all the immense manufacturing es-
tablishments, including the Edgar
Thompson works, located on the banks
ofthe rivers. To-morrow an.excursion
by rail to other leading interests willbe
made, as well, as to the natural gas
fields, within twenty-five miles of the
city. The session has been one of the
most enjoyable and interesting ever
held by the association.{and the visitors
are loud in their praises over the man-
ner in which they have been enter-
tained.
