Dr. Phillip Mueller, of St. Paul, and
Miss Emma A. Jassoy United
in Marriage.

A Brilliant Affair, the Floral Decora-
tions Being Particularly Elabs-
rate and Attractive.

Rev. Dr. West's Case Acted Unon By
the Synod---Attempted Suicide
of a Convict.

Without doubt the most elegant and
recherche affair which has been chron-
icled in society matters the. present
season, transpired last evening in the
wedding which took place at the resi-
dence of Theodore Jassoy, corner of
Chestnnt and Third streets. The prin-
cipals in this happy ceremony were Dr.
Philip Mueller, of St. Paul, and Miss
Emma A., daughter of Theodore Jassoy
and wife, Rev. Carl Lemde.of the Luth-
eran church, this city, being the officiat-
ing clergyvman. The ceremony was per-
formed at 6 p. m. in the presence
of the family, relatives and a few in-
vited' guests, the personal friends of the
high contracting parties. The elegant
suite of apartments, which embrace the
entire second floor of the Jassoy block,
were most elaborately and tastefully
decorated for the occasion, and were a
perfect bower of cut flowers and potted
plants, whose intoxicating perfume
filled the house from end to end. The
suite of three rooms—parlor, drawing-
room and library—in the east end were
the most elaborately decorated. The
most conspicuous point was the arch-
way between the parior and drawing-
room, where the nuptial knot was tied.
From base to keystone this was filled
with flowers, and from the latter hung
the mammoth marriage bell. This was
composed of smilax, on the outer sur-
face which were entwined roses
of varied shade, while the inside was
a solid mass of carnations, the tongue
being made of chrysanthemums. In the
drawing room was an elaborate mantle-
piece of smilax. upon the center of
which was the monogram “M. J.” in
tuberoses. At the left and right were
the figures 1S and 87 respeetively in
chrysanthemums. and on opposite upper
and lower corners a cluster of vari-
gated roses. In the archways of the
library was suspended a large horse-
shoe of chrysanthemums and roses on
one side, to which the brilliant hues of
the sinlax salvia of the other

while on every hand vaees of eut flowers
and potted plants made the rooms a
veritable Garden of Eden. In the
dining-room another elaborate mantle-
piece of cut and potted plants was most
tastefully arranged, while the hall,
corridor and doorways were filled with
potted plants, wreaths of similax and
cut tlowers. The whole, scene under
gas light, was indiscribubly lovely.
Immediately after the ceremony, the
happy pair, accompanied by their guests
and friends, ascended to the third floor,
where, in the banqueting hail of the
Knights of Pythias, a superb wed-
ding supper was served. The tables
were set in the form of-a  hollow
square. and furnished room for about
100 persons. On —either side of
the longer arms of the square were
large pyramids of roses, with vases of
cut flowers, while at the head tables
were the wedding cakes. These con-
sisted of ‘three pieces, the center one
furnished by Cbarles Heilman of this
city, beinga pyramid frosted arnd em-
bellished, and entwined with tea roses
and surmounted by an exquisite piece
of workmanship representing two snow-
white doves, over which was a silken
canopy.

There were neither bridesmaids nor
groomsmen., and the wedding service
was plain and simple. The bride was
dressed in a cream-colored moire an-
tique.and wore the usual veil and
natural flowers—lilies of the valley and
myrtie. Her only ornament was a dia-
mond brooch (the gift of the groom) in
the form of a clover leaf.

The newly married pair will. take up
their residence in St. Paul as soon as
their home can be fitted up for their re-
ception. The young lady bas lived her
whole life thus far in Stillwater, highiy
esteemed and beloved by those who
know her, and her popularity among
her large cirele of acquaintances was at-
tested by the profuse array of bridal
gifts with which the room set apart for
their reception was fitted.

The splendid floral decorations for the
occasion were the work of Mrs. George
Low, and over 600 roses were used.

THE PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD.

The closing session of the Presbyterian
Synod of Minnesota occurred yesterday,
that body adjourning at 4:20 p. m. The
day was devoted to business, the morn-
hour being employed in hearing the re-
orts of permanent committees embrac-
ing Sabbath schools, temperance, freed-
men, Sabbath observance, education
and other topics. The synod then re-
viewed the records of the presbytery of
St. Paul, special reference and discus-
siou being had regarding the case of
Rev. D. N. West and the First Presby-

terian Church of St. Paul. The
discussion was quite lengthy
and originated upon the report of

the commiftee on records upon which
Dr. Abbott was the chairman, in whien
an exception was taken to theaction of
the presbytery of St. Paul in appointing
a commission to examine and adjudicate
the case of Dr.-West and the First
church. The exception was finaliy faid
on the table by the synod. The excep-
tions of the committee to the St. Paul
presbytery, as adopted—by the synod,
are as follows:

First Exception—The placing of a church
by the presbytery under the care of the ses-
sion of another church.

Second—The dissolution of a pastoral rela-
tion without a response from the church.

Third—The disposition or “retiring from
office” of ruling elders by the commission
without due form of trial or proper oppor-
tunity of defense.

Fourth—The confirmation of this action of
deposition by the preshytery.

