TO PASTURES NEW.

Assignment of Pastors by the
Methodist Conference.

The prohibition discussion was con-
tinued yesterday morning at the
Methodist conference, and the commit-
tee on temperance brought in resolu-
tions that were a compromise between
those of Monday and their substitutes.
They were unanimously adopted by the
conference, and are as follows:

STILL ori'OSE lllt.H LICENCES.
The ravages of intemperance still continue,

resulting in fearful crimes and threatening,
by its support to anarchism, the destruction
of the republic, and, by Sabbath desecration
and other immoralities, the success of the
church; we ought, as men of God, to say
what we will do concerning it. We declare
in favor of the utter extinction of the drink
custom of society, and will do our utmost to
destroy the vice.

We "regard constitutional prohibition the
greatest moral and political question before
the American people. We in no measure ac-
cept license, high or low, as a solution, and
we insist upon the submission of the ques-
tion to a popular vote of the people, inde-
pendent of all partisan associations, and
that we withhold our support from all par-
ties that refuse to do this.

That the history of high license in other
states shows that it fails to accomplish the
end sought, and has a tendency to raise a
barrier against prohibition and" has a ten-
dene, to protect the liquortraffic.

We rejoice in the introduction of scientific
temperance in our public schools, and would
recommend it to the higher institutions.

Sympathy was also extended to the
W. C. T. U. in its efforts for temper-
ance, the White Cross movement re-
ceived its meed of praise, and sorrow
was expressed at the lamented death of
the lion. J. I>. Finch, of Evanston, lnd.

THE CONFERENCE DIVISION.
The question of dividing the confer-

ence was the cause of a good deal of
earnest discus-ion. Rev. J. F. Chaffee
was in favor of division, and said the
conference was so large now it was im-
possible lor it to ever meet in the small
towns, as they have not facilities to en-
tertain the members. Another serious
consideration to be thought of was the
excessive railroad fare, some members
having to travel over 500 miles at 4 cents
a mile. Dr. Wagner opposed division.
Key. William Copp favored it, as did
Rev. Mr. Lathrop. Dr. McKinley
brought in a substitute resolution, ask-
in.: the general conference to give the
state the authority to divide should it so
desire. Dr. Marshall was against di-
vision, and said the tendency of the
church was to go in small bodies,
and its general usefulness was
thereby impaired. Bishop Foss then ad-
dressed the meeting. He wanted to
know whether a division would not abate
interest in the institution, lie said there
was danger of waking anew and extend-
ing the rivalry between the two cities,
which has not been kept out of the
church. One conference would obviate
this and present an appearance of con-
solidation. Finally, he believed division
was very unwise. There was more talk-
ing of a desultory nature. Then a
motion was made to lay on the table, but
it was lost. Dr. McKinley's substitute
was adopted with this addendum: That
a committee, consisting ofthe presiding
elder and a layman from each district,
be appointed to submit a plan for divi-
sion to the next conference.

OFF THEIR BASE.

"Witnesses Who Mistook a Saw-
Horse for a Blind Pig.

The case against John Ohmschidt for
selling liquor without a license came
before Judge Young yesterday after-
noon, but was dismissed, the witnesses
being unable to identify the defendant.
The defendant's attorney, W. H. Dona-
hue, had a man named John Muschrauth
sit beside him, and had John Ohmschidt
sit with the spectators. When
the witnesses for the prosecu-
tion testified, they pointed out
Muschrauth as the party who
kept the blind pig and sold them the
liquor. Mr. Muschrauth was then put
on the stand, when it was discovered
that he was not the keeper of a blind
pig, but an honest laboring 'man who
followed the occupation of a shingle
sawyer. The judge then dismissed the
case and Col. Donahue emitted a broad
smile. This case may give some idea of
the value of testimony in these liquor
prosecutions.

ANOTHER MYSTERY.

Itis in Connection Wit ha the Hal
Reid Case.

The mysterious disappearance ofJohn
Cunningham, janitor of the Pence
Opera house, which created a slight sen-
sation some time ago, on account of the
fact that he was to be the principal wit-
ness against Hal .Reid, charged with as-
saulting Miss Maud Comson, of St.
Paul, lias once more bobbed to the sur-
face, this time bearing a very suspicious
look. Itwillbe remembered that at the
time of his disappearance it was charged
that he was short some hundred dollars
in his accounts and had taken a valua-
ble overcoat belonging to a friend. This
story is now denied, and it is alleged
that his books and accounts, which are
perfectly straight, are locked up in the
safe of a prominent hotel. The suppo-
sition now is that he has been spirited
away by Reid or his friends. Be this
as it may, the matter has been placed in
the hands ofthe detectives.

WILL. BE EXONERATED.

Supt. West WillBe Cleared toy the
Investigating Committee.

