The Resignation of Mr. Odell
the Beginning of
the End.

The Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Engineers Now Meet-
ing at Chicago.

A Statement Regarding the
Big Suit Against Gould
and Sage.

Mr. Odell’'s resignation from the
Northern Pacific management, and ac-
ceptance of a position with the Hunting-
ton system, has given rise to a great
deal of gossip in railroad circles. There
seems to be a pretty well defined im-
pression smong railroad men that
Odell’s resignation was only a prelude
to a general change in the Northern Pa-
cific management, and it is broadly as-
serted that by the last of January he
will be followed by the whole staff. T'he
reasons for these sudden changes are
also the subject of gossip, and variofis
rumors are atloat as to the prospective
status and management of the Northern
Pacific. It is asserted that Messrs.
Oakes and Odell went to New York
several weeks ago for the purpose of
raising money to bridge over a

emporary diflicuity in meeting the
current expenses of the road and it
is further atleged they received no en-
couragement in this effor. from those
from whom they had a 1ight toexpect it.
The result was they came to the conclu-
sion that there was a ehange contem-
plated in the management of the road
by which they and all the presentin-
cumbents would be left out. and accor-
dingly began to look around for soft
places to As is already known,
Mr. Odel! stepped into a good place in
the management of the Chesapeake &
Ohio road. and it is said that Mr. Qakes
has the choice of two good positions on
other roads, one of which he will prob-
ably accept.

WIIAT IT MEANS.

“I think that I can see to the bottom
of this Northern Pacifie business,” was
the remark of a prominent gentleman
who is in a position to know something
of the inside history of railroad manipu-
lations.  “T'he much-talked-of acces-
sion of Villard to supremacy in the road
is a blind. 1t is true that Villard is con-
spicuous but he is only a figurehead.
The talk about his control
of a vast amount of German
capital is all bosh, in my opinion. He
is simply there as the agent of the
Standard Oil company, which, if not
already in possession of the Northern
Pacifie. will soon be its owners. Of
course this opinion is based largely on
circumstantial evidence, but you will
admit, after I have shown youthe links,
that it makes a well-conuected chain.
To go back to the beginning you will re-
member that John D. Rockerfeller was
f prominent figure in the syndicate
which recently bought the Baltimore &
Ohio from the Garretts. Mr. Rocker-
feller is president of the Standard Oil
company, as you know. His eompany
controls the Wisconsin Central. 1t is
also the owner of large iron interests in
the Northwest. Now, if the Standard
Oil company owns a railroad line run-
ning from the Atlantic seaboard by
way of Chicago to St. Paul, itisthe
most natural thing in the world
that it should want to extend
its road to the Pacific coast
thus giving it a great transgontinental
line. The Northern Pacifie is just what
it wants, and in my opinion it is just
what it is going to have, if it hasn't al-
ready got it. 1 am more mistaken than
1 have ever been in my life if the be-
ginning of the new year does not find
the Wisconsin Central the connecting
link between the Baltimore & Chio and
the Northern Pacific and the whole
under the manzgement of the most pow-
erful corporatien in the world.”

THE ENGINEERS.

They Meet at .(-,'E('ugo---Clliof Ar-
thur's Address.

CricaGoe, Oct. 19.—The twenty-fourth
anunual international convention of the
Bretherhood of Locomotive Engineers
opened in the Central hall at 1:30 this
afternoon, with delegates present from
all parts of the Union. Mayor Roche
welcomed the delegates in a short ad-
dress. Speeches were also made by
Gov. Oglesby and others. The c¢hief
Teature of the afternoon exercises was
the annual address of the grand chief
engineer, P. M. Arthur, who spoke as
follows:

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen:
After a lapse of nineteen years, agreeably
to the expressed will of our orgunization,
the brotherhood of locomotive engineers is
again permitted to greet the good yeople of
the great city of the lakes. Perhaps to some
our eoming 1n eonvention to your city will be

y a grand meeting of another army of
itie laborers, but we believe to most peo-
ple, and certainiy to the reading public, we
are known as an organization of honestmen,
having honest intentions, which we ever
have and shall ever execute ina straight-
forward, honest manner. We are enemics
only to wrong in its various devices and
garbs, and can assuredly say that political
schemes and aspirations have no place
nor part in our association. A wighty army
of men, representing 365 divisions, has
gathered about & nucleus of twel e men,
who twenty-four years ago assembled in the
city of Detroit and started an organization
destined to be more than they then knew or
dreamed. To-day we number 25,000 men,
and while our numbers are great we would
not have you consider only the guantity, but
quality as well. To be a brotherhood man
four things are requisite, namely, sobriety,
truth, justice and morality. This is our
motto, and upon this precept have we basea
our practice. Last year in convention we
deemed it best to slightly change our plan of
insurance so as to bring it within the reach
of all. We now claim to have at onee the
cheapest and the best—the most satisfactory

