In the matter of the report of the Board
of Public Works dated Oet. 17, 1887,

It is hereby ordered by the Common
Council of the City of St. Paul:

That the Board of Public Works of
said city of St. Paul cause the following
improvements to be made, to-wit:
Grade alley and park on the north side
of lot 8, Crocus Hill’s Third Rearrange-
ment, St. Paul, from Dale street (forin-
erly Fairmount Place) to Goodrich ave-
nue, in said city; that said Board cause
said work to be let by contract, as pro-
vided by law, without one-half the esti-
mated cost being first paid into the City
Treasury, and after said work shall be
placed under eontraet, said Board shall
proceed without delay to assess the
amount, as nearly as they can ascertain
the same, which will be required to
pay the costs and necessary ex-
penses of such improvement upon the
