Prosecuting Lawyer
Dan Lawler has been working up the
case for about three months, and he got
out the warrant for the prisoner’s ar- |
rest. A good deal of mystery is wrapped |
up in the case. Deputy Lukenheimer
left the train at Jordan on
Thursday and took a team for the coun-
try. He traversed Scott county and
captured his vietim with much deteclive

skill. He got away without anybody
knowing anything about the matter,
and  reached Jordan _ just in
time to lay over for the night
at William Richter’s hotel.
When he and his captive

entered the jail yesterday afternoon, the

words Willie Hecht, bastardy,” were .
written upon the jail register. Mr. |
Lukenheimer positively deeclined to say |

a word about his prisoner, except thatit
was an important case, a criminal case,
and is liable to be settled to-day. Dan |
Lawler devoted a great deal of yester-
day aiternoon to a talk with the pris-
oner.

THE NIGHT SCHOOLS.

More Than a Thousand Pupils of’
All Ages Are Attending Them.
The night schools have just gotten

well in operation again for the coming |

winter.

Night schools are now open in the
Franklin, Madison, Cleveland, Adams,
Jackson, McClellan, Gorman, Van.
Buren and Humboldt buildings, with a
total attendance of about 1,100, ranging
in age from fourteen to fifty, and em-
ploying about thirty-five instruetors in
all. The schools are open every even-
ing of the week, excepting Saturday and
Sunday evenings, for two-hour sessions, -
from 7:30 to 9:30 p. m. Large
as the attendance now is, many more |
applications are being received daily, |
and new rooms will be opened in a few
days in the Cleveland, Gorman, Jack-
son and Douglass buildings.

In the schools are found the brightest,
most industrious and ambitious of
nearly all nationalities and all ages from
fourteen up. Here, side by side with
the bright boy of fourteen, is an old,
gray-haired man, digging patiently
away at his arithmetic or learning how
to write, and at the end of the two
hours so-busy as he been that he seems
quite snrprised to learn that the even-
ing is over. Laborers, carpenters,
draughismen and, in short, mechanics
of all kinds attend these schools every
evening, eager to improve themselves
in writing and reading English and in
the study of arithmetic. It will be a
surprise to many, if not to the most, of
ghe people of St. Paul, to learn that the
Americans are numerically much fewer
in numbers than the representatives of

sweden., Norway, Germany, Pohemia,
ungary and Poland, and that the best
1d hardest-working members of these

*hools are these same foreigners, who
geem to enter into the work with the
utmost energy, and, of course, as a nat-
ural result, make rapid progress in all
branches, and especially in writing.

THE COST OF NIGHT SCHOOLS.

The prineipals of the difierent build-
Ings receive $2.50 and the teachers$2 for |
each evening actually employed in
teaching. The janitogs in buildings
where one room is used are paid 35
cents, and if more than one be used 25
cents for each additional room. The
engineers in buildings like the Madison
and Frankiin, where they have steam
plants. receive 40 cents per evening. So
the cost of maintaining the schools may
be readily computed. Here are the
teachers:

HE HAS A LITTLE LIST.

Judge Kelly Keeps Tab on Men
Who Will Not Allow Employes
to do Jury Duty.

Judge Kelly, of the district court, is
trying to impress on business men the
fact that it is a duty of dignity and re-
sponsibility to serve on juries, when-
ever, in the course of human events, a
citizen is drawn for that high calling.
Within a week two or three young men
have asked to be excused. Day before
yesterday a young man came forward
And Imudc the request to be let off for

5 What have you for an excuse?”
asked the court.

“If lam compelled to serve I shall
lose my position: my employer will fire
me,”” said the talesman,

“Will you make affidavit to that ef-
fect?” asked the jndge.

1 will,” replied the young man.

“Come back here at 2 o’clock with
such an aflidavit and I will excuse you,”
said his honor.

Promptly at 2 o’clock the talesman
was on hand with an affidavit to the ef-
fect that the person named therein
would be discharged if he were com-
pelled to serve the usual time of two
weeks on the jury.

“You are excused,” said Judge Kelly,
and then turning to a clerk he told him
to put down on a memorandum slip the
name of the young man’s employer, and
as soon as consistent with law
and custom, see that he was
drawn as a juror himself, “For he will
not be able to get away on the plea that
he will lose his job,” "said the judge.
Three names are now on the list, and
three prominent Dbusiness men will
stand a pretty fair show of being drawn
on the next venire. ““I propose to follow
out this line of policy,” said Judge Kelly
to a CLoBE reporter. “l can conceive
of cases, in which it might be necessary
for an employer to fill a man’s position
while the latter is doing jury duty, but
they are rare. Would the empioyer ¢is-
charge the man if he were sick for fhe
same length of time? 1 guess not. If a
man gives as his excuse that he vwill be
discharged from his situati»n, under
ghelaw I am bound to cxcuse him.

