CHICAGO FOR BLAINE.
If bad beginnings make good end-

ings, Robert Lincoln has a fair pros-
pect ofthe Republican presidential nom-
ination. Mr. Lincoln attempted to be-
gin his presidential boom in Chicago
this week, and made the most miserable
failure that any candidate ever exper-
ienced. The Fourth ward in Chicago
was selected by the Lincoln boomers
as the field to inaugurate their cam-
paign. The Cook county Republican
convention was held yesterday, and the
plan of the Lincolnites was to lay the
wires at the primaries on Tuesday for
capturing the county committee. The
wire-pulling was done so secretly that
the anti-Liiicolnites did not find out
what was going on until the day before
the primaries. Woodward, the com-
mittee man representing the Fourth
ward, is a well-known Blame
adherent. The plan was to work up the
Lincoln following quietly, and to
spring an opposition candidate to Wood-
ward at the primaries. The newspapers
found itout and gave the secret away
the morning before the primary, and
the result was the Blame people
turned out in full force and re-elected
Woodward by a vote oftwo to one.

This little incident shows two things
very plainly. One is that Robert Lin-
coln is really anxious for the presi-
dential nomination notwithstanding his
open declaration that he was indifferent
about it. The other fact disclosed by
this Fourth ward primary episode is
that Mr. Blame is an open can-
didate for re-nomination, and doesn't
intend that Bob Lincoln or any-
body else shall put his fences out
of repair. Chicago is a Blame
city and the Blame partisans in-
tend to hold the city in line for their
chieftain. Neither Mr. Lincoln's name
nor the fact of his residence being in
Chicago is sufficient to seduce the Chi-
cago Blaineites from their loyalty to the
Plumed Knight. The sum of the whole
matter is that the Republican conven-
tion willbe held in Chicago, Blame will
be renominated with the same old hip
and hurrah and then will be laid out on
the cooling board in November, where
he will set up his everlasting rest.

POVERTY IN POLITICS.
The poverty ofpolitical issues in New

York is well illustrated by the fact that
the Republicans are fighting Col. John
R. Fellows, the Democratic nominee
for district attorney, on the issue that
he is poor and in debt. Ifbeing in debt
disqualifies a man for office there is no
sort of civil service reform capable of
supplying material with which to fill
the offices in this country. In fact,
poverty is rather a badge of distinction
for a politician. It is a sort of a certi-
ficate of his honesty. Our greatest
American statesmen were noted for
their impecuniosjty. Henry* Clay* and
Daniel Webster were striking in-
stances. Itis said, on good authority,
that Abraham Lincoln had to
borrow money to get to Washing-
ton to enter the officeof president. Ex-
Presidents Monroe and Tyler didn't
leave enough of worldly goods behind,
them to pay for erecting tombstones
over their graves. It is only recently
that a shaft has been erected to mark
the place where Monroe sleeps, while
Tyler stillrests in an unmarked grave.
When Roscoe Conkling retired from
the senate he was over ears in debt and
had to borrow money to get back to
New York. So that after all the Re-
publicans have brought up a farfetched
issue against Col. Fellows when they
take the position that he ought to be de-
feated because he is in debt. If every
man in New York who is similarly situ-
ated votes for Fellows he willget the
rousingest majority that any man ever
walked away from the polls with.

A SICKLY CAMPAIGN.
It doesn't look now as if Henry

George's canflidacy were going to be
detrimental to the Democratic party in
New York. In fact, the George move-
ment lias all the appearance of dwin-
dling down to insignificant proportions
when compared with the claims put
forth by the leaders in the beginning of
the canvass. And what is left of it will
draw as heavily from the Republican
party as from the Democratic. - Mr.
George eliminated the socialistic ele-
ment from his party early in the can-
vass, and now that the. time approaches

When he needs votes lie is sorry that he

didn't hold on to it.- Dr. McGlyx'x has
proved to he : a millstone around Mr.
George's neck. : The personal popular-
ity of, the ex-priest was not sufficient to
outweigh the "influence exerted by the
ban of-.excommunication.'. The impres-
sion that prevails among the working
classes that Mr. George .is himself a'
capitalist has about completely wrecked
their confidence in him. IfMr. George

succeeds in'*;polling.; as large a vote in
the entire state of New York as he did
in the city in the last municipal election
he will do well.

