POLITICS AND GRAIN.

Some months ago the GrLoBE printed
a series of articles detailing the methods
employed in the inspection and weigh-
ing of wheat at Minneapolis. While it
was everywhere conceded the chief dep-
uty inspector at this pomnt wasa com-
petent man, with a wide experience in
handling wheat, the bungling work
done was a subject of complaint every-
where, and resulted, finally, in a session
of the commissioners. About the same
state of affairs existed in the weighing
department, and the complaints in that
direction were equally numerous and
well founded. The commissioners
heard and saw, but did nothing worth
mentioning. The GLoBE at that time
pointed out the difficulty, but while the
commissioners admitted, in private, or
in their own eouncils, that this informa-
tion was correct, they scouted it in pub-
lic. The difficulty was, is now, but
should no longer be, that the business
of inspectors and weighers is carried
on by politicians instead of experts.
The Minneapolis chamber of commerce
recognized this in its decision on Satur-
day, and its report vindicates the GLOBE.
How can the chief inspector insure re-
liable and accurate work when his
subordinates are not responsible to him?
He does not appoint them, but they are
selected beeause of previous political
service, and they are above his reproof
or discipline.  How can the weighmas-
Ler secure the best results in his depart-
ment, where the state ot affairs is the
same? It was only recently that he re-
moved a man for incompetency, but the
latter had worked hard for a certain
state official and the board promptly re-
instated him, over the weighmaster’s
head. What authority or control can an
official have or maintain over a force of
deputies under circumstances like
these?

When the GLOBE first pointed out
these wrongs, the thick-and-thin
partisan sheets roared in angry chorus,
but now that the chamber has endorsed
the GLoBE, what will the howlers do?

IN NATURE'S BOSOM.

The Remains of the Late T. A. Harrison
Laid to Rest.

IMPOSING FUNERAL RITES.

The Casket Buried Beneath Flowers---
The Solemn Burial
Exercises.

The funeral of the late T. A. Harri-
son took place yesterday afternoon at
his late residence, corner of Eighth
street and Fourth avenue south. An
hour before the services began the spa-
cious house was crowded, both up stairs
and down, with people, most of whom
were old friends of the deceased. The
services were conducted under the di-
rection of Rev. 1. F. Chaffee, D. D., who
was an old and intimate friend of Mr.
Harrison, and consisted of singing by a
volunteer choir, reading of the ninety-
first psalm by Rev. J. W. Wag-
ner, D. D., prayer by Dr. R. N.
McKaig, the pastor of the Hennepin
Avenue M. E. church, a short sermon
by Dr. Bridgeman, president of Ham-
line college, and a historical view of the
life of the deceased by Rev. J. F. Chat-
fee. Dr. Chaffee spoke of the numer-
ous gifts which had been made by Mr.
Harrison to the different M. E. churches
in this city, which he said footed up to
about £40,000, besides gifts to Hamline
college amounting to $40,000 and private
gifts amounting to more  than these to-
gether; and yet he gave these in
such a quiet and unassuming
manner that the speaker had heard per-
sons speak of the deceased as unchar-
itable. He then referred to his actions in
regard to the liquidation of the debts of
the old State National bank, with which
the deceased had become connected
through taking some of the stock of the
bank in payment for a loan of money,
and who, when he realized the weak
condition of the bank, paid its creditors
in full, although it took a large part of
his fortune, which it had taken a life-
time to accumulate, and this, too, when
he was not responsible for the debts of
the bank.

The funeral arrangements were di-
rected by N. F. Warner & Co. and the
cortege was the largest ever seen in this
city. The casket was of Spanish red
cedar, lined with white satin and cov-
ered with black silk plush, with exten-
sion handles to mateh, and was a fae-
simile of the one in which Samuel J.
Tilden was buried. On the silver plate
was inscribed:

Thomas Asbury Harrison.
Born Dec. 18, 1811,
Died Oect. 27, 1887.

