PRAIRIE FIRES.

Destructive Prairie Fire Near
Jamestown, Dak.

Jamestown. Dak., Nov. B.— Aprairie

fire, the most destructive in several
years, burned from the west of Windoin
to within a few miles of this city last
night. Large quantities of hay, several
settlers* shacks and railroad snow fences
•were destroyed. M. I". Green lost his
camping outfit, clothing and a large
amount of hay. John Hamm, of Win-
dom, a farmer, lost his house, barn, feed
and furniture. One of the Hamm's
children was reported burned to death,
but it is denied. Isaac Ford, a farmer,
living fivemiles west of Eldridge, was
horribly roasted in attempting to save
his stock, and died from the effects of
the burning this morning. His mother-
in-law and daughter escaped by flying
for their lives. Ford lost two horses,
several head of stock, barn, clothing
and forty tons of hay. The firewas the
most disastrous that ever visited this lo-
cality. Reports of the loss not yet all in.

Dickinson, Nov. B.—Losses from Sun-
day's prairie fire are about all reported,
and the damage is placed at $4,000,
mostly among the poorer class of set-
tlers, a large number of them having
lost their winter supply of hay and
grain.

TO FORT SNELLING.

Deaf Bull and Others Will Prob
ably be Sent to Fort Snelling.

Washington, Nov. B.—The adjutant
general has received the following tele-
gram from Gen. Roger, at the Cow
agency: "The refractory Crows re-
quired arrested, and who are not killed
are, with one exception, in the guard
house at Fort Custer. Expect to get the
one out to-morrow. Also Chief Deaf
Bull, who tried to incite the Cheyennes,
is a prisoner, equally to blame with
Sword Bearer. Think the trouble
with the Crows is ended. Re-
quest authority to send Deaf Bull to
Fort Snelling and discretionary author-
ityto send seven other offenders. Plenty
Cosse, chief, and people, who are lo-
cated on Priors Creek and (larks Fork,
are arriving here to-day. He is in good
temper. All the Crows, except a few
scattered parties of no consequence, are
here." Gen. Terry said: "Gen. Baser
does not state his reasons for recom-
mending that Deaf Ball and seven
other Crows be sent to Fort Snelling,
but Ihave so much confidence in the
wisdom of any recommendation he may
make, 1 heartily concur in it."

No Fight at Reno Creek.
Crow Agency, Mont., Nov. B.—At

Issue yesterday there were about 1,800
Indians, Black Hawk and 100 people,
including twenty-five warriors, have
escaped from the camp and are still out.
Plentieose, with 400 people, is expected
soon. Capt. Moylan's troop of Seventh
cavalry and Capt. Dinmick's troop of
the Ninth are in pursuit ofthe Indians.
The rumor of an engagement at Reno
creek proves to be false. Deaf Bull,
who escaped with the Indians, has sur-
rendered with his following. Two
Whistle was wounded in the breast and
arm.

Chicago, Nov. When Maud Cas-

sidy's case was called before Justice
Lyon this morning on the charge ofab-
ducting Blanche Bonneville and taking
her to a den at Marinette, Wis., there
was no answer to her name, and Attor-
ney Dan Lawrence reluctantly admitted
that his client had jumped her bond of
$1,000. and had secreted herself. E. N.
Marks, the professional bailer, looked
anxious and begged for time to bring
the woman back. The case was sent to
Justice R. H. White, who had accepted
the bond, and lie said that if the woman
was produced.in ten days there would be
no execution on the bond. City Prose-
cutor Nicholson says that if money will
bring the woman back she will be cap-
tured and punished.

A Prominent lowa Farmer Shot
by Horse Thieves.

Bunger, a prominent farmer, who was a
witness against the Painsbarger broth-
ers, a gang of horse thieves living near
Steamboat Rock, Hardin county, who
were convicted murdering their father
for his life insurance, was waylaid near
his home last night and seriously, and
probably fatally, wounded. His horse
was killed under him and his thigh rid-
dled with buckshot. The shooting oc-
curred about a mile south of Abbott, a
small station on the Central lowa rail-
road. Mr. Bunger recognized three or
four of the assassins. The sheriff and
posse are iiipursuit. The shooting was
done by friends of the Rainsbargers,
who sought in every way possible to in-
timidate witnesses from testifying
against them.
