I sderick Bickle is the Man

That Did the Union Bank -
of Duluth.

Captured in Chicago With the
$24,000 Which Was in

His Grip.

The Very "Good" Young Man
Passes an Afternoon in

St. Paul.

How He Stole the Money, and
How He Was Tracked and

Taken.

Another mystery lias been nnraveledAnother mystery has been unraveled
by the Pinker-ton detectives, and an-
other notch added to their Ion*-; list ol
attempts at thief-taking.

••What new to-day?*' asked a Globe
reporter as be strolled into the office
last evening. '

"Well.we have captured the man that
robbed the Duluth National bank of
(24-500 just two months ago," said Mr.
Loader, the genial, sharp-eyed superin-

tendent.
-V. hat?"
"Yes, 'pinched' him in Chicago last

night and recovered all the money."
The people of St. Paul well remember

the circumstance, which occurred in
September last, but the matter, like the
usual nine-days' wonder, had died out
of public notice. The Duluth bank
officials would not give out the details
it the time. . . ,

Mr. Loader relate! the details of the
•ase as follows: On Friday afternoon, j
Sept. 16, 11. A. Ware, cashier of the
Union National bank of Duluth, visited ,
the bank vault at 3 o'clock, and upon
opening the safe discovered that the \
'•reserve," consisting of six packages of ;
hills, and amounting to 8*24,500, had dis- .
appeared. Turning to the teller, B.
Welles, he asked:

"Mr. Welles, have yon moved the re- .
serve from its accustomed place?"
"Ihave not, sir." replied the teller.
'•Then it's gone!" ejaculated the

cashier, and instantly all was bustle
and confusion in the bank. A thorough j
search was made, hut they soon became ;
convinced that a robbery had occurred.
A telegram was immediately sent to J.
J. Udell, president of the bank, at Chi-
cago, and he at once placed the matter
in the hands of .the l'inkerton detective
agency. An assistant superintendent
was at once dispatched to the city of
Duluth to make a thorough investiga-
tion, while at the same time all trains
from Duluth to St. Paul and Chicago
wen- thoroughly and keenly watched
for any suspicious persons or known
criminals that might arrive from Du-
luth.

IT WAS FAIR WEEK
In St. Paul, and as all fakirs and crooks
had been spotted by the police. Super-
intendent Loader, of the St. Paul oflice,
thought it well to ascertain whether or
not any of these gentry had been loiter-
ing in* tlie vicinityofDuluth. A tho-
rough search in Duluth and the sur-
rounding country failed to disclose the
.lightest semblance of a clue, or the

presence of any such persons, nor had
any person been in or left Duluth that
day who could not be satisfactorily ac-
counted for. Every step taken only
served to deepen the mystery. Drawing
the employes of the bank together, the
detective commenced his examination:

"The robbery occurred during the
hour of noon. 1 am satisfied of that,"
lie said.

"Now*then, how* many men were left
here in the bank at noon?"

"Two, as the rules of the bank strictly
require. The bank is never left with-
out two men it." was the reply.

"Who were they?"
"Myself and the messenger boy, Fred-

erick Bickle," responded the teller.
"Are you sure both of you were here

during the entire noon hour?*'
"Well," admitted the teller, "the fact

of the matter is this. Bickle came to
me and told me he had neglected to at-
tend to his clearances and asked per-
mission to go to the clearance house, or
he would be fined $3. 1 knew this tine
would be imposed and rather than see
the boy lose \u25a0?''. 1 let him go.'-

This was an important point for the
detective, and lifecontinue'i: "During
the time the boy was absent, did any
one engage your attention in any way'."'

"No, sir,"* was the prompt answer.
This and a tew more inquiries abolished
the idea of any sneak thief having com-
mitted the crime. A "stall" is invaria-
bly used to engage the tellers atten-
ion, so that the sneak thief may come
in with rubber shoes and do his work in
an instant. Besides, every key was
found in its proper place and every door
was closed. A sneak thief never closes
a door behind him and the detective be-
came satisfied that some one in the bank '
was the guilty party. As all the em-
ployes had had access to the vault several
times that day. it was difficult to deter-
mine which 'one committed the deed,
as all were men of good character and
standing. It was determined to keep
up a system of watching or "shadow-
ing," and Mr. Larder, with the aid of
his men, kept the closest possible watch
on all of the employes. Finally, the
actions of the messenger boy; Frederick
Bickle. attracted Mr. Larder's particu-
lar attention, and the watch on him was
increased. His

