for the police to clear the way for him. |
He appeared in the skating ring at |
Wolverhampton last night, and not- |
withstanding the short notice given to |
people  the vast building was |
crowded.  When it became known that |
the “big un” was coming, he became
the topic of conversation on the l
streets. and long before the advertised i
hour only favored ones were able to |
gain admission. The champion sparred |
with Jack Ashton and gave an exhibition
of his rushing tacties that surprised the
English sports. His onsiaughts were
terrifie, and his wonderful activity was
a revelation to men accustomed to box-
ing from their youth. Scarcely less sur-
prising. however. was Ashton’s ability
to stand punishment. After the set-to
with Ashton in St. James hall on the
night of his first appearancee in London |
Sullivan was chaffed econsiderably about
his rushes, many of the speetators ex-
pressing the opinion that they were at |}
first too strong. Sullivanreplied, “Yes, |
they were, but I was bound to show you
people something, and 1 did. Ashton
looked tired after the first round, so 1
et up on him somewhat.” When Sir
John Ashley was introduced to Sullivan
in his dressing room the latter

OMAHA, Neb, Nov. 19.—A tremendous
northwest wind arose last night shortly
after midnight, and sent signs, board
fences, empty boxes and building mate-
rial flying through the streets.

The Re-
publican foree of editors, reporters and
printers deserted their building, believ-
ing it in imminent danger of destrue-
tion.

The wind was
northwest and blowing forty-six miles
an hour. No reports have been received
from the adjacent district, the telegraph
wires being down.

HIS OWN SWEET WILL

As Long as He Is Premier
Lord Salisbury Proposes
to Run Things.

He May Make Errors, But They
Will Not Be Shouldered
on Others.

$A Chorus of Protests From

Loxpox, Nov. 19.—The leading poli-
ticians of all classes now take the view
that Lord Hartington’s poliey is simply
that of trying to outlast Mr. Gladstone.
The Liberal Unionists now realize that
their attempt to form a separate party
have failed, and are eonvineed that a
general election would virtually ex-
tinguish them. They sincerely hold that
Mr. Gladstone’s return to  power would
we the gravest disaster whieh could hap-
pen to the country and think his return,
if not a certainty. at any rate highly
probabie as the result of a general elee-
tion. Thus alike on personal and on
publie grounds they will do their utmost
to prevent a dissolution. Mr. Gladstone
will be seventy-eight-at Christmas. His
opponents calenlate with eynical eool-
ness his chances of life and of continued
activity and fondly hope that if they can
prolong the existence of this parliament
until the Liberal leader is well on in the
eighties, the general election would take
place under circumstances muci more
jaworable to them than any which

can  oveur while he is still in
the  enjoyment of Dbodily and
wental  strength.  The government

means to take the fullest advantage of
the septennial act and to hold on until
ihsolutely compelled by efllux of time
to dissolve parliament.

