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AN ADMIRABLE RECORD.

1f Postmaster General VirAs brings
about as great an improvement in the
interior department, in the event that
he should be transferred there,as he has
in the postoffice department, the coun-
try can reconcile itself to losing a good
man from a place where a good man is
much needed. Since he has been at the
lead of the department the service has
practically become self-supporting, not-
withstanding the reduction in postage.

Two years ago the close of the fiscal
vear showed a deficiency of nearly
£7,000.000, last year the shortage was
£4.000,000 and this year it will be about
$1,000,000, with the prospect of there be-
ing no deficiency at all a year hence.
Even with this deficiency the serviee is
self-supporting, from the fact that the
government business done free through
the ails costs the department over

2,000,000. The result has been accom-
plished by bringing practical business
methods, backed by Western energy, to
bear in the department.

There was room for reform, and Col.
VirAs saw it. He did not regard the
postoffice department as a refuge for
office seekers, but as a business enter-
prise which should be operated on the
same prineiple as a private undertak-
ing. Looking at it in that light the em-
ployes were compelled to give a fair re-
turn for theirsalaries, the efficiency of
the entire force was increased, expenses
were diminished,and as a natural conse-
quence the annual deficiency grew
smaller and smaller. Col. VILAS' record
is ope that no officer of the government
has excelled, and it well entitles him fo
any promotion that may be given him.

As a typieal Western man the West is
proud of him, and it is also confident
that an infusion of Western energy in
some of the other departments of the
government would be productive of
better results than are now achieved.

SPORT DEGENERATED.
There was a time, not far gone either,
when the game of base ball, rightly
called the national sport, was almost en-
tirely iree from every objectionable
feature. But the sport,hassadly degen-
erated. And in the Northwest,where it
has always been extremely popular, its
decadence, though perhaps not so
marked as in other sections, is very

evident.

It has become so thoroughly profes-
sional thata club is no longer repre-
sentative of the city from which it may
take its name,but of its manager’s pock-
etbook. Instead of being the fair and
honest game it once was, it 1s now in
many instances so permeated with jock-
eyism that a true lover of the game can
only view it with disgust, and he who is
not intimately acquainted with the mul-
titudinous rules by which it is hemmed
about might as well stay away.

There is now the **Association of Man-
agers” and the “Brotherhood of Ball
Players;” the amateur club is almost
unknown and professionalism is ram-
pant. - No longer a game for sport, it is
a zame for revenue only. Players are
sold from one club fo another like so
many cattle, and ball playing has be-
come simply a business enterprise. But
it is a noble game for all that, and it is
quite possible to prune away some of
the disagreeable excrescences.

Let it be puton a more honest and
sportsmanlike basis when the season
again opens, and it will meet with its
old-time popularity. If that can't be
accomplished it would be better to allow
the game to lie fallow for a while, or
revive in its place football, for instance;
which. at least, in its rugged manliness
would command respect.

Squeezing the water
out of the Western Union.it is the opin-
ion of those in a position to know that
$20,000.000 would be a generous estimate
of the company’s legitimate capitaliza-
tion, while experts declare that as exten-
sive a system could be built by the
government for $15,000,000. So it is a
very profitable littte scheme that Mr.

There is no doubt, as INGERSOLL re-
cently declared, that ne more danger-
ous a monopoly could exist than the con-

i centration of all the telegraph lines in

the country in one man’s hands, and it
is quite probable that the only solution
of the question is in government teleg-
raphy; but if the government does de-
cide to go into the business it should do
it from the start and build itsown
lines.

ANOTHER ONE.

