A Chicago Fiend Beats His

Youthful Stepson in a
Brutal Manner,

And the Lad Actually Dies
While Subjected to the

Lash.

His Poor Little Body a Mass
of Raw Flesh and Great

Welts.

Progress of Most's Trial—The
General Record of Crim-

inal Intelligence.

Chicago, Nov. 22.— A neighbor who j
had wanted to adopt little Max Gilman, !
the eleven-year-old stepson of August !
llatzka, sat by his corpse at 422 Lin- j
coin street to-day and sobbed as if her j
heart would break. The child had been ;

beaten to death by llatzka. and his
poor, fraillittlebody was literally flayed.
The brutal murderer is locked up at the
West Chicago avenue station for his
crime. He gave the child his last pun-
ishment this morning with a strap and
steel buckle. The boy was the son of
Ilatzka's first wife, whom he married
in Germany, and who died there about
five ears ago. llatzka married again
within three months after her death,
and his second wife died June
15 last year in Chicago. Since then
it appears the poor little waif
of a step-son has received more kicks
than crusts, and was half starved, all the
time. The neighbors say the l>oy was a
nice little fellow. He couldn't stay at
home to be beaten and starved, but last
night be returned when llatzka was
out. llatzka went up to the boy's bed
when he returned, and. taking a leather
strap to which was attached a buckle,
simply flayed the helpless boy alive.
This was about 10 o'clock last night.

The neighbors heard the screams of the
boy then, and later, about midnight,
they were wakened by a fresh attack of

brute. Nothing further was neard
until this morning, when the sound of
blows and groaning could-be. once more
heard. About 9 o'clock-tins morning
Hatzka told one of the neighbors that
the boy?.

"T" - HAH DIED SUDDENLY
and they sent word to the coroner and
notified"the West Chicago avenue police.
Detectives found the body of. the boy
yet warm at in, showing that he had
died this morning, after "what -was at
least the third heating. The hotly of
the little victim is simpty one mass of
lacerations, where, the sharp buckle
ploughed up and lipped the quivering
flesh. On the back of the head are fre-
quent imprints of the buckle, and it is
supposed that contusion of the brain
from the blows on the head caused the
box 's death. Examination of the prem-
ise? show that llatzka had wiped
the blood off the bleeding body of the
boy and burned the rags with which he
din it. The shirt the hoy wore when be
was whipped was found hidden away
in a shed hack of the house. It is all
caked with dried blood, and the clean
shirt which llatzka put on the poor lit-
tle fellowis almost as bloody. Hatzka
is thirty-eight years old. and was em-
ployed by ichma & Weinbardt,
furniture manufacturers. He has two
little sons of his own. aged four and
three years respectively. When officers
arrived at Ilatzka's house they found
him seated in the kitchen smoking. He
was promptly arrested". The man had
evidently been drinking, but whether
before or after the tragedy was not ap-
parent. He was very reticent and pre-
tended not to understand English.

Most's Trial.
New Yoiik, Nov. Johan Most.the

anarchist, was placed on trial in the
court ofgeneral sessions to-day on the
charge of inciting violence by an In-
flammatory speech a week ago last Sat-
urday night. He bad been admitted to
bail and entered the court room without
the escort of policemen. He kept his
hat on after entering until one of the
court officers brusquely took it off his
head. He is defended by counsellors
Howe and llummell. and Assistant
District Attorney Nieoll' conducts the
prosecution. The work of getting a
jury was begun and is progressing very
slowly as the men called so far express
a decided prejudice against anarchy in
general and Most in particular.

When the court adjourned until to-
morrow there were eleven jurors in the
box.

A Chinese Briber Thumped.

Kepp thought that it would
avail nothing to make a complaint
against the scoundrel, so he took the
law into his own hands. He did not
know the Chinaman.

SHE SAW HIM SHOOT.
A Woman Who Claims She

Witnessed the Killing of
Mr. Haddock.

She Says That Arensdorf Was
the Man Who Did the

Deed.

A Vigorous Cross-Examina-
tion Fails to Materially

Shake Her Evidence.

A Breach of Promise Case at
Winnipeg— General North-

western Notes.

