snow which fell in Friday's storm. The
passenger car was on the left side of
the bridge. The section men. the con-
Juctor, Brakeman London, a young man
named Frank Miller, Driver Lanigan
and Fireman Boucher — per-
sons in all—were on the engine. They
then started, but when they got on the
bridge the plow aud engine left the
track and fell over into the
river. Only five men could
be found. The rest, eight in niu:.-

l>er, were pinned down under the en-
gine, which was lying bottom up in the
river. The train was running slowly at
the time, as they had plenty of time

when they got over the bridge to get a
run at the drift.

A Famous Female Bandit.
St. Louis, Dec. IS.—Senora Amastoa

R ubio de rascailera. a female bandit of
renown, was buried by the side of he-
lover at anatonio Seacatcas, Mexico.
yesterday, in early womanhood her
intended" husband was killed by federal
tioops. and on his grave she swore
vengeance. Her oath was to kill five
men every year of her life. She more
than kept it. Her first exploit was
to rob the Agauas Calumtes stage,
near Facatecas. Singlehandedshe put
the postiilions to flight, hailed the
stage, and ordered a supposed band of
assistants, concealed in the chaparel,
not to shoot unless resistance was of-
fered. Eight passengers gave a good
booty. She continued her career of
robbing for many years, which terror-
ized the citizens ofSinolas, Jalisco and
Sonora, and enriched herself. The au-
thorities and troops were powerless to
suppress her. She bequeathes her for-
tune to charities, dying a natural death.

How a Union Captain Spotted Him
in a Dense Oak in Mississippi.

Many thrillingaccounts are told by

veterans of the annoyance caused our
forces, throughout tin- army, by the reb-
el sharpshooters hanging "ii the skirts
of encampments during the late war.

Early the morning ofthe a skir-
mish linceomposed mainly ofthe Forty-
eighth Illinois, was thrown out in ad-
vance of our army. lying near Jackson,
Mississippi, confronting Gen. Joseph
Johnson. The men had constructed a
few temporary shelters by standing
rails upright, leaning against each other,
the tops being bound together.

Dense crowds, headed by
binds aim banners, assembled in the
Eist End and accompanied the remains
to the cemetery, which was packed with
p -ople. Beyond a few isolated conflicts
with the police the affair passed off
quietly.

The funeral was made the occasion of
the most imposing public demonstration
seen for many years. As the procession
neared the cemetery it was a mile and
a half long, and "it is estimated that
there were 100.000 persons in the crowds
that thronged the streets throughout the
route. When the procession reached
St. Paul cathedral the bands played the
"Dead March ivSaul.'* and the cathe-
dral bells ceased chiming as a token of
respect. The cortege avoided Trafalgar
square. Among the pall bearers -fere

Messrs. Cunningham, I'raham, Stead,
and William Morris and Mrs. Besant.
Ail the Extremist clubs in London were
represented.

FIVE IN M GRAVE,
The Bodies of the Hanged An-

archists Place in a Stone-
Encased Grave.

Mrs. Parsons Screams and
Falls Fainting While At-

tempting to Speak.

Christ Upheld as an Example
to His Hearers by Capt.

Black.

The New York Freiheit, Most's
Paper, Sends Two Wreaths

For the Grave.

Chicago, Dec. IS.—Tho four an-
archists who were hanged—
August Spies, A. EL Parsons, Adolph
Fischer and tieorge Engel— and
Louis Lingg, who cheated the .allows
by committing suicide the day before —
were placed in their final resting place
in Waldheim cemetery to-day. There
was no disorder. The only dramatic
feature of the occasion was brought
about by Mr-. Parsons, the dusky wife
of the dead anarchist. She had kept in
the background at the cemetery during
the preliminary exercises. A few mo-
ments before (apt. Black, chief counsel
tor the anarchists, concluded his address
and while the spectators were in a man-
ner spell-bound by the captain's rhet-
oric, some one shouted "Make way for
Mrs. Parsons:" The solidly packed
crowd gave way. A passage-way was
made and Mrs. Parsons, accompanied
by Mr. and Mrs. William Holmes, came
forward. The nearest coffin to her was
that of August Spies. Her husband's
was the second from this. Mrs. Par-
sons' eyes seemed to pick out the casket
in which she was most interested. At
the moment her gaze caught it she gave
voice to a wail which startled the crowd,
< apt. Black paused in his speech, the
throng were startled, and then came a
scream from Mr-. Parsons which
reached to the outer circles of the
crowd. Thrice she strove to speak,
but the words refused to come out. and

inty the arms of her friends. ('apt.
Black came to the rescue by saying in a
commanding tone, "Some one please

