HE'S A DANDY
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A GREAT RING FIGHT.

Kilrain and Smith Meet in a
Secluded Spot in
France,

And Slug Each Other During
a Long and Desperate
Contest.

Dne Hundred and Six Rounds
Fought--The Battle Called
a Draw.

Ryan and Cardiff Will Meet cn
Jan. 23--Minneapolis
Ball Club.

Loxpox. Dee. 19.—The international
contest between Jake Kilrain, of Balti-
more, and Jem Smith, of England, for
the diamond belt and the ehampionship |
of the world took place on the Island of
St. Pierre, in the river Seine, France,
to-day in the presence of about 100 per-
son . There was 1o police interference.
;. W. Atkinson, the referee, performed

bis duties with satisfaction to all
concerned. Jem Smith was sec-
onded by Jack Baldeck and Jack
Harper, and was attended by Jem

Howes and Dick Roberts. Jake Kilrain

was seconded by Charley Mitehell and
Ned Donnelly and was attended by

Charles Rowell. Messrs. Fleming and
1larding acted as time-keepers and um-
pires. The fight was remarkable for |
ihe persistent wrestling of the men. 1In |

the fourth round Smith was knocked
nearly silly by a terrific smack on |
the ear. Though Smith had the |

worst of the falls he fought splendidly |
under great difficulties, and was as |
fresh as Kilrain when darkness stopped
the fight at 4:45. One hundred and
six rounds were fought, lasting two and
a half hours. The party left the Paris- |
Youen train at the village of Borshieres,
whenece they
'RAMPED ACROSS MUDDY FIELDS

and marshy lands to the river, where
there was a steam launch lying along-
side the bank. The party included
Lord De Clifford, the Marqguis of Queens-
bary, Sir Hugh Drummond, Hon. Mr.
Sandys and Capt. Lee Barber. The
Jaunch took all hands on board and |
steamed to the scene selected for the |
fight. There great difficulty was
experienced in getting a good
site for the ring on account of the
deep mud. Eventually an exeellent
ring was pitched. Kilrain fought at 184
pounds and Smith at 180 pounds, a

heavier weight than he has fought at
heretofore. Smith’s caster was throsn |
into the ring. and was immediately fol- |
Jowed by Kilrain's beaver. The fight
commenced at 2:10 p.m. Itwas alively
and energetic battle for the first three
rounds, quick give and take, |
with close sparring. In the |
fourth round Kilrain got in. giving |
Swmith a smash on the ear, which ap- |

peared to stun him. In the wrestling |
which formed a feature of a number of
suceeeding rounds, Smith was no mateh |
for the American. He had the worst of |
every fall, Kilrain each time coming |
down heavily on his prostrate form.
The fight was declared a draw. The
men reached Paris at a late hour to-
night, after a tedious journey. The bet-
ting was on Smith at the start, veering
to Kilrain later
THERE WAS MUCH WRESTLING

instead of fighting. Kilrain had the
best at the start and forced the fighting.
Kilrain had the advantage in the wrest-
ling. In the eighteenth round Kilrain
hit Smith on the left ear, causing a
swelling the size of an egg and knocked
him down. Kilrain’s right eye was
closed. The fight varied until the fif-
teenth round, when Kilrain led until
the nineteenth, knoeking down Smith
three times and being knocked down him
self once. Smith’s ear-swelling burst,
to his great relief. After the nineteenth
round Smith’s strength returned,and he
held hisown. He bad the best of the
last six rounds, both men fighting as

quickly and as strongly as at |
the start. The referee ordered
that the fight be resumed

to-morrow, but later Smith and Kilrain
expressed mutuai respect for each other,
swore eternal friendship, agreed to eon-
sider the fight a draw, and pledged each
other to fight Sullivan. The general
opinion is that the fight was the gamest
heavy weight contest of the present
generation.

