-WILL. TRIUMPH.

Mr. Gladstone Says the Cause of
Ireland Will Certainly Triumph.
London, Dec. 27.—Mr. Gladstone ad-

dressed the Kentish Liberals at Dover
to-day. ! He referred to the uncertain
character of Lord Salisbury's declara-
tions about fair trade, which indicated
that as far as the majority in parlia-
ment was concerned, free trade was
very insecure. Mr. Gladstone said he
fully relied upon the people to oppose a
return to protection during the coming 1

session. It would be bad for the coun-
try if the introduction of a local govern-
ment bill should be delayed until April.
Such a bill was vitally necessary to re-
lieve the situation in Ireland. The Lib-
erals, he said, were not trying to inter-
fere with the administration of the law,
as they were accused of doing, but they
were anxious to retard the destructive
policy of national disruption, utterly in-
consistent with this talk about consoli-
dation of the empire. "How," he asked,
"could that be a policy of consolidation
which disregards centuries of national
tradition that the country protects her
people and opposes the will of four out
of the five millions of the Irish people'""
Every elective authority in Ireland, ex-
cepting the Belfast council, sided with
the Home Rule party, and the.foreign,
imported government stood alone. The
Liberal minority in parlimeut would
cease when the next general election oc-
curred. The Liberal party had never
taken up and supported a cause without
ultimate success, and . the cause of Ire-
land would certainly triumph. .\u25a0/\u25a0£, '\u25a0*

No Entangling Alliances. - ••
? London, Dec. 27.—Mr. Gladstone"!,
speech at Dover, attacking the govern-
ment's foreign policy, was in some re-
spects almost an echo of the sentiments
uttered by Lord Randolph Churchill in
his speech at Stockport, when, it will be>i
remembered, he declared in almost the 5
same terms employed by Mr. Gladstone'
to-day, that no entangling alliances and
no policy tending to place England in a
position of drifting into war would be
permitted. Inaddition to his arraign-
ment of the ministry for the weakness
and vacillation of its foreign policy,
Mr. Gladstone accused the tonics of co-
quetting with the protectionists, and de-
clared that when a clear-headed man
like Lord Salisbury became ambiguous
in the discussion of a question of such
magnitude as that between protection
and free trade it was time that free
traders should beware of him and his
followers. The snow-balling to which
the premier was subjected by the crowd
of toughs on his arrival at the railway
station evidently had an exilarating
effect on him, forrarely has he been so :
effectively eloquent in political utter-

FOREIGN PRODUCTION*.
United States Ministers' Reports

ol" Production at Their Various
Stations
Washington, Dec. 27.—Consul Ba-

ker, in a report to the department of
state in regard to the wool production
of the Argentine Republic, says that
the amount of fine wools shipped from
there to the United States annually is
becoming less. The cause of this, he
says, is in great part due to the fact that
the United Slates tariff unintentionally
but very unjustly discriminates against
such wools from the Agentine Republic
in favor of those from Australia, New
Zealand, etc.; our system of computing
the duties making no allowance what-
ever for the fact that the dirtand grease
in the wools of the Argentine Republic
is fully 70 p r cent greater than those of
the former countries; this excess of dirt
and grease being required to pay the
full tariff rates for wool. The only
wools from the Argentine Republic
which it is now possible to ship under
our tariffare the --Criolla,'" or long car-
pet wools of the province of Cordoba,
which are shipped from Rosario. and
which amount to about 10.000,000
pounds annually. Consul J. Schoen-
hof, at Tanstail, England, in his
report to the department of
state upon the economic conditions
of Ireland, treats upon the linen, ho-
siery and lace manufactures of that
country' "He finds that the earnings of
the people employed in the linen mills
in lister are far below those of any-
class employed in the textile branches
in England. Millregulations and work-
ing time of course are the same for the
whole kingdom. Flax-breakers, men
who have to do very exhausting work,
earn from 15s to '20s per week bucklers.
from 18s to 33s per week ; spinners and
girls, from 8s to It's, half-timers, boys
5s, girls 4s, and weavers, mostly women,
tending two looms, from 12s to 15s.
Damask weavers, however, the consul
says. earn a few more shillings per week.
In this connection, the consul reports,
that the linen trade suffers from depres-
sion. This is partly due to the fact that
not so much linen is used, owing to the
great cheapening in cotton manufactur-
ing, as was the case in former times,
and partly also because the use ofbrown
linen for ladies' dresses has ceased
through the change of fashion, but
principally through the geat reaction
following the immense expansions in
the wake of the American war and the
cotton famine consequent thereto. In
regard to the - •• *-- ..:•-.. • WOOLEN INDUSTRIES, .
the consul notes the following current
wages: •\u25a0 For men, from 12s to 14s. The
latter figure is about the limit of the
best man.

EUROPEAN CEREAL CROPS.
In Austria-Hungary the yield of

wheat for the year 1887 is estimated at
177,000 000 bushels, an increase of nearly
25 per cent over the average yield of
that country, while 125,000,000 bushels
is the estimated yield of rye—also a
considerable increase. The crop of
oats, however, is hardly sufficient to
cover the home demand. In Russia rye
has yielded an average crop, barley is
of excellent quality, but the crop
of oats is poor and the prospect
of potatoes not very promising.
In the Scandinavian countries the aver-
age amount of wheat is produced, but
rye and oats fall far below the average.
The wheat crop of Italy is poor, and the
import demand of the country for the
cereal will amount to about 80.000,000
bushel. The corn crop* is above the
average, and the country will have a
surplus for export. The wheat crop's of
Switzerland and Holland are above the
average, while that of Northern Russia
is below. The wheat crop of*France is
large, but a considerable quantity of
wheat must be imported to. meet the
home demand, as the quantity in store
is very limited. In Great Britain and
Ireland an average wheat crop is ex-
pected. The total yield is estimated at
from 9,500,000 to 10,000,000 quarters, so
that after deducting the seed, 8,500.000
to 9,000,000 willbe left for home con-
sumption, and the Importation of from
1(1,500,000 to 17,000,000 quarters will be

required. The English wheat-sin store
is believed to be * i

VERY NEARLY EXHAUSTED,
and the foreign wheat in store in Eng-
land quite limited, Barley will yield
10 per cent less than the usual average,
oats 15per cent less and beans and peas
from 40 to 50 per cent s less. Potatoes
are healthy but the crop will be small.
In British India the yield of wheat for
1887 is estimated at 0,390.695 tons. From
.Ian. 1 to June 30, 1887, British India ex-
ported to Europe 9.679,518 hundred
weight of wheat.
