When
the coroner announced the verdict, Bill-
ings received it very hard, and was
greatly surprised. He said: "1 am very
much * surprised at the verdict, audi
want to be put in possession of the
means by which the jury arrived at such
a verdict." Coroner Ford at once
issued a warrant for the arrest
of Billings on the charge, and he was
taken Into custody by Sheriff Jarvis.
Mayor W. C. Holt was sent for and a
preliminary examination began at once,
C. 1). Ellis acting for. the prosecution.
The verdict of the jurors was met with
the universal satisfaction of the com-
munity. Billings will now have a
chance to ac ount for the most heinious
crime ever perpetrated in the history of
our town. Billings, was as eager* for
Kingsley's bond as Shylock was for An-
tonio's, but unlike that venerable Jew,
who bemoaned his fallen house and
daughter rather than his ducats, Bill-
ings mourns his ducats and damns his
wife.

SERIOUS CHARGES.

Private Letters Said to Be Tam-
pered With at the Chicago Post-
office.
1 1 ago. Dec. 31.—The postoffice

officials, as well as the business com-
munity, are considerably exercised to-
day by the publication of the charges in
several of the newspapers that under
the present administration ofthe post-
office it is possible for private mail to be
tampered with, and an instance of this
has just come to light. On Dec. 11), W.
11. Schimpferman, a large wholesale
liquor dealer of this city, received a let-
ter from Charles Greet, of New York,
asking about the commercial standing
of J. Bernstein, a local dealer in wines.
Schimpferman immediately answered
the letter, and on the same
day Bernstein wrote to ("raef
ordering some goods. Both
letters were mailed almost simulta-
neously in different street letter boxes.
Bernsteain, wishing to change his order,
called at the postoffice to get his letter
to Greet back. Instead he was handed
the one written by Schiinpferman to
Graef. He opened it, and then wrote
on it, ••Opened by mistake." It reached
Craef, and the latter, noticing it had
been opened, sent it back to Schimpfer-
man. He complained at the postoffice,
but was treated shabbily ami has been
able to get no satisfaction. Schimpfer-
man will carry the case to the postoffice
department.

A MISSING MAX.

A New York Man Is Missing and
Murder Is Feared.

Rose, X. V.. Dec. 31.—F. C. Van
Marter, about thirty years of age, came
here about live weeks ago with his wife,
a pretty and attractive woman of sev-
enteen. He rented a house about four
miles from town, where lie stored his
household goods and intended to occupy
it in about a month. In the meantime
he and his wife stopped with relatives
two miles from their house. Dec. 12
three men came to where Van Marter
was staying, and kicked and pounded
him and told him to leave town without
further warning. The men said they
had a row with Van Blatter some time
ago, but did not get satisfaction. The
mysterious part of the affair is that Van
Marter has not been seen since, and
murder is suspected. His wife is still
at his relatives, and refuses to say any-
thing about the affair, but it is thought
that she has had nothing to do with the
disappearance of her husband. A sus-
picious incident connected with the
affair was the total destruction of an old
unoccupied house near the place of the
assault, which was burned to the ground
early the next morning. Since then
nothing has been seen or heard of Van
Marter, and it is generally believed that
he is dead, as nothing can be learned of
his whereabouts. His father says he
had a fight with three men some time
ago, and they whipped him very badly,
and told him to leave the country or
they would meet him again.

Michael Egan, a
farmer living a mile from Andrew
Moran's, at Darien, says he knows all
about the murder, lie says the mur-
dered man was Thomas Lahey, who
worked in Stamford and boarded at
Moran's, and on Jan. 1, ISS4, he went to
Moran's and was refused admission.
while trying to get in at a window he
was shot by a boarder named John
Conepf. He further says the body was
taken into Moran's house ami kept three
weeks, when it was taken to the Con-
nell place and dumped in the well. lie
saw blood on the walls of Moran's
house, and afterward tracked a wagon
from Moran's house to the well.

some fiftymiles east of this city, was
entered by burglars at 3 o'clock this
morning.
