The Board of Trade Feels
Elated at the Outlook
for 1888.

A Russian Refugee Who Is
Probably the Custodian of
Some Secrets.

The Liberal Ministers Think
Rather Kindly of the Henry
George Theory.

READY FOR WORK.

The Board ot Trade Begins the
Year Under Favorable Au-
spices.

At the meeting of the directors of the
board of trade yesterday morning, J. T.
Wyman was elected president for the
ensuing year in place of Judge Isaac
Atwater, whose term expired. When
Judge Atwater left the chair Maj. J. B.
Bassett offered a resolution thanking
him for the service he had rendered the
board. This resolution was unanimously
adopted. The retiring president then
made a brief address, in which he stated
that for the first time in the history of
the organization it began the new year
with a balance in the treasury. He com-
plimented the voung men for the inter-
est they had shown in the board. and
then condueted J. T. Wyman to the
chair. That gentleman made a few re-
marks,in which he dwelt upon the work
done in the past years by the board, and
gave a few statistics. At the conclusion
of his remarks the following officers
were elected: B. F. Nelson, first vice
president: Maj. J. B. Bassett.second vice
president: Robert Hale, secretary and
treasurer. Mr. Hale, who has been an
officer of the board almost since it
started, said, in accepting the office,
*that. as he had no other work to do ex-
eept to attend to his garden, he would
endeavor to give the board as goed serv-
ice as it had received in former years.
A letter was read from the mayor of
Dubugque, lo., stating that a water ways
convention would be held there soon,
and asking that delegates be sent from
Minneapolis. On motion the chair ap-
pointed the following gentlemen assuch
committee: Capt. J. C. Reno, Capt. O.
C. Merriman. J. N. Nind, H. L. Gillette
and Will E. Steele. The special com-
mitte to which had been referred the
account of Will E. Steele, the retiring
treasurér, reported that the'aecounts
had been found correct to a penny. The
report was adopted. The president
will appoint the standing committees
for the ensuing year at the meeting next
week., Col. John 7T. West sent in his
resignation as one of the directors, as he
would be absent from the city much of
the time he said. The matter was re-
ferred to the committee on nominations.

HE HAS A HISTORY.

Eventful Career of Ivan Zalouski,
a Russian Refugee.

There is at present working in Min-
neapolis a man who has led an eventful
career during the past few months. He
is engaged in working at his trade, tail-
oring, in a basement on Washington
avenue. A Russian by birth, he early
joined one of the numerous nihilist se-
eret societies of his native city—Kieff.
About four months ago the majority of
his society were arrested and thrown
into fortress on suspicion of being con-
nected with the murder of a prominent
official in that district. The jailor, who
had charge of the young tailor,
was a mild sort of a man and.
believing in the innocence of the young
fellow connived at his escape. ' This act
was consummated one wild, stormy
night, and after many perilous advent-
ures the coast of the Baltic sea was
reached by the wanderer, where an
English barque gladly took the refugee
on board and carried him to England.
From that country shipment was com-
paratively easy to America, New York
being reached about a month ago. The
first thing the Russiaus do on landing is
to join the Society of American Nihil-
ists, presided over in New York by
Leo Hartmann. the famous ex-leader of
the popular party in Russia; and so the
first thing this rebellious child of the
White Tzar has to show is his ticket of
the society with all his dues religiously
paid up thereon. They eclaim they do
not join this league having any sinister
or anarchistic designs against this coun-
try, but simply to aid the cause in the

old eountry as much as possible.
In appearance this young man
does  not look much like a

mounjik, being bright andfintelligent,
with dark eyes and black, curly hair.
He is well satisfied with Minneapolis,
and intends to reside here permanently
and work at his trade. ‘The state of
Russia is quiet, bnt the people seemed
filled with a vague alarm and look for
war at any time. Russians are scarce
in this city, the total number being only
about fifteen people.

THE GEORGE THEORY

Is Practically Acceptable to the
Liberal Ministers.

C. J. Buell, president of the anti-Pov-
erty society, addressed the liberal min-
isters yesterday morning on the the
“Moral Aspects of the Land Question.”
He opened with the statement
that he believed that the Henry
George theory was going to help
bring about the millennium. The hold-
ing of hand was historically considered,
the speaker saying that in foriner times
land was held in common and period-
ically distributed. Mill, Rieardo and
Spencer revived the old truth in the law
of rent, but Henry George has pointed
out the simple and equitable rule,which
is to disturb no one in_his holding, but
to take that value which society gives.
Labor and capital are naturally friends,
and state socialism failed by creating an
antagonism between the two. Mr. Buell
took up the political question, and de-
elared that much of the evil of the day
was due to political corruption. A dis-
cussion followed, in which Mr. Shutter,
Mr. Powers, Mr. Jansen and Mr. Sim-
mons joined. All thought that the
Henry George theory was correet in
whole or in part. Mr, Harrington, of
Excelsior, will read a paper next week.

WHO MAY COME,

The “Limit of Immigration” Dis-
cussed by A. H. Hall.

