THE FATE OF TIM.

What Will Be the Sentence to Be
Pronounced To-Day.

At 9a. m. to-day Judge Lochren will
sentence Timothy Barrett, who was
convicted of the murder of Thomas
Tollefson, the street car driver. There
has been considerable discussion among
the legal traternity as to whether the
penalty imposed will be death by hanging
or imprisonment for life. The law
leaves this whole matter to the judg-
ment and discretion of the judge. If
there were anything in the evidence at
the trial that in his judgment should be
favorable to the prisoner, the sentence
will be imprisonment for life; butif
there are no mitigating eircumstances
the sentence will be death by hang-
ing. In an -interview with Mr.
Donahue, one of the lawyers who
defended Barrett, he said: *This man
Tim Barrett does not realize his dan-
ger. He does not seem to comprehend
that he has been convieted of murder
and that the penalty is death.  When 1
was talking with yesterday he said:
*Oh, I'll come out of this all right yet.
The truth will come out some time.”
He does not seem to realize that he may
hang before that time, Why Lou Murray,
who occupy the next cell to him, says
that he is an idiot, and that he laughs
and jokes and does not seem to realize
that he is liable to be hung. A motion
for a new trial will be made soon: how
soon I can’t say at present. We expect
to base our argument on eertain excep-

tions made by the defense at the
late trial, and which were over-
ruled, and on new evidence now

in our possession. Peter Barrett may
be tried before we make our argument
for a new trial for Tim. The fact that
we knew nothing about the evidence of
the state at Tim’s trial, uutil it was in-
troduced day by day, badly erippled our
case, as we had then no time to combat
it.  Then there was another thing.
There were those who could have
given evidence for the defense,but dared
not do so through fear of' *‘Reddy’ Bar-
rett’s vengeance in the hereafter: but
sinceTim’s convietion a number of them
have come to the front and told us what
knew about it. This'man, ‘Reddy’ Bar-
rett, has led a life of erime almeost from

his eradle, but he has been shrewd
enough to always let some one
else bear the consequences of his

villainy. *Reddy’ proved himself an ex-
cellent witness for the state, and well
he might, for the witness stand is no
new place for him to be. The officers in
the municipal court have told me that
they considered him almostthe best wit-
ness that ever appeared in that court.
The jury must have accepted his story
for the truth, as there was absolutely
no corrc boration except that two wit-
nesses - aw three men near the scene of
the murwer, but even they could not de-
seribe the men or identity them.”

The county attorney and his assistant
are very confident that the death pen-
alty will be imposed, and that Peter will
also be convieted. Most of the legal
fraternity seem to think that the pen-
alty will be Imprisonment. as one prom-
inent member of the bar said: *“The
law should not allow the death penalty
to be imposed where a man was con-
victed on the testimony of one witness.”

“COUNT" JACQUES KRUGER.
How a Soft Minneapolis Reporter
Was Cleverly Hoaxed.

A previous young reporter on an aft-
ernoon paper, who haunts hotel corri-
dors for the precious privilege of eon-
versing and being seen with actors, was
cleverly hoaxed by Jacques Kruger, of
the **Gypsy Baron™ company. The ac-
complished Kruger accommodatingly
loaded the youth to the muzzle with a
wad of *“good stuff” about himself
which silled a column in the paper, and
was afterwards telegraphed- eastas a
sensational  item. The New York
Morning Journal says, concerning the
reception of the news of Kruger's good
luck at Gotham:

The Rialto was in a hubbub of excite-
ment yesterday over the story which
was telegraphed from Minneapolis that
Jacques Kruger. -the basso in **The
Gypsy Baron™ company, which is trav-
eling through the \West under the man-
agement of Herr Conreid, formerly of
the Casino, had fallen heir to an estate
worth 1,000,000 in  Brussels, and that a
cash deposit of £0,000 had been placed
at his disposal by Achille Dubarre, the
Parisian lawyer for Mr. Kruger. Asif
this were not enough good fortune to
befall a poor actor in one day, the story
went on to relate that a title goes witfl
the property, and that Jacques Kruger's
name in future will be billed as the
Count de Cartier de la Bois. Everybodyv
on the Rialto knows Kruger, and his

