Among its noted patrons in America
are Messrs. Morgan, Dalrymple and
Gordon. These gentlemen have all
given medals to be played for under the
rules of the Grand National Curling j
dub, in which the St. Paul Curling club ;
is represented by two or three stalwart j
rinks invariably. Curling is a good
clean game in which the poor and rich
may play alike, and clergymen may vie
with lawyers and sinners."

ally administered, and so adjusted in its
application as to prevent unequal bur-
dens, encourage productive industries
at home, the development of our natural
resources and afford just compensation
for labor but not to foster monopolies.

Resolved, Further, That in our effort
to develop the mining and manufactur-
ing interests of this district, we depre-
cate any change in the present import
duties on iron, iron ores and coal.
