Not much of an
improvement, to be sure, but suflicient to
show that life has not entirely departed from
the deal. Cables were discouraging, but less

mentably featureless to-day. 0ld Hutch
bought about 750,000 1bs of ribs near the
opening and then made a contemptuous re-
wark about ribs, which led the crowd to con-
clude that he had no further use for them.
He was a free seller of lard most of the morn-
ing, however, and Logan & Co. and Wagner
also  offered meats in apparently
