WANTED, A PUBLIC LIBRARY.

The Chamber ofCommerce Has a
Resolution Before It Favoring
One— Fifty Years Old.
At the meeting of the chamber of

commerce yesterday morning it was re-
solved that the committee on transpor-
tation be requested to ascertain from
the St. Paul City Railway company
what appliances are to be used, both
upon the grip and passenger cars, to
obviate the danger arising from the
steep grade upon Selby avenue, from
Summit avenue to Third street, and re-
port whether such appliances are, in
their opinion, sufficient tor the purpose,
and ifnot, whether any such appliances
can be found. •

The report of the committee on
streets.roads and parks in favor of build-
ing a new span in place of the long span
of the Wabasha street bridge, which
was adopted at the last meeting of the
board, was reconsidered on motion of
rapt. Berkey. who thought it very
strange that" a bridge that had been
built for so short \u25a0 time—only fourteen
years— should be worn out so soon. Mr.
Kuudiett explained that the idea was to
make the span wider, and
then, when the other sections were
rebuilt, also make them to match
the lout: span, In his opinion the new-
span will cost from 587,00U to *115,000,
according to the width. The report was
referred back to the committee.

The committee appointed to inquire
into the prospect of securing \u25a0 supply
of natural gas around St. Paul, reported
through D. It. Noyes that the results
were favorable, and that two wells were
being drilled near South St. Paul. The
report repaesented that the matter was
of the greatest importance to the city.
F. J. Cleminger. who has had a great
many years' experience in drillingfor
gas, "was invited to address the chamber.
Among other things he said that he re-
garded the chances of obtaining gas in
St. Paul as better than in any place he
ever knew. The formation here was
similar to that of the gas regions in
Pennsylvania. It bad been found at
the depth of .500 feet in South St. Paul
in large supply.

PUBLIC LIBRARY COMMITTEE.
Gen.C. C. Andrews submitted the fol-

lowing recommendation in favor of a
public library, and urged at some length
the importance of the matter. It was
sent to the committee on taxes:

Whereas, It is expedient that a com-
modious and fire-p.ioof building be
erected for the use of the public library
of the city of St. Paul; and.

Whereas, Many citizens have ex-
pressed the wish that the money which
has recently been paid into the city
treasury for licenses for the sale of in-
toxicating liquors might be appropri-
ated forsuch a building, but there is
doubt about the legality of such an ap-
propriation; and,

Whereas, Chapter 100 of the General
Laws of 10S9 authorizes a tax levy of
half a mill on the dollar for a library
fund, and empowers the directors of the
public library, with the approval of the
city council, to purchase ground and
erect thereon a suitable building for the
said library.

We therefore recommend that the
common council of the city of St. Paul
cause a levy of one half mill on the dol-
lar on the taxable valuation or 1838 to
be duly made, and collected in the year
1889 and in each succeeding year for the
library fund till there shall be a suffi-
cient amount in said fund, after pay-
ment of current library expenses, for a
public library building: that said coun-
cil give its formal consent for the pur-
chase of a site and the erection of a
library building, and that the work be
forwarded without unreasonable delay.

FIFTY YEARS OLD.
J. Fletcher Williams, secretary of the

Minnesota Historical society, sent in the
following communication, which was
referred to the special committee of
five, consisting of Messrs. Blakeley,
Murray, Day, Ludden and Berkey:

On or abouth the 4th ofJuly next will
occur the fiftieth anniversary of the first
settlement of St. Paul by the white
man in 1888. On thai date Pierre Par-
rant, a Canadian voyageur, founded the
future metropolis of this Northwest, by
erecting a cabin within the present lim-
its of St. Paul, near what is now known
as '"Fountain cave.*' in the 'vicinity of
the Omaha railroad shops. It is fitting
that this semi-centennial of the' civic
existence of our city should be appro-
priately commemorated by the people of
to-day. From the one little shanty of
rough logs, with a bark roof, where our
first settler carried on his •'business.'
such as it was, men are still living in
our midst who have seen St. Paul grow
to a splendid city of 178.000 inhabitants
and 8115,000,000 oftaxable property. The
occasion of our fiftieth anniversary
should not be passed without some ap-
propriate celebration. It may be in the
nature of a civic parade: an historical
oration by some old settler; tableau
illustrative of pioneer days, and other
popular festivities. The exact day of
the first settlement is not known, but it
was about the Ist of .July. As the 4th
of July is our main national holiday, it
might be well to hold the celebration at
that date.

