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THE FIGHT IS BITTER,

Fresh Complications Arising
in Connection With the
Burlington Strike.

Many Other Roads Liable to
be Involved in the Pend-
ing Contest.

Chief Arthur Leaves the Ques-
tion of Revolt in the
Hands of the Men.

The Interstate Commerce Is-
sue Raised Along the
Line.

CireaGo, Mareh 7.—All the interest
in the Burlington strike centered to-
night around McCoy’s hotel. Here the
members of the grievance committee of
the Northwestern road are gathering
for the purpose of considering the de-
sirability of tying up the Chicago &
Northwestern for its action in handling
freight passed over the Burlington.
Meanwhile reports are coming in to
headquarters that the grievance com-
mittees of the St. Paul, Wisconsin Cen-
tral, and other roads, are in session on
their respective divisions, aud the air is
full of war and rumors of
wars. Aeccording to various irrespon-
sible authorities the New York Central,
Michigan Central, and other roads, have
been endeavoring to induce their em-
ployes to go to the aid of the Burling-
ton, and free passage and other induce-
ments have been offered. At the head-
quarters of the strikers, where this in-
formation has bheen supposed to origi-
nate, complete ignorance of any such
facts is expressed, and the stories meet
with an emphatic denial at the offices
of the Burlington road. The statement
of Chief Arthur, that if any of the
Quiney’s connections discharges an
engineer for refusing to take freight a
strike will immediately follow, is an
important one, in view of the provisions
of the interstate commerce law, which

punishable by fine for one road to re-
fuse to pull another road’s freight or
passenger cars over its lines to the
yoint of destination. There was a vro-
}ungml conferenee this afternoon be-
tween the head officials of the Burling-
ton and the representatives of its legal
department, and at its conclusion Paul
Morton said to the representative
of the GLOBE: “We intend
toopen up for through business. If
other lines refuse to handle our busi-
ness we will take such steps as may be
deemed necessary. We are publie
servants and we intend to accommodate
our shippers. It we find that under
existing conditions we are powerless to
do so, we will go into the courtsif
necessary. We are common carriers
and are compelled to receive freight
offered. The connecting lines are also
common ecarriers, and they likewise
must receive freight if offered. 1t
seems that the representatives of the
brotherhood are going to attempt to an-
noy us. It is no action of this kind
that will make us give i to them. We
are not going to surrender to them, nor
will the men that have left us at the
dictation of Chief Arthur better their

condition by :lll(‘lll])[il‘l_'." to obstruet
shippers and delay business, It must

be remembered that as a last resort we
can obtain an order from the court
compelling connecting limes to handle

our freight. No, we do not
regard the  situation as  being

at all eritical.” The usual reports were
received at the offices of the company
1o-day showing that freight and passen-
ger traffic was moving in good shape,
while telegrams were received by Chief
Arthur from Kansas City, Terre Haute,
Palestine, Tex., and other points, pledg-
ing hearty finaneial support. The strike
is involving the other roads at the stock
yards. This inorning five Lake Shore
engineers refused to take a trainof Bur-
lington cars from Englewood to Six-
teenth street, declaring that they would
quit before they would haul anything
bearing the Q" label. The cars conse-
quently remain at Englewood.

THE WABASH SWITCHMEN
refused to receive Burlington ears which
were brought to the yards at Root street,
The switchmen employed by the Union
Stock Yards & Traunsit company, which
has charge of ali the switching at the
yards, also decided to-day that they

would handle no Burlington cars.
The company has as yet
taken mno action 1 the matter.

