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WILL TALK NEXT WEEK.

Erastus Wiman, Full of Coinmer-
mercial Union Ideas, Is in the
City.
"Commercial union with Canada, or

rather its promotion, is the object of my
visit to the West," said Erastus Wi-
man, the New York capitalist, last
evening, upon his arrival from Denver,
"and Ihave been invited to deliver an
address before the St. Paul cham-
ber of commerce on this sub-
ject. To-morrow evening Ishall speak
at Duluth on the same topic, and at
Winnipeg, Saturday. Then I will put
in a pretty busy week, commencing
Tuesday, at St. "Paul, Wednesday at
Minneapolis, Thursday at Chicago, Fri-
day at Cleveland, and Saturday at Cin-
cinnati, in each place before its
leading commercial body, upon
invitation, It was the sth inst.
When 1 left New York and my first dis-
course was at Erie and thence across
the country to Denver, Col. And that
reminds me that while in Colorado
I thought I would inspect a mine

in which 1 had been in-

duced to sink about £100,000.
Afterclambering up Cariboo Peak, ten
thousand feet above the level of the
sea, 1 was placed in a big bucket and
lowered into the bowels of the earth, a
thousand feet, only to find that deposit
ofore was of a very low grade, all the
best having been taken out, and
what I ascertained then is true of one-
half ofthe mining properties in which
so much Eastern capital has been in-
vested. But lam going to get even it
possible, and I hope to accomplish tins
result by means of what I term a cy-
clone pulverizer'that will grind a pound
ofore or a pound of feathers with ease,
and Ihope to revolutionize the whole
question ofmining silver or other ores.
Those who know me well never accuse
me of being a dreamer, and when Igo
into a scheme it has been my habit to
push it through successfully, and at
Denver I was particularly struck with
the opportunity for utilizing the vast
treasure house that lies behind that
city."

COMMERCIALUNION.
This question of commercial union

with Canada is at present attracting a
great deal of attention, and on my jour-
ney to this city from Denver I was
thoroughly impressed with its" neces-
sity, and Imay say for more reasons.
First, because the entire territory has
been stripped of timber, and secondly,
on account of the scarcity of fresh water
fish.

* 'Itis a startling proposition, but, never-
theless a true one, that Canada contains
half the fresh water of the world, em-
braced in such lakes as Ithabasca, Creat
Slave lake. Rainy lake, Lake Winnipeg
and the Lake of the Woods, besides
Hudson's Bay, and these bodies, of
water are ", stocked to ;'. overflow-
ing with the 'finest fish in
the world. Commercial, union
'with Canada will let in free lumber and
fish, and no diet can 'be cheaper or more
nourishing for ranchers than the latter
commodity. Itwillbe my constant en-
deavor to impress upon the people to
whom 1 discourse the inevitable bene-
fits that will accrue to the United States
from such a treaty as is proposed by
those who favor commercial union.

This Is a good time for such agita-
tion, too, for the business outlook was
never better, and failures are few and
of little consequence in affecting the
channels of trade. Some idea of the
interest taken in this subject may be
gleaned by a glance at the mail Ihave
received here at the Ryan to-day."

Thus v saying, the great financier
exhibited an armful of letters and
clippings from the various papers
ofthe Northwest, all treating upon the
subject of commercial union and invari-
ably favorable. ."Eastern capital can-
not fail to seek an outlet in this part of
the country," continued* Mr. Wiman,
"and particularly if investors travel
through the West T With their eyes and
ears open as 1 have :,done and see the
wonderful field tlyfct jsonly awaitiiurde-

IT IS SLOW WORK.

The Probate Commission Still
Grinding Away at the New Laws.
The probate commission, comprising

