Cricaco, March 20.—Trade was on & scale
of more than average magnitude as a whole,
but the big end of it was monopolized by a
few leading houses and some of the heavy
weight local speculators and scalpers. Boyd,
Paxton & Boyd, Milnine, Bodman & Co.,
Jones, MecCormick & Kennett Ream,
Hutchison, Logan, Dunn and a few otiers
had all they could do, while the general
crowd had little to say; Hutchinson was a
godsend to the corn crowd. The habitues of
the pit had a great quantity of the property
for sale, and they were afraid to crowd it
upon a weak market. The prices had slowly
gettled down to 51lje, when the venerable
speculator loomed up in the pit. He stood
around a while and signified a desire toinvest
some of his accummulations. He was
promptly accommodated, and -before he
knew what had struck him was the possessor
of at least 1,000,000 bushels. The boys had
been laying for him, and he came to their re-
lief most opportunely. After he withdrew
from the pit disgusted, the market hung
for a time around 51le, and then
in sympathy with wheat and firm. Inherent
weakness softly slid it down to 503je, where
it rested weakly. Estimated receipts for to-
morrow 460 cars, and the volume of receipts
ison the increase. The big movement is
breaking the .aearts and the hacks of the
bulls, and Baker & Poole and Sherman were
the largest sellers to-day. Wheat closed weak
and limp at the lowest point of the day and
1se decline from yesterday. The last break
was started by Boyd, Paxton & Boyd, and
the market was like mush. Provisions re-
mained featureless to the end. IFluectuations
were within a narrow range and trade dull,
Afternoon Session—There was an excited,
panicky feeling in both wheat and corn at
the afternoon session and considerable loug
stuff was thrown on the markel. Wheat and
corn declined about $te froin 1 p m, prices.
Onts eased off 1ge. Provisions were active
and a shade lower.

THE ROUTINE REPORT.

Curcaco, March 20.—There was more than
usual activity in wheat. At the opening
gome favorable bulletins were posted and the
weather predicted caused some buying. The
fecling soon changed, however, and sellers
were in the majority. From New York came
the report that the bears were indifferent
about weather and foreign political compli-
cations and were pounding the market. Some
big traders here began $elling and others be-
gan offering largely without selling much.
The market weakened #je in about one hour
from about the best price of the morning.
May sold at 781sc toopen, and after touching
784%e, went aown to 777c¢. Then some
gellers turned buyers, and there was a slight
rally to 78%c. Again before the close the
bears made another raid and the price of
May went to 778s¢, and closed on the split at
7783@7778¢c. After the close May was offered
on the curb at 4¢ under the 1 o'clock price,
and the market looked very weak. Other
futures sold down with the Ileader.
June sold from 787 to 777%8c. Raceipts for
Wednesday were estimated at 56 carsagainst
104 to-day. The local receipts of corn to-
day were 468 cars, a fair amount, but less
than the estimate. The estimate for Wednes-
day was 420 cars, The market opened
fairly strong. and early prices were about 13¢
better than the close last night. It was a
bear day, however, and corn wason the
down grade, with other cereals.

Sterling  exchange quiet but
stealy at $1.851 for 60-day bills and $4.87%
for demand. The stcck market was quiet
but weak from opening to close to-day, with-
out reaction worthy of the name at any time,
and prices over the entire list are materially
lower to-night. All the interest centered in
the Gould stocks and, under the lead of Mis-
souri Pacific. they led the market throughout
the day. The bears have_ circulated rumors
and assertions in regard to the dividend,
which had a very disquieting effect upon
holders, and, while buying was stopped en-
tirely, mach long stock came out; the bears
and traders were not slow to take advantage
of this and free offeringt for the shortac-
count aided the decline. Standard Oil brok-
ers sold Western Union, and later
in the day Texas Pacific became the spe-
cial object of attack and yielded readily.
There was some foreign buying, but the
pressure of domestic stock completely neu-
tralized the influence of this interest, and the
the tendency to aduance was quickly smoth-
ered at the opening. Outside of the Gould
stocks, Reading, Lackawanna, Union Pacific
and St. Paul were most conspicuous, and the
pressure fagainst the last-named stock was
very heavy at times, but the impression made
upon it was entirely insigniiicant.

WEEKLY REVIEW,

While there has been nomarked or distinct
ive change in the market there has, on the
whole, been a general strengthening up in
all lines. While this is true, some lines have
felt the effects of the serious railroad troub-
les much more than others, and there is no
doubt but that the uncertainty in the
business world caused by these railroad
troubles has seriously interfered with
trade all through the ecountry. In some
lines it has been felt here. There is a good
deal of activity in hardware. Nails have ad-
vanced 15¢, and our jobbers have followed
the manufacturers in the advance. Wire is
very firm with an immediate advance in
prospect. All staple heavy goods, it is ex-
pected. will be in lighter movement when
freight rates are put back by the railroads on
the  26th, The stocks of screws pur-
chased at low prices and held by the
jobbers, have very generally gone into con
sumption, and many of the merchants who
have been offering screws at cut grlces are
now undet the necessity of replenishing their
stocks at existing quotations. The result has
been an evident strengthening of the market,
which is thus becomiug free from the de-
moralization which has characterizod it for
a long time. The screw manufacturers
also, who have been waiting for the
absorption of the old stocks are taking
advantage of the present condition of things,
and without the announcement of an ad-
vance in prices, are showing a disposition to
withdraw extras and to hold the goods as
nearly as may be to circular rates. The re-
sult is a perceptibly improved tone in the
market, with the prospect that prices are to
be more regularly maintained in the future.
Last month’s business in drugs, ete., was un-
usualls heavy, the largest ever known
in St. Paul, at this season,and March busi-
ness is still heavier. The demand for field
seeds is increasing. Heavy shipments of
freights are being received from the East, as
our drug houses never lose the advantage of
low freights to stock up heavily, and thus
can always sell lower than purchases
can be made elsewhere. In fact, the
drug business is booming, and the
new vear's start is the best ever made,
The city trade as well as the country trade is
growing, and our leading drug house has
three telephone lines in use all the time now
for the convenience of cily business. The
principal changes in price are in carbon oil.
turpentine, morphine, gum arabie, which are
a little lower. Golden seal root and epecac
root have advanced. Other departments are
without much change. .
