WILL HANG HIMSELY,

Another
Workingmen's Political Clubs—
Organization of the Central
Committecs,

“I believe we had better let Emile
Constant die a natural death. Give him
rope enough and he’ll hang himself.”

So said Delegate Casserly at a meet-
ing of the central committee of the St.
Paul Workingmen’s Independent Polit-
ical organization last evening, held in
the senate chamber of the capitol. The
remark was called forth by the follow-
ing resolution, introduced by Delegate
Harrity:

Resolved, by the central eommitteelof
the Workingmen’s Independent Politi-
cal organization, That we are unalter-
ably opposed to all organizations that
tend to socialism or anarchism in any
form.

The resolution was withdrawn,

I he central committee, composed of
delegations of three, appointed at club

meetings held in the various wards, as-
sembled to the number of twenty-one
last evening.

THERE WAS ONE OBJECTOR.

On a call of the roll, the delegates,
with the exception of Mr. Egan of the
Second ward, stated that the
clubs of their wards had rati-
fied the declaration of prineiples
as laid down by the organization. Mr.
Eagan stated that at meetings held in
his ward the word “independent” in the
name of the organization was objected
to. *““This word doesn’t give us room
enough to work on,” he said. *There
are no chains on the Second ward.”

At this point Delegate Reed, of the
Tenth ward, cained the floor, and in ex-
cited tones delivered himself of the fol-
lowing harangzue: *Asa delegate from
the Tentl: ward allow me to speak.
see right away there is a misunder-
standing. They stand on the word ‘in-
dependent.” Our club, for one, won’t
allow any man to beecome a member who
has ever dabbled in the political ring.
T've been a Republican all my life
up to the time 1 joined the Labor party,
and I'll stick to the Labor party till I go
down to my grave. [Some one remarked,
soto voice, “Let her go, Gallagher.”]
You're not agoing to support™ the old
sore heads? Put your shoulder to the
wheel and let us wear it down to the
bone. Let us root out the old parties
from stem rudgeon.

“Iundersteed,” said a Second ward
delegate, “that we were going to get up
a labor organization and demand certain
rights from the other parties. There

SThe last gentleman don’t understand
our organization. We don’t want to
eleet a mayor and seventeen couvcil-
nen.

nen. We must not try to start any new
party.”

A delegate from the Tenth ward
broke in at this point, saying: *¢I
thought this was an illd(‘p(‘l]tf&\ll( party.
If this organization is formed simply to
ratify the candidates of other parties,
then I have no business here.”

e was called to order and the plat-
form of principles read for his enlight-
enment. This seemed to satisfy him,
and he remained throughout the meet-
ing.

The report of the ward delegates was
then, on motion, accepted.

The permanent organization of the
central committee was then perfected
by-electing R. B. Rice president and
Joseph Keating secrctary.

The Organization Being Extended
and Arrangements Made for a
Mass Meeting.

LAW AND EQUITY.

Petitions to the Blind Goddess
Made in the Civil Courts Yes-
terday.

Mary H. Smith began proceedings for
divorce yesterday in the district court
against Albion B. Smith. The parties
were married May 9, 1875, at Sauk
Rapids, and lived in connubial bliss
until May, 1879, when it is alleged Smith
refused to live with his wife, and in
October of the same year deserted her
and refused to allow her to visit his
house. The offspring of the marriage,
a female child, died in June, 1881. From
the time of the desertion until 1854
Smith gave his wife small sums_ of
money, but in August, 1885, with-
drew  all support. By reason of
this negleet, desertion and misconduet
Mrs. Smith claims that she has been
obliged to toil and labor beyond her
strength to such a degree as to seriously
impair her health. She prays that
Smith be required to disclose what prop-
erty he has in his own name or other-
wise, and for permanent alimony in the
sum of $40 per month out of the property
of Smith, to be paid and secured to her
for her separate support.

