Chicago, March 29.—Private cables were

bearish this morning and the weather was
beautiful, two causes that served to depress

wheat ftc around the opening. May sold

as low as 76%@7(>%c, and bulls looked dis-
couraged. The fine weather, ifit continues,
will soon develop the amount ofdamage to

the winter wheat crops, wrought by the suc-
cessive freezes and thaws to which they have
been subjected. Corn sold off %c, to 51%c,
but recovered to 52c, and was held with . a
fair degree of firmness around that figure for
a time. Provisions were sick. Bloom goton
top of ribs and pounded the market down 10

I2ftc. Pork declined 17ft@20c:lard, 2ft@
5c The Charleys, "Wright and Singer," are
still looking for customers for the pork they
bought from $13.50 up to $13.70. The
price worked down to §13.42ft this morning.

with ribs quoted at $7. 12ft and lard 87.60.
The weakness in the grain markets did not
continue long, contrary to the general ex-
pectation. The belief is gaining ground that
Ream, Cudahy and Jones (who are in the
mind of trade, wrongly associated with the
idea of a combination) and their followings
are preparing for a change offront on wheat.
These men have early information
about the condition of crops, and their in-
formation is of the best, because they do not
rely on voluntary testimony, but send out

and get the news and pay for it. They have
been impressed with the danger that has
beset the winter wheat crop and they are not
unmindful of the force of the facts that are
presented. They are probably not at all
anxious for the market to advance just yet.
Indued, they are still conversationally bear-
ish and are using their influence to check an
advance. Ifthey are really bulls they have
not been bulls long enough to load up as
heavily as they might like. For a week
Weers, the crop expert, has been preaching
the ruin of winter wheat and making con-
verts. Joe McDonald, whose judgment on
the condition of the crop is probably as good,
ifnot better, than Weers, because he leans to
the conservative side always, has not been
out over the fields, but has been quietlypost-
inghimself here at home and is shaking his
head, taking a very gloomy view of the situa-
tion, both as regards spring and* winter
wheat, serious damage to the latter and delay-
in seeding in the former being the burden of
his regret. Last year spring wheat was
very generally seeded by the end of
March, now snow to a depth of one to
three feet covers a large spring wheat area
and next to nothing has been planted. Late
sown spring wheat is peculiarly subject to
climatic dangers. New York reports a
healthy export inquiry, but the domestic sit-
uation is commonly regarded as considera-
blystronger than the foreign. Locally the
market cannot be quoted as weak, though it
is punctuated with sick spots. One occurred
on the market map this morning, as above
set forth. The process of recovery was slow
nnd sure. From 76%cthe market advanced
ftc and held steady above 77c for the greater
part ofthe session, closing firm at top. Trade
was o' moderate volume. Corn was not long
climbingback to 52c and above. Receipts
were 178 cars, and to-morrow's estimate is

233. Provisions rallied sharply from the
forced depression, prices going back to about
yesterday's closing range. At the afternoon
market there was a slight bulge in wheat and
corn, followed by a reaction which left clos-
ing prices %@l4c for wheat, and Vsc lower
for corn. Oats and provisions were steady.

The opening prices were tic
under the close last night. May starting at
51%cand, as in wheat, the first action was a
Blight depression. This was followed by a
slow rally, which took May from 51 %c up' to
52%cat the close. Several operators made
great efforts to bull the market, but
there was too much long corn ready
to come out above 52c to allow much
of a bulge. May closed at 5214c. Oats sold
within a narrow range and closed steady for
May and easier for deferred futures. May
Bold at 31%@30%c and closed at 307bc.
Trading in provisions partook chiefly ofa
local scalping nature. Receipts of hogs ex-
ceeded expectations and prices declined sc.
Pork was offered more freely than buyers
cared to take it, and first sales were at 10c
decline from yesterday's close and dropped
1212c. Shorts took hold at the decline and a
rally of 20e followed, but last sales were 5c
below outside figures, at $13,371/2. Lard was
sold 21*>c lower on May, but steady on other
futures; May sold at $7.60®7.62t 2.

The
approach of the holiday made the bears
somewhat more wary than usual during the
previous days of this week, and while there
was short selling at odd times during lhe day,
the feature of the trading, especially in the
forenoon, was the covering of short con-
tracts. There was very little pressure to sell
at- any time in the day, and evidences of
support in most of the leading stocks were
not wanting. The bears made a raid on the
list soon after the opening of business, and
succeeded in bringing about fractional de-
clines over the entire list, but the resistance
was too grcat.aud the shorts then went under
cover, which brought most of the list ma-
terially above first prices, while Jersey
Central, Missouri Paciflc, Manhattan and
other specialties made marked gains. Toward
delivery hour, however, there was free real-
ization by the early buyers and most of the
improvement was lost throughout the list,
and Consolidated Gas, on a story that there
was to be of$43,000,000 bonds, slumped off
from 701/2 to 681,2 ; St. Paul & Duluth also
dropped 3 per cent, and the preferred 2.
The market rallied inthe last few minutes,
however, and the close was steady to firm at
irregular changes for the day. ; The coal
stocks were again most prominent in the
dealings, aud the denial of the -assertions
inregard to the Lackawanna and the meet-
ing of the directors for the declaration of a
dividend to-morrow stimulated buying in
those stocks, and they easily led the list in
the forenoon. The Gould stocks showed
marked strength. The news of the day was
of a neutral character, though the unsettled
state of affairs of the Granger roads told
against those stocks, and Burlington espec-
iallywas quite weak. London was a seller,
but the foreign transactions were of little
moment in the course of prices. At the
meeting of the Wheeling &Lake Erie com-
pany to-day itwas decided to apply at once
to the stock exchange to list the preferred
stock which takes the place of the recent
common stock.
