
LEGITIMATE COMPETITION.

Ante Ijucem Gives Young Sales-
men a Friendly Tip.

Competition, Webster defines, as a
rivalry. The word as applied to trade
and commerce by a class of salesmen
and dealers is vague and meaningless.
In other words, it means nothing, unless
itbe the abuse of a line of goods made
Or sold by another. Competition proper
consists in pushing one's own goods,
telling them upon their own merits,
petting the best possible prices, and at
all times their value, speaking not at all
ofother lines, or only in the most casual
and careless manner, and never in a de-
famatory way. There are a fewsalesmen
who are always talking about some other
line of goods, and upon the slightest
pretext begin to make comparisons and
at once open up a general discussion of
another man's line, and do a large

amount of gratuitous advertising for
him and his line, thus working an injury
to themselves by keeping a rival's goods
fresh in the mind of the dealer. During
my short time on the road Ihave often
remarked the following course of pro-
cedure by the salesman: There is a
piece of goods which compares • with so
and so's, or it is as good as Smith's, or
Jones cannot sell you his so and so
for the money, and in price it
is no higher than Thomas', and
its quality is just as good as goods you
buy from Peterson. Some, if not all of
these assertions, will cause the
dealer to reflect upon the matter, ask
questions of the salesman which will
Bring out other casualties, and before
the discussion has been diverted into
Other channels, the salesman has in-
jured, rather than bettered his own
cause, and to the extent ofhis own in
jury Ik' has helped the rival. A com-
peting line is not one sold for less or
more money, but one which possesses
merit «nd( worth, and at all times com-
mands it's full value in the coin of the
realm. : ;~-<

young MEN ON Tin: ROAD
are too apt to grasp at first the wrong
idea of the proper methods of prose-
cuting a sale, and until experience has
taught them otherwise, go about doing

More or less good for other salesmen
A salesman should at all times seek to.
properly advertise his own goods and
house, but should avoid advertising
some other man or house at the expense
of himself or employers. Standard
poods as a rule have pretty generally
fixed values which vary only as the raw
material varies in price, or as the price
for labor in manufacturing them is
greater or less. With such, competing
prices vary only as the larger dealer is
enabled to' take advantages of quantity,
discount or price, the smaller dealer
to pay ready cash, and the gen-
eral advantage offered by larger
jobbing houses. Certain lines of goods
to bring larger prices in market must
have merit and value, and the other
line, which undersells it,must be cheap-
ened in some manner; i. c., two equal
grades of the same kind of goods must
bring the same price, costs of produc-
tion being equal. The intelligent
dealer soon sees < hat point, and looks
on the argument of the price salesman
with a large grain of allowance. The
older men upon the road, who are to-
day the successful salesmen, as a rule,
pursue the course ofselling their own
line advertising it. letting the other man
do likewise and never bringing another
line into competition with their own by
its mention. Ami: Luckm.

Itis a fact that owing to
their surroundings, and the way in
which they are obliged to live, they are
daily imposed upon by a certain class
who look upon them as their legitimate
prey—l a goodly number who are
keeping $2-a-day houses, and do not
know how to keep a hotel. In
other words, there are a great
many jays in the country who manage
to get into the only building in a town
suitable for hotel purpose and, with the
air of a Turk, and a great deal more
cussedness, size up every traveling man
by a give-nothing air and gather in his
coin at as2per day rate. The fellow
who furnishes the poorest meals, the
dirtiest and most uncomfortable beds,
provides an office, so called, reeking
with the vilest odors, where every lazy
lout in the town gathers, monopolizing
all the seats, and is the one who takes
your cash with the least compunction.
Sitting in the office of the house at An-
dover, a friend said: "If this house is
worth 50 cents a meal, what is the Com-
mercial, of Sioux Falls, worth?" Isaid:
"One dollar and fifty cents." "Yes,"
said lie, Iwould rather pay $3 for the
one than 50 cents for the other."

Paul, is one of the boys who knows how
to handle such fellows. He and two
other C. T.s were snow-bound forsev-
eral days at the little town of Villard.
The hotel has a high sounding name, the
Tennessee house, probably because the
landlord is from Tennessee. The fare
was poor, as were - all the other accom-
modations. The boys were two in a bed,
except Blake, who" to keep from freez-
ing slept at his customer's store. When
departure and settlement day came, the
52 stipend was exacted. Blake re-
counted his ills and the lack of com-
forts, and counting up the number of
meals and one lodging, proposed a set-
tlement at the rate of51.50 per day, and
informing Mr. Tennessee that itwould
be an awful cold day and he would be
dreadfully tired before he got more, left
town. We .want a few "more Biakes

to back up their rights. Not only
do the class of landlords referred to take
advantage of our circumstances and
skin us, but they skin the good hotel
man also. Will not some one start a.
system of lunch basket service; invent
a suitable lunch basket that could be
passed back and forth from the good
hotels on either side of the poor ones.
Or, let us play a game of freeze out with
the poor ones. No hotel man who is
keeping a good house need feel ag-
grieved at these remarks, forhe at all
times has a good word from the travel-
ing man, and we all wish there were
more like him in the smaller towns.
