Cuicaco, April 9.—The pork bears were
treated to an unpleasant surprise this morn-
Ing. Last Saturday they “callea” the longs
beayily, and $100,000 went into bank in re-
sponse to the invitation. The “longs,” who
were thus ‘“called” for margins were the
Fowler-Swift combination, and the English
coutingent or annex, consisting of Geddes,
Warren, Kirkwood, Wells, et al. To say that
the parties enumerated were hot under the
gollar would be putting it mildly. They
were boiling mad, but they took their medi-
cine and gave no outward sign of their dis-
gruntlement. The market opened at 513..40,
and soon began to rise up in some mysterious
way until $14 was bid for May. Thereafter
until the close of the long session the price
fluctuated between $13.80 and $13.971k. It

was common talk on 'change that the loxlgs |
who represented the concentrated interest in

pork had made arrangements Wwith the
Bank of Montreal for $2,000,000 the 1st
of May, and that they would take and
pay for the property on May contracts. Ex-
ports of wheat and flour from the Atlantic
ports last week were equivalent to 1,900,000
bu against 2,100,000 bu tor the correspond-
ing week lust year. The visible supply
ghowed a decrease of 806,000 bu. The wheat
market opened strong, buta good proportion
of the local traders were bearish, believing
that Saturday’s advance had been caused
mainly by the report of Bismarck’s resigna-
tion, which was not confirmed and could
bave no influence to-day. There appeared
to be plenty of buying orders, however, and
for an hour or more there was very little de-
cline. Heavy selling by Hutchinson’s brok-
ers and Ream softened the market. and at
the lowest point May wheat had declined 2¢
from the opening. Only }sc of this was re-
zovered before the close. There was not
much of interest in the corn market. The
trading was light and much of, 1t seemed to
be ‘“changing over.” Large receipts weak-
pned it 3ge, put the large decrease of 438,000
bu in thevisible supply, and the sharp ad-
vance in pork,prevented any further decline.

B1.000,000 if necessary to carry the deal
through. The ott Is of the bank, however,
are noted for th close-mouthedness, and

even if they were willing to loan any such
amount they would not be apt to tell of it.
The story, however, had the effect of scaring
the bears into covering with unusual
rapidity. There was little offered, and
the price for May advanced from
F13.40 to $13.50, hung around that
figure for a time, then suddenly started up-
wards. A good many stop orders were in the
market at $13.50 and above, but brokers
were unable to cover at the limit, as the
market was decidedly a one-sided one, and
advanced to $14 with hardly a reaction of
mmportance. A recession to $13.871p fol-
lowed, but prices again touched $14, and the
market closed firm after slight fluctuations
at $14, an advance of 55¢ over Saturaay’'s
rlose.

BETTER BEEF CATTLE.

Competition With the Cheap Prod-
uct of Western Ranges Requires
Better Blood.

In discussing this subject in the
Homestead, James Wilson says:

“The Western ranges have probably
culminated as producers of poor cattle,
but the farmers who are taking their
places are improving the common cattle.
We must keep ahead of them, or be con-
{tent: with the prices they get. Many
poor cattle are brought into the United
States from the north and from the
south of us ostensibly as breeders, and
we must keep ahead of them, or sell for
the'prices they bring. A field of com-
petition is being opened up, the capacity
and advantages of which I have ob-
served this winter—that is the new
Southwest being opened to commerce
and farming. Cheap beef is now made
there with the advantages that open
witers give. It competes with our

poorer grades. There is but lit-
tle difference  between the un-
improved steer of the lower

latitudes and the unimproved steer of
the upper latitudes. The one winters
without hay or grain, the other needs it
neaxly half the year, on most farms.
They sell for substantially the same
prices in Chicogo, off grass. There is
not much prafit, if any, in the raising
of either at present. The advagtage is
with the breeder who does not have to
make fodders; butthere is something to
which I desire to call the attention of
the growers of unimproved cattle in
I-wa, that is, the Southwestern breeder
may improve his cattle, and he can
grow fodders and fattening grains, and
he may take it into his head to doit.
There is unoccupied land enough there
to produce beef only to be limited by
the neglect of processes necessary to
improve the stock and neglect to raise