Dr. Nathaniel West gave notice of an
appeal from the action of the synod re-
garding his case to the general assem-
bly of the United States. The next an-
nual meeting of the synod was fixed
upon the second Thursday of October.
1588, and the place of ceting Dayton
Avenue Presbyterian church, St. Paul.

During the day Rev. .J. H. Albert, of
Grace Congregational church, this city,
was invited toa seat in the synod asa
corresponding member.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

During Sunday night a conviet named
Hans Wellin, who_ was received at the
penitentiary on Sept. 30, last, from
Isanti county on a twenty vears’ sen-
tence for the erime of rape, attempted
to take his life and was found in his
cell yvesterday morning covered with
blood, which came from a wound in his
throat inflicted by his own hand with
the tines of - a broken fork. The blunt
instrument had- penetrated the trachea,

and, while not bleeding profusely,
as no arteries had Dbeen severed,

had gone clear through, so that he spit
blood considerably. Weliin has shown
evident signs of insanity almost from
his first confinement, and has been con-
fined to Lis cell since Friday last, the
attendants being instructed to watch
him closely. IIe¢ has not been allowed
to have a knife, and the only weapon
of any kind of which he could avail him-
self was the blunt fork with which he
ate. Nothing nnusual was noticed re-
garding him_ when L‘hc lights were
turned out Sunday night, and, as no
disturbanee occurred, his . eondition
was not discovered until morning. His
wound was examined by Dr. Pratt,
yrison physician, who pronounced it not
}nunulialely dangerous. The particular
haMucination which caused him to at-
tempt his life is explained by him as be-
ing “pursued by a lot of Democrats
who were trying to put him on a iarge
wheel.”  His wound has béen properly
dressed and he will be placed ugder
close surveillance, and if found readiy
insane;.as is probable the case, he wili
be removed to the insp:ne hospital.

TWO TERRITORIES.

Reports Regarding the Condition
of Utah and Arizona.

WAsHINGTON, Oet. 17.—The annual |

report of Caleb W. West, governor of
Utah territory, estimates the population
of the territory at nearly 200,00v and the
assessed taxable valuation of property
at $35,865,865. The commercial affairs
of the territory are said to be in a pros-
perous condition; its agricultural pro-
duets abundant and of c_\‘_cel'lc-ut. grade;
its stock interests flourishing aml' its
mining outlook very promising. The
governor recommends the 1'«?).9:11 of that
part of the alien land law which relates
to mines. To a discussion of the subjeet
of statehood for Utah, the governor de-
votes considerable space. 1n the course
of his remarks he says:

1t will be observed that the movement for
statehood was inaugurated by the leaders of
the Mormon people. Their representatives
alone took part in the deliberations of the
convention, and only that portion of the peo-
ple of the territory favor and support it.
\When we remember how recently these peo-
ple avowedly held and maintained a position
which placed them in oppesition with the
federal laws, the holding of which in the
past has brought them into conflict with the
people with whom they lived in_ Ohio, Miss-
ouri and 1llinois, and in antagonism with all
comers to this territory not identified with
them: when we recall that a failure to yield

that position would have cost them the polit-
ieal control which they have held since the
organization of the territory. that the secur-
ing of statehood will place in their handsand
take from congress the power that it has
been compelled to_exercise to regulate and
control their actions in accordance with
moral sense of the country and Christiam
civilization: before clothing them with sov-
ercignty should not congress wait nutil the
action is suited to the word, unt@f their laud-
able professions have had time to ripen into
praiseworthy works: until the eonduct of
the people and the legislation of the terri-
tory in consonance with their professions,
are brought into harmony with the general
views of the country and the territory placed
on the advanced position it would have at-
tained but for the past attitude of those who
are now asking the boon of statehood? It is
more than probable that the question of
Utah as a political factor in national affairs
will be considered in connection with the ap-
plication for its admission a&s a state, but
neither of the great politieal parties. Demo-
cratic nor Republican, so far as the past his-
tory of this people is concerned, can lu'_\'
claim with any degree of certainty to their
supports T