The special council committee to in-
vestigate the charges against ex-Supt.
West, of the workhouse, held another
meeting yesterday afternoon, all mem-
bers being present. The chairman,
Ald.L'Herault, read over the testimony,
and then each asked the other: "Well,
what do you think?"

Aid. Erwin—Supt. West may have been
negligent, but Idon't see any indications oj
intentional dishonesty.

Aid. Gleason —1 do not see anything
wrong.

Aid. Cole—l think the testimony exoner-
ates the ex-superintendent conipletelv.

Aid. L'Herault—l think West was guiltyof
criminal neglect. Furthermore, I think he
had.no right to tear the leaf out of Ihe ac-
count book. Itlooks to me as though yon
intended to whitewash him. Depend anon
it, there'll be a minority report.

Aid. Erwin— this man Whnieii had not
been discharged I think no charges would
ever have been preferred against West.

Aid. Reeves Gentlemen, mv views are ex-
pressed in the following resolution, which I
otter for adoption as a report:

That Mr. est be exonerated by the city

council from any fraudulent intention what-
ever to appropriate any moneys that the city
was entitled to. Wherever a discrepancy
appeared the committee on workhouse
at the time Mr. West was superin-
tendent summoned Mr. West who ap-
peared and testified and said evidence is
printed. Wherein your honorable body will
have an opportunity to judge for yourselves.
Furthermore, concerning certain moneys re-
ceived from contributions, which were also
claimed to have been withheld, we find Mr.
West was under no obligations to make any
returns to his successor or to the city treas-
urer.

The foregoing was not adopted, and
another resolution was considered, in
which it is found:

First—That Supt. West failed to turn over
certain moneys at the time specified in the
charter, owing, as he satisfactorily explains,
to the pressure of his business engagements.
Second— the committee find no evi-
dence ofany criminal neglect. Third—That
all moneys had been properly accounted for.
. Aid. Cole wanted a clause "en tirely
exonerating" the ex-superintendent.
The others seemed to think that would
be superfluous and suspicious of "white-
wash," and the committee finally ad-
journed without adopting any report.

OTHER COMMITTEES.

ALL.OVERRULED.

William P. Welch's Demurrers
Are All Thrown Out.

In the libel suits against William P.
Welch the eight demurrers to indict-
ments were overruled and the defend-
ant is required to plead. He pleaded not
guilty to each indictment. County At-
torney Davis served notice upon the
defendant that he would apply to
the court this morning for an or-
der requiring defendant to elect whether
he will give the truth in evidence under
the statute of justilication, and if so
that he be required within five days to
file with the clerk of court specifications
of the particular facts upon which he
will ask the country to believe the libel-
ous matter true. This will be argued
this morning before "Judge Young.

CLAIMS OF COUNSEL,.
Counsel for the state claim that Welch

is actuated by most despicable malice,
as, they say, it is evident Welch had only
the purpose of defaming the postmaster
general. One ground of Welch's demur-
rer was that he did not libel Gen. Vilas,
but libeled the corporation of which
Vilas was only an officer. This ground
was, on motion ofthe county attorney,
struck from the demurrers as not a
ground of demurrer and only an attempt
to excuse an act criminal in itself. Itis
claimed that Welch sent copies of the
"Home Diary" to the presi-
dent, members of the cabinet,
congressmen and to each member
of the legislature of Wisconsin. Some
years since Welch was indicted for
criminal libel of Col. Gill. At that time
he was on friendly terms with Geu.'
Vilas, and frequently went to him for
counsel and aid. Welch had been in-
dicted for debauching an old man's
daughter prior to 1882, and the attor-
neys say he went to Gen. Vilas and
begged him to defend him, which
Vilas consented to do, and it- was
upon Vilas' being engaged by Col. Gill
to prosecute him for criminal libel that
Welch conceived his hatred of Gen.
Vilas. In January, 1882, Welch pub-
lished a confession in the "Home
Diary" to the effect that he had no
grounds for abusing either Col.
Gill or Gen. Vilas. Welch re-
mained quiet until 1884, when Gen.
Vilas was made postmaster general, and
he began with the articles in the "Home
Diary," on which the present eight
criminal indictments are founded.
Counsel claim that Welch tried to have
the same things published in many
newspapers, which refused, and then
he resorted to the "Home Diary,"
and sent it wherever he could.
Counsel therefore claim that it is most
desired to lay bare the entire matters
and transactions upon which Welch
founds his libelous attacks, and they
ask the court to make the issue so plain
between the state and the defendant
that a fulland just verdict on the truth
may be had, let him be hurt who may.

THE LACHMUND FAREWELL.

AVery Enjoyable Concert at Har-
nionia Hall.

Last night in Harmonia hall, .before a
large and appreciative audience, the
Ernest Lachmund farewellconcert came
offin very successful style. The pro-
gramme comprised ten numbers, and in
several instances encores were re-
peatedly demanded. The concert
began at 8 o'clock sharp with a piano
sextette, which is quite a novelty in
Minneapolis musical circles.