The spirit of discontent walks un-
challenged from oeean to ocean aeross our
broad continent, whispering greedily into the
ears of men, *“More, more.” And so the cry
is taken up and repeated uwntil it becomesa
roar. Itisa short stride from the word to the
deed, and every day in our papers we read
the result of this discontent. Labor of ail
kinds, from the most menial to the most
skilled, with ibat ery still ringing in their
ears while their judgment sleeps, has risen
up and refused to work, preferring no pay to
little pay. And with what result? Defeat,
Qisaster and despair. There have
been times and incidents when the
“atrike” was the only court of appeal
for the workingman, and the evil lay in the
abuse of them and not in the use of them.
The methods used to bring about a successful
termination of strikes, the abuse of property
and even of persous, has brought the very
name into disrepute, while the troubles of
the laboring men are rapidly receiving more
cant, and sympathy for them is dying out.
More and more clearly defined i3 the line
becoming which divides the honest man,
satisfied with

which he has truly earned, until by his own
efforts he can rise to a higher position in life,
and the loud voiced bomb thrower, who,
scarcely able to speak the English language,
seeks to win his own comfortable living
from those who have worked for it, presum-
ing upon the imagination and arous-
ing false bopes in the hearts of
those who are still more ignorant than
himself. Among sensible men, the day for
all this is past. Let ‘mercy season justice’

and justice'be tempered with moderation. A
wise arbitration looks to a long result rather
than to immediate satisfaction, and accom-
lishes more than intimidations ever can
hope to do. Our first father earned hisbread
by the sweat of his brow, and from that an-
cient time to this cnliﬁhtene«i age there has
been discovered no honest way other than
this. 1Itis not my intention to impose upon
this convention any dogma upon the drink
question. But 1 cannot refrain in honesty
to my own convictions from deploring the
sad havoe that intemperance is making in
the ranks of our fellow men.- So great is this
evil that no man or woman who is striving

to improve their _fellows can
help taking it into account.
1 is. indeed, an important factor

forevil in our midst. Not only from the
physical and moral standpoint is it working
mischief, but from the standpoint of labor.
The man who has so little self-control that
he cannot resist the temptation to degrade
himself is always in danger of bringing dis-
grace upon his brethren. He has lost his
self-respect, and, to some extent, his inde-
pendence, thus making an easier vietim to
the greed of a seliish employer. 1 would,
therefore, urge upon you the necessity of ab-
staining frem everything that will in the
slightest degree impair your usefulness as cit-
izens or your efficiency as locomotive engi-
neers. Be frugal and industrious,
pl‘ﬂ('lil't‘ cconomy, save your earungs,
make the Lest use vou possibly
can ef your time and talents.
1 wish to publicly thank the various di-
visions for their many acts of courtesy, and
extend the same to my associates in office,
who labor diligently to aid me at all times in
the various departments of our official busi-
ness. I congratulate you upon the success of
the past year, and would admonish you to be
ever on the alert for the best interests of the
cause which you have espoused.”

After to-day the meetings will be in
secret, and the rest of the time will be
devoted to a general and free discussion
of all questions pertaining to the inter-
ests amd welfare of the order.

EVADING THE LAW.

A Correspondent Discourses on
“Freight Bureaus” and ‘*‘Pass-
enger Associations.”

To the Editor of the Globe.

The Minnesota & Northwestern Rail-
road company can make its own reply
to the communication of ““Business™ in
this morning's Press. The letter is evi-
dently from the hand of some one very
close to the manager of one of the Chi-
cago trunk lines. The fashion which
is so rapidly coming to the front with
SO many corporate and other organiza-
tions of consolidationg their interests
in “trusts” is adopted by our Western
railroads and styled a *freight bureau”
or *‘passenger association,” in which
the tariffs are made by one officer ap-
pointed for that purpose. By this arti-
fice the necessity for the pool is obvi-
ated and the letter of the national rail-
road law is not violated. The competi-
tion which the public should enjoy at
the same time vanishes, and the rail-
road system of a vast section of our coun-
try passes virtually into the hands of
one management. The first result of
this arrangement the shippers of St.
Paul and Minneapolis discovered in the
rates put in force in the spring, which
were 50 per cent. higher than ever be-
fore prevailed atthat season of the
year. Of course the merchants eollected
this heavy freight charge from their
customers in the country, who in turn
collected it from the producers and eon-
sumers, who in the end must foot all the
bills. The Minnesota & Northwestern
at the completion of their independent
Chieago line refused longer to have its
tariifs made by an officer not a member
of its mme)nn_\' and then gave notice of
its refusal to unite in the rates of the
sfreight bureau,” proposing to put in
its own rates, which its management

believed fair to its patrons and
sufficient for the demands of
its  expenses and fixed charges.