I have decided upon the court will se-
cure men as jurors who cannot plead
that excuse. The employers are cateh-
ing on to this, and one who had threat-
ened to discharge his employe, when he
heard I had him on the list sent me a
note, to the effect that he had changed
his mind and considered it his duty to
allow the employe toserve.”

“Does an _employer violate any law
when he makes such a threat?” asked
the reporter.

*None except the law of common de-
cency,” replied his honor.,

Reed has sometimes been designated as
“the Seventh street siloonkeeper,”
thereby doing a possible injustice to T.
A. Reed, of No. 62, who is another per-
son.

NEW POSTOFFICES.

West St. Paul and Possibly the
Suburbs May Have Them—Postal
Law.

Postmaster David Day has recom-
mended A. T. Hall's drug store, corner
of Isabel and Dakota avenue as the
proper location for the West St. Paul
sub-postoffice. Mr. -Hall has ' been
recommended as postmaster.- He will
get a salary of $250 a year and
will have to furnish $5,000 bonds.
The building is a three-story
brick. Last March Dr. Day made an
effort to have an independent postoffice
in West St. Paul. He is now urging
that a branch oftfice be provided for Mer-
riam Park, Hamline, St. -Anthony Park
and Macalester, so that these suburbs
can be accommodated with mounted
carrier service. The deposit in -the na-
tional treasury of the St. Paul postoffice
for the first half of October amounted to
$28,000.

The postoffice inspectors are inspect-
ing every office in the state now as to
the matter of cancellation of ~stamps.
Another object of this general inspec-
tion is to instruet fourth-class postmast-
ers in their particular duties. The
careful inspection of fourth-class pod™
offices since the change of administra-
tion has caused a saving to the depart-
ment of over $1,000,000 in the cancella-
tion of stamps. Every postmaster
found making false returns will be
arrested and prosecuted. i

ONE MAN ACQUITTED.

Andrew Larson, the postmaster at
Twin Valley, Marshall county, indicted
for making false returns in the cancella-
tion of stamps, so as to defraud the gov-
ernment, was acquitted yesterday on a
verdict of not guilty in the United States
district court. Judge Nelson holds that
circumstantial evidence is not sufficient;

that the government must show
positive proof in identification of
the missing stamps. There is

another holding of Judge Nelson’s
which stops all prosecution as to rev-
enue cases. In the ease of Gillespie, of
West St. Paul, charged with failing to
cancel beer stamps, the judge held that
the government must produce positive
proof that Gillespie did refuse or neglect
to cancel the stamps. Gillespie laid it
all to the carelessness and ignorance of
the barkeeper. The Larson case will
probably come up for trial again.

General Passenger Agent Teasdale,
of the Omaha road, writes for an opin-
ion regarding a supposed order relating
to printed matter on tags, wrappers and
1-cent (circular) envelopes. I'he New
York ruling is that only the name and
address of the writer can be printed.but
there has been no order to that effect in
the postal department.” The law has
generally been construed to mean that
whatever was necessary to identify the
writer could be printed, which would
include occupation or business as well
as name and address, but the law does
not provide for or mention in any way
the oceupation.

BIG REAL ESTATE SALES.

Transfer of a Part of the Davidson

Lucore sold the
place to Jennings, and Jennings, being
required to abdicate recently, trans-
ferred his interest to Paulson. The au-
thorities will not allow the place toopen
again until they are assured that it will
be properly conducted.

Mary Cummings, who was arrested
with the voung girls, was fined $10 for
disorderly conduet Thursday morning.
1t has since been learned that she was
acting for a dance house in Dakota, and
that she had purchased clothing and
tickets for the girls and completed ar-
rangements to ship them at once.
Neither of the girls are over fifteen
vears of age and both lived with their
parents on Dayton’s bluff.

WATER TO WEST ST. PAUL.

The Contractor Reports the Six-
teen-inch Main Laid Under the
River.

Contractor John Nichols, of Chicago,
who had the job of putting in the 16-
inch water main across the river to
West St. Paul, hasreported to Secretary
Caulfield that the contract is completed.