SARIN TRIUMPHANT.
It was Senator Sarin's victory at

Stillwater yesterday, when the long
light for finalcontrol of the Nortwestern
car works resulted in leaving them in
possession of the Sabix party. The
result had been anticipated by those
who were in position to know the prob-
able outcome of the Porter-Sabix
squabble, and is particularly grati-
fying to the Stillwater people, who
had a peculiar interest in the de-
termination of the matter. The re-
sult of yesterday's sale means the
starting up of the car works, the giving
of employment to GOO or700 laborers and
an addition ofseveral thousand to Still-
water's population. While the Globe
had no feeling in the matter and was
neither a Sarin nor a Porter partisan,
still we feel like tendering our congrat-
ulations to our good friends in Stillwa-
ter that the long drawn out litigation
over the car works has been brought to
a conclusion. We also congratulate
Senator Sabix on his personal vindica-
tion.
Itis getting to be the thingnow for women

who imagine themselves injured by the op-
posite sex, to walk into the office of the al-
leged maliguer and pound him around
among the desks and things with a horse-
whip, before going through the ceremony of
asking an explanation.

STRAY SUNBEAMS.
In the November number of Scribner'sMagazine Olive Rislet Seward recalls a

diplomatic episode showing how the United
States once threw away a golden opportunity
to get a permanent foothold in the West In-
dies. In 1865 Secretary Seward made a
proposition to the Danish government to
purchase the two islands of St. John and St.
Thomas for the sum of $",500,000, which
the Danish government subsequently agreed
to accept on condition that the inhabitants
of the two islands would concur. The 9th of
January, 1808, was the time fixed for taking
the vote. The day was ushered in by the
ringing of bells, the firing of cannon, and all
the houses were decorated with American
bunting. The ballot cast was practically
unanimous in favor of annexation to the
United States, there being but twenty-two
votes cast against it in St. Thomas and not
one dissenting voice at St. John.

Charles Sumner was at that time chair-
man of the senate committee on foreign re-
lations. Itso happened that there was a
fierce political storm raging at Washington
at the time, and Mr. Sumner's patriotism and
statesmanship seemed to have been swal-
lowed up in partisan bitterness. The result
was the Denmark treaty was smothered in
committee and was never brought before the
senate, notwithstanding the president called
the attention of that body to it in a special
message.

* **•That was a time when statesmanship in
congress was at a low ebb, yet it is almost in-
conceivable how any department of the gov-
ernment could have been so utterly oblivious
to our national interests as to have failed to
embrace this opportunity to acquire a West
India possession.

* *. *Judge Tiivrman made a speech at Kenton,
0., the other day in which he informed the
people of that state that he would never
make another public address. It was his
valedictory, and his parting advice to the
people of a state, upon which he has re-
flected so much honor, was to vote the Demo-
cratic ticket. "Stand by the great principles
that Thomas Jefferson laid down for the
American people, that Andrew Jackson en-
forced, and that have made this country one
of the greatest and freest and most lovable
countries upon which the sun of God shines
to day," were the farewell words of the noble
-old Soman.

* **Simon Cameron. Hannibal Hamlin and
Allen G. Thurman are the remaining land-
marks of past era of American statesman-
ship.

DRAMATIC NOTES.
Madame Modjeska has sufficient dramatic

vitality to infuse life into the drybones of a
skeleton play, or else she would nothave ven-
tured to risk her reputation in the production
of "Measure for Measure." The play is one
of such questionable dramatic merit that
William Shakespeare's friends will not
Rrumble ifFrancis Bacon does get the credit
of writingit. There issome good philosophy
in the lines, just enough to support a Baco-
nian authorship, but the plot is so utterly
barren of dramatic situations as to lead one
to doubt whether Shakespeare ever saw it
mounted on the stage, much less to have
had a hand in its construction. It is diffi-
cult to imagine whyModjeska should have
included itin her repertoire unless it was to
exhibit her marvelous powers in giving life
to the dead. And it must be conceded that
she does give a marvelous exhibition of
dramatic force in this performance, for not-
withstanding the barrenness ofthe plot and
the gross vulgarityof the lines, Modjeska

rises superior to her handicapped condition
and gives an impersonation of the character
of "Isabella" which in itself is a dramatic
gem ofrarest polish. In this, as in every role
she assumes, Modjeska gives an exquisite
finish to her impersonation. Her acting is of
that character which not only deserves study
but which one loves to study because of the
cultured refinement which is portrayed in
every movement and tinges every word that
is spoken. Itwould be a vexation to see
her in a play like "Measure for Measure," if
it were not for the fact that it affords her the
opportunity to exhibit the force ofher own
individuality in elevating a character far
above the author's conception of it.

Madame Modjeska is supported through-
out bp a most superb company. It is not
often that a St. Paul audience sees so many

artists, genuine artists, in one combination.
Vandehoff, Morris, Springer, Owen, Fa-
ber and Miss FiLKiNs.all ofwhom took lead-
ing parts.are capable of the highest dramatic
interpretation.

A STRANGE CAREER.