The floral decorations were very fine.
A floral pillow, composed largely of
Marechal Niel roses, with the words
At rest” in white immortalles, was pre-
sented by the officers of Hamline col-
lege. A beautiful floral design. repre-
senting an arched gateway, with the
gates ajar, was presented by the em-
bloyes of the Security bank, of which
Mr. Harrison was the presiaent.

The grave at L akewood cemetery,
where the deceased was buried beside
hls wife, was lined with flowers.

FOREIGNERS IN AMERICA.

The Effect of ;heir Emigrating to
This Country.

Rev. Marion D. Shutter spoke in the
morning at the Church of the Redeemer
upon “America and the Foreigner,”
with special reference to the immigra-
tion question thatis to come before con-
gress in December.

We do not wish to keep out the foreigner.
The blood of an ancestry across the sea is in
the veinsof usall. But the tides of immi-
gration that have set towards these shores
must awaken serious questions. The new
immigration bill is designed to correct cer-
tain evils. It codifies existing Jaws, makes
some wise additions, and provides for the
proper execution of its particulars. By the
terms of this document, those who have been
convicted of crime are excluded from these
shores: all lunatics and idiots, except they
come in the care of blood relations; a!l who
cannot give proper evidence of their ability
to take care of themselves; those who come

certain Jabor. Persons who have been dis-
charged from foreign alms houses and houses
of correction are also prohibited, and any
one who, by present laws, is interdicted from
becoming a citizen of the United States.
There is a clause that is understood to refer
to Mormon converts, which rules outany
erson found to declare the intention of
reaking any law of the United States or of
any one of the United States. Ameriean con--
suls are to question those persons who pro-
pose to emigrate and furnish certificates to
those who stand the tests. If this bill should
become law, it would relieve us of many of
the evils now incident to our ‘im-
migration, while no honest and com-
petent person who seeks to make a new
home for himself in this country would be
debarred. But all who come should come to
be American citizens. Parties and feuds of
the old world should cease when the feet of
the immigrant are planted upon these shores,
We do not ask them to forget the glories of
their own national history, the mighty names
that adorn that history, and the friends from
whom they have separated, but we have a
right to expect that strifes and conflicts,
which stirred up their worst passions, which
embittered their souls, shall not be rpetu-
ated here. The disgraceful war tween
Orangemen and Catholics has no business in
America. We do not want mere aggregation,
we want union. We do not want little Ire-
lands, little Englands and little Germanys
scattered all over this country. We are one
country and we must become one people.
Such phrases as the “Irish vote,” the “Ger-
man vote,” and the “Swedish vote” are be-
coming quite too common ju the voeabulary
of politics. Evem within the great parties
are found smaller parties and cliques upon
the basis of nationality., And a candidate
must be put upon the ticket to represent each
of these nationalities. Worse than the spirit
p which makes this demand is the spirit within
the party that tamely submits to it. What
interest can the Scandinavian, or Irish or
German portions of onr population have that
are not equally the interests of the whole
population? The spirit from which all this
springs should have been left behind. 1t has
10 right to manifest itself under the Ameri-
can flag. Our naturalization laws need re-
vision. The term of five years might be
lengthened. Provisions ought also to be
made for guarding against fraudulent natu-
ralization. In the cities, in particular, agents
of political parties can secure papers
for multitudes whose residence in
this country can be counted by
months instead of years. Furthermore,
I believe that the gates should open outward
as well as inward. - Those who assail our in-
stitutions and engender strife ought to be
dismissed. We do not want them here.
Why such a man like Herr Most, of New
York, and others like him, are permitted to
stay isone of the marvels that would aad an-
other puzzle to the things too wonderful for
the son of Jacob. What security is there
ainst the recurrence of such murderous
riots as those which shook the ecity of Chi-
cago? When men clamor for the settlement
of the issues between the wealthier and
poorer classes by the sword—when their
whole aim is to produce an agitation that
will end in plunder and bloodshed—the way
ought to be opened to send them forever
from the shores whose hospitality they have
abused. Socialism and anarchy are foreign
plants and ought to be rooted up before they
grow into Upas trees, No consideration of
religion or patriotism binds us to cherish 1n
our bosom & viper that will one day sting us
us to death, 1In the meantime, while legisla-
tion waits for those points it can wisely
cover, let us use the moral forces we have to
raise the character of the community, native
as well as foreign, and instil principles of
patriotism.