EVERY ACTION WAS SHADOWED.
His past life and antecedents were
thoroughly inquired into. Nothing bad
was found against him. except that he
never stuck long at am thing lie under-
took. He was : supposed to be ofgood
moral habits, attended church
regularly and had done so for
years. The detective consulted with
Mr. Udell, the bank president, and it
was determined to discharge Bickle in
order to test his actions after leaving
the bank's employ. Bickle saved the
cashier this trouble by tendering his
resignation, though he gave several
weeks' notice of his intention to leave.
From this hour the detectives never
lost sight of him, and gave a complete
history of every little action each day.
On Monday last he finished instructing
his successor in the routine of the
work and left the bank. On Tuesday
he worked all day on the window- of
his boarding house, putting in storm
windows, etc.. as though preparing for
cold weather. On Wednesday the shadow
knew that Bickle was going to leave
Duluth that day, on account of his sus-
picious actions", In the afternoon he
started down -licet, the detective fol-
lowing closely in his wake. Suddenly
he darted into a building and succeeded
in shaking hi- pursuer/ The detective
Immediately telegraphed to the st. Paul
agency, and on Thursday morning,
when he passed through here, another
detective "picked him up" and followed
him on to Milwaukee. At Milwaukee
lie bought a ticket for Maine, and the
"shadow" was relieved by a new on?,
for fear the boy would drop to the fact
that he was watched. Bickle had told
all his Duluth friends that lie
was going to St. Paul to spend
a day or two, but it was found
that be had purchased in Duluth a ticket
for Milwaukee. Instead of taking the
train at Duluth, he was driven three
miles out to West Duluth and boarded it
there. He had intended to take the boat
from Milwaukee to Grand Haven. thence
to Canada, and from there viathe ('rand
Trunk to Maine. (Mi Friday morning
he changed his plans and decided to go
to Chicago to witness the excitement at-
tending the execution of the anarchists,
so he purchased his ticket to Portland.
Me., via the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul railway. He was met at Chicago
by another "shadow," though, of course
be was ignorant of the fact. He was al-
lowed to go where he pleased in Chi-
cago, and roamed around to his heart's
content, though back of him continually
was the persistent shadow. The idea
was to give him rope and see if he met
anv confederate, but finally, becoming
satisfied that he was only* wandering
about aimlessly, and believing him
guilty. William A. Pinl.eiton, the gen-
eral superintendent. "pinched" him and
took him to bis private oflice. After

some effort Mr.Pinkerton succeeded in
breaking him down and

Bickle told where his baggage was.

and in the false bottom of his satchel
Mr. Pinkerton found the missing money
entire, with the exception of ".ISO. He
had been very economical. Bickle was
taken last night to Duluth, where he
willbe held for trial.
In many ways he showed a coed head,

and was quite shrewd in planning the
robbery, though he neglected to provide
for the" little details that invariably lead
to detection. He chose that Friday for
the robbery because an employe had
teen discharged that day, and he
thought that suspicion would naturally
fall on him. He purposely neglected to
make his clearances that day, in order
to make away with the money and put
it in a secure place.

Bickle is a bright, good-looking young
fellow, twenty-two years of age, and
was born in West Poultney, Vt. He
graduated at the age of nineteen from
Bridgeton high school. Maine. His
parents live at Bradford. Mass., and his
father is a dentist at that place. After
leaving school Bickle worked for Smith
& Mays at Skowheean, Me. He then
went to Worcester, Mass., where he en-
tered the service ofthe People's savings
bank as clerk, but did not remain there
very long. He proceeded to Portland,
Me.*, where he worked one month for
the Travelers' Insurance company,
and after that studied dentistry
with his father until February, 1887,
when he went to Duluth to practice den-
tistry there. He claims that a state law
prevented him from practicing dentistry
in Minnesota, unless he passed through
the school of dentistry at St. Paul. He
came trader the observation of Mr.
Ware, cashier of the Union National
bank, who gave him the situation lie
used to such criminal advantage. He
was promised promotion as soon as the
bank was well under way, it being a
comparatively new institution.

"What were Bickle's hal its, Mr.
Loader?" asked the Gixmn man at the
conclusion of the interesting narrative.

lie neither drinks, smokes or swears.
and is a member of the Methodist
church. The trouble is, that he is too
good, by far."

••What do you suppose led him to rob
the bank?"

"Well, I suppose, being a restless
youth, he became dissatisfied. The
principal thing that led him to it, 1
think, was because lie bad been reading
about Frank McNcely, aged only
twenty, who absconded on Aug. 21) last.
after robbing the Biddeford Savings
institution of $300^000. Bickle read all
about this ease and was quite struck by
the fact that McNecly has never been
caught.