U'o round off the eycele of these defiant
aets of high prevogative. the prime min-
ister entrusted the most Lhot-headed and
anreasonable poiitician in  parliament
with the conduct of negotiations which,
:f frritatingly or insolently handled, may
lead to the most disastrens war which
has aftiicted the modern world. Sueh, in
brief, is the present outlook. Lord Sal-
ishury’s bitter eynicism has at any rate
this correlative virtue, that he cares
littie for success or fame or popular ap-
plause, and absoiutely nothing for mere
place and power. The facts, thervefore,
that his foreign or domestic poliey is not
azreeable to her countrymen, or even to
his own party
WILL GO FOR LITTLE
in the determination of his course. He
will do what he thinks right without re-
gard to consequences, and will contem-
plate the issues, whether of failure or
suceess, of personal discredit or publie
disaster. with a ecalm fatalism which
has neither hopes nor fears. That will
be Lord Salisbury’s course if he is left
to himself, but like other great person-
ages of history he may find that events
are stronger than men, and that some
men are stronger than others. lLord
Salisbury keenly realizes and deplores
the fact that the most powerful minis-
ter cannot nowadays do exactly what he
chooses.  This is one of the considera-
tions which make him so indifferent to
the fascinations of office, and therefore,
although his own prediction will cer-
tainly be for a defiant continuance of
“re_olute government,” it is possible
that e may find himself overruled. If
Lord Randolph Churchill rejoins his old
colleagues he will back up Lord Salis-
bury in a forward and aggressive course.
MR. GOSHEN'S DISPLAY
of resolution, enterprise and political
courage is merely a histrioniec perform-
ance decided to serve a party purpose
and begmning and ending on the plat-
form where it is exhibited. In reality.
in his own character and in consulta-
tion with his colleagues, he shrinks by
an unchangable instinet from violence,
risks and extreme measures. The word
“danger,” not in its physieal, but in its
political significance, has supernatural
rerrers for the seemingly valiant chan-
cellor of the exchequer. If once he be-
gin’s to fear his chief’s policy is dan-
rerous he will waver, and if he can not
induce his leader to retreat or his com-
panions-in-arms to mutiny, he will seek
some convenient opportunity for de-
sersing. The belief entertained by
Gladstone and his intimate advisors that
a general election can be forced next
vear has been greatly increased by
events of the past week, especially the
refasal of the Tory constituents of Sir
John Gorst to adopt resolutions of eon-
fidence in the policy of the
government. This has also had a
depressing influence on the Right Hon.
Gearge J. Goschen, and attaches great
interest in the meeting of Lord Hart-
ington with his constituentsat Rawten-
stall on Saturday, Dee. 3. It is be-
lieved that he will not venture to
challenge their opinion during the ex-
istence of this parliament. It is, how-
ever, thought that his appearance among
his eonstituents has for its object the
forming an opinion as to his
CHANCES OF RE-ELECTION
in the event of circumstances recom-
mending a_ change of position in the
house of eommons: that is, the fusion of
some, at least, of Lord Hartington’s
grouvp with the main body of the minis-
terialists.

Lord Salisbury continues to receive
numerous letters  from  prominent
Canadians asking for the recall of Mr.
Chamberlain. They say that Mr. Cham-
berlain has done more than anybody
has suceeeded in doing before fo make
the Canadians face the contingency
of separating from the meother countr
as a practical problem. If England,
thr her commissioner, shows so lit-
tle understanding of the interests or re-
gard for the feeling of Canadians, it may
Mtunll&:ecur to them, Lord Salisbury
is told, that they might better arrange

the negotiation for themselves. Cana-
dians, as Mr. Chamberlain will shortly
find, are not ‘‘mere Irish,” to be in-
sulted and trampled upon at pleasure.
Mr. Chamberlain has raised up for him-
self a host of difficulties which he will
vainly combat. Upon this question of
the Canadian fisheries, and the far
reater question of which it formsan
ntegral part, of the commercial rela-
tions of Canada and the United States
depends the political future of British
North America. Upon it also may, in
a quite possible contingency, depend
the good relations of England and the
United States. There is not a single
Jeading Enghish politician who will ven-
ture to publicly Predict the success of
Mr. Chamberlain’s mission.
THE BEST THEY HOPE

from his mission is that it will leave
things no worse than it found them, and
many of them state that if more than
this is desired it would be well for the

government to find another cominis--

sioner. .

The administrative crisis in Western
Australia is causing much uneasiness
to Lord Salisbury and his colonial sec-
retary. For some time the relations be-
tween the governorof Western Aus-
tralia and his judicial staff have been
strained. In fact., the continual dis-
agreement between homne appointed
ofticials has quickened the desire of the
Western Australians for somethin
very like self government, or, at al
events, a regime under wlngh they
themselves would elect all officers ex-
cept the governor. The quarrel which
now exists between Sir Napier Broome
and his chief justice is one in which the
former is not on the popular side. The
chief justice has time after time differed
from the governor as to the degree of
punishment which should be visited
upon certain eriminals. The law officer
stood to his guns until the governor, by
the adviee of the executive couneil, sus-
pended him. ‘This high handed pro-
ceeding fired the descendants of the
hardy and enterprising _settlers of the
Swan river territory with indignation.
Public meetings were ealled throughout
the colony to protest against the action
of the governor, and resolutions of con-
fidence in the chief justice were passed
by large majorities. Meanwhile both
parties have appealed to the home au-
thorities. During the interregnum the
duties of the first lJaw officer_are being
discharged by a police magistrate who
has been nominated to the post by Sir
Napier. The judge, who comes next in
order of precedence to the chief justice,
refuses to recognize the temporarily
appointed official, and so