It does seem that if the managers of
transportation lines, both by land and
water, made a business of devising
plans by which the greatest number of
people eould be killed in cases of acei-
dent they would not make a better sue-
cess of it than they do by their criminal
carelessness in failing to provide against
accidents. In addition to the many sor-
rowful illustrations that we have had of
this within the last year or so, here
comes the story this morning of the 100
souls who went down on the steamer
W. A. Scholten on the English coast
vesterday because the life boats were
not in a seaworthy condition, and the
passengers had no means of escape. It

is a parallel case with a wrecked
train being fired by the explo-
sion of a coal oil lamp and the

passengers being roasted to death be-
cause there has been no provision made
by the railway managers to put fire
out in case of accident. Here was a
vessel that had been traveling the high
seas for years and earrying human
freight all the time. There were five
boats hung up against the wall of the
steamer. Passengers who came aboard
saw the boats there and congratulated
themselves that in case of an accident at
sea the means for escape were at hand.
But when the accident did oerur and
the boats were taken down three out of
the five were unfit for use. The rest is
told in the horrible details of our cable
dispatches which cell of the sinking of
the steamer. How long. oh, how long,
will this eriminal carelessness continue
to last?

The latter had
a long conversation with the mother,and
finally sent them to the municipal hos-
pital, where they will be detained until
the board of health shali take some ae-
tion in the matter on Tuesday next. The
woman is Mrs, P. Miranda and the
child’s name is Anita, aged nine years.
The mother’s case is a particularly bad
one, but both she and her daughter are
so badly afflicted that they are com-
pelled to go heavily veiled, and they are
virtually outcasts. Mrs. Miranda left
this city and went to New York, where
she took passage on the steamer for

‘. WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—Congressman
MacDonald has had several conferences
ywith the president recently, but itis im-
possible to obtain any information from
him concerning their nature.

Indeed,
it is asserted by a friend of Mr. Kennedy
that Judge MacDonald promised his
recommendation  to that gentleman.
Ordinarily it would seem that the rec-
ommendation of the Democratic con-
gressman would be potent, andit is
conjectured by certain parties that
possibly MaeDonald has changed his
mind and concluded torecommend some
one else. This is suggested as a possi-
ble solution of the cause of the delay in
the case. Oa the contrary, it is hinted
that some one else has made a recom-
mendation, and that this other recom-
mendation is  causing delay. The
friends of the congressman assert that
he never makes a promise except upon
mature deliberation, and that he always
keeps his word. 1f any one but Mayor
Kennedy should be appointed it is more
than likely that judge MacDonald
would be called upon for an explana-
tion of the case. Those who know him
best believe that he would be able to
make his course satisfactory to all con-
cerned in his explanation.

Sparks’ Employes Liked Him.

WasmiNGrox, Nov. 20.—“During the
entire time of his possession of the
oftice of commissioner Gen. Sparks
never said an unkind word to me,” said
one of the subordinates of the general
land office to-day. *He was indifferent
to congressmen, senators and others,
who came after offices for their friends.
He was probably indignant and insult-
ing to corporations and their attorneys,
but he was always kind and considerate
of his employes. In '85,when the clerks
i the postoffice department were
worked all day and part of the night in
midsummer, Gen. Sparks was as much
growded with work as was the first as-
sistant postmaster general. He was told
that right across the street the clerks
were being obliged to do double
duty in order to keep up with the work.
and advised to make his clerks come
back te work at night. He promptly
replied that congress had decidea that
his clerical force should be sinall and
inadequate to perform the work and
keep it up; but the elerks ought not to
be made to suffer on account of the neg-
ligence and indifference of congress. If

1e work could not be kept up with rea-
sonable diligence it would have to run
behind until congress gave proper aid by
inereasing the foree. The result was
every employe of this office loved him,
and worked with greater diligence than
ever. There may be people outside of
the department who have complaints to
make azainst Gen. Sparks, and they may
have cause, but none of his employes
can honestly complain of him.”

A Minnesotian’s Good Deed.