Special to lhe Globe.
Sioux City, 10., Nov. 22.— has

been a day of great interest in the
Arensdorf trial. The crowd at the court
room has been so great that bailiffs were
stationed at the doors and were obliged
to refuse admittance to large numbers,
after the room was packed. The occa-
sion of this was the introduction of the
new and important testimony by Ben-
jamin Josephson and wile, who testified
to haling witnessed the shooting lrom
the opposite side of the street, but who
through fear had not told of the fact.
The crowd in the court room was com-
posed largely of ladies drawn .there by
a morbid curiosity to hear the testi-
mony of these two witnesses. On the
opening of court in the morning Mrs.
Louisa Josephson was called. She and
her husband are Russian Jews, born in
Odessa, Russia, from whence they were
driven by persecutions against their
race. This fact and the fear that perse-
cutions might follow here have kept
their lips sealed.

THE WOMAN'S TESTIMONY
was to the effect that she knew at the
time of the murder Arensdorf, Peters,
Sherman, Bismarck and Leader. She
did not know the other defendants.
Leavitt, Munchcrath, Trieber or Ploth.
On the night of the murder witness and
her husband were delivering milk at
the Star restaurant, located diagonally
across the street from the scene of.the
killing. Her husband had gone up the
street on the errand and met her there.
She saw Bismarck and another man on
the opposite side of the street. She saw
them walk up and down and then saw
the crowd other. Out of curiosity she
watched them, and went across the
street into the alley to get a better view,
and Arensdorf, Bismarck, Peters and
.Sherman passed by on the sidewalk
close to witness, but did not see her.
Then she went across the street again,
as her husband had come back to the
restaurant. Then she changed her
position about seventy-five feet further
west near the old blacksmith shop on
the north side of the street, her hus-
band remaining near the restaurant.
She saw Haddock come out from the
Columbia house, which adjoins the liv-
ery stable. When he got nearly to the
middle of the street Arensdorf and
Peters started out and met him. Had-
dock raised his arm as if to strike and
Arensdorf shot him and then ran across
the bridge, with Peters, toward the
brewery. On cross examination, con-
ducted chiefly by Attorney Erwin, of
St. Paul, in which every effort was
made to entangle the witness, she told
substantially the same story, and al-
though

and could not comprehend the meaning
of many- words. The defense did not
succeed in getting a simile contradic-
tion to the main facts. B. Josephson,
the husband, was next called, and al-
though he had not heard his wife's testi-
mony, told substantially the same story.
On cross-examination he denied ever
having said that he knew all about the
murder and that there was money in it

1 for him. Neither did he say that ifan
j innocent man was convicted he would

; offer his testimony. The story of each
was told in a straight-forward manner
and had no appearance of being other-
wise than straight. The next witness in-
troduced was little Minnie Koschnitski,
daughter of Bismarck, who gave the
same evidence as in the former trial,
telling of the trip to San Francisco
where they were sent by the defendants
after the murder, and of things she had
beard talked over in their house. The
state then rested its case and the defense
will introduce its testimony to-morrow.
A man named Mclntyre is herefrom
Dcs Moines, who is expected to swear
that Bismarck told him in Dcs Moines
that he (Bismarck) saw Leavitt shoot
Haddock. Further than this there is
nothing made public as to new testi-
mony tobe introduced by the defense.

A Cabinet Meeting—A Suit for
General Wash-

ington Notes.

"Washington, Nov. 22.—The follow-
ing important opinion was made public
to-day:

,
:Department of Justice, Washington,

Nov. 17.—T0 the Secretary of the In-
terior—Sir: By your letter of Oct. 18,
ISS7. you submit three questions for my
opinion. They arise upon the construc-

tion of sections 3, 4 and 5 of the Act of
the 3d of March, 1887, which, as shown
1; its title, as a whole, was passed *'to
provide for the adjustment of land
grants made by congress, to aid in the
construction of railroads, and for the
forfeiture of unearned lands, and for
other purposes"" (24 U. S. Statute, 556.).
The first section of the act directs the
adjustment of the grants. The second
section provides for the restoration of
title to the United States, where lands
have been erroneously certified or pat-
ented to the railroads. The third sec-
tion is, "That, if in the adjustment of
said grants, it shall appear that the
homestead or pre-emption entry
oi; any bona fide settler has been
erroneously cancelled on account of
any railroad grant, or the with-
dival of public lands from market,
each settler, upon application, shall be
reinstated in all his rights and allowed
t: perfect his entry by complying with
the public land laws; provided, that he
I'•> not located another claim, or made
an, entry in lieu of the one so erron-
eously cancelled; and provided, also,
thai he did not voluntarily abandon
said original entry; and provided
further, that if any of said settlers do
not renew their application to be rein-
slated within a reasonable time, to be
'fixed by the secretary of the interior,
then all such unclaimed lands shall be
disposed of under the public land laws,

given to bona fide purchasers of said
unclaimed land, -if any, and if there be
imi such purchaser, then to bona fide
= 'tilers residing thereon.*' ' The qnes-
M***.submitted under this section is,

er.-, of said unclaimed land?'" .Three
classes of persons are provided, for
under this section.