take some fresh snow and rub the lady's
face." Three men made soft snow balls
and rubbed Mrs. Parsons' temples, and
when she showed consciousness -in- was
carried away for the nonce. The fu-
neral arrangements as arranged by the
committees consisted of two parts. The
immediate relatives of the dead men
left the city at 10 o'clock in carriages.
They started from 636 Milwaukee av-
enue. At this place is a saloon over
which is a hall where laborers
meet. It was chosen for the
reason that it was a central point for
the chief mourners. The public went
by train from the Wisconsin Central
depot, At the depot there were no
scenes. There was only one policeman
in uniform. But there were five city
detectives scattered about. The first
train to start was the regular suburban
one. Itc insisted id' six cars, partially
Idled. Half an hour later the special
funeral train pulled out of the yard.
There were ten cars behind the engine.
The cars contained not over 800 people.
There was no sorrow displayed by the
occupants. In fact, the demeanor of
the people was that of

Smoking was indulged in by nearly

all the men. and the women displayed
only curiosity. When the train arrived
at Waldheim station a stampede was
made for the cemetery. The crowd
gathered around a lot situated about
1,200 feet from the entrance. The vault
in which the bodies had been kept was
situated a tew hundred feet to the
north. Quickly the coffins were taken
from the vault and carried to tin- spot
where the expectant crowd was assem-
bled. Spies casket came first, borne by
six members ofthe Aurora Turn Verein,
Fischer's second, the pall bearers
being members ofTypographical Union
No. 9; Pars. was in the hands of
members of his old assembly K.
of 1..:Engel's was taken care of by the
German Fresco Painters' union? and
Louis Lingg's remains were carried by
a committee from Carpenters' Assembly
No. -211. The caskets were placed on
biers. On Spies" coffin were flowers
and red ribbons. Fischer's was simi-
larly decorated. On Parsons' were
bouquets of simple red and yellow
roses, and these modest emblems
served to bring out in bold relief the
red cloths which covered the caskets of
Engel ai d Lingg. The undertakers

from the coffins at the same time that
the chief mourners took their places.
Among the latter were Chris and Ferdi-
nand Spies, with their sister Gretchen
and their aged mother; Nina Van
Zand! with her father; Ei.-a Friedel,
•*l.ii!__'s girl:" Mrs. Fischer, with her
daughters' Mrs. Engel. and close to her
was Mis. Schwab, wins.- husband is in
the penitentiary. All of the women
were dressed in heavy mourning. Nina
Van Zand! was a study. Not a sign of
emotion appeared on her features. She
chatted continuously with ('apt. Black.
The only one who shed tears
at this time was Gretchen Spies.
J. R. Buchanan acted as master of cere-
monies. Mounting a box he directed
the crowd to file past the coffins to take
the last look at the faces of the dead.
The features of all the dead were what
is -ailed lifelike— is. the embalming
process had been a success and the
counterfeit pink flush of life was on the
cheeks. Not a trace of decomposition
was to lie seen. So many people wished
the privilege of looking at the faces that
Mr. Buchanan announced that the un-
satisfied crowd should keep on moving
and looking while the speeches went
on. Before the addresses began a me-
morial hymn was sung by the Milwau-
kee Socialist mannerchor. Then Cant.
Black spoke. [lisaddress was remark-
able iv that it upheld in most fervid and
eloquent words

forhis hearers to follow. His English
auditors appreciated it. but the Ger-
mans, who were nine-tenths of the
listeners, made no sign of approval.
After rapt. Black came Paul Grottkau.

but Currlin carried off the honors In
this respect.

Granite blocks are the walls, and at
I the top are two blocks of granite at

least a foot thick, This stone-encased
grave was made to fit exactly five pine
boxes, in which the five caskets were
quickly placed. The remains were car-
ried down the incline, and the sexton
and his assistants as quickly placed
them in position. Spies lies to the west,
his head to the north, and beside him
lie in order Fischer, Parsons, Engel and
Lingg. While this was being done the
relatives came down the incline. The
first emotion from Nina Van Zandt was
displayed when the last coffin
was lowered. Gretchen Spies
was sobbing violently when Nina
broke down. Her tears were
quietly staunched, and during the rest
ofthe time the young lady showed no
violent grief. The grave diggers, with
the help of a derrick, then began to
place the big granite cap stone in posi-
tion. A moment before this task was
accomplished two wreaths, which had
just been brought to the cemetery, were
placed in the grave. They were ordered

ered, cement was spread over it, and
the crowd walked quickly out of the
cemetery, leaving the defense commit-
tee to see that the _rave was properly
filled with earth.