Smith was first toappear on the scene.
The men shook hands, and the princi-
pals and their seconds retired to their

Smith appeared in white knee breeches
and emerald green socks and looked a
perfeet Hercules.  Kilrain wore black
tights and brown socks, and although in
point of muscular deye opment he com-
pared unfavorably with his opponent,
the American
HAD DECIDEDLY THE ADVANTAGE

in height and from head to heel locoked
the thorough basiness-like fighter. The
preponderance of Smith’s supporters
Justified the laying of odds on the Eng-
lish echampion. Direetly “‘time” was
called and the men responded. The
American looked serious, but deter-
mined, while Smith wore Lis customary
smile. The attitude of each was tctally
different in style, Kilrain ecarrying his
right hand mueh lower than his oppo-
nent, who seemed all on wires and
eager for the fray. The colors sported
by both men were largely worn by the
rival bands of spectators, those of Kil-

rain bearing the stars and stripes,
an Irish harp and a  portrait
of himself, while Smith, inside

of apurple border sported the union
jack and the royal standard sur-

mounted by the typical sporting peli- |

can. Bothmen fought with remarkable
energy and determination, and their
seconds encouraged them with the
usual brisk, buvisterous bandiage pecu-
liar to the ring. Kilrain’s special tac-
ties were speedily evident. They consist-
ed in closing with his man as soon as
possible, wrestling and falling upon
him. Some rounds only lasted seven
seconds, while others were pro-
longed to as many as twenty-three
seconds. Smith worked with splendid
plnek, and took punishment without
wineing, although knocked clean down.
At the eighteenth round his slogging
blows began to tell heavily on Kilrain’s
right eye, which was being rapidly
bunged up much in the fashionin which
Sayers treated Heennan in the famous
fight long ago. At the set-off Kilrain
got well home on Smith’s ear, which
soon swelled up to abnormal size

Following is a detailed accountjof the
fight by rounds:

Round One—The men had no sooner
faced each other than Kilrain led off
with his left and landed lightly
on the head. Smith countered
viciously with his left on_ the
legion of the stomach, but Kilrain
neatly stopped the blow and returned a
useful tap on the same part of Smith’s
anatomy. Both men sparred cautiously,
but-they soon closed and fell, Kilrain
going down under Smith.

Round Two—As the men came to-
gether again the American dashed ont
with his left. but was cleverly stopped
by Smith, who sent in his left sharply
on the body, and the pair closed and
wrestled for a fall, which again resulted
in favor of the Englishman.

Round Three—The English party
were now jubilant, as their man came
up smiling. Kilrain, however, again

| foreed the fighting. but Jem was not to
{ be caught, and cleverly dodged out of

the way of a well-meant visitation on
his chest. Smith now popped in his
left and they again closed. Atter some
severe fighting in his own corner the

| Englishman got his man down.

Iiound Four—The pair responded

| quickly to the call of time, each wear-
| ing a look of dogged determination.

Kilrain was first to commence hostili-
ties, letting fly his left, which landed
heavily on Smith’s head, but in return
he was the recipient of a red-hot
one on the right eye, Smith getting his
left fairly home with such force that
Kilrain's optic soon showed signs of
closing. Neither appeared to care for
attention to each other, the result being

| that both fought with great dash. Some

heavy countering followed. During this_
the American landed a terrific right

| hander

ON SMITH'S LEFT EAR,
which narrowly escaped giving the En-
glishman his “coup de grace:” it so
staggered Smith that he had great difii-
culty in keeping up, and he had all the
worst of it when they fell.

Round Five—It was now the Yankee’s
turn to erow, and Kilrain, following up
his advantage, forced the pace and at
once went for fighting and threw his
man, Smith going down heavily.

ound Six—As soon as the men had
their hands up some light exchanges
took place. After sparring for an open-
ing they got down to business, but
neither man was able to make any
marked effect until Smith dashed out
his left and ot a stinger in on the head,
when the men immediately closed and
went down.

Rounds Seven and Eight—It was now
manifest that Smith was no mateh for
his opponent at wrestling. These
rounds were remarkable for hugging
tactics. in which neither man made any
headway.