The Young Men’s alliance of Ply-
mouth church was addressed by A. H.
Hall last evening on the subject of the
*Limit of Immigration.” The speaker
said he was in favor of allowing those
who wished to land at our shores and
make the United States their home,

rovided they were not paupers or im-

eciles. It wasa poor policy, he said,
that kept foreigners away, as immigra-
tion was steadily deecreasing, while
there was still much room here for per-
sous  who wanted to find homes.
Paupers, of course, the United States
did not want, and Mr. Hall thought that
arigid law passed in regard to their
conming here would settle the matter. A
general discussion followed.

Probably Insane.

George Hanson, a boy sixteen years
old, son of Christian Hanson, a e¢arpen-
ter residing at416 Fourth avenue north-
east committed suicide at 2 o’clock yes-
terday afternoon by hanging. He made
a noose of a leathern strap, which he
adjusted about his neck and then at-
tached it to a door knob, allowing the
weight of his body to produce strangu-
lation. Deputy Coroner Spring made
an investigation and decided an lfnquest
wHinecessary, as the deceased undoubt-
edly took s own life. The boy’s pa-

rents say he has appeared vor{; melan-
cholly, and at times seemed to be out of
his head.

NOT THE LOWEST BIDDER.

But the Tribune Gets the County
Printing on a Technicality. -

At the meeting of the county commis-
sioners yesterday, the bids of the news-
papers for the printing of ofticial publi-
cations were received and opened. They
are as follows: Minnesota Tribune com-
pany, financial statement, three inser-
tions, &362; proceedings and notices,
853 cents per inch; delinquent tax list,
10 cents per doscﬁption.

The daily Star-News, financial state-
ment, §150; deliquent tax list, 6 cents
per description; proceedings, 25 cents
per inch.

The Star-News not being qualified to
bid on account ot the law requiring the
official paper of the county to have been
in existence at least one year prior to
the time of bidding, the Tribune was
declared the ofticial paper. The bid of
A. Y. Bayne & Co. of £10,014, for con-
structing the bridge across the Crow
river at Dayton, was aceepted, the con-
tractors to give a bond of £10,000 for the
faithful performanee of their contract.
This bridge is to be built after plans
submitted by E. Q. Sewell, of St. Paul.

CHINESE MANDARINS..

Their Oﬂi(‘,e« an(r the Buftons"

Which Indicate Their Rank,

The Chinese mandarin, with his gor- 4
geous dress, bis glittering button signi-*
fying his rank, and the threefold p wer .
of the ~ivil governor, the military, »m-°
mander and the judge, is always ap in-,
teresting figure to the Western mind.:!
The mandarin’s life, however, is ot all
ease and glitter, nor is their power nn-
limited. They i:ay be deposed at any
time, and as they are held rvspoxisihle
for all crimes committed in theif dis-=
triets, they may be banished to Man-
churia, or Formosa, for somebody elsels |
offense, they are seldom entirely atease.

‘The mandarins are promoted fron the
ranks of the people, after passing with
high eredit the severest examinations.

A man may win the rank of mandarin
of the ninth, or lowest rank, and con-
tinue to work at his trade of mason or
carpenter. Above that rank, however,
he becomes an official, but is allowed
only the salary that he might earn as a
day laborer.

As a matter of practice. the mandarins
generally enrich themselves from fees
which they exaect from suitors before
them. Following the doctrine of the
emperor, Kang-hi, the mandarins make
lawsuits before them as unpleasant as
possible. Said Kang-hi:

*It is well that all men should have a
wholesome fear of the tribunals. 1 de-
sire that all having recourse {o the
magistrates be treated mercilessly, so
that all-may dread to appear before
them. Let good citizens settle their dis-
putes like Drothers, submitting to the
arbitration of elders and mayors of the
communes. Let all obstinate suitors be
erushed by the judges, for svch is their
desert.” :

After the student has won the silver
button, which is the mark of the ninth,
or lowest, grade of mandarins, he may
persevere and make himself, by hard
study and ability, a mandarin of the
first class. As he passes up the secale,
his insignia are as follows:

Ninth c¢lass mandarin, a button of sil-
ver.

Eighth elass, a silver button.

Seventh class, a gold button.

Sixth eclass, a bone button.

Fifth elass, a erystal button.

Fourth class, a dark blue button.
Third class, a light blue button.
Second etass, a light coral button.
First class, a dark coral button.

This button is about the size of a
pigeon’s egg, and is placed at the top of
the hat on ceremonial oceasions.

The rank given to the mandarin, or
who in Chinese is called a kuen—the
name mandarin being of Hindoo origin
—is not hereditary. except backward. It
ennobles the receiver’s ancestors, and
not his descendants. The only persons
who bear hereditary titles in China are
the descendants of Confucius and of the
emperors. Even the latter have to

ass the regular examinations for pub-
ic officers. :

The only honors and privileges given
to the members of the imperial family
are a small pension, the right to wéa¥ a |
red or yellow girdle,or a peacock’s
feather in their cap, and to be carried
by a team of eight or twelve palanguin
bearers. Special mandarins arey ap-
pointed to oversee them, with the rjght
to flog them if they do not obey. :

WILL IT CAUSE LOSS ?

The Demand of the Public for Cheaper
Interurban Pares.