friends were in ecstasies over the story. |

When in this city Jaeques is one of the
boys. He is a besom friend of Bob
Hilliard and Ed Aronson, and is known
to every professional from the meek
song and dance artist to the sonorous
tragedian. Mr. Kruger made his first
big hit at Tony Pastor’s theater in a
burlesque on the **Pirates of Penzance.”
He is a dashing comedian, and only De
Wolf Hopper can compare with him in
the length and dexterity of his legs, Lil-
lian Russell was with Tony Pastor at
the same time, and Kruger and Lilian
sailed into popularity together. The
news of Jacques’s good luck eame to the
ears of his New York friends yesterday
morning, and all sorts of - schemes were
soon under way to get ashare of the
immense estate in France, said to be
4,000 acres in extent. Ex-managers
who have been patronizing free lunches
for weeks braced up and smiled onee
more as they remarked, *“Now we shall
be all right. The Count de Cartier de
la Bois will start us on the road and
furnish all the cash we want.” One
sanguine individual went so far as to
borrow a dollar from a charitable friend
and used it in telegraphing his congrat-
ulatious to the count. Kruger’s old
friend and manager, Tony Pastor, was
seen by a morning Journal reporter and
questioned about the truth of the story:
*I am pleased to hear of the count’s
good fortune,” said Tony, *I always
thought there was something romantic
about the count and now I know it. He
often told me that his grandfather was
guillotined for treason to the Emperor
Napoleon. 1 didn’t doubt the guillo-
tine part of the story, but I was a little
scary on the cause of the grandfather’s
execution. Well, there is nobody who
can spend £1,000,600 quicker than
Jarcques and I congratulate him.”
ED ARONSON TELEGRAPHED HIS JOY
to the count and invited him to visit
New York at once, and Bob Hilliard
looked more cheerful than he has done
since the disastrous outcome of his tilt
against Mrs. Langtry and Freddie Geb-
hard. The friends of the count will be
pained to hear that there is a large
doubt upon the Minnecapolis tale.

A COOL PROCEEDING.

1t was about 20 deg. below zero yester-
day morning at 8 o'clock when R. L.
Berglund and a gang of workmen ap-
peared and proceeded to tear the roof off
the building at 420 Hennepin avenue,
which is occupied by a confectionery
and fruit store owned by J. W. Fitz-
gerald. Remonstrances were in  vain,
so the police were appealed to and Berg-
lund was taken to the municipal
court, where he was charged with
foreible entry and held to the grand
jury in 300 bonds. It appears that the
building stands upon ground owned by
Elder Stewart, who leased it to a man
named Leichleter, who in turn sub-
leased to Fitzgerald. Leichleter then
sold the lease to Bergland, and Fitzger-
ald refused to vacate, as his lease has
two years longer to run. Mr. Fitzger-
ald in the afternoon applied to the dis-
trict court for an injunction to restrain
Berglund from tearing down the build-
ing, and has begun a suit to recover
$1,000 damages for injury to his stock.

AT THE PLAY.

Keene as Crook Richard---The
Coming Great Attractions,

The largest audience of the week as-
sembled at the Hennepin Avenue thea-
ter last night, and it was conceded by
general consent, that *“Richard I11.” is
Keene's masterpiece. Hisstrength was
mainly developed in those passages
which portray the deformed mind and
fiendish passions of Gloster in their
blackest colors. Where the incident
was strongest, the tragedian was at his
best, whether in the full play of dark
passion or in the expression of maii-
cious cunning. The opening monologue
was an innovation, in style and stage
business, but was acceptable and the
actor was warmly received thereafter.
The scene with Lady Anne was espe-
cially fine and the merit of the perform-
ance became more marked from act to
act. The tent scene drew outa warm
encore, and to the fall of the curtain
interest was at its height. The support
was the best yet given and there was an
attention to details that always pleases
the auditor and marks the artist. The
bill to-night will be *Othello” with
Keene as lago.

1t is hard for one impov-
erished in language to rate Harry Dixey
as he should be.