DAKOTA'S COMMISSIONER.

Hon. Alex Griif^s Talks of Rail-
road Building in the Groat Ter-
ritory.
Railroad Commissioner Alexander

Origgs, of Dakota, who accompanied
Gov. Church from Bismarck, is still in
St. Paul, the other members ofthe party
having gone East.

Referring to the prospect for railroad
extensions in the territory during the
present year, Mr. Grtjrgs said it was not
likely that the mileage would equal that
of 1887, when the number of miles built
was upward* of4,006, against 3,200 miles
built in 18SG.

"But," he continued, "there is no
telling until the tide of immigration
sets in just what the demand will be,
and hence it is difficultto give anything
like a correct estimate. Already the
Manitoba h;*s completed grading be-
tween Watertown and Huron. and will
begin laying the track as soon
as the weather will permit,
and it is likely that this line will
be pushed on further to keep up with
the growth of Dakota. The same may
be said of the Milwaukee road, and
both companies, are. industriously at
work putting in side tracks and im-
proving the facilities for trans-
porting the immense crops ex-
pected to be harvested this year.
And I.want to say that the equipments
of the railroads in Dakota are not sur-
passed by any in the East, one reason
for this being the fact that the rolling
stock, freight cars and passenger
roaches are nil built after the most im-
proved modern patterns.Especiallyis this
true of lines operating in Northern
and Central Dakota, which have not
only constructed commodious, substan-
tial and prettily designed stations and
freight house?, but extensive elevators,
capable of containing all the grain pro-
duced by the country in which they are
jocated.".. ..,.'. . . . . ' •

"THi: GOLDEN GIANT MINE." *

An Interesting Play in Which a -
Real Live Baby Cuts a Figure.
Like a dime novel, Clay Greene's

play, "The Golden Giant Mine," is not
particularly intellectual, but awfully
interesting. From the first scene to the
last the interest of the auditor is not al-
lowed to tlag for a moment. Although
possessing something of a melodra-
matic character in its plot, the
play more nearly approaches com-
edy than anything else. It is
the Story of a woman who
has been married, and has. by the
machinations of a villain, been wrong-
fully placed in the position of having
eloped with this villain. Her husband
Incomes insane, and dies in an asylum.
Then the villain keeps pursuing her, in
order to obtain the deeds to a mine

formerly the husband's and now the
widow's. She refuses either to take
possession of the mine herself or to turn
it over to the villain, and in order to
avoid the latter llees to Idaho. The
stage in which she is traveling upsets
while crossing a bridge, and she is
thrown into a stream from which she is
pulled out by tin' hero, who falls in love
with and marries her. The villain.
however, keeps up his efforts, and
produces a twin brother . of
the defunct husband as the
genuine article come to life again,

and the fraud is only discovered by the
accident of a disclosure contained in a
book on crimes and criminals. When
the villain is foiled happiness again
reigns supreme. A minor plot is in the
love of the hero's sister, the hoyden, for
a gambler whom the hero does not con-
sider tit for a brother-in-law, but who
reforms and helps to discover and foil
the villain. The play is interspersed
with some quite strong dramatic situ-
ations, humorous incidents, epigram-
matic expressions, liveliness of action,
and altogether a very clever picture of
mining life.