The twenty-five employes of the Q at
the yards whose Dbusiness it is to care
for all the stock arriving over the Bur-
lington were discharged to-day, as no
stock is arriving, and consequently
there is nothing for them to do. Gen-
eral Freight Agent Ripley issued a no-
tice to-night to the effect that the com-
pany was prepared to handle live stock
when accompanied by a carload of emi-
grant goods to any point on the Burling-
ton system in the states. This is for
the accommodation of emigrants who
are en route West with live stock for
the purpose of settling upon new farms

GIVEN FULL POWER,

The Men on Any Iload Can Now
Strike When They Think Proper,
Cricaco, March 7.—The full support

of the entire Brotherhood of Locomo-

tive Engineers and Firemen has been
pledged to their members on any and
all roads throughout the United States
who deem it necessary to strike and
formally decide to do so in order to up-
hold their brethren on the Chicago,
Burlington & Quiney. This information
was obtained this evening on the best
of authority and was verified through
another source. 1t ecan also be stated
upon autherity that the general meet-
ings of the local grievance committees
of various roads held to-day were in
each case convened for the purpose of
discussing the advisability of a strike

on that particular road, and if such a

radical step was not considered essen-

tial the object was to decide what meas-
ures in lieu thereof should be adopted.

The sanction of the general executive

of the broth@hood thus given in ad-

vanee to the strike of the men on any
road was secretly obtained at the con-
ference of the general grievance com-
nittee of the brotherhecod held here
Monday. 1t no longer rests with Chiefs
Arthur and Sargent to say that the men
Yon any road should they strike will be

backed up by the brotherhood as a

whole. T'he menon any single railroad

not only to say whether they shall
strike with the whole might of the
protherhood behind them. That the
men are not disposed to use with undue
haste the weapons in their grasp may
be partly inferred from the fact that,
although several meetings were held
to-day. each clothed with complete

authority to declare a strike affecting a

vast streteh of territory, no such declar-

ation had been made up to thisevening,

At least two meetings of the kind men-

tioned are known'to have been held in

in this eity to-day. Others are said to
have been convened at Rock Island,

Omaha and Kansas City. One meeting

in Chicago was composed of delegates

from every brotherhood lodge having
members in the employ of the Chicago

& Northwestern railway. About thirty

delegates were present at the meeting,

which was held in McCoy’s hotel. Lit-
tle is known of the proceedings beyond

a rumor that the delegates manifested

extreme reluctance to strike except as a

Jast resort. A meeting composed of

committeemen from lodges on the Chi-

cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul system was

held in the outskirts of the city at a

hall near the corner of West Lake

street and Western avenue, convenient
to the points where the St. Paul road

enters the corporation limits.
seventeen of the twenty-six delegates
had arrived, the business was_confined
largely to preliminaries. Both the
Northwestern and the St. Pavl men will
be again in session to-moriow.

General Managers Meet.

CHICAGO, March 7.—A prominent
railroad official said this evening that
he understood the grievance committees
of a number of roads will each form-
ulate an appeal to the general manager
of the company by which they are em-
ployed, asking for the intervention of
the general managers of the various
roads as a body to help the Burlington
strike to a seftlement. It is rumored
to-night that a meeting of the general
managers entering the city will be held
here to-morrow or next day to discuss
the situation. Marvin Hughitt, presi-
dent of the Chicago & Northwestern
company, is credited with being the
leading spirit in the movement to bring
about intervention by the general man-
agers of outside roads. A knowledge
of this fact is hinted to be one cause of
the reluctance of the Chicago & North-
western grievance committee to-day to
adopt a hostile policy.

Suffering Towns.

Crrcago. March 7.—J. J. O’Brien,
who is chairman of the press committee,
said late to-night: “There is no immi-
nent danger of a general strike on all
the roads, for the reason that neither
Mr. Arthur nor those associated with
him fell like paralyzing the trade of so
great a territory. There is an immense
amount of suffering going on all along
the lines of the *Q,”” at points that have
no outlet. Our advices say that in
these places the people are suffering for
the necessaries of life, that many have
been thrown out of employment and
that fuel is failing. It is the opinion of
the members of the executive commit-
tee now in charge of the strike that the
Q" is inclined to meet them half way
in the matters under dispute.”

The Interstate Question.