Judges Corliss, Brown and Tyler, which
has the task of revising and codifying
the probate laws of Minnesota, is not
enjoying a sinecure. The judges find
the laws in a very much mixed up con-
dition, and scattered all through the
general statutes and session laws, so
that while they are not especially happy
over the work imposed on them, they
agree that there was a pressing
need for somebody to do this work.
Itis like a game, of legal jackstraws—
picking out a piece here and there, and
sorting out amendments, nullifying
clauses and decisions of the supreme
court which declare parts of the law un-
constitutional. Aftergoing through all
these laws, and studying the most ap-
proved laws on the subject in other
states, the commissioners will draw up
an entirely new set of rules and regula-
tions to govern probate business, which
itwill submit, to the next legislature.
They are practically drawing up a legis-
lative bill, which will wipe out
all existing enactments on the sub-
ject. It .is about such an
easy task as it would be to make a
regulation rainbow, clear and distinct,
out of a patchwork crazy quilt. The
commission gets §1,000 for the job.under
the legislative act. This, the members
gay, will just about paj their expenses
while they are at work.
. "The laws, when properly assorted
out and codified," said Judge Corliss
yesterday to a G-OBE reporter, "will
make a pamphlet of about seventy-five
pages, possibly a little more. They
will be a work somewhat larger
than the penal code. The laws
as we find them are modeled
on the Massachusetts law, with some
changes which have been made neces-
sary by provisions of the constitution.
There are many laws and parts of laws
on the books wiiich the supreme court
lias declared unconstitutional, and in
one or two cases, such as the law on
partitions, a whole chapter has been so
decided. We are trying to get the best I
parts of the laws of all states together.
It will take us probably two weeks
longer, and we have now been at work
about forty days. It is a slow work."

HIS SKULD FRACTURED,

i And That Was Wr by Nels Everson
Died So Suddenly.

Coroner Quinn yesterday : afternoon
held an inquest on the body of Nels
Everson, who was found dead in his
room in the Washington house Tuesday
evening. A number of witnesses were
examined and the jury returned a ver-
dict that Everson came to his death
by reason of a fractured skull and hem-
orrhage at the base of the brain, sus-
tained by being pitched out of Nagle's
Lafayette saloon. The jury did not go
any further than this and made no com-
ments. The three men who were ar-
rested are still in charge of the authori-
ties, and the county prosecutor has
charge of the case.

DEATH OP BISHOP DUNLOP.

APrelate Well Known in St. Paul
Dies in New Mexico.

William Dunlop, of St.Paul, received
a telegram yesterday announcing the
sudden death of his brother, Bishop
Dunlop at Las Vegas, X. M.

The deceased was .well known in St.
Paul. When he visited this city he gen-
erally was the guest of Hon: "William
Dawson, between whom and Mr. Dun-
lop existed tlie closest and warmest
friendship. He was a man of striking
personality and possessed of such a fund
of native wit as to make his companion-
ship most agreeable. He was liberal
and broad-minded in his religious views
and stood very high in the church,
He leaves a wife and family of. grown
up children, besides a large circle of
friends to mourn his loss. The lit.Key.

Ceo. Dunlop, S. T. D., second mission-
ary bishop of New Mexico and Arizona,
was bom in the county Tyrone. Ireland,
Nov. 10. 1830. He was the son of Kobert
and Margaret Dunlop, his mother family,
name being Kelly. Both were of
Scotch descent. He was educated at
the Royal college of Dungannon, and
at the Queen's university, - Galway, ;
where he graduated in 185'i, taking the j
second classical scholarship. He came 1

to the United States in 1852.. He. was
ordained deacon in a Methodist chapel,
Palmyra, Mo., Dec. 3, 1854, by Bishop
Hawks, and ordained priest in St.
John's, St. Louis, Mo., Aug, 9, 1850, by.
the same prelate. During his deacon-,
ite he was missionary at St.
Charles, Mo. He was rector of
Christ church, Lexington, Mo.
for seven years and of Grace church,
Kirkwood, Mo., for seventeen years,
until his elevation to the Episcopate.
He was a member of the standing com-
mittee, an examining chaplain, dean of
the St. Louis convocation, in the diocese
of Missouri, and a deputy to the general
convention from that diocese in 1871,
1877 and 1880. He was married July 23,;
1857, to Mary Wickham Cobb, daughter
to the late Charles Dennison and Mar-
garet Cobb. He received the degree of
S. T. D. from Racine college in 1880.

He was consecrated in Christ church,
St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 21, 1880, by Bishops
Whipple, of Minnesota; Kobertson, of
Missouri; Spalding, of Colorado; Perry,
of Iowa:- Burgess, of Quincy, and Sey-
mour, of Springfield. *

Blockaded Towns Ask State Of-

Citizens of Madison and Clarkeville

stations, on the Pacific division of the
Minneapolis & St. Louis railroad, .want
to be shoveled out of the snowbanks
which have kept them isolated a large
part of the time for the last twomonths.

IT SMELLS TO HEAVEN.
Acres of Garbage and Ruined

Groceries Left Rotting on
the River.

The Refuse From the Burned
Store of Beaupre, Keogh

& Davis.

Government and CityOfficials
Have Stopped the Further

Like Proceedings.