Peter Duenwald and wife have begun
suit against the Minneapolis & St. Louis
Railway cozopany. They elaim that the
railroad company charged them $15.52
over and above what was contracted for
as freight on certain household goods
shipped from Waltontown, Pa. By rea-
son of the annoyance caused by the
company’s harassing action, one of the
plaintiffs was taken sick and remained
so for ten days, For these and other
causes Mr. and Mrs. Duenwald demand
judgment in the sum of $1,582.82.

I the case of the Horn Silver Mining
company against Dennis Ryan, Judge
Wilkin yesterday issued an order deny-
ing the motion to strike out complaint
and further, ordering plaintiff to state
fully and more intelligently the acts of
negligence of the defendant.

ALL WANT FRONT OFFICES.

speculation as to What Disposi-
tion Will Be Made of the Space
in the New Court House.

Considerable speculation has been in-
dulged in by Ramsey county office-
holders and those who anticipate being
elected at the coming spring election,
as to the probable disposition of the
offices in the new court house, which
will be ready for ocecupancy some time
in the late autumn.

The architectural plans of Mr. Bass-
ford made provision for the accommoda-
tion of the various city and county
officials, but many of these gentlemen
were not satisfied with the arrange-
ments made by the architeet and the re-
sult was a “kick.”” Some of theoffices
are situated in the rear of the building,

and theretore not as well lighted or de-

sirable as those with front views. Of
course each incumbent and prospeetive
officeholder wants to get the best oflice
for himself, and as a result it will be an
utter impossibility to grant the requests
of all in this respect. The rear rooms
will have to be occupied, however, for
there are not enough front rooms to sat-
isfy all. So it will become necessary
for some to be content with *back
seats.” The distribution of offices will
not be made until the building is com-
pleted, then a committee of eity and
county officers will be appointed to do
the locating.

PREPARING FOR WORK.

Directors of the Y. M. C. A. Will
Soon Begin Canvassing for
Funds to Build a New Home.
The rapid growth of the St.IPaul Y.

M. C. A. makes it necessary to provide
more commodions quarters,and with
this end in view the board of directors,
after a careful consideration of several
sites offered, decided to purchase lots
10, 11 and 12, being the northwest cor-
ner of Tenth and Minnesota streets, as
a site for the proposed new building.
This property was purchased several
monts ago, and the committee atonce
invited designs for a suitable building,
and the design furnished by D. W, Mil-
lard, of this city, was adopted. 1t is
the intention of the directors to erect a
building that will be ample for the
needs of the association for years to
come, and equipped with gymnasiums,
bath rooms, class rooms, reading rooms
and lecture hall, ecosting not less than
$100,000. They feel assured that the
people of St. Paul are in gympahy with
the movement and will give liberally
towards the enterprise.

A building secretary has been se-
cured and an active canvass will now
be begun for subscriptions, and itis
heped that the association, before long,
will be occupying a new home.

MUST CARE EOR STOCK.

Assistant Commissioner Judson
Hot on the Track of Delinquent
Dairymen.

Assistant Dairy Commissioner Judson
was on another tour of inspection yes-
terday. At Smith Bros.” dairy on Cleve-
land avenue he found twenty-five cows,
all in fine condition and bedded with
poor hay. They were fairly clean, but
the stables lacked ventilation. Gus
Smith’s dairy, alsoon Cleveland avenue,
was found clean and ventilated and the
fifteen cows in good condition. Charles
Fetzold, on St. Clair street, has a model
place and thirteen cows, all in exeellent
condition.

“Those we visited some time ago,”
said Mr. Judson, “claimed that to prop-
erly bed the stock was impossible, but
the fact that they cando it as it should
be has been established. Frank Dart,
deputy commissioner of Carver county,
reports everytliing in good condition
there.”

Disobedience in the Army Involves Dis-
aster and Disgrace.

THE CASE OF LIEUT. SHARP.

Gen. Merritt in Reviewing It Gives the
Young Officer Some Good
Advice.