the necessary grains to finish it.
The farmer who will not improve
his herd in the Northwest has

not hope of profit as against the unim-
Eroved Southwestern cattle, and no
ope - of existence as a beef producer
against better breeding and farming in
the Southwest. The unimproved cattle
of the Southwest are as good as the na-
tive grasses will make them without
fodders and grains to finish them. The
unimproved cattle of the Northwest
want better blood. The Southwestern
breeders have been trying better biood
without the fodders; the Northwestern
breeders have been Improving pastures
and food without better blood. Neither
have succeeded in getting the upper
prices. I advisethe Northwesternbreed
ers of low grade, or no grade caitle, to
watch the result of better blood and bet-
ter feeding in the Southwest. It is as
certainly coming as Northwestern farm-
ers are to buy the cheap rich soils of the
Southwest and add their knowledge of
feeding to the climatic advantages of the
Southwest.

INDIA WHEAT.

The Dakota Farmer Has Little
Fear of Competition With the
Inferior Indian Wheat.

Moses Dow, in the Western Rural,
discusses this subject from a Dakota
standpoint, and says:

A very gratifying change has come.
Careful investigation shows that India
is no longer a menace to this country as
a rival wheat-growing area. There are
two main reasons for this: First, the
slavish condition of the Hindoo; sec-
ond, the superiority of Dakota men and
Dakota wheat. ~Advices from India,
where the harvest is now in progress,
show that the yield this spring will be
smaller than last year, which showed a
decrease over the preceding one. On
the contrary the outlook in this country
in the spring wheat area of the North-
west was never more promising for a
large yield—a heavy snowfall presages
good crops, and we certainlf' have had
the snow ti]is winter. England’s wish
to make India her source of supply for
wheat cannot be gratified. No outside
effor't can overcome the prejudices and
religious superstitions of the Hindoos,
among whom prevail the methods of a
thousand years ago. For centuries sim-
ple existence has satisfied the swarming
millions of India, who toil now as they
did in days ancient as the Bible,without
iulsgﬁr'ati(m, without ambition and even
without hope. In Dakota all this is
The farmer, proud of his in-
dependence, proud of the home which
he is building up on the prairie, toils
with the certainty that his labor will
bring forth its eown reward, and
that happiness and comfort for those
dearer to him than his own life blood
await the suceess of his plans.

THISIS THE SECRET
of the wonderful development of this
vast empire—for many a state in Eu-
rope would consider itself a power of
the greatest influence and importance
if it occupied the territory and pos-
sessed the resources that belong to this
section of country that our lawmakers
hesitate to admit into the Union. There
are 130 counties in Dakota and territory
enough besides to, organize that many
more, yet one county alone is capable of
producing 10,000,000 bushels of wheat,
although half its area is not yet under
cultivation. Let us take, for instance,
Stutsman county, which lies in North-
ern Dakota, midway between the Red
and Missouri rivers. 1t covers an area
of 1,500,000 acres, or in other words, this
one county is nearly twice the size of
the state of Rhode Island and one-fifth
larger than the state of Delaware. Itis
watered by the James river,which flows
through the center;the Pipestone,
which, coming from the northwestern:
corner of the county, joins the James
just above Jamestown, and numerous
small streams and lakes. In 1885 this
county produced 1,200,000 bushels
ef wheat; mnearly 100,000 bushels
of potatoes; 700,000 bushels of oats;
30,000 bushels of barley and a variety of
minor crops. Yet that year there were
only 103,322 acres under cultivation, or
rather even improved at all. so that it
will seem simply incredible when the
future possibilities of Stutsman are fig-
ured out. It should be remembered,
too, that with each additional year ma-
chinery is being so improved and per-
fected that farming becomes more and
more a pleasure and less and less a task.
The old-time sickle and cradle have
been completely superseded by the har-
vester with its wonderful mechanism of
to-day, The sulky plow and rake are
the only styles of plow and rake used
on the prairie, and the Dakota farmer
of 1888 does most of his outdoor work
sitting down and driving around. The
surface of the ground in Stutsman
county, for instance, is a rolling prairie,
except a range of bluffs which encircle
the city of Jamestown. 1t is a rich loam,
easily brought under cultivation.
————————————