C. Meyer Zulick, governor of Arizona,
in his annual report. estimates the pop-
ulation of the territory at 90.000, an in-
crease of nearly 50,000 over the eensus
estimates of 1s80. 'Fhe aggregate as
sessed valuation of the taxable property
for the present year is 26,313,500, an in-
crease of nearly £6.000,000 over 1886. By
reduced expenditures. inereased taxable
values, and the gradual lessening of the
tax rate, the territory is now absolutely
on a safe and healthful finaneial basis.
The agricultural possibilities of Arizona
with proper irrigation, econtinues the re-
port, éan be scarcely overestimated. _Its
live stock interests-asein-a flourishing
condition. Taken inthe aggregate, the
mining industries of the territory are
on a safe and promising basis.
The governor says that there are few
sortions of the republic outside of
lichigan, Wisconsin and Washington
territory centains such extensive bodies
of timber and above fhe. “aveérage in |
value. Tie public scheol systém of
Arizona is@a subject of pride to all of
her citizens. It pays to its teachers
higher salaries than any otler stateor
territory, and requires a higher standard
of ability. The governor recommends
that sections 16 and 36 of school land in
every township be seold, and the pro-
ceeds beappropriated to school purposes
of the territory, As'to the Indians, the
report states that of all the Indian tribes
in the territory. the Navajos are the
most prosperous, intelligent and enter-
prising, and doubtless the wealthiest
tribe in the United States. They numn-
ber about 15,000 souls, and are increas-
ing. It is estimated that they
own 20,6000 -horses and 1:000,000 sheep,
They farm quite extensively -and gaise
good crops. The Apaches occupy the
San Carlos reservation, containing about
2,528 acres of the best agricultural land
in the territorv., As a race, the report
says, they are lazy, thievish and mur-
derous, seemingly incapable of civiliza-®
tion. As long asthe Apache Indiansare
suffered to remain within the borders of
the territory, continues the governor,
just so long will the peace of Arizona be
insecure and her progress be retarded.
The governor renews his recommenda-
tion of last year, that congress make a
liberal appropriation for a hydrographie
survey o the territory, with the view to
obtaining water for irrigating purposes
by storage reservoirs. In conclusion,
the report says that outside of the pres-
ence of the Apache Indians there is
nothing now to retard Arizona’s rapid
development.

THE LIFE OF A SULTAN.

What the Mohammedan Monarch
Finds to Amuse Him.

As soon as breakfast is finished the
sultan disposes himself to attend to the
business of the day. He reads no papers
and knows nothing of what is going on
except what his courtiers tell him what
they like, and so distort all else that he
is a simple tool in their hands. When
any event of importance takes place in
any country, they turn matters about so
adroitly as to make him order that this
or that shall be done, when it has al-
ready been done without his interven-
tion, but he is then made to believe that
he is responsible for the whole of the
change in the political world.

The sultan, believing his power abso-
lute, does not hesitate to order anything
done that his ¢ urtiers tell him to do,
and he is made to feel that he is so near
divine that he could hardly sin no mat-
ter what he did. He is as capricious as
a child, and is the most complete puppet
in the hands of his courtiers that could
exist. The chief eunuch and chamber-
lain virtually hold the power and the
peace of Europe in their hands. How,
will be seen latter.

After all the business of the day is
disposed of the sultan says another
prayer, takes a lunch and goes to his
bath, at which six other female slaves
attend him. None of these are wives or
concubines, but simply slaves, though
subject to his will and caprice. No
man is allowed to lay his unholy hands
upon the sultan’s sacred person. After
this bath comes the noonday 4:30 meal,
which consists of from fifteen to
eighteen courses, served in pots and
kettles without dishes, and eaten by the
sultan with sleeves rolled up to the
elbows and while seated on a divan.
Between times and after dinner he
drinks coffee, eats nuts and sweet-
meats and smokes, seeing persons other
than the chamberiain, ehief eunuch and
his slaves in attendance.

It is a mistake to suppose that the sul-
tan passes his time in the harem, for, as
a matter of fact, he rarely enters there
at all, and then only for a few minutes.
His imperial dignity would be sacrificed
if he did. The eunuch manages matters
in the harem like clockwork, and the
wives have namessuch as Lady Monday,
Lady Tuesday, cte., and each is pre-
sented in her turn, though there is al-
ways a favorite, who becomes a great
power, and one worthy of being in-
directly courted Ly crowned heads of
distant countries. Lady Mary Montague
really was the head of the Turkish na-
tion, as far as she wished, while in Con-
stantinople, as she made friends with
the favorite wife, and through her ob-
tained whatever she wanted, for the sul-
tan cannot refuse anything to the wife
who has shared his room for the night.

Once in a whil: the sultan will drive
to visit one of his numerous kiosks, or
country houses. or go on an ostensible
hunting expedit'on, but they all seem to
prefer a life of utter self-indulgence and
case, enlivened with their gymnastie
prayers. Sometimes the caprice will
seize him to start for a kiosk in the mid-
dle of the night, with one of his wives
following in another carriage. There
are always six officers whose duty it is
to be ready for these midnight occasions.
All sultans are equally capricious in this
matter.

At bedtime the sultan finds waiting
patiently in his rooin the wife chosen
for him by the eunych, and she must re-
main standing untit the six slaves have
undressed him and purlim in bed. The
same six never pertorm the service but
once a day. Therefore, if the  sultan

_undresses a dozen times, there must al-

ways be six new slaves to take their
turn, and these. with all the other slaves
and servants, make up an enormous
retinue of almest useless persons.

The Sultan has over 6,000 souls at-
tached in some manner or eapacity -to
the palace and in his personal service,
aside from the soldiers, and the amount
of money the Sultan orders spent daily:
would bankrupt England in a month,
only as he is not very good at calculat-
ing and his chief eunuch, chamberlain
and treasurer are, they put. their heads
together to cut down everybody’s ex-
penses but their own, and of late years
an effort has been realiy made toward
economy, though still volumes might be
told of how money is lavished. for every
wife must have her own separate es-
tablishment, and each as good as {he
other, and each new child its separate
nurse and tutor, and all the ecaprices of
the Sultan and his imperial family must
be humored.