It is doubtless true that no **combined”
action or agreement to “boycott” the
Minnesota & Northwestern has been
made among the other lines, but action
by all the lines, whether combined or
individual, in establishing one of the
most effective “boycotts,” is without
a doubtin full force and itis not ma-
terial by just what agency it is worked.
The transportation of freight, like the
selling of goods, is purely a matter of
business in which friendship or senti-
ment plays no part. So long as the
shippers of the Northwest believe their
business interests will be promoted by
assisting the Minnesota & Northwestern
railroad in maintaining its indepen-
dence, just that long will it receive their
favors. If the punishment of the “boy-
cott™ continues, it may provoke a weight
of resentment which shall bear with an
unknown severity on the warring lines.

A BROAD DENIAL.

President Harris, of the Northern
Pacific, Gives His Views.

Referring to the dispatch recently sent
out from St. Paul in regard to a plan
being on foot to conselidate the North-
ern Pacific and the Wisconsin Central,
President Harris says:

So far as T am concerned, T was elected one
of the thirteen directors of the road at the re-
cent annual meeting, and I propose to serve
outmy term. The directors made me presi-
dent, but of course I would resign promptly
if the poard wished to put another man in
my place. There is no movement in thisdi-
rection so far as I have peen informed. The
reported consolidation with the Wisconsin
Central is absolutely without foundation.
We are on good terms, but there is no reason
why the Nortliern Pacific should buy or lease
any railroad to Chicago when we have a ter-
minus at the head of Lake Superior. You
can laugh, if you please, about the capital of
the “‘unsalted sea.’ but it is certain that heavy
freight by the northern lines will reach the
lakes at the nearest point, and that a large
city will grow up at the head of Lake Supe-
rior. Our relations with the Wisconsin Cen-
tral are of the most friendly character, but
we are on equally good terms with the other
Chiecago roads.

The Suit Against Gould.

NEw YORK, Oct. 19.—Concerning the
£6,000,0C0 suit against Jay Gould, his at-
torney, Judge Dillon, said te a reporter
to-day:

There is nothing new in this whole matter;
and every fact on which this action is
brought has been known for years. The rail-
way company and Mr. Gould and Mr. Sage,
the trustees, believe that what wes done was
not only in accordance with the law, but
good faith and for the best interests of the
company and of the bondholders, and the
event has so proved. In fact the security of
the Kansas Pacific bonds were greatly
strengthened and increased by what was
done. So far as Mr. Gould was concerned,
he owned personally $1,000,000 of Denver
Pacific stock in his own right, which he
turned into the consolidation at 10 cents on
the doliar. This suit is brought upon the
idea that as trustee he must account on the
basis that the Denver Pacific stock was worth
i):u'. when he actually sold his own stock for
0 per cent. on the dollar.

age ticket good for 2,000 miles at 2 eents
per mile, limited to one- year from the
date of sale.

Chips from the Ties.

The Fargo Argus says that cattle trains, al-
most without number, are passing over the
Northern Pacific through the cit{. bound
eastward just now. There is nearly a con-
tinuous line of cars in motion for the eastern
market, but notwithstanding the rush stock-
men are enthusiastic over the manner in
which their cattle are cared for. At this di-
vision terminal point, cattle pass from the
Dakota division to the Minnesota division.

A LUMBER CRASH.

A Chicago Failure Which is Caus-
ing Much Comment.