A Romance of Crime Extending
From the Cradle to the Grave.
New Yoek, Oct. 27.—A Boston spe-

cial says: The mystery of a strange
lifehas been solved and a wonderfully
romantic story of criminal adventure
has been brought out by the identifica-
tion ofthe late Dr. Andrew Jackson
Grant, bigamist and confidence man, as
the famous Fenian leader, Dr. Louis
Contri, who was an illegitimate son of
Victor Emanuel, king of Italy. The
last words of this remarkable man, as
he lay dy ng in Cambridge jail last
April, were: "The world shall never
know me as I was." Nevertheless, his
secret has been probed, and the career
which is exposed will find none to
match it. The doctor's disguise was
pierced several weeks before his death by
one or two persons who knew him years
ago as Dr. Contri, but they did not ex-
pose him. He was then awaiting trial for
bigamy and swindling Miss Lucy Tony,
of Cambridge, out of $20,000* and if he
had lived to go into court the whole
story would probably have come out,
for many persons hereabouts knew the
Fenian leader intimately previous to
1872. These persons have fully identi-
fied Dr. Grant's photograph since his
death as that of Dr. Contri. According
to this story he was born inAustria, but
was the son of Victor Emanuel and
Archduchess Adelhird, of Austria. He
was born in 1842, two months before
Victor Emanuel and the archduchess
were united inmarriage. Victor Eman-
uel was at that time king ofSardinia,
and did not succeed to the throne of
Italy until 1801. When but a mere child
he was transferred to the custody of an
old abbot in Switzerland, by whom he
was carefully schooled in the sciences.
Among other things he made a specialty
of language, and so proficient had he
become that he could speak at least five
with fluency. The old abbot be-
came, as it were, a parent to him,
and finally the young man's desire to
know something of his parentage be-
came so strong that the good old priest
told him all, even to the stain upon his
birth. When the young man grew -up
he went to Sardinia and openly con-
spired against the king, and was forced
tofly. His alleged father supplied him
with money. He came to America with
Dr. McSheehy, and when the war broke
out he enlisted in a New Yorkregiment.
His connection with

THE FENIANRAID ON CANADA
is well known. Itwas his ventures in
the marriage line that gave him his
widest reputation. ,- When he came to
this country he left a wife in Germany,
but soon after landing here he took an-
other. Little is known of his array life
except the fact that he was taken pris-
oner and sent to Richmond some months
before the fall of the Southern capital.
He there made the acquaintance ofMiss
Virginia Saunders, a neice of
Jefferson Davis. He was an
Aaron Burr among women, and
he easily won the heart ofMiss Saun-
ders. Hardly had peace been declared
before Contri married her and flew with
her to Canada. They had lived in Mon-
treal a few months only when his young
bride died, leaving him once more a free
man, for his little German wife had ob-
tained a divorce on account of his de-
sertion. He returned at once to the
states, and arrived -in Boston in the
spring of 1886, when Fenianism was at
its height. He went into the struggle
body and soul, and was among the first
to enroll himself in the rank aud file
then preparing for a raid on Canada.
So energetic was he that when the Fe-
nians left Boston he was a colonel. In
1869 he married Mrs. Jane Delaney, of
Boston, who had $20,000 in bank. When
that was gone he deserted her. He next
married Miss Mary Ditson, of a Hudson
river town. For this he was sentenced
to Sing Sing for two years, but secured
his release after three months. He then
dropped the name ofContri.