Is There Any Hope of Probation
After Death?

They be-
gin to show this charity not only o the
heathen who have never heard the ehurch
theology, but even to the more sinful people,
who have heard it all their lives. but will not
believe it.

1s doomed to eternal torment. ‘I'he CTlATRY-
men of the sown are so kind and courteous
to me, but do so little to convert me, that I
always suspect g;ez really think the purga-
torlal fires will ut brief even in my case,
and m?' eternal punishment will be ne¢ worse
than lamenting my heretical sermons, or
rhaps listening to more orthodox ones.
here is a growing carelessness in the
churches about old creeds and :frowing de-
sire to get rid of them and go without. Dr.
Parker raid the other day, with a hint at An-
dover, that a creed should be revised every
five years, iustead of re-slsned; and he 0
condemned the very idea ot creeds
in & world of advancing thought, that
he sald he would mot sign one
that his own hand had written. This
growing charity we must commend. Bven
those who hold the old doetrine in all its hor-
rors we must not condemn, for they are in it,
as Dr. Holmes =aid, *“as sincere and econ-
scientious as the most zealous officers of the
inquisition.” But we of course repudiate the
doctrine in the name of religion itself; fora
God who should punish the heathen for
what they could not helo would be so much
wickeder than the worst man that we could
not worship Him. The heathen themselves
teach a far better God than that, They teach
us more charity, too, and an old Chinese sagg
wrote: “Never will I seek private individua

salvation, but everywhere strive for the uni-
versal redemption of every creature through-
out all worlds.”

WANT IT SUPPRESSED.

Three Alleged Confidence Men

Arrested by the Police, Who

Want the Matter Kept Quiet.

The police made three arrests yester-
day afternoon, which in all probability
will lead to sensational developments
and the bresking up of a gang of confi-
dence men who have been working this
section quite suceessfuily, if all reports
are to be believed.  For some days past
reports have been coming in to police
hea dquarters that various business men
about town have been made the victims
of **sharks.” who have secured large
sums of money. Early yesterday after-
noon two nembers of the department
placed under arrest James M. Jackson,
the proprietor of the new “San Francisco
Doliar store,” on Washington avenue;
Harry Harringten, a man who has been
in Minneapolis off and on for two or
three years, and Harry Jones, about
thirty-four years of age, a resident of
Minneapolis. The threée men were hus-

tled off to the First precinct station

and placed in separate cells. The offi-
cers refused to state what the men were
wanted for, but it was learned early in
the evening that they were arrested on
suspicion of being the men who have
swindled four well-known gentlemen in
Minneapolis out of large sums. What
scheme was worked could not
be learned, The  police were
exceedingly anxious that the morning
papers make no mention of the arrests,
as the “ends of justice would be de-
feated thereby,” as it would give the
friends of the men an opportunity to
buy off the prosecuting witnesses. This
request appeared to be somewhat pe-
culiar, inasmuch as the three men in the
station spent a great part of the evening
in summoning district messenger boys
and sending out messages to theéir
friends. The charge against them on
the jailor’s books is “swindling.” They
will be arraigned in the municipal
goulrt to-day, and a sensation is prom-
ised.

THE HEALTH OFFICER TALKS

He Says He Wil Fight It Out
and Gives Several Ex- !

periences. ?