Mr. Loader here showed a photograph
of handsome young McNecly, appended
being a card offering a reward for ins
capture.

••Bather a small reward, isn't it, Mr.
Loader?"

"Well, you see, a great deal of Mc-
Neely's swag was in government ami
municipal bonds. He stole $181,000 in
government bonds and 191,000 in munic-
ipal bonds."

Bickle had read of this case quite ex-
tensively, which fact, 1 believe, had
much to do with his crime. 1 am glad
be is caught, for we have been shadow-
in-.' every employe of the Duluth hank.
We even have been shadowing one man
away offin another part of the country.
The recovery oftiie money and Bickle's
confession relieves the suspicion resting
on all these other men. I have no idea
what his sentence will be, but I'm in-
clined to think that on account of his
youth he will not be severely dealt with.
However, his long premeditation and
cool, shrewd manner may go hard with
him."

HOW HE DID IT.
Bickle told ofthe manner in which he

had committed the robbery. He fre-
quently noticed that while the teller
read a paper be held it above his face
in such manner that one could easily
slip into the vault. For that and other
reason-, of carelessness on the part of
the bank officials he planned the rob-
bery, lb- firstpicked out a hiding place
for"the money and waited bis opportu-
nity to secure a large amount. The
money had come in payment for some
mines, and at 12:15 o'clock that day he
extracted the money from the vault and
put it first in the letter press, then
rolled the money carelessly in a news-
paper, and putting it inside of his coat.
threw the coat over his arm. He hid
the money in the place selected. In the
hotel he engaged several persons in con-
versation in order to prove an alibi in
case of being accused of the robbery.

At Last the Street Car Mag-

nate and St. Paul Citizens
Get Together,

And Indulge in a General Con-
versation on the Exten-

sion of Lines.

A Committee to Draw Up a
Formal Statement of the

City's Wants.

Some Vigorous Cross Ques-
tioning on the Part of In-

terested Citizens.

At last the conference between the
citizens and Mr. Lowry, of the Street
Railway company, has been held. The
only definite conclusion arrived at was
thai the citizens should draw up in
writinga full statement of what they
wanted and what they were willingto
do in case they got it; these statements
to be turned over to a sub-committee of
three, consisting of Mr. Lowry and one
member each from the chamber of com-
merce and city council committees, who
shall visit the portions of the city where
extensions are demanded, and decide
among themselves just what will he
done next spring.

The meeting last night was fullof in-
terest. Mr. Lowry came clothed in a
Prince Albert broadcloth and abroad
smile and talked all around the subject,
managing in his adroit way to convince
without satisfying. He was repeatedly
attacked by Attorney Stevens, Attorney
Bell and City Attorney Murray and the
discussion waxed very hot at limes, but
Mr. Lowry never once committed him-
self. Gen. Bishop, of the chamber of
commerce committee, was chosen to oc-
cupy the chair, and at the suggestion of
Mr. Murray, the citizens were allowed
to present their demands and give Mr.
Lowry a chance for reply.

THE PAY-SI- AYKXl'KLINE.
A communication was first read from

Stone & Morton, asking for the exten-
sion of the line out Payne avenue, from
Whitehall street to Magnolia strct, one-
half mile. They also suggested that if
the line was to be extended to Maryland
avenue next season a great deal of
buildingwould be done there this win-
ter, the residents being mechanics and
laboring men' who have little else to do
in winter.

J. P. Moore addressed the meeting,
urging the claims of the Como aveuue
residents. lie said if the line was
built out Como avenue to Dale street he
would be willingto enter into a con-
tract that houses would be built on '."00
lots in the Foundry addition. At pres-
ent the residents axe obliged to ride on
the railroad, paying -Br."-1) for sixty rides.

George Haggard, representing the
citizens of Hamline and the Hamline
union, wanted the line extended from
Como avenue out Minnehaha street to
Hamline.

Gen. Andrews, speaking mostly for
the Soldiers' home, wanted the line ex-
tended out West Seventh street to Fort
Snelling. He urged in his favor that
the fort was about to be increased by
ten additional companies, that the Sol-
diers' home. Minnehaha park and
Minnehaha falls, were attractions that
would take a great many people out
there. (Jen. Andrews also presented a
scheme for connecting St. Paul and
Minneapolis with a street railway, giv-
ing facilities toMacalester and Merriam
Park.