The visit of the ezar to Berlinis
greatly agitating the public mind of Eu-
rope. ~ T who take an optimistic
view of the situation profess to believe
that the meeting between the German
emperor and his brother sovereign will

rolong the peace which Sig. Crispi, the
talian premier, has already a:?sured
Europe is temporarily secured. Those
who have made themselves acquainted
with the state of feeling at the courts of
Berlin and St. Petersburg declare that
the visit of the ¢zar to Kaiser Wilhelm
cannot be other than an act of courtesy
and can have no political significance.
The Germans resent strongly the osten-
tatious patronage by the Russians of
that apostle of the revanche, M. Paul
Deroulede, and in certain cireles in Ber-
lin there have for some time been heard
ominous mutterings against

THE INSULTING ATTITUDE
of the ezar's courtiers. It was hardly
to be expected that the kaiser’s subjects
would be overwhelmed with joy at the
presence among them of the head of a
nation which has so recently gone out
of its way to show its preference for the
friendship and allianee of their bitterest
foe. ‘T'he fact is, the opinion prevails
in diplomatie circles that relations are
so strained that the meeting between
tho Russian and German rulers, en
famille. eannot improve them. ‘The re-
grettable indisposition of Kaiser Wil-
helm and the erown prince prevented
the accentuation of the ill-feeling exist-
ing between the German and Russian
people. En passant, the condition of
the Emperor William and of the crown
prince eontinues to deepen the anxiety
of responsible statesmen for the peace
of Europe. The Kkaiser's physicians
forbade his interview with the czar,
fearing the result of their patient’s ex-
citement. An earnest and dispassion-
ate glance at the whole situation must
convince the student of continental pol-
itics that the most thoughtful states-
men in Europe are aware that they are
walking above a huge wagazine which
any day may explode and deal disaster.

From various quarters in Germany
rather ominous reports are being re-
ceived as to the soundness of business—
and banking business in particular—in
tlflat country. The immediate occasion
o

THESE UNFAVORABLE STATEMENTS
is the recent failure of the Lt-i?sic Dis-
count company. This “bank” had a
capital of 2,250,000 and investigation
shows that nearly all of it has been lost.
Its business was chiefly that of convert-
ing private firms into joint stock com-
panies. But it also established current
aceounts with “oriental firms’ and car-
ried on speculation in  stocks
as well as in grain, coffee and
sugar. The investigation also re-
veals a good deal of irregulority
in its management: yet the company
enjoyed the confidence of the foremost
finaneial institutions of Germany. The
serious feature of the matter is that this
failure, through the investigation which
has been going on, has revealed the fact
that nearly all the banking establish-
ments of the Fatherland are more or
less engaged in the kind of business
which brought the Leipsic concern to
rief. Inducement to share in it has
heen the commissions paid to the banks
for floating the numerous joint stock
companies which have sprung up so
rapidly in recent years. Not ornly
domestie but foreign undertakings and
loans have also engaged their attention.
The protectionist policy of Germany has
been in no small degree promoted by
the banks which were interested in the
manner deseribed in a *“‘speedy and
forced progress of German industries.”
Well informed observers predict an in-
dustrial crisis owing to the unwhole-
some impulse imparted to trade and in-
dustry by the banks and speculators
and by the sacrifice of legitimate busi-
ness to speculation.

This is What General Manager
McLeod Says He and W.
R. Merriam Did.

A Suit by the Merchants’ Na-
tional Bank of St. Paul
Against McLeod

Causes the Latter to Tell the
Marner in Which the Debt
Was Incurred.

Mr. Merriam’s Private Secre-
tary Goes Over the Story
of the Transaection.