WasniNaTonN, Nov. 20.—Capt. Stephen
C. Miller, son of ex-Gov. Miller, of Min-
nesota, has recently done an act char-
acteristic of his nature and impulses.
There was a young man named Fahne-
stock dismissed from the office of sur-
geon zeneral for physical incompetency
last July. His health was poor, and he
became indigent because of his inability
to work. Last week he died, leaving a
widow and three orphans. Capt. Miller
then accomplished what probably no
other employe of the department could
have done. He raised $150 by soliciting
contributions from the former fellow-
clerks of Fahnestock, and gave the
amount to the widow. It was suf-
ficient to pay for the removal
of the remains and the transporta-
tion of the widow and children to their
former home in Tunkhannock, Penn.
Capt. Miller is a popular official, and one
of the accomplished gentlemen who do
eredit to the state here in official life.
During the Sioux outbreak in 1863, his
father, the governor, was equal to the
emergency, and young “‘Steve” took a
part in the war against the savages, as
he did also later on in the war for the
reservation of the Union. During his
incumbeney of an office in the war de-
vartment he has been twice graduated
in medicine, as also in microscopy and
chemistry. He is regarded by Dr. Sow-
ers and others in the profession as one
of the best informed men in this city.
He expects to return to Minnesota next
spring and commence the practice of iiis
profession.

The Terrible Deed of An Unnat-
ural Father.

Pretty High.

A STORY ABOUT HIS SCHEME.

One of the Most Far-Reaching Political
Combinations Ever Concocted
in the Northwest.

whom he thinks left him at the last
fall's election—high and dry upon the
rocky shore, and so badly disabled that
he cannot make the United States sen-
ate, if he should have any such designs.
Then, with Nelson out of the way, and
a re-election in hand, he will make a
strong pull to supersede Sabin in the
senate at the proper time. If he can
malke all this plausibie upon its face, so
that it will have the ring of success, he
will seek to throw the nomination for
lieutenant %overnor to Gilman; then to
vacate for the senate, to let Gilman, ac-
cording to lus promise, became a full-
fledged governor—and in this way se-
cure Gilman’s services for his state.
Gov. McGill claims to have paid North
Minnesota all he owes it. C. F. Kindred
had his man at Brainerd appointed
judge of the district court, and S. G.
Comstock had an appropriation of $60,-
000 for his Normal sechool at Moorhead.
Mr. Comstock was bound to have this
appropriation, for upon it hung the fu-
ture of his political greatness in that
place, and the governor could not think
of helping him out unlessit could be

Hence he is at the governor’s com-
mand through thick and thin.

His majority was so small last fall
that he does not admit he is indebted to
any one or set of politicians for his elec-
tion. He believes that it was mainly
through his own exertions that he
pulled through, with less than 3,000 ma-
Jority, in a state which gave the last Re-
publican candidate for president over
41,000 majority—and therefore owes no
political debts which he is required to

pay.

THE DIFFUSION PROCESS.

It Is Working Successfully at New
Orleans.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 20.—At the gov-
ernment’s diffusion experiment station
on Warmouthe Magnolia plantation a
preliminary test was made Friday on
sixteen sticks of sugar cane. The cut-
ters worked reasonably well, and with
a little alteration made yesterday will
run admirably. The diffusion batteries
worked entirely satisfactory. No
cial effort was made to get an extraor-
dinarily good extraction, but 98 per cent
of the sugar in the cane was obtained,
which percentage, with the cane used,
polarizing 13.6, will give a practieal
vield of 220 pounds of sugar per ton.
The carbonization process will probably
not begin for a week. J. S. Maus, pres-
ident of the Dndlw Sugar company, of
Dudley, Kan.; E. W. Denning, secre-
tary of the National Sugar association;
Santiago Dod, of Cuba, and other prom-
inent sugar men arrived this morning.
It is expeeted that in about a week
everything will be in full operation.

LOOKS LIKE FAMINE.

Cincinnati’s Coal Supply Getting
Very Short.

CiNcINNATI, Nov. 20.—The present
stock of coal in Cincinnati is a half
million bushels, while the usual stock
at this time is three or four million
bushels. The low stage of water in the
Ohio river, which is the chief source of
supply for soft coal, makes it impossible
add a bushel in that way to the stock.
The railroads are not at all prepared to
supply such vast quantities as are con-
sumed here daily, though in case there
is not very soon a rise in the river their
equipment will have to be enlarged to
prevent actual distress. Manufacturing
establishments are now in trouble over
the short allowance and high priees,
and all are intensely interested in a rise
in the Ohio river.