First— Bona fide settlers whose home-
stead or pre-emption entries have been
erroneously canceled on 7 account of
railroad grant or withdrawal. " "r.

Second-- Bona fide purchasers of such
unclaimed lands. "\u25a0• \u25a0

\u25a0 I' : r.~7 - 7
Third—Bona fide settlers residing

Hereon. The rights of the several
classes to the lands referred to in the
section are successive, in the order
stated in the section. The first in right
is the homestead or pre-emption settler,
whose entry has been wrongfully can-
celled, lfhe elects to assert his rights,
and has not been disqualified by locat-
ing another claim, or making another
entry in lieu of the entry erroneously
canceled, his right is absolute, and the
successive rights of the remaining two
classes cannot attach if he lawfully as-

. its his claim. If he fail to claim the
land, or is disqualified under the act,
the second class of persons, who are the
bona fide purchasers of the land un-
claimed by him, attach, and have pre-
cedence over the third class. The bona
fide . purchasers here referred to are
those who, withoutknowledge of wrong
or error, have purchased from the rail-
road company lands which had been
previously entered by a pre-emption or
homestead settler whose entry had
been erroneously canceled, and which
land the pre-emption or homestead
settler did not elect to claim after the
recovery by the proceedings prescribed
by the second section of the act. v

"The second question submitted by you
is: "Can the department, after adjust-
ment of the grant by the department,
issue a patent to the purchaser of such
land before the said land has been re-
conveyed by the road, or title recovered
.by judicial proceedings?" The second
section declares that the mode to finally
determine whether the lands shall have
been erroneously certified or patented
•shall be by the admission of the com-
pany and reconveyance, or. in case of
dispute, by judicial proceedings. Until
the lands "shall have been legally de-
termined to belong to the United States,
the right to issue patents under the
fourth section does not arise. Ifpat-

ents should issue under the fourth sec-
lion, before reconveyance or judicial re-
covery under the second, and proceed-
ings should then be instituted to cancel
the patent issued tothe railroad, in case
•if a decision adverse to the government
in the proceeding instituted, two pat-
ents would be outstanding at the same
time for the same land. But the express

mis of the section with reference to
tiie time when the patent shall issue
are: "The person or persons so pur-
chasing in good faith shall be entitled
to the land so purchased after the grants
respectively shall have been adjusted."

THK THIRD QUESTION
is as follows: •\u25a0Third— The fifth section
of said act provides that where a rail-
road company has sold lands not con-
veyed to or" for the use of such com-
pany, and where such lands are for any
reason excepted from the operations of
the grant of said company, it shall be
lawful for the bona fide purchaser
thereof from said company to make
payment to the United States for said
land, and thereupon patents shall issue
therefor to the said bona fide purchaser,
or his heirs or assigns." The question
submitted under this section is whether
the proviso last above quoted is confined
In its application to lands within the
primary granted limits, or whether it
applies" to land within the indemnity
limits of which the company has made
Selection, but which •**s /lot been ap-
proved to it. The first section of the act,
in the use of the word "grant," must
have necessarily included both the pri-
mary and indemnity limits In the ad-
justment, as it was doubtless intended '\u25a0
that the adjustment should be full and
finalone. The lands which, under the
adjustment, were found not to be the >

property"of the railroad, were intended
to lie free, from the cloud of claim by the .
railroad, and restored to the public do-
main for disposition according to law.
The Intent of the act shows that to
carry out its purposes the word "grant,"'
wherever "used in the second, third and
fourth sections, must Include the lands
in both primary and indemnity limits.
as each directly, or by necessary impli-
cation, refers to the adjustment provided
for in the first section. The 'protection

afforded and redress granted the settler
by each of the sections is fully as im-
portant in the indemnity as in the pri-
mary limits. In order that the remedy
may be adequate to redress the wrong
the word "grant,"' in the fifth section,
must be construed to include, as it does
In the preceding sections of this act,
lvothprimary and indemnity limits. Very
respectful I A. 11.