Round Nine—Both men had now
apparently made up their minds to set-
tle matters, and they set to work in

earnest. Kilrain let fly with
his left and right, Dbut was
cleverly stopped, and Jem re-

turned the intended compliment with
interest. getting in a tremendous left
hand flush on the nose, following this
up with his right on the body, the round
closing with Smith uppermost.

Round Ten—The pair got in close
quarters, and after some light in-fight-
ing wrestled for a fall, Kilrain finally
throwing his antagonist very heavily.

Round Eleven—Kilrain led, but fell
short, and Smith, taking advantage of

| this, dashed his left hotly on the head

and supplemented it with his favorite
on the mask. Kilrain did not relish this
and retaliated with his right, on the
body, being repaid by a heavy smack on
the ribs. He, however, had all the
worst of the fall.

Rounds twelve and thirteen were un-
important.

Round Fourteen—Both men came up,
after a lively fall, with confidence.
Smith dashea his left home three times
on the face, when Kilrain again saved
himself by getting close in and throw-
inﬁhls man.

ounds Fifteen and Sixteen—The par-
tisans of Smith appeared highly de-
lighted when they saw cordial refresh-
ment administered to Kilrain. Both
men sparred for wind until Kilrain
brought the rounds to a close by back-
heeling his opponent.

Round Seventeen — Kilrain shot his
left in on the body, and Smith slipped
and fell.

THE FIRST KNOCK-DOWN,

Rouna Eighteen — Both had now re-
covered somewhat. Smith led with

his left, which reached his
opponent’s head, but was smartly
countered by Jake with a

terrific swining right-hander on the
jaw, sending Smith clean off his pins.
This was the first knock-down blow in
the fight.

Ronnds Nineteen and Twenty —
Little progress was made, both easing
up. Smith showing signs of weakness.

Rouud Twenty-first—Smith was evi-
dently considerably distressed by his
repeated heavy falls, and, thanks to the
terrible blow received in the last round,
came up a little groggy. Kilrain took

advantage of this and aimed a
straight  left-hander, but Smith,
all there, warded off the blow

and gave a reception full on Kilrain’s
forehead. It was now his turn te be
aggreasive, and after landing a vigorous
r'% ithander on the ribs, he brought his
telt into play twice in succession befqre
golng down, Kilrain falling heavily
on Smith., Dyring the next seven-
teen rounds theré was very lit-
tle attempt at fightins. The rounds
consisted principallv of wrestling, Kil-
ra'ne evidently having a wholesome
dread of Smith’s right. Finding this
mode of procedure paid him best as soon
as time was called in each round
Zilraln made for close quarters, and

-

over and over again had the b>st of the
falls. During this period Smith’s dam-
aged ear bore a most unsightly appear-
ance, being very badly bruised, while
Kilrain’s right eye was pu't'n ;7 the shut-
ters up fast.

Round Thirty-Nine-Considering their
previous exertions both men were won-

derfully fresh. Kilrain, eager for
business, popped his left in on
Smith’s body. This roused Smith’s

further effarts and he aimed a terrifie
left-hander at the Yankee, which the
latter by good fortune just missed. Kil-
rain, not relishing this, dashed at his
man and brought him down with a thud.

Rounds Forty to Forty-two—Very
little was done save hugging, Kilrain
going over to Smith’s corner with the
usual result, throwing Smith and fall-
ing uppermost.

Round forty-three—Smith, following
the aduice of his seconds, led off with
his left, with a lot of spite in his
delivery, and in return for
his kind attention Kilrain got
home a straight one from the shoulder
in Smith’s stomach. Smith rapped one
on Kilrain’s head, when the latter
closed with him and again brought him
down. Odds were now laid on Kilrain.