RAILWAY MANAGERS SAY YES

But the Board of Trade Takes an En-
tirely Different View of the
Matter.

The matter of securing a 2-cent per
mile or even a lower rate of fare for
travel Dbetween Minneapolis and St.
Paul, and between the two cities and
suburban points claimed the attention
of the board of trade yesterday morn-
ing. Capt. O. C. Merriman, of the
special committee recently appointed
by the board to investigate the matter,
made a report, which was of considera-
ble length, and embraced all the corres-
pondence that has passed between the
committee, whieh included a committee
from the St. Paul chamber of commeree

and the railroads. He first read
the letters that bad Dbeen sent
to the various general managers

asking that the rates be reduced, and
iving reasons why theyjshould be. The
etter from l:oswcfl Miller, of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road, was
not exactly favorable to giving any re-
duetion, he claiming that the rates were
already too low, being only a trifle
higher than Eastern rates, where travel
was very much heavier. Mr. Miller
also stated that since the railroad com-
mission had come into power it had di-
verted so mueh bhusiness from the road
that no reduction in rates of any kind
could be made without a great loss.
I'ravel was not heavy eoough between
the two ecities, he said, to warrant a 2-
cent rate.

General Manager Manvel, of the
Manitoba road, wrote that in his

opinion the time had not yet come when
rates could be made as low between
Minneapolis and St. Paul as they could
between cities in the East, for the rea-
son that there was not the same amount
of passenger business. While he did
not think a reduction to a 2-cent rate
would help the Twin Cities, he sug-
gested that those who wanted a lower
rate buy the commutation tickets. But
on the whole, taking into consideration
everything, he did not think the pres-

i ent rate—>50 cents, or 2}4 cents per mile

—at all unjust.

General Manager Truesdell, of the St-
Louis road, wrote that the_ revenue now
derived from the saleof tickets between
Minneapolis and St. Paul barely paid
expenses, and were it not for the freight
rates the trains could not run. He did
not, therefore, see how any reduetion
could be made without a great lossto
the road. 'T'he aim of the road was, he

said, to build up the country beyond’

Minneapolis.

After reading all the correspondence.
Capt. Merriman presented the. report of
the committee. ‘This report stated that
the committee, after looking into the
matter fully, was of the opinion that
interurban rates should be reduced,
notwithstanding what the general man-
agers.of the various roads had said. A
short discussion followeg and the report
was accepted and placed on file. Judge
Atwater, who is really the father of the
movement, said he was -satisfied with
the report as far as it. went, but the
trouble - was it did not go far enough.
He had it from good authority, he said,
that the railroad commission considered
the rates between the two cities and in-
terurban rates too high, and that if
the matter was referred to it, it would
fully investigate the subject. 'There-
fore he wanted a recommendation added
to the report that the commissioners look
into it. He also wanted the committee
continued, so that further reports might
be made. Capt. Merriman said he did
not like the idea of having the special

committee do any more in regard to the -

matter. The board committee on rail-
roads. said he, is the proper committee
to take eharge of this matter. Maj.
Bassett did not want the question of
rates referred to the railroad conm:mis-
sion until the ecourts had decided
whether or not that body could compel
the railroads to do anything. The ordeér
of the commission establishing switch-
ing changes had been appealeéd from by
the roads, said he, and was now in the
courts. Therefore he thought it would
be a good plan to wait and see the out-
come of that before anything was done.
Aceordingly the matter was left open.
A similar report to the one presented by
Capt. Merriman to the board of trade
was presented to the chamber of com-
merce in St. Paul yesterday morning.

A Howl at the Railroads.

“The way you people talk about the
big profits made by the wood and coal
dealers in Minneapolis makes me de-
cidedly weary,” said P. H. Gibbons, the
coal dealer, as he sauntered into the
GrLosE office yesterday afternoen and
smiled one of his peculiarly handsome
smiles. “It’s not the dealers who make
the profit on wood so much as the con-
founded railroads,”” he continued.
“When we charge $7.50 or $8 for a cord
of sawed and split wood there is a great
howl about what sharks we are. But
let me tell you this: There is nota
dealer in the city who wonld handle
wood were it not for the sake of holding
his customers. It’s like sugar in a gro-
cery store—not a particle of profit in it
any way you can fix it. Why, only this
morning I received a ecar oad of wood,
eight cords, from Menomonie, Wis.,
and what do you suppose the freight
was? One dollar a cord, you say! Great
Scott, young man, it was £3 per cord, or
§24 for the eight cords. That’s what we
have to pay for bringing wood here, and
yet you howl when we charge 38 for it.
Then we do not make a cent, and its a
wonder if we come out even. It costs
50 cents a cord to take it from the cars
and 50 cents to deliver it, so you can see
just how big our profit is when we have
to pay & freight. The newspapers
roast us but never say a word about the
railroads, which are mainly responsible
for the high prices you have to pay.
We have to pay $1.50 freight on every
ton of soft coal brought here from
1llinois, and $2a ton on all coal from
Duluth. 1t takes only ten hours at the
outside to come here from Duluth, so
you can judge for yourself whether
freight rates are high or not.”