His work is so very clever
and so remarkably free from anything
approaching the vulgar that the most
fastidious must jeredit him with a refine-
ment that no comedian in this or any
other country can possibly clain, He
makes up exquisitely, is as handsome as
a picture, very careful that nothing
should oceur in his work to detract from
its merits, is always ready to bestow as
much attention upon little things as
upon great ones, is highly original in
his specialties, and is the only man in
America who could make of **Adonis” a
character so strong that one would wish
tosee him night after night. This is
certainly a remarkable circumstance,
too, for he has appeared in nothing else
since the summer of 1884, and when a
piece has been played by one man more
than 1,200 times, it should not be consid-
ered out of place for him to cut it upon
some occasions. Dixey never does this
—he is ever the bright, energetie, faith-
ful and exquisite artist, whose work has
broken down the eynical attacks of the
English erities and compelled the Amer-
ican press to confess that he is king of
his profession. **Adonis” will be seen
for only four nights and one matinee
at the Grand opera, commencing next
Wednesday.

WATER AND TRADE.

Both Bad for the Millers---Flour
Output Light.,

The flour product last week was about
the same, being only a few thousand
barrels in excess of the previous week.
There were made for the week 108,400
bbls—-averaging 18,067 Dbbls—against
102,000 bbls the preceding week, and
116,600 bbls for the corresponding time
in 1887, Two mills have dropped out of
the operative list as a result of the in-
creased shortage of water, thus euttin
off about 1,200 barrels daily. This
leaves fourteen running, six of which
are using steam exclusively, while a
seventh is employing water to drive
one-half of its machinery. 'The water
occasionally rises to a fair -stage, when
some of the mills standing in 1dleness
for a lack of itstart up and run until
the head is drawn down again, This is
the cause of uneven and not very satis-
factory work, and some millowners
prefer to remain idle altogether rather
than to do it. The steam mills are kept
in operation at full capacity, though the
call for flour -is less pressing than for-
merly. Local mills are getting pretty
well caught up with orders, and their
managers feel more at ease as to being
able to please customers on shipments
than for a long time. The flour market
is reported very dull, the current sales
of the mills in operation amounting to
less than their product. Buyers seem
to want cheaper prices, but the higher
cost of wheat precludes their being
granted, and so the two sides are at

such variance that trade is restricted
and slow. There were 86,300 bbls of
flour directly exported by the mills Jast
weell;, against 57,400 bbls the previous
week.

$8 a Month for the Support of a
Helpless Family,

The board of supervisors of the poor
spent considerable time yesterday after-
noon discussing the aid to be granted
certain of the city charges. The care of
Thomas Mulvahill, who lost his eyes by
a sewer explosion a year ago, seemed
especially piteous. He is helpless and
two members of his family are sick with
consumption, while the extent of the
aid the superintendent could grant was
# per month for four persons. The
amount was finally increased to $12 a
month. A number of other cases of de-
serving poor were also (lis]iosed of.

Supt. Curtis submitted his report for
December, showing:

Applications, 573; visits by superin-
tendent, 128; relief granted in groceries,
2465 orders for groceries, 261; total,
$133.90: orders for wood, 222, amount-
ing to $550.05; hospital expenses, $742;
number of patients in hospitals, Dec. 1,
673 sent to hospitals during month, 81;
now in hospitals, 82: inmates of poor
house,Dec. 1, 47; sent during the month,
12: now in poor house, 55; expenses,
$456; number of “-isits by eity physician,
311;  burials, 1 : total expenses,
$2,728.56.

BRAVED THE COLD.

Methodist Ladies Discuss Foreign
Missions.

Other instruments showed all
the way from 35 to 40 below, and they
were general favorites. A milkman
near First avenue and Thirty-eighth
street, -found his spirit tube marking
40° at 4:30 yesterday morning, with a
variance of only 2 degrees in the entire
neighborhood. It was 39° at Calhoun
at the same time and 37° at the junction.
Those were popular places of reference
all day and the sniffling, freezing public
scorned the standard, down-town ther-
mometers that coul:l only get to 27°.

It has escaped’ the newspapers that

GRAND PEACE FESTIVAL.