The play was produced at the Grand

last night by a most capable cast, with
Mrs. licKee Kankin in the leading role.
Her impersonation of Bet the miner's
sister, is a striking comedy creation.
Miss Bigelow's Ethel Gray, and Mrs.
Strickland's Mrs. Boggs were likewise
well sustaine I parts. Of the male cast
Mr. Harkins' impersonation of Jack
Mason, the gambler, gave the most sat-
isfaction, while Messrs. Del were and
Murray in the respective parts of Aleck
Fairfax and Flynn, the miner, came in
for a good share ofthe applause.

Master Kidder is a clever kid actor,
but it remained for the sure enough
Baby Bunting to take the whole bakery
with the buckwheat Hour thrown in.

TO SAVE FROM FIRE.
A Resolution Favoring* a Sal-

vage Corps Before the
Fire Commissioners.

Chief Black Makes Recom-
mendations for Enlarging*

the Department.

Protection of Property in the
Wholesale District Again

Talked Of.

Ideas of the Commissioners
on Various Topics of Es-

pecial Interest.

The board of lire commissioners dis-
cussed long and earnestly at the meet-
ing last night the necessity for the es-
tablishment of a salvage corps. Presi-
dent Warner thought that at the late
burning of Finite. Sehul/.e & Co.'s store
there might have been enough saved by
a salvage corps to maintain the corps
for man)r years. The board of under-
writers had offered to maintain a corps
if the commissioners would erect a
building. The question of clash-
ing authority between the depart-
ment officers and the corps under the
control of the underwriters, which has
caused so much trouble in other cities,
was brought up and Chief Black ven-
tured the opinion that a salvage corps
should be organized in the department
and maintained by the city, the insur-
ance companies to be taxed to pay the
expense. Before adjourning, the board
adopted the following by Commissioner
Parker:

Resolved, That it is the sense of the
board of tire commissioners that the
time has come when a salvage corps
should bt- organized and put in opera-
tion by the board of underwriters and
maintained by them, as in other large
cities.

A YK.Vn'S WORK.
The annual reports of Chief Black

and Superintendent of Fire Alarm
Jenkins were read. Tho department
has now 200 men employed and the ex-
penditures during the year were 5306,-
--079.80. Chief Black recommends im-
provements during the present year as
follows; Establishment of an engine
company at some point between Third
and Sixth streets and Broadway and the
railroad tracks for the better protection
of the wholesale district: an engine
company near the corner ofBedford and
Bradley strerts; an engine company at
Merriam Park if water is secured there ;
appointment of two more permanent
assistant chiefs —one for Merriam Park
and one for Dayton's blulf—at salaries
of notless than $1,509 a year: purchase
of a light truck for headquarters, and
that 2\'o. 4 engine house be rebuilt. The
chief also recommends that all electric
wires should go under ground, and that
water mains in the wholesale district
should be not less than twelve inches in
diameter, lie adds: "Ifthey were, no
question as to the water supply or em-
harassment of the department could oc-
cur. There should be considerable in-
crease in the number of hydrants, and at
each street corner small cisterns should
be located, to enable engines to be con-
centrated at large fires. This plan is in
use in Chicago with such success that
twenty-four engines can be located
around one block.*' lie calls attention
to the dangerous condition of many
basements in the mercantile district,
and requests that in future, political
caucuses selections be excluded from
all engine houses, being harmful to the
discipline t.f the department. The one
recommendation tending to decrease
expenses is that watchmen in all houses
be abandoned. There are fifteen in all,
and the saving would be $i>,lH(>annually.
It is suggested that the police attend
to closing engine house doors when
the firemen are called out, or that auto-
matic locks be secured. He says: "My
recommendations are based on the ac-
tual needs of the department and not on
prospective ones." The superintendent
of alarms asks for the purchase oi: re-
lays for alarm registers, at an estimated
cost of 8500. Ohfef Black also asks that
a piece of apparatus known as a "water
tower." be purchased, at a probable cost
of 85,000.