CrnicAco, March 7.—An authorized
statement of what measures, if any, the
Burlington company proposed to takein
the courts or before the ioterstate com-
merce commission in order to compel
other corporations to handle business
tendered by the Burlington, was much
sought after this afternoon, but the Bur-
lington officials were extremely wary in
speaking of the subject, and Wirt Dex-
ter, the general solicitor of the company,
though sought in a number of places
where persons who ought to know said
he could be seen, was not to be found.
One of the controliing officers of the
Burlington said this much: “We are
attending to our freight business in
good shape and expect others to do the
same, and shall do whatever is neces-
sary and possible to bring this about.”
Further he would not go.

The Union Pacific's Position.
Special to the Globe.

OxMAnA, Neb. Mareh 7.—Acting Gen-
eral Manager Kimball this afternoon
issued a circular letter to the engineers
in the employ of the Union Pacific road,
calling their attention to the changes
effected in the responsibilities of rail-
roads by the interstate commerce law,
and the responsibility of employes of
roads engaged in interstate traffic. The
Burlington strike is not referred to, but
the eircular is undersiood to have bheen
issued to remind the engincers of the
liability of the Union Pacific if it re-
fused to receive Burlington freight, and
the danger of an action against the en-
gineers themselves for conspiracy. The
local freight agent of the Burlington
last evening sent to the agent of the
Union Paciti¢c a list of cars to be
switched, but the cars have not yet
been moved.

A Standard Oil Pipe Line,
Special to the Globe.

Lima, O., March 7.—The Standard
Qil company has commenced the pre-
liminary work for the building of an
immense pipe lime from this city to Chi-
cago, a distance of over 200 miles. for
the purpose of transporting oil, both
crude and refined, to the Western met-
ropolis. The right of way for the line
has been secured to within a short dis-
tance of Chicago, and the contracts for
the building of two sections of fifty
miles each let. T'he capacity of the line
will be about 25,000 barrels a day. A
line to New \or}_{ city is also contem-
plated. The estimated cost is $200,000.

The Price of Coal.

NEW Yorg, March 7.—The six great
coal companies to-day decided to make
a reduction of 50 cents per ton in coal,
and the new sechedules have been made
upon that scale, The following are the
new prices for the spring schedules:

Broken, $3.70: egg, 41 sfove, $4.25, and
chestnut $4.25. This reduction is regu-

larly made every spring, but the new
schedules were delayed about two
weeks in order to wait for a general re-
sumption of produetion in the coal field
before deciding on prices.

Aileged Prorating.

New Yorg, March 7.—A complaint
was made to Pool Commissioner Fink
vesterday that certain railroads east of
Chicago were prorating with the North-
western  road, notwithstanding the
agreement entered into last week. It
was alleged that the Northwestern Lad
made a through tariff allowing the
Eastern lines in question only 22 cents
for grain from Chicago to New York.
The Northwestern was said to have
made the new tariff last Monday. Com-
missioner Fink investigated the matter,
and says that the roads of the trunk
lines have refused to accept thé new
tarift of the Northwestern.

Taken a Big Contract.

STARVING RED MEN.

The Indians of the North-
west Territory in a Most
Pitiable Plight.

They Are Dying of Hunger
and Call Upon the White
* Man for Aid.

Some Queer Doings in the
Lower House of Iowa’s
Legislature.

Mr. Fellows Trying to Prevent
His Daughter’s Marriage
to anIndian.

WiINNIPEG, Man., March 7.—Chiefs
Alexandre, of Rivere-qui-Barre Stonies,
Michael, of Rivere-qui-Barre Crees, and
Alexis, of Lake St. Ann Stonies, with
three of their councilors, accompanied
by S. Cunningham and D. Maloney, the
formor acting as interpreter, are at Ed-
monton to tell the story of starvation
among the Indians in the Northwest
territories. Alexandre acted as spokes-
man when being interviewed. He said
in effect: **We have come to Edmonton
to make complaint that the government
has not used as they agreed. If they
continue to use us during the restof the
winter as they have up to the present
time perhaps a few will see spring, but
those who do will be too weak to do
anything to help themselves. Before
leaving we held a meeting among our
tribes at which the whole talk was to

KILL GOVERNMENT CATTLE
orone of our own horses for food. It
would be no use to kill the dogs, for
they were starving as well as us. We
agreed that before we would die of
starvation we would kill all the cattle.
If the government will do any thing for
us we beg that they will do it right
away. We can not stand the hunger
any longer. If we do not get help at
once we will have to kill the cattle the
government has placed with us for our
use. The government knows that other
winters we were able to help ourselves
by getting fur, which we could trade
for food. With that and what the gov-
ernment then gave us we could live
well enough.