A Steaming Mass of Corrup-

tion That May Breed All
Foul Disease.

St. Paul is in danger. It is threat-
ened by a foe which aims at the general
health of the community, and which, if
not checked at once, may develop a
plague as serious in its consequences as
would be a visitation of "yellow jack."
Itwould be bad enough were it purely
local in its character. That it is .more
far-reaching, however, may be judged
from the fact that the Federal officials,
who perceived it Tuesday, at once took
steps to bring it to the attention of the
civic authorities. The fire of Jan. 17,

in the wholesale grocery establishment
ofBeaupre, Keogh & Davis, at 330 East
Third street, is of such recent date that
readers of the Globe can readily recall
its details. Of the large stock which
the building contained comparatively
little was saved from the ravages
of the fire, and the falling
walls buried beneath them hundreds
of tons of commodities of all kinds,
partially burned and thoroughly water
soaked. As soon as the ruins became
cool enough to be handled a large force
of men were put to work removing the
debris. An idea of the extent of this
job may be gleaned from the fact that
it is not yet completed, although as
many men as could be worked to ad-
vantage have been engaged upon it con-
tinuously since the lire was out. It has
been prosecuted under the direction of
George J. Grant, contractor and builder,
at 61 East Ninth street, who was en-
gaged by Messrs. Gustav and Ferdinand
Willius, owners ofthe burned premises,
and the insurance companies holding
risks on the stock of Beaupre, Keogh &
Co. The disposition made of the mass
of rubbish by the men employed by
Mr. Grant, and presumably acting under
instructions from him, is known to many
in the city.

THOUSANDS OF LOADS OF IT

were hauled in sleighs to the mid-
dle *of the river opposite
the foot of Sibley street, and there
dumped upon the ice. This was con-
tinued until late Tuesday afternoon,
when it suddenly ceased, and for the
best of reasons. Mayor Smith heard
of it for the first time then, and called a
halt. The policemen whose beat is in
that locality evidently did not think the
contractor was doing anything wrong.
Atany rate they took no notice of him
or his work, and did not notify the
mayor. The matter was apparently of
such little interest to private citizens
that not one of them remonstrated or
inquired by what authority the mass of
putrid garbage was being dumped in
the center of the ice-bound river. Maj.
Charles J. Allen, of the United States
engineer's office, happened to look out
of one of the rear windows of the Army
building, and the first object on which
his eyes lighted was a heap of odorous
riff-raffthat covers a space two or three
acres in extent in mid-stream off the
freight depot of the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul Railway. Maj.Allen at once
dispatched an attache of his office with
a note to Mayer Smith, requesting him
to ' put a stop to the work offillingup
the channel ofthe river. This was the
first intimation« Mayor Smith had re-
ceived that the unsavory stuff was being
dumped there. Itdid not take him long
to decide what to do. He communicated
with police headquarters and requested
Chief Clark to send an officerto the
locality with instructions to stop, the
contractor from continuing the work
and MsHSfIiSS

offering resistance. The police headed
off several sleigh loads bound for the
dumping grounds, tore up. the bridge
leading' to them, and whatever else in
the line of garbage remains in the
burned building willof necessity have
to be dumped in some spot not in 'such
close proximity to the heart of the city,

Contractor Grant, however, is not
alone. The St. Paul Odorless Excavat-
ing company followed in his wake. This
company dumped a large number of
loads of"excrement on the ice within
thirty feet of the freight depot and there
itis now. The stench arising from this
mass of disease-breeding matter is
simply frightful. Itis carried by the
breeze into the union depot, where
thousands of people arrive and depart
daily, and the wonder is that the rail-
road companies whose premises are be-
fouled by it did not long ago call the at-
tention of the authorities to the matter.

There are people in St. Paul so poor
that they will eat of the food damaged
in the Beaupre, Keogh & Co.'s fire
dumped upon the ice and now rotting
in the sun. Numbers of these who
live in squalid wretchedness and
poverty on the flats can be seen every
day picking over the heap in search of
food. How they can bear to handle the
stuff, much less eat it, is past compre-
hension, and still they do both. Yester-
day a score of women and double that
number of men and boys were there
with baskets and bags, which they
were fillingwith whatever appeared to
them to be worth carrying off. The
majority of them were not in the least
particular and mixed hardware and
food in the same packages, as if the
whole were to he eaten. A few made a
specialty of tobacco and cigars, .of
which there were considerable quan-
tities, while others affected toasted
cheese and canned goods. What one
wouldn't take another would, and none
went away empty-handed. They
reeked with the filth in which they
poked about and seemed pleased at the
chance afforded them to get something
for nothing. ';':'