Under date of Feb. 23 last, an order
from the war department directed that
First Lieut. Frederick D. Sharp, Twen-
tieth infantry, be relieved from duty at
the training school at Fort Leavenworth,
and ordered him to immediately join his
company. To the friends of the young
officer the order was much of a surprise,
which gave place to consternation,
when in a day or two asecond order
assembled a general court-martial for
Lieut. Sharp’s trial. The usual precau-
tions were acopted to keep the particu-
lars of the case from becoming publie,
and it is only now, on the promulgation
of the proceedings of the court-martial,
that the facts are made known. The
charges against Lieut. Sharp involved
violation of the twentieth and twenty-
first articles of war—diobedience of or-
ders, and willful disrespect to his com-
manding officer. The specifications
alleged that the lientenant, while under
instructions in engineering, willfuldy
disobeyed the orders of Capt.
John G.D. Knight, corps of engineers,
to rule a sheet of paper required for
certain work, and that when ordered to
return to his work he possitively refused
to obey. ‘That Lieut. Sharp openly de-
clares his intention to disobey the order
of his commanding officer, Capt. Knight,
whomn he accused of being over-bearing
toward him, and that Lieut. Sharp,
without authority or permission. left
the section-room in evident defiance of
authority, and failed to return.

On the trial Lieut. Sharp pleaded
guilty to leaving the section room and
failing to return, but to all the rest of
the matter alleged ke pleaded not guilty.
Subsequently, however, he requested

permission to withdraw his plea
to the first and second specifica-
tions to the second charge, and to

the charge itself. His counsel then
moved to quash the same on the
ground of the absence of material
technicalities necessary to suppori
the charge and its specifications. "This
claim was based on the ground that
Capt. Knight, against whom the offense
is elaimed to have been committed, be-
ing an engineer officer and on duty at
the school without having been so as-
signed by the president, as required by
statute, is not legally the “commanding
officer” of the accused, or his superior
officer, empowered to give him a_“law-
ful command” within the meaning of
the law, The
COURT OVERRULED THE MOTION

to quash, when the accused returned
and presented the plea first made. ‘The
finding was “guilty” upon all the
charges and specifications, exeept the
second charge as alleged, but on this
charge “guilty of conduet to the preju-
dice of good order and military disei-
line;” and the sentence of the court
is that Lieut. Frederick D. Sharp be
reprimanded in general orders and con-
fined to the limits of the post where his
company mnay be serving for the period
of one year.

The reviewing authority, Brig. Gen.
Wesley Merritt, says: “The reviewing
authority feels that it would be a neglect
of an important (lut{ not to advert to
the conduct of thedefense before the
court. From a soldier’s standpoint it is
bad law to impede the administration
of justice by the introduction of pleas
which in no way could have entered at
the time of its occurrence into the
minds of any of the parties to a breach
of military law. The articles of war,
the army regulations and the orders of
our superior officers are made to be
obeyed, and the officer who spends his
time, whether before or after he is in
trouble, in devising means to escape
the just penalty of disobedience will

SOONER OR LATER COME TO GRIEF.

It would have been a poor consolation
to Lieut. Sharp and his friends to have
escaped conviction on a quibble, and
worse to have been acquitted on the
monstrous proposition that the secre-
tary of war, aeting for the president,
could not assign an_engineer officer to
duty at the United States Infantry and
Cavalry school at Fort Leavenworth,
clothed with all the powers of an in-
structor of student officers. Now it is
thought that this acquittal on the ground
that the school, established and sup-
ported by the government for the im-
provement of the young officers of the
army, had a legal existance in the stat-
ute books, but was the creation of an
order from army headquarters, as
urged by the defense, would have
cleared him either in conscience or in
fact. Making due allowance for the zeal
for his client of an officer learned in the
law, the department commander must
express in distinet terms of condemna-
tion his opinion of a defense, conducted
with never so much legal acumen,
which has for its object the defeat of
military justice and is not based on the
merits of {he case.