Cricaco, Oet. 19.—The assignment
of Charles M. Charnley, the well known
lumber merchant, and the confession of
judgments by Thomas Lovdall for over
£100,000, were the sole topie of discus-
sion in the lumber cireles yesterday. It
was stated and believed that Charles M.
Charnley and Thomas Lovdall were the
members of the firm of Charnley & Lov-
dall, but this proves to be incorrect. The
firm was composed, up to about a year
ago, of Walter II. Charnley and Thomas
Lovdall. At that tim:e Walter H. Charn-
ley (who is a young brother of Charles
M.) retired, but the firm name stll!re—
mained the same.When Walter H,retired
from the firm it was insolvent, and h‘:ul
been so for a considerable period. The
elder brother, Charles M., who was and
is president of the Sturgeon Bay Lum-
ber company, was fully aware of the fact
and at once became the finaneial man-
ager of Charnley & Lovdall, without
becoming an actual partner in the con-
cern. This he did for two reasons—to
attempt to put the insolvent firm on a
solid basis for the benefit of the Sturgeon
Bay Lumber company, which was its
largest creditor, and to save the honor
of the Charnley name and business rep-
utation by preventing the failure of a
member of the family. Charles M.
Charniey -entered into his task
with zest and supported the sink-
ing firm with all his private re-
sources and those of the Sturgeon
Bay Lumber company. He failed in
his purpose, however, as his assignment
and that of Charnley and Lovdall dem-
onstrate. He also pulled down the
company of which he was president,
which made an assignment yesterday
to William P. McLaren, of Milwaukee.
The creditors of both firms include a
Jarge number of bankers and note
brokers, with whom have been nego-
tiated the paper of the duplicate con-
cern. These amounting in all to over
$1i2,000, entered judgment Monday
against Lovdall, and yesterday’s addi-
tional confessions of judgment were
filed in favor of James H. Swan, $20,-
000, and Buckford, Knox & Co., #11,-
810. - Late yesterday afternoon L. A.
Carton and other creditors of Thomas
Lovdall filed a bill for the appointment of
a receiver. They say that their claims
aggregate about $81,000, and that he has
book accounts and other assets which
cannot be reached under execution. A
stipulation was filed by which George
H. Benton was elected a receiver. The
liabiiities of Charnley & Lovdall are
between $180,000 and $190,000 with esti-
mated assets of $120,000. The liabilities
of the Sturgeon Bay Lumber company
are large, but cannot be definitely stated
until the note transactions between
them and Charnley & Lovdall are ad-
justed. Itis stated by one of the law-
yers in the case that it is difficult to see
how more than 40 or 50 eents on the dol-
lar can be paid to their ereditors.

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HOME AGAIN.

Dr. R. C. Flower’s Return From Paris
---A Magnificent Health Insti-
tute in Contemplation.

But few men are so well known as Dr.
R. C. Flower, of this city, not only in.
New England, but throughout the great.
West and South. From ocean to ocean,-
Manitoba to the Rio Grande, he has [oc--
casionally made his professional trips,
and wherever he has been great nwn-°
bers have visited him, and frequently’
many more than could possibly comsult’
with him. ‘The writer happened to 'be
in Washington during one of ‘Dr.
Flower’s professional visits to the capi-
tal. His spacious parlors at the Riggs
House were crowded, and, after three
days consulting with patients frem
6 in the morning until midnight, I am
sure on the night of the third day, as he |
started for the South, there were at
least 150 people waitling for an ter-
view. Dr. Flower’s practice has su_ln-,
creased of late years, until it has be-
come greater than he can manage to his
satisfaction. In talking to the doctor a
few weeks ago I asked him how it was
that he had pretty nearly stopped mak-
ing professional visits through the
West and South. “I have a good rea-
son,” he replied; “I have more patients
than 1 can attend to in my Frcsent situ-
ation. When I say more thanI can at-
tend to, I mean that I am constantly
having patients that I cannot treat and
cure to my satisfaction unless I have
them under my immediate care. While
I do cure many every year, and numbers
of them supposed incurables and given
up by the best physicians of our coun-
try, still there are a large number, and
many cases of vital importance. whieh 1
cannot successfully treat and ecure,
living as they do all over the
country and I in Boston. Then
again, there are patients who are only
partially cured, which, if I could have
them under my immediate care for a
{few weeks, could be radically cured.
To remedy this evil I must either aban-
don my practice or have a sanitarium (a
large health institution). The former
would be difficult to do except through
negleet, which I could not think of. The
latter I am thinking seriously of. But
a sanitarium after my idea means a
great deal. It means a home for my pa-
tients, where they can have every kind
of treatment known to earth.

Besides myself and my present
assistant I shall have the best physi-
cians that can be procured, so that
every disease for which there is a cure
can be suecessfully treated. I am de-
termined to make this institution as
perfect as possible, and cure every dis-
ease that has a cure known to man, The
house must have perfect ventilation and
the parlors and reception rooms as invit-
ingand beautiful as it is possible to make
them. I want my patients to be cheerful,
happy and contented, and they must
feel at home. The dining-rooms and
kitchen will be on the top floor of the
building, also billiard rooms, gymna-
sium and other rooms for exercise and
amusement. With the elevators, this
will not prove inconvenient and will re-
lieve the house of odor from cooking.