In 1880 he appeared in London under
the name of Dr. Grant, and advertised
as a specialist and lecturer extensively
on mind curing. Being again involved
in scandal, he secretly left"London and
returned to the United States, rHe
learned that his first wife had procured
a divorce from him, and had gone to
live in Chicago. He went there, and it
is believed that while in that city he ob-
tained medical degrees from a local dis-
pensary under the name of A. J. Perry,
by which name he became fairly well
known. He figured -conspicuously in
the lecture rooms ofthe West and South
as a man of learning and uncommon
eloquence. Newspaper notices of his
lectures were found in a scrap book in
his trunk after his arrest in Clayton, N.
J., in March last. Itwas while out upon
a lecture tour that he first met and mar-
ried the woman who is known as Kate
Ray, his sister. Together they con-
spired to
"DO UP" THELARGE WATERING PLACES
of the country. In the summer of '84 he
and his sister were at Old Orchard
Beach, under the name of Dr. Perry.
He claimed to be an extremely wealthy
Englishman, with untold possessions in
Australia. The woman he passed off as
his sister, he said, also possessed great
wealth. Among the visitors to the
beach was a Miss Emma Kanes, of St.
Thomas, Canada, whom he married in
short order. He secured nearly $50,000
from her and then left her. "He pro-
posed to a number of other women and
became engaged to a Mrs. Williams, a
rich widow of Kennebunk, Me. The
timely interference offriends saved her.
At Revere Beach he laid siege to the
heart ofa Miss Riddle, ofWinchester.
N. 11., proposed and was rejected. He
visited, with his alleged sister, New-
iwrt, Nantucket, Long Branch, Bar
Harbor, Saratoga, Lake Winnipisogee
and resorts in the White mount-
ains. In 1885 he opened a doc-
tor's* office in Boston. He was
soon; engaged to marry three
ladies, and after robbing them of all
they had he decamped. In March. 1885,
he paid court to Mrs.' Annie Bulger, a
dressmaker of Brooklyn, and finally
promised to marry her. At the same
time he was carrying .on a similar ar-
rangement with Mary Sturgis, of New
York city. He fled on the night he
agreed to marry both, taking all they
possessed,- even their clothes. He next
turned up at Littleton, N. H., where he
married Miss Lucy Torrey. of Cam-
bridge. This netted him $20,000. After
that affair Dr. ('rant went into hiding
in Clayton, N. J.*, where some time pre-
viously he had purchased a comfortable
little farm. After he had robbed the
Cambridge lady- Dr. Grant and his so-
called sister; quarreled vover the spoils.
The doctor went to his home and Kate
went West.: Detective 'Dueev, ofCam-
bridge, got on his track, and after some
futile.work arrested him at Clayton, N.

A SLICK THIEF.

Ho Manages to Rob a Sub-Treas_

ury of 0,000.
New York, Oct. 27.—The fact that

Henry M. Jackson, cashier of the sub-
treasury, was a defaulter and went to
Canada was first discovered on Satur-
day last. The matter has been kept
very quiet by Treasurer Cauda. Mr.
Cauda is, under the law, responsible for
the amount of the defalcation. It has
been many years since there has been a
dollar lost in the sub-treasury before.
The sub-treasury methods are such as
to make it apparently very difficult to
steal.. No clerk could, it was supposed,
enter any the vaults alone. Jackson
must have evaded this rule in some way.
The combinations of the locks are
known - to only twoor three men, and
the vaults have two doors, which must
be opened by different clerks.
The books are supposed .to lie
made up to the last cent every night,
and though millions are deposited in
the sub-taeasury and many thousands
paid over its counter every day,there
nave, as said, been no losses for many
years until now. The defaulter is small
in stature, of very dark complexion,
very stout and with fullbeard cut close.
Sub-Treasurer Cauda now . says the
amount Jackson took with him was ex-
actly $10,000. Jackson took the money
last Saturday, the day of his departure.
His cash was carefully examined on the
13th inst., and found to be correct. On
the 17th inst., when Jackson was absent
through illness, Mr. Canda said his ac-
counts were again gone over and no
deficit was found. On Monday morning
last the discovery was made and meas-ures were taken to intercept him, his
default meanwhile being kept a secret.

AComplicated Sensation.
San Fkancisco, Oct. 27.—At the in-

quest last night over the remains of
Henry Benhayon, who, itwas supposed,
committed suicide by taking a dose of
cyanide of potassium last Sunday. Capt.Lees, a detective, created a sensation by
suddenly appearing before the jury and
stating that he had secured information
as to where and of whom the poison was
bought. The purchaser proved to be,according to the captain's information,
John A. Dimming, book agent and re-
puted friend of deceased. Capt. Lees
had ascertained that Dimming, for a
few days previous to his death, had
been almost a daily visitor to the cell of
Dr. Bowers. Evidence against Dimming
was so strong that lie had determined to
hold him on a charge of murder.

ATell-Tale Convict.
Columbus, 0., Oct. Through a

trusty prisoner the warden of the Ohio
penitentiary was informed of a whole-
sale delivery plan Thursday night in
time to prevent its success. A lifeman
had made a key that would unlock the
500 cells in a new cell house. Another
prisoner had sawed out several bars in
a window through which escape to the
ground in the yard was to be made.
Ladders for scaling the walls were at
hand. The warden permitted the plan
to proceed until the leader was unlock-
ing the doors with his key, when he was
seized and made to confess the plan in
fulland name the leaders.

Stealing From Freight Cars.
Tucson, Ariz., Oct. 27.-Systematic

robberies of freight cars on the South-
ern Pacific railroad have been going on
for six months between Tucson and El
Paso.' Detectives have arrested J.
Griffith, freight conductor, and Charles
Eddy and J. Burchmel, freight brake-
men. The evidence pointed strongly to
them. All confessed their guilt and
implicated others. More arrests willbe
made. A large amount of goods has
been stolen during the last six months
and disposed of at Tucson, Benson, Wil-
cox, El Paso and intermediate points.