The board of health is feeling the
effect of the rigid enforcement of the
new sanitary code. This was to have
been expected, and it may as well be
sald that the board cannot hope to do
good work without treading on the toes
of offenders and making enemies of
them. At the same time it is gratifying
to know the leading physicians of the
city are rallylng around the board and
offering their co-operation in enforcing
what they believe to be wise and Lenef-
fcent laws. Dr. Kilvington is now
having a whirl with an undertaking
fiim, and though the latter has kept the
floor, the physician seems to have the
best of it. The difficulty arose from
the refusal of the health officer to grant,
at 7:30 in the evening, a permit for a
body to be taken from the cit): at 9
o’clock the same night., He said in
reference to it: z

*TTe rules require that all permits
shall ve issued from the health office.
which is very important because the
records are kept there. The time was
when permits were issued by the health
officer, by his wife, a student in his
office or a clerk in a neighboring drug
store.but that style is no longer in vogue
We are making a desperate effort to re-
duce the records to an absolute system,
and if permits are issued from ndis-
criminate places, that is simply impossi-
ble. Office hours are from 8 to 5 o’clock,
but I am willing to go the'e at other
times to accommodate a justifiable case,
though I propose to have business done
at the oftice when possible. There are
three members of the board,and if these
people think I am wrong they can ap-
peal. The other members are gentle-
men who understand their business and
will look into any matter, and I am
willing they should.”

“Do you generally have trouble with
the undertakers?”’

up to the new law. They have been
permitted to do as they chose and it is
hard for them to get down to the regu-
lations. But they must do it. This is
an important matter. involving the pub-
lie health, and I am sure of public sup-
port. For instance, there have been
cases where undertakers have kept
pauper coipses in their places, waiting
until they got a load, when they would
be carted off together. 'I'bree days is
the limit and this thing must end. The
undertakers kick, too, because they are
not allowed to bury bodies only eighteen
inches deep.”

“Has that been done?”

*Certainly. Why, we had in one cem-
etery to compel them to pile dirt on
coffins that were simply buried in
mounds. Six feet down is the require-
ment and it will be enforced. Another
thing is that cemetery superintendents
and sextons will be made responsible if
the permit does not correspond. For
example, a permit was issued for a
burial at Maple Hill not long sinece, apd
the interment took place at Layman’s. 1f
it had not been discovered the records
would have been wrong and useless.
Several times, in insurance cases,search
has been made for certain causes of
death and the old records contain
no mention of the cases at all
That is another thing that is ended. I
had a case the other day where an un-
dertaker wanted a permit to exhume a
body and send it away. The death had
resulted from diphtheria, and 1 refused,
so, of course, li¢ went away cursipg
me.” {

‘“Are permits ever issued in such
cases?”’

‘‘Rarely, unless sufficient time has
elapsed for the body to have become
dessicated. There might be no danger

A dozen might be removed and no sick=
ness result, and then the removal of one
might cause general infection. In con-
tagious diseases exhumation is safe only
after ten or fifteen = years. Some-
thing decidedly worse happened here
once. A man died of a very contagious
disease and was buried. A week later
his wife died and requested to be laid
in the same grave. ‘The grave was
opened, and with the first coftin exposed
to view the crowd of mourners gathered
around while the second coflin was low-
ered.
sulted, for 1 don’t know, but it was
highly dangerous and reckless, and
should never have been allowed. These
are but specimens. You can say to
these people that if I do wrong 1 am
liable to a fine, and that is their easiest
remedy.”’

*Indeed, no. The owners of large
tenement blocks—men of means and in-
telligence—make trouble for us and
persistently refuse to do what we order.
Defective plumbing which admits sewer
gas is turning up every day, and it is
exceedingly difficult to have the defeets
remedied. I could give a thousand cases
a week, of every character. We don’t
expect to avoid trouble, but the papers
can help us by giving the moral support
we need.”

More of Col. Rogers' Sarcasm on
Wheat Inspection.

In referring to the report of the eham-
ber of commerce Saturday, the Market
Record says the committee called atten-
tion to the fact that thie chief deputy in-
spector has not the appoimtment of his
subordinates, but that their appoint-
ment is controlled by the commissioners,
who are not supposed to be experts.
The committee took occasion to say that
they knew of no reason for some of the
appointments made.