Special to the Globe.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 19.—W. R. Mer-
riam, president of the Merchants’ Na-
tional Bank of St. Paul, is charged by
General Manager Mcl.eod, of the Phila-
delphia & Reading Railroad company,
in a bill in.equity, filed in eourt in this

city this afternoon. with having at-
tempied to swindle him in the settling
up of their partnership in wheat speeu-

lation in 1878 and 1879. There was
placed on the trial list of Room E of
Philadelphia court of common pleas
No. 3 for trial on Tuesday next the suit
of the Merchants’ National Bank of St.
Paul against General Manager McLeod
on a note for #,070.40. The suit had.
been instituted in March last, but yes-
terday counsel for Mr. McLeod appeared
before Judge Finletter, presiding judge
of No. 3, and secured a special injunc-
tion against” Mr. Merriam forbidding
him from proceeding or trying the suit
against Mr. McLeod until after an in-
vestizgation and adjustment of their
partnership accounts.
THE INJUNCTION
is good for five days, within which the
case must be argued. The bill in equity
accompanying the injunetions also asks
that Mr. Merriam be required to furnish
Mr. McLeod with a full statement of
the accounts of the partnership; that
he produce all the books of original
entry, and that a receiver be appointed
to administer the affairs of the partner-
ship. Mr. MecLeod’s aflidavit alleges
that he and Mi. Merriam, the eashier of
the Merchants’ National bank, formed
a partnership in November, 1877, for
dealing in wheat, which continued until
1879. Mr. Merriam not being willing to
be known in the transaction, the busi-
ness was all done in the name of Mr.
MelLeod, who was then a resident of St.
Paul. The capital for the business was
raised by Mr. Merriam from the Mer-
chants’ and other banks upon notes
signed by Mr. MecLeod. Merriam at-
tended to all the financial affairs of the
partnership and the bookkeeping. At
the close of the partnership Merriam
claimed that the accountsshowed a loss,
Mcl.eod’s share of which was
SEVERAL THOUSAND DOLLARS.

Without examining the accounts and
trusting to the honesty of his pariner,
McLeod alleges he made two notes, ag-
gregating $3,461.25, giving as collateral
bills receivable for £3,510.08 secured by
mortgages on lands in Dakota and Min-
nesota. Shortly after this settlement
Merriam handed to McLeod a state-
ment, showing that the notes then in
Merriam’s possession were due respee-
tively on May 25, 1879, and June 1, 1879.
On the maturity of these notes Merri-
am sent to McLeod renewal notes to be
executed by the latter. This was done,
and was followed up from time to time
by other renewals. On March 17, 1885,
Merriam sent a note for £,070.40, which
MeLeod signed and delivered to Merri-
am. MecLeod subsequently discovered
that Merriam had inereased the amount
which he had first claimed as due him
by the amount of another note, which
had been executed simply for the pur-
pose of being discounted for the benefit
of the partnership, and that Mr. Merri-
am had compounded the interest at the
rate of 10 per e¢ent per annum. Me-
Leod’s affidavit to his bill in equity
further says that he believes Merriam
charged against him nearly the whole
of the losses sustained by the partner-
ship instead of

DIVIDING THE LOSS

in aeccordance with the partnership
agreement. On account of this diseov-
ery Mcleod refused to pay the $6,070
note until an accounting of the partner
ship affairs had been made and a state-
ment rendered as to what had been
done with the collateral which had been
given by McLeod to Merriam. The
former also alleges that he has repeat-
edly verbally, in writing and through
counsel demanded a statement of the
partnership affairs, and has tendered
immediate payment of any amount
found due, but that Merriam has re-
fused to tender an account and has
brought suit upon the note. Mr.
MecLeod swears also that he believes
that upon a statement of the partner-
ship accounts he would be in debt if at
all, an amount much less than the face
of the note upon which Merriam brings
suit, but that he cannot present his de-
fense upon the trial or secure proper
evidence as against the note without
access to the books and the papers of

the partnership, all of which are in the
possession of Merriam and to which
MecLeod is positively refused all access,

PRIVATE SECRETARY ELLIOTT.

R. C. Elliott, the bank president’s pri-
vate secretary, was found at No. 535
Robert street.  He spoke of the tronble
between his employer and McLeod very
guardedly. He said: “In 1878 Mr.
Merriam furnished McLeod some money
for the purclase of wheat m Manitoba,
with some understanding as to the mu-
tual share of the profits, but I do not
know what the terms of the understand-
ing were. The deal resulted ina losg
and Mr. Merriam took McLeod's notes
for his proportion of the loss. I think
the total loss was 88,000, and Mr. Mer-
riam is now suing McLeod on his note,
whieh, with the acerued interest,
wmounts to about $6,000. There has
been considerable correspondence be-
tween the two, and McLeod turned over .
some collateral to Mr. Merriam in the’
shape of lands and mortgages on lands
in Dakota and Minnesota.””