Upon receipt of the opinion Secretary

Lamar directed the commissioner of the
general . land office to proceed at once,
and with as much dispatch as possible,
to adjust all land grants under the act
of March 3, 1887. His instructions to
the. commissioner are minute as to de-
tails and in accordance with the views
of the attorney general as expressed in
the foregoing.

A Suit ior Libel.
. Washington, Nov. 22.— Lieut. Rich-
ard A. Arnold, formerly of the district
police force, yesterday entered suit for
$50,000 damages for libel against Maj.
Samuel H. Walker, also formerly ofthe
police, force. The alleged libel consisted
in sending to the district commissioners
and securing the publication of a letter
charging the plaintiff with conspiracy
with two detective officers to injure the
police force by circulating false state-
ments that the major of police had or-
dered an espionage to be placed on con-
gressmen who visited disreputable
houses. -The suit is the outgrowth of
the police scandal which created so
much comment last November, and re-
sulted in both officersnamed losing their
places. It is said that the trial will
bring forth some developments of a sen-
sational nature. At the trial before the
district commissioners a year ago no
counsel were allowed to be present, and
it is alleged that evidence was excluded
which would put a new light on the
affair, and which will be allowed in a
court of justice.

Senator Davis in "Washington.

Washington, Nov. 22.—As was ex-
pected, the arrival of Senator Davis and
wife on Saturday evening created a stir
in the social lifeof the city. The wives
of newly-elected senators are obliged to
endure the inspection of the self-con-
stituted critics of this city. They have
all been anxious to see Mrs. Davis and
decide upon her beauty and general ap-
pearance. She will undergo the ordeal
with such indifference as to disarm
criticism and command admiration. The
senator has been the recipient of many
calls from gentlemen of the press, as
well from his brother senators. His
parlors at the Riggs are open to friends,
and his appearance is an easy, unaf-
fected ami cordial as at his own home
in St. Paul.

The Colored Veterans.
Washington, Nov. 22^— Second

Comptroller Butler has decided that the
sums not exceeding $10 paid to certain
colored recruits in Virginia and the de-
partment of the South by Gens. Butler
and Gilmore under orders of the war
department dated Nov. 29, 1863, and
Dec. 22, 1863, respectively, were not
bounties within the meaning of the
bounty laws and are not to be deducted
from the bounty to which any such
soldier is otherwise entitled. He holds
that the payments were in the nature
of gratuities or premiums of uncertain
amounts to a special class of. recruits
and were not bounties as technically
understood. The orders of the war de-
partment referred to gave the command-
ing generals authority to pay a bounty
not exceeding *10 per man forcolored
recruits.

The First Conference.
Washington, Nov. 22.— first

formal conference between the English
commissioners and the American nego-

tiators upon the fisheries question was
held to-day in the diplomatic reception
room at the department of state. The
session opened promptly at 2 o'clock,
all of the negotiators being present with
the two secretaries, Messrs. Moore and
Bergne, and was extended until late in
the afternoon.

A Yachtsman's Wedding.

Washington, Nov. 22— Beaver
Webb, the English yacht designer, was
to-day married in the presence of a dis-
tinguished assembly, among whom were
various foreign ministers, to Miss Alice
May, daughter of Dr. John F. May. The
ceremony was performed by Rev. Alfred
Harding, rector of St. Paul's Episcopal
church. The happy couple will make a
short bridal tour and return to New
York to reside. ..

The Cabinet Meeting.
Washington. Nov. 22.—The cabinet

met at the usual time to-day. All the
members were present, including Sec-
retary Whitney. The president's mes-
sage to congress and the fisheries nego-

tiations were the principal topics of dis-
cussion.

Postal Telegraphy.
New York, Nov. 22.—A Washington

special quotes Assistant Postmaster
General Knott as saying that he is con-
vinced that the government will estab-
lish a system ofpostal telegraphy within
three years.

CONGRESSMAN SPRINGER.

He "Would Favor the Admission of
Dakota as One State.