In the forty-fifth round both were
made very weak and seemed more in-
clined to close and wrestle than to fight.
Kilrain had all the best of the fiftieth
round. When Smith came up again
both were strong on their legs. Cutting
a long story short, up to the ninetieth
rounc

KILRAIN HELD THE ADVANTAGE,
and had kunocked Smith down three
times, while Smith had only once sue-
ceeded in kuo«kin% Kilrain down. One
hundred rounds had been fought in
one hour and forty minutes. Both men.
however, kept strong on their
legs. The light was now fast fading,
and the cold biiter. Smith’s seconds
repeatedly urged that the time-
keepers could not see their watches
nor the referees if a foul
were committed. Smith come mar-
velously in the last six rounds, but
Kilrain was always game, cool and col-
lected. In the 106, and last round, both
were fighting as quickly as at the start,
when Mr. Atkinson ordered an adjourn-
ment of the contest until the next day.
amid loud cheers, the spectators being
delighted with the pluck shown by both
men. Just as the fichting ceased snow
began to fall. In Sullivan’s opinion,
to-day’s fight was the gamest witnessed
in many years between big men.

The Sportsman says: To Kilrain be-
Jongs the eredit of being one of the best
men who ever entered the ring. The
same may be said of Smith,whose claims
to gameness can never henceforth be
questioned.

WasniNeron, Deec. 19.—Congress-
man Wilson was excused from congress
to-day. He arranged a pair with Knute
Nelson, and leaves for home to-morrow
morning. Congressman Macdonald
shrewdly managed to get in two more
memorials to-day, with orders to print
in the Congressional record, by unan-
imous consent. They were a memorial
of the Miunesota legislature favoring
extending the time for additional bounty
to certain veterans, and a memorial
from the same body in favor of the ex-
tension of the pension arrears act.

Congressman Rice was especially
pleased to hear of the appoint-
ment of William Lee, and that

the nomination had been sent to the sen-
ate. He said: “Mr. Lee is undoubt-
edly the choice of the people. The
highest compliment to him was the fact
that there was no other ecandidate. He
is an experienced business man, and
will certainly give a good and satisfac-
tory administration. The long delay in

THE TARIFF.

An Abstract of the Bill to Be
Backed by the Administration.
WasHINGTON. Dec. 19.—The adminis-

tration tariff bill, which will go before
the ways and means committiee with the
endorsement of Speaker Carlisle after
the holiday recess, as the basis of reve-
nue reform, contemplates a reduction
of $62,000,000 annual revenue. Of this
amount £50,000,000 is to come from re-
ductions in duties chieﬂg, on manu-
factures, and #12,000,000 from adding
wool, salt, lumber, coal, ete., to the free
list. The bill aims at a very extensive
revision of the present methods of ad-
ministering the tariff law, and at
remedying the inconsistencies and in-
equalities in the law, as well as a gen-
eral reduction of the high rate of tariff
taxes. 1t proposes the substitution
of specific for ad valorem duties
when the latter are difficult of enforce-
ment in the chemical,earthen and glass-
ware schedules. Numerous judicious
reductions are proposed in metals. Ma-
terial reductionson iron and steel are
recommended. In the wool and woolen
schedule, raw wool being made free, the
rates on woolen fabrics are so reduced
as to take away about £10,000,000 upen
the basis of last year’s importations. In-
consistencies as to rates on worsted and
woolen cloths are corrected, and here
occur some of the most important
changes proposed in the bill. The
bill embraces the schedules prepared
for congress last winter by Secre
Fairchild, substituting specific for a
valorem duties on silks, gloves and eim-
broideries. It also incindes the Hewitt
plan for reform of the customs adminis-.
trative service, with some changes and
additions sugggested by treasury ex-
Pms sinece Mr. Hewitt’'s bill was first
ntroduced. The measure. it is said,
is the result of incalculable labor and
care, and is the outgrowth of years of
study and experience on the part of
treasury experts. Speaker Carlisle says
he hopés to be able to annouhce the
ways and means and appropriation
committees’ memberships before the
holiday recess.

MR. MARES' NEST.

It Will Be Feathered With $20,-
000 in Cash.