These reports wiil be submitted to the
council, together wtf,h the animal re-
port of the board, which has been pre-
pared by Secretary OHJorman, and was
adopted" with some amendments and
recommendations. The board decided
not to pass upon the recommendations
of the chief, but will ask the council for
permission to carry them out from time
to time, as they think best. They will
ask for the purchase ofa truck for"head
quarters, at a cost ofsi, 400, at once.

IX TIIKWIIOI.KSALKDISTRICT.
Commissioner Parker introduced the

GI.OBE map showing the size of water
mains in the business district, and the
question of water supply at the recent
large fires was received. Mr. Parker
asserted that the six-inch mains were
not large enough to supply a second-
class engine '"or somebody was badly
oft' about whether the engines worked
at the Foote. Schulze ife Co. lire."'
The boaid will incorporate in its report
a recommendation that all water mains
in the district being bounded by Sev-
enth and Third, Broadway and St.
Peter streets, be not less than twelve-
inch mains, and that hydrants be placed
on every corner and one in the center
of every block in the district
bounded by Seventh and Third,
Broadway and Wahasha streets.

A recommendation that all wires be
placed under ground will also be in-
cluded in the report. The proposition
to dismiss watehnien was discussed for
a long time, and itwas finally concluded
that the police could not be expected to
do the latter's work. Chief Black was
ordered to report the cost of automatic
appliances at the next meeting and the
matter was dropped.

THEY UEMAKKEI).

Chief Black—l believe in another five
years this department will number
twenty engines, and twelve-inch mains
will be small then. The business dis-
trict demands more apparatus than we
have. We will want an engine house
every six blocks before many years.

Commissioner Parker —I think we
have all the apparatus we need for this
year. We do not need to rebuild No.
4 house. An addition to the present
structure will answer all purposes, and
can be built for a few thousand dollars.

Commissioner Freeman— There is a
section between No. 4 and Payne ave-
nue not covered. No. 4 should be
moved back four or live blocks. It
would be a protection to that district
then and also to the wholesale district,
and would do away with the necessity I
for building a new house. We could
sell the property on which No. 4 stands
for enough te buy a site and erect a
good building a little further back. We
must economize.

Commissioner Martin— l think we
should buy another site or two in the
Sixth ward. We ought to have a
house down on the Sat in a very short
time.

Secretary O'Gorman — Comptroller
Roche claims there is nothing left of
that £100,000 realized on the bonds
authorized by the legislature for erect-
ing new buildings and purchasing new
apparatus. You will have to go to the
legislature again, or get it put int he
tax levy.

-•-. STATE OP WYOMING.

ABill Introduced for the Admis-
sion of Wyoming.

Washington, Feb. 27.—The bill in-
troduced to-day by Mr. Carey, of Wyo-
ming, for the formation and admission
into the Union of the state of Wyoming,
provides that the governor of the terri-
tory shall order an election for the se-
lection ofdelegates to form a state con-
stitution, but the election shall not be
held previous to June 1, ISS9. The con-
stitutional convention under the pro-
visions of the bill will consist of about
sixty members. The bill further pro-
vides for a grant of land to the state for
school purposes to the amount of 500,-
--000 acres, .100 sections of land for an
agricultural college, 80 sections
for public buildings. 25 sections for
penitentiary ten sections for an in-
sane asylum. The bill also provides for
a grant to the state of 0.000,000 of acres
ofarid lands on condition that the state
shall reclaim or cause said lands to be
reclaimed, and that the state shall not
part with its title to any subdivision of
said lands until the reclamation is com-
pleted. Mr. Carey says the territory is
as well prepared for state government
as fifteen states were at the date of their
admission, that the territory without
congressional aid supports a compulsory
school system and maintains a free uni-
versity; that the territory is well pro-
vided with good courts and school
houses; that it takes care of its insane
and convicts; that the territory annually
expends for the support of "territorial
and municipal governments, the support
of public schools and public improve-
ments §000,000, and that the general
government does not contribute on an
average more than ?00,000. The bound-
aries of the proposed state are the same
as those of the territory.—

Butler on the Fishery Treaty.