THE GOVERNMENT PROMISED
that in years ot failure, such as this,
they would help us more, but instead of
doing so in this year of scarcity they
have lessened the usual supply of food
by more than one-half. ‘I'he statements
appearing in the papers on the condi-
tion of the Indians heretofore are
true.” Chief Michel said when
interviewed: “If the government
wishes us to live they must
help us as quickly as possible. We see
plainly that we ecannot live on what
they now give us, and that we will die
if they cannot do a little better. This
winter we have no furs, no crop, no
game, no fish, Last year I had 300
bushels of grain: this year not a bushel.
Last year 1 had 100 bushels offpotatoes;
this vear fifteen bushels. We got a few
fish from Lake St. Ann, but very few,
as the fishing there was afailure. Dur-
ing the day on which the interview
took place a telegram was sent to Sir
John MacDonald, asking for immediate
assistance. The people will become
desperate if something is not done soon
to alleviate their sutferings.

Eccentric Law Makers.

ile made a short speech, remarking
that thirty-one years ago he last visited
Des Moines when a fugitive from jus-
fice after his exploits in Kansas. He
congratulated the state on the moral
and intellectual growth of her people;
extolled the virtues of prohibition,
woman suffrage and a high protective
tariff, regretted that a leading paper
here wanted to cease waving the bloody
shirt, and delivered himself of a polit-
ical harangue generally. He is well
advaneed in years, and his long white
hair and beard give him a striking ap-
pearance. One other incident was the
offering of an amendment to the rail-
way bill by the speaker while presiding
over the house, and his delivery in sup-
port of it without relinquishing the
gavel. Probably such an event never
before oceurred. The amendment was
voted down.

Killed by Wolves.

New Rockrorp, Dak., March 7.—The
news has just reached here that a father
and son, living several miles northeast
of this city, were destroyed by wolves
vesterday. The two unfortunate men
started to a haystack some ten rods from
the house to shovel a path around the
stack when they were surrounded by
wolves and literally eaten alive. The
horror-stricken mother was standing at
the window with a babe in her arms, a
spectator to the terrible death ot her
husband and son, but was unable to aid
them. After they had devoured every
flesh from the bones of the men the
denizens of the forest attacked the
house, but refired to the hills in a short
time. Investigation found nothing but
the bones of the husband and son. The
family name was Olson. Wolves are
more numerous and dangerous now
than ever before known in North Da-
kota.

AT LACROSSE.
The Men Went Out Quietly and
Their Places Were Filled.

LaACrosse, Wis., March 7.—There is
little to report regarding the engineers’
and firemen’s strike on the Burlington
beyond the fact that it occurred at 10
o’cloek. The men insist that it is not a
strike at all, but they have simply quit
work on account of a difference of opin-
ion between them and the officers of the
road. As fast as engines were deserted
new men were but in charge, and the
practice is to place in the cab with each
new engineer a conductor who knows
the road thoroughly, and this will be

followed up until the men become
familiar  with the line.  There
have been a good many appli-
cants for positions around the offices

to-day. All are subjected to the usual
examinations, and the officers say none
will be taken of whose competenc

there is a reasonable doubt, while all
who prove worthy may rely on perma-
nent work. Neot all of the engineers
have gone out, some of the best men re-
maining. One man said to-night he
had gone throngh one strike, in which
his family suffered, and he thought that
was about enough for him. The con-
duct of the men is entirely peaceable,
and no one who knows them has any
doubt it will be so, no matter what hap-
pens. The officers of the road say they
are as fine a body of men as work on
any road in the United States and it is
a matter of great regret that this com-
plication has arisen.