WHATMAYOR SMITH"SAYS.
What steps the civic authorities will

take to compel the removal of this mat-
ter, which, if allowed toremain, will
undoubtedly breed contagion,", remains
to be seen. Mayor Smith is highly in-
dignant that he should have been kept
in ignorance of the state of affairs until
nearly all the debris was dumped on
the ice. To a reporter for the Globe
he' said yesterday:

"It is an outrage, and should not be
allowed to pass unheeded. I knew
nothing of it until information was sent
me from the United States engineer's
office, and then hastened to put a stop
to the practice. I do not know what
can be done, but I think the contractor,
or whoever caused the filth to be dumped
there, should be compelled toremove it
at once. Ifallowed to remain, as soon
as the ice breaks the heavy material
will sink into the channel. The re-
mainder will be carried down stream
and find lodgment along the bluff.
.There it will breed disease and death.
Iwas not informed that the excavating
company had dumped excrement there,
but if such be the case then it is so much
worse." -

As soon as the warm weather begins
to get in its work upon the fetid mass,
if it is not sooner removed, then will
residents of St. Paul realize what a
blessing it is to have a dumping ground
so near the center of the city. Atready
the stench emanating from it is almost
unendurable, and the effect of heat upon
it can well be imagined. :--

OBSTRUCTING THE CHANNEL.
That the United States engineer

should object to allowing the channel
of the river to be filled up does not seem
strange, even though private citizens
took no notice of it. Each . year large
suras are expended by congress improv-
ing the rivers and harbors of the coun-
try, and the Mississippi at this point has
come infor its share. The engineers
who have the work ,in charge do not
want the channel filled up simply to ac-
commodate a contractor.

MUST CARE FOR THE COWS. ':

mixed with impurities, that made it not
only unhealthy but positively unbeara-'

The commissioner decided on an in-
vestigation, and ifany good grounds ex-
isted for the complaints, on a general

A TUIP OF INVESTIGATION. j
Yesterday afternoon R. C. Judson,

assistant state dairy : commissioner. ac4
companied by Health Officer Dr. Hoyt,!
made a tour of Investigation through.;
several . of the largest dairies in and :
around St. Paul. !On his return he was i
interviewed by a Globe reporter. Ite .
said: M •."We first visited the stables of A. M- \u25a0

Johnson, comer of Grand and Lexing-
ton avenues. Johnson has fifty-four'\u25a0 ;

cows, and we .found them all in good
order. The .'stables, 'however, were ,
very dirty, and no bedding is furnished
the* cattle. We found the cows all
covered with manure. Having no'
bedding they were obliged to lie in it."
. We next visited the stables of Robt.

Deakin at Macalester. He has twenty-;
nine cows all in good condition and they
were much better taken care of, and:
the stables much cleaner than any we
visited during the trip. The only fault '
we found here was the lack of bedding.

"At Johnson & Peck's, near Univer-
sity avenue, we found the same trouble
and state of affairs that existed at the
other Johnson's. Then we visited Ken-
nedy & Bragg's, also near University
avenue. Mr. Bragg was at home and
conducted us through the stables. We
found the stables without any ventila-
tion whatever. The only ventilation
they get is when the doors are
open. There was probably fifty cows
there, all vety dirty. I notified Mr.
Bragg that he must ventilate his stables
at once, clean them and provide bedding
for his cattle. He promised to do this, •
and seemed very ready to acquiesce.
The other- parties shall be notified by
mail at once. :sNQmß&Pt* ,
I think if the people could see the

cows milked at some of these dairies,

and would take a look at the surround- ;

ings, they would be very loth to drink
any milk coming from any of them.
You see the cows have no bedding and
lie in the manure. It dries on their:
bodies, and that falls off into the milk
pail whenever they move. Besides this,
none ofthem have any box stalls for;

cows about to give birth to calves.'
They are merely chained to the stan-
chion and give birth amongst the whole
herd. We willgo over the stables again
within a few days and see if any steps-

have been taken to remedy these evils. ;
The dairy commission doesn't wish to '\u25a0

make lifea burden for dairymen, but it
will insist on good, clean dairies, healthy
cattle, eood feed, bedding and ventila-
tion. This inspection is not for St.;

Paul alone. Every dairy in the state
willbe rigidly investigated.