The other position of the defense,
that there was provocation on the part
of the instructor in mitigation of the
conduct of Lieut. Sharp, is not, in the
opinion of the reviewing authority, sus-
tained by the evidence. With these re-
marks the proceedings, findings and
sentence in the case of Lieut. Frederick
D. Sharp, Twentieth infantry, are ap-
proved and the sentence will be daly
executed. Lieut. Sharp need scarcely
be advised that a marked

and conduct is necessary to re-establish
his record in the army. Those, if any,
who encourage him to think that there
was the slightest justification in his late
acts are not the kind of friends a young
man in this country should cultivate, 1t
is hoped that Lieut. Sharp will profit by
his recent experience, change his course
and become an honor to the service. He
can do these. Let him try; for the
alternative course involves disaster and
disgrace.” Lieut. Sharp has been
ordered to join his company at Fort As-
sinaboine, Mont.

ROTUNDA RIPPLES.

Capt. A. H. Reed, of Gleucoe, who has
been East for a couple of months at
New York, Boston and Washington,
was among the arrivals at the Merchants
yesterday, and spent his time detailing
the vicissitudes that have marked
his journey since leaving home,
*But the worst luck vefell me at New
York,” said the captain, “for I was
caught in the blizzard that prevailed
there about a week ago. I never saw
snow fall so heavily in all my experi-
ence in the West, and the w?nd that
accompanied it was terrific. I left
Washington Friday afternoon, and
reached New York a few hours ahead
of the storm, which began Sunday.
snow soon piled up in_the streets to a
depth varying from six to ten feet, and
the surface cars were quickly compelled
to stop running, and but for the ele-
vated road I don’t know what the New
Yorkers would have done in getting
to their places of business. Upwards
of a hundred deaths from exposure
and cold were reported, and the only
wonder is that this number was not
greatly increased. But in all these oc-
currencesthiere must be a ludieroussight,
and I eannot imagine anything more
comical than an incident that I was an
eye-witness of. An enterprising fellow
filled a basket with coal, which he
perched upon his shoulder and went
plunging through snowdrifts retailing it
at 75 eents for a scuttleful, and often-
times man and basket would be buried
out of sight by a treacherous breakin
the line of snow. After I left New York
I thought my troubles were over, but
our train from Chicago, which was due
here at 7 o’clock this morning, was thir-
teen hours late, caused by a
freight train breaking downa bridge
over a small creek in Illinois
and the temporary structure erected
was not deemed safe for a heavily-laden
passanger train to ecross. Finally a
train coming from an opposite directiou
made its appearance, and with our bag-
gage we were transferred to it and
reached St. Paul without further trou-
ble. Iam glad to get back home, how-
ever, and it will be some time before I
venture East aguin.”*

The words can be distinguished and
understood much more distinetly than
they be heard in a conversation over the
telephene, By this invention it is pro-
posed to do away with a stenographer,
and if the experiments now under wayt
are successful, a greater wonder than
the telephone will mark the progress of
science in the nineteenth eentury.”

“GRETCHEN.”

Miss Wainwrighi Plays the Lead-
ing Part in Gilbert’s New Ver-
sion of “Faust” to a Large Audi-
ence Last Night.

“Gretechen” is a queer play, reputedly

a new version of “Faust,” with but very

little of “Faust” in it. With the excep-

tion of the second act, there is but little
to suggest Goethe’s famous work. 1tis
true the leading characters are retained
and the general idea in the construction
of the plot is preserved. Butin the
manufacture of details, in the composi-
tion of the dialogue, and in the inter-
pretation of the roles there is such dis-
tinet originality that the “Faust” we
have always known is scarcely recog-

nizable. Mr. Gilbert did the proper:
thing in renaming his play, forit is

Gretehen and not Faust who is the con-
spicuous figure of the drama. _
It goes without saying that Miss
Wainright makes the most that can be
made of “Gretchen,” but there is so
much that is horrible in the part the
auditor experiences a feelingof regret
that an artist so full of sunshine, a_nd
who can give such an exquis-
ite portrayal of a bright character should

be subjected to the necessity of inter-
g‘retlng a role so opposite to her nature.

'he fact that she can do so proves her
an artist of the highest degree, and
the applause which was evoked
from the large audienee last night
was a tribute to her genius rather than
in sympathy with the part itself. The
third act is the strongest of the play,
and with the exception of the death

tstene in the last aect, is the
only one wherein Miss Wain-
ight finds opportunity to do