Chicago, Nov. 22.—Congressman
William M. Springer, who is in the city,
said yesterday in an interview that all
the indications pointed to the election of
Mr. Carlisle as speaker of the fiftieth
congress. Inreorganizing the commit-
tees of the house Mr. Springer said Mr.
Carlisle would doubtless carry out the
courtesies which generally prevail, and,
where there was nothing else in the
wav, retain the present chairmen of the
important committees if the incumbents
so desired. There would have to be a
new chairman of the committee on
ways and means, on account of the re-
tirement ofWilliam R. Morrison, ofIlli-
nois. Roger O. Miller, of Texas, stood
next on the committee, and it was possi-
ble that he would be made chairman
unless the speaker decided to consider
the claims of old-time members, who,
on account of their seniority in the
service in the house, were sometimes
tendered important chairmanships. With
reference to the proposed new legisla-
tion on the subject of the tariff, Mr.
Springer thought there would be an ef-
fort made to agree upon some measure
reducing taxation. The only article
thus far thought of as a certainty for a
reduced rate Was tobacco. Mr. Springer
said that he was infavor of free wool,
and he would reduce the tax on manu-
factured articles so that no - article
should pay over 40 per cent ad valorem.
With reference to the Dakota statehood
question. Mr. Springer, as a member of
the committee on territories, said he
would favor the early admission of Da-
kota as one state.

THE LONDON STATEMENT.
By Cable to the Globe.

London, Nov. 22.—The shooting of
Col. George Graham, of Rochester, N.
V., by Dan Doherty, of New York, last
evening appears to have been brought
about by causes far different from those
at first alleged, and it also transpires
that the circumstances of the affairwere
in no waycorrectly stated by the prisone
when brought lo the Bow street station.
Wolivon place, where the shooting oc-
curred, is in a district frequented by
Americans and given up in great part to
American boarding houses, and the
neighborhood is much excited over the
occurrence, The statements previously
made that Graham and Doherty had
been together during the afternoon and
had quarreled over money matters is ad-
mitted by ( *raliam,but the rest ofDoher-
ty's story is denied by both the wounded
man and his wife. The quarrel of the
afternoon it seems, had been partly set-
tled and so far. as Graham was con-
cerned no reason was apparent for its
renewal. It was renewed, however,
after the . two had returned to
their lodging and Doherty finally
went to his room on the floor above
that occupied by Graham. While the
latter was engaged in reading the after-
noon papers Doherty, apparently
worked up to a frensy by his broodings
over the dispute, descended to Graham's
room and shot him as he sat in his
ceair. Mrs. Graham screamed for help,
and word was immediately sent to Bow
street. A constable was dispatched to
ta the scene at once. Doherty was
locked np. This morning he was ; re-
manded fora week to await the result
of Graham's injuries. The ball from
Doherty's pistol was found to have
passed clear through the abdominal
cavity and the surgeon asserts that
there is not the slightest hope that Gra-
ham's lifemay be saved, lt is intima-
ted that the revelations ofDoherty's ex-
amination will be of a most startling
and important character, showing that
the quarrel over a sum of money was
the excuse, not the reason for the shoot-
ing. The proceedings of

The evidence given
by the police is of a most indefinite
character. None of them is willing to
acknowledge that he assisted in inflict-
ing the wounds Mr. Graham received
after he was taken Into custody, nor is
one of them to be found who willswear
that Mr. Graham made an attack on the
police. The probabilities are that Mr.
Graham willbe discharged for want of
evidence, and that his case willbe made
one of the first questions of discussion
at the opening of parliament.

The French Scandal.

Paws, Nov. 22.—M. Brisson had a
conference with President Grevy to-
day, and told him that the crisis in rela-
tion to the presidency appeared to be
without a remedy. The president asked
why. M. Brisson replied that it would
be painful to explain. The reason was
universally apparent. He reminded M.
Grevy that at an independent meeting
on Sunday he had maintained that no-
body was entitled to demand that the
president resign. lie was still of the
same opinion." The president alone,
added M. Brisson, was entitled to raise
the question.

Leroyer conferred with M. Grevy and
advised him to resign. The refusal of
every leading politician to form a
ministry is regarded; as making the
resignation of M. Grevy inevitable.

Gladstone Apologizes.
London, Nov. 22.—Mr. Gladstone has

written a letter to Col. Dopping apolo-
gizing for inaccurate statements he had
made concerning him in reference to
the occurrences at Gweedore, Ireland.
He says he did not mean to
impute to Col. Dopping the use of a
loaded rifle. Col. Dopping is satisfied
with the apology, and has withdrawn
his action against Mr. Gladstone.