W asmNGron, Dee. 19.—A decision
was rendered by the supreme court, in
the case of the Northern Pacifie Railroad
company against Richard Mares,brought
here by a writ of error to the supreme
court of Dakota. This is an appeal from
a judgment awarding £20,000 damages
to Richard Mares, a brakeman in the
employ of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road company, who lost both legs in an
accident caused, it was alleged, by the
carelessness and incompetency of a
switching engineer, who was also em-
ployed by the railroad company. This
court, after a ecareful review of the
whole record,is of opinion that it abun-
dantly and satisfactorily appears that the
case was submitted to the jury upon the
charge of the court below fairly and
with an aceurate statement of the law
applicable to the relation between the
parties. There being no error in the
record, the judgment is affirmed.

A COLORADO DESPERADO

Holding at Bay the Men Attempt-
ing His Arrest.

DENVER, Col., Dec. 19.—Newt Vorce
has been tracked to a dugout on the
Robinson ranch, about twelve miles
from Deer Trail, where he is still hold-
ing the men at bay who are attempting
his arrest. Another man has lost his
life, making two killed and one wounded
since the first effort was made to arrest
Vorce, and the desperado is not yet ca
tured. A sheepherder, whose name is
not known, was in the dugout with
Vorce and has been shot and killed by
the guards. The sheepherder about
dawn left the dugout wearing Vorce’s
hat, and when about fifty feet from the
dugout, a volley was fired at him, the
supposition being that he was Vorce.
He fell, but for some time the men were
afraid to go after the body, as Vorce
could easily reach them with his rifle.
When, after about two hours’ delay
three men went after the body, they
found it warm, but the man had ap-
parently just died from internal
iwemorrhage. There were two bullet
holes through his breast. Yesterday
Under Sheriff Ilvington, with a number
of deputies, left for Deer Trail on a spe-
cial train, where he sworein other depu-
ties and left for Vorce’s hiding place
with two wagon loads of men, all heavily
armed, but up to this time no news has
been received. Vorce is said to have
plenty of food and water in his dugout
and five horses, one of them beinga
racer.

Vorce finally surrendered and is now
in jail at Denver.

HIS CHICAGO CAREER.

CHI1CAGO, Dee. 19.—In his day Barney
Caulfield was the confidential advisor of
Bisho: FOI(:Y. of the Chicago diocese,
and the leading Catholic layman of the
city. He came to Chicago in 1853,
and until his departure, in 1878, he
was heavily interested in real estate.
The peri of depression, beginning
in 1873 and extending to the resumption
of speciz payments, found him land-

oor and he failed about 1875 with lia-

ilities verging on half a million dollars.

Mr. Caulfield was a lawyer by profes-
sion and had a fair practice. He was
elected to congress from the}‘irst Illin-
ois distriet in 1874, though®he was a
Democrat and the district Republican.
In the congress tollowing the expira-
tion of his term he filled out
the unexpired term of J. B. Rice.
Failing to secure a nomination in a sub-
sequent campaign his friends seceded
from the convention and nominated
him on a bolters’ ticket. He was, how-
ever, induced to withdraw and the
regular candidate ran and was defeated,
For a time after his congressional
career he lived in Chicago and in St.
Louis. He was prominent in the Peo-
ple’s party movement in 1873 and in
that way came into political prominence.
He was a Southerner by birth and a
popular man here.

Inclosed please find a set of blanks
upon which filings may be made in this
department, together with a copy of the
law at present in force. It is desirable
that the filings be made as soon as pos-
sible in order that the issue of licenses
and agents’ certificates may not be de-
layed. The present requirement re-
garding payment of the tax of 24 per
cent upon gross premiums received in
the territory during the preceding year
by foreizn companies is that the pay-
mentshall be made to the territorial
treasurer. For the accommodation of
the companies, it has been arranged
that the tax may be remitted with the
filing fees to the auditor, who will se-
cure from the treasurer a receipt there-
for and forward the same to the com-
pany. The fees of this department are
as follows for companies organized out-
side the territory:

Filing incorporation papers, $25—re-
quired only of companies upon first
entering the territory; filing annual
statement, $10; furnishing copies of
same for publication, $1 each; issuing
certificate of authority to company, &2;
issuing certificates to agents, $2. (In
case of firms, each individual member
who has anything to do, directly or in-
direetly, with the business of the com-
pany in this territory, must have a cer-
tificate of authority.)