Guarding the Czar.
Berlin, Nov. 22.—The Cologne Ga-

zette has caused a sensation by the
statement that the czar in his recent in-
terview with Prince Bismarck, learned
that he had been deceived in regard
to Germany's policy by a forged
letter purporting ;to be from
Prince Bismarck. The letter is
supposed to be the work of Orleanist
intriguers. On the czar's arrival at the
frontier station of Wirballen all ap-
proaches were closed, even to pedes- .
trians. The route thence to St. Peters-
burg was guarded by 30,000 men, and

• the czar changed carriages several times
on the journey.'

; toward Bulgaria, which,' he said, was
directed against Russia, as letters re-
ceived at the Russian foreign office
showed. Prince Bismarck indicated
that Germany always regarded Bulgaria
as lying within the sphere of Russian
interest, and acted in this spirit wher-

ever no strictly German interests were
involved. He expressed a desire to see
the letters the czar had mentioned. Ho
then formulated at length Germany's
complaints against Russia. The czar
was attentive and promised on his re-
turn to St. Petersburg tobetter inform
himself on the questions on which these
complaints were founded and to arrive!
at decisions accordingly.

Rival Opinions.
London, Nov. 22.—Maj. Sanderson*

in a speech at Nottingham to-day, do*
clared that Mr. Gladstone's statement
that the murder of Constable Whelehan
was a put up case was an absolute lie.
Mr. Gladstone, he said, was at one end
of a chain and Patrick Ford at the other
end. Sir William Vernon Hareourt,
speaking at Morecombe this evening,
said that he did not see any signs that
the leaders of the dissidents were alter-
ing their ideas, but there had been a
shaking ofthe hands of their followers.
Lord Uartington had sought to comfort
the Unionists by the statement that dis-
solution was a long way off. lt was like
the voice of the old tempter, "Thou
shalt not surely die," ami would be
equally falsified. It was the present
duty of the Liberals to prepare tha
minds of the people for electoral issues.
There was great cause to reconcile two
kindred peoples between whom there
had been long standing hatred and ani-
mosity. Tbis would be the crowning
work of their great leader. [Cheers.] •

7 PETER BARRETT..
Detective Waiting for Requisition

Papers to Bring Him Back. 'Special to the Globe.
Omaha, Neb., Nov. Inspector

Kenney, of Minneapolis," "is still iii
Omaha waiting for requisition papers
from Gov. McGill in order to authorita-
tively take Peter Barrett back to Min-
neapolis, where he is wanted to answer
the charge of murdering Thomas Tollef-
son. Barrett comes from an acknowl-
edged hard family. : Five - years
ago i his brother, Jack Barrett*
was shot in the leg in
South Omaha in ,a drunken row
and died ofgangrene' in the leg. A few
months later a woman named Sophia
Linstrom appeared in Justice Ander-
son's court and told a story about Mary-
Barrett, of Minneapolis, whom the Lin-
strom woman said had kept a hair store
on Fourth avenue south, Minneapolis,
and after getting it insured had burned
it down. The Barretts, it is alleged, got
the Linstrom woman out ofthe state and
then tried to work the Herald for
$5,000. That is the. last that has been
heard about the family this week,
when Detective Moynahan got a dis-
patch from llaukinson, of Minneapolis,
asking him to arrest Peter Barrett, who
was wanted for murder. Moynahan lo-
cated Barrett at once, and waited for the
arrival of Detective Kinney. Monday
he came and Barrett was arrested.
He is now being held, waiting
for requisition papers. He -has
one or two brothers keeping a
saloon on Washington avenue south, be-
sides the sister before alluded to. Bar-
rett is a coarse, rough looking fellow,
apparently about twenty-one or more,
although he claims to be only eighteen.
When interviewed in his cell to-day he
denied all knowledge of the murder.
He says he can positively prove an alibi.
When asked why he could single
out this particular date and
remember everything in connection
with it he was not in the least discon-
certed, but replied he had simply
brought his mind to bear upon it. Upon
being asked why he slept on the billiard
tables on the nights immediately fol-
lowing the murder, he replied that he
frequently slept there on account of the
bed bugs in his room.