The fees for companies organized in
this territory are as follows:

Filln% annual statement, $3; furnish-
ing copies of the same for publication,
$1 each; issuing certificates to agents,
50 cents—each individual member of a
firm to be supplied with a certificate.

FOUR PEOPLE DEAD

As the Result of a Family
Quarrel Over Financial
Matters.

Three Women Slain by the
Man Who Should Have
Protected Them.

The Assassin Fittingly Ends
His Awful Work by Com-
mitting Suicide.

The Cases of the Chicago
Boodlers--General Crimi-
nal Intelligence.

Trovy, N. Y., Deec. 19.—S. S. Crandall,
formerly a lawyer and real estate
broker in Troy, to-day shot his wite, his
mother-in-law, Mrs. S. S. Stone, his
step-daughter, Julia Bulkley. and him-
self, at their home at Ballston. All are
dead but his wife, and she is dying. He
had a controversy with his wife over
money matters. Ilis wife was the di-
vorce.d wife of Crandall’s former legal
associate. Crandall was once a candi-
date for sheriff in Washington county
apd defaulted. He was extravagant in
his habits. His wife bad money and
the quarrel was over its control. The
house in which the erime was committed
was bought by Mrs. Stone about a year
ago. 'The family consisted of Mrs.
Stone, her sister, Mrs. Ellis, Mrs. Cran-
dall, the latter’s daughter, Julia Bulk-
ley and Crandall. Mrs. Stone was about
sixty-two yearsold, being the widow of
S. S. Stone, the collar maker, who died
acouple of yearsago, leaving a large
estate. Mrs. Crandall had refused to
touch any of her father’s property as
long as her mother was alive and this
determination caused frequent trouble
Qetween herself and her husband. Mrs.
Crandall was a widow with one child,
Julia Bulkley, when she met Crandall a
couple of vears ago. He represented
himself as _being worth $40,000 and
finally married Mrs. Bulkley. Crandall
was in the habit of

URGING HIS WIFE

to get two-thirds of the Stone property,
which she owned and of which her
mother had use. She refused so to do.
The trouble culminated yesterday when
Crandall and Mrs. Stone had a dispute
as to the occupation of a workingman
employed on the place. At that time
he called his wife several hard names,
when she retorted that he was only a
pauper, and bad no property except
what they gave him. He replied that
she would be poorer before she was
richer. A week ago the grandehiid had
made complaint to have Crandall ar-
rested for his abuse. It was Sunday
afreed that the ladies would go to Troy
Monday and consult R. H. McClellan,
their attorney. The family were at the
table eating brealkfast when Crandall
began shooting. The Iadies ran from
the table to the kitechen and he ran
aftér them, firing across the rocm. Mrs.
Stone ran out of doors into the snow,
some rods from the house. He went to
the door and shot after her. She fell -
exhausted in the snow and died soon
after. Crandall then turned about,
loaded his revolver and, at short range,
fired at Julia. The shot took effect near
the navel. It was fired so close that the -
white apron she wore was burned by
the powder. Mrs. Crandall received
two woundsinthe groin. Crandall then
ran from the room and was not seen un-
til his dead body was found in the cu-
pola of the house. Mrs. Ellis at once
raised the alarm and people soon came -
flocking to the scene. It was too late to -
be of any assistance. Officers were
placed in charge of the room and no one
outside was admitted. When the re-
porter left the house Mrs. Crandall
was very low and no attempt to probe
her wounds had been made. Later it
was reported that Mrs, Crandall died
about 10 o’clock.
