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THE RAGING ZUMBRO

Iwo Dams Washed Away
and the Mills Badly
Wrecked.

Four Feet of Water in Many
of the Houses at Zumbro
Falls.

Narrow Escape From Drown-
ing--The Water Still Ris-
ing at Shakopee.

Wisconsin Rivers all Over-
flowing--A Better Qutlook
at Mankato.

ZuMBRrROTA, Minn.,, April 10.—The
water in the Zumbro river at this
place has been rising rapidly all day.
The dam at Halbut’s mill went out this
afternoon and took the flume with it
and let one corner of the mill down a
few inches, making a loss of about
§1,500. The bridges opposite town on
the turnpike have gone out, cutting off
communication from the north part of
the town, and houses in low places are
surrounded by water. The water at
Zumbro Falls, east of here, is flooding
the town, and is four feet deep in many
houses. Communication by wire or rail
is entirely cut off between here and Wa-
basha. A good share of the forty miles
of track on the Wabasha division will
have to be rebuilt. The dam at Oronoco
went out this afternoon. 1f the water
keeps rising there will be much damage
all along the Zumbro.

A Narrow Escape.’

CoATFIELD, Minn., April 10.—High
water has been rising here six days.
Luckily no buildings are on the flat,
and no damage has been done, except
to roads and fences. John Mutholan,
a resident of Lanesboro, attempted to
return home yesterday. As he ap-
proached the bridge the rushing waters
swept him from the road. and he had a
narrow escape from drowning. One of
his horses beeame entangled in a barb
wire fence and was terribly cut before
he could be rescued.

Plenty of Water.

SnAKOPEEglinn., April 10.—For the
past twenty-four hours the Minnesota
rose six feet, and is still rising. An
expanse of water a mile wide is now
rushing by. Itis within thirteen inches
of the bridge gearing.

All Danger Over.

MaNKATO, Minn.,, April 10. — The
Minnesota river has fallen rapidly dur-
ing the day, and is now several feet
lower than the highest point reached.
"Lhe water has receded from a lasge part
of the submerged distriets, and prop-
erly owners are resuming their occu-
panecy of their homes. The day has
been without rain, and cool, and very lit-
tle water moved in the small stream.
The ficod will no doubt hastily subside,
as the river fell in an unexpected de-
gree to-day. The danger to property
bas not been as great as first expected.

Immense Damage to Tracks.

Rep Wing, April 10.—The Cannon
river has overflowed its banks nearly
the whole distance between this city
and Cannon Falls, and the bottom lands
for a distance of a quarter of a mile on
each side are covered with water four
feet deep. The whole distance is a rag-
ing torrent filled with broken trees and
floating ice, and the noise caused 18 not
unlike that formed by a cataract. On
the Minneapolis & St. Lonis road, seven
nmiles from here, the track is washed out
for a disfance of 1 'ly a mile, and in
many other places is badly covered with
water. Trestles are gone, and bridges
also in many places.  The road can not
possibly be put in shape for use within
two weeis after the water subsides.
The Milwaukee road’s Northfield
branch is no better off. The damage to
the Minneapolis & St. Louis road is at
lcast $50,000.

Still Rising.

CANNON FAarLs, Minn,, April 10.--
The Cannon river isstill rising. The
foundation of the Goodhue mill is being
washed away, about thirty feet having
alreml{' fallen. A large store house was
carried over the dam and smashed. One
bridge is in great danger.

ay.

The Red river is rising rapidly at this
place. Since yesterday’s rain it has
risen about fifteen feet, probably the
highest water known for years.

Twenty Firms Burned Out.

JAcksoNvILLE. Fla., April 10—
Bparks from a railroad engine set fire to
a saloon at Tavares, a village 100 miles
south of here, yesterday, and the entire
building was quickly in flames. A
strong west wind prevailed and the fire
spread rapidly, and building after build-
ing succumbed. By noon every busi-
ness block two was in ashes and seven
ov eight cottages. Twenty firms were
burned out, and the loss will be fully
§180,000. On account of the inflamma-
ble nature of the buildings insurance
companies refused to issue risks, and
§10,000 will cover all the insurance there
was.

Causecd by a Cow.

BraAprorv, lo., April 10.—A cow got
on the track in front of a double-headed
freight near Carrollton last night. The
two engines and ten cars were wrecked
and Brakeman L. Powell, of Hornells-
ville, was instantly killed. Fireman P.
Richards, of Hornellsville, was terribly
scalded, and Fireman J. R. Brown, of
the same place, had an arm broken.
Many cattle were killed,
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NEWSPAPER BURNED OUT.

The Binghamton Leader and Sun-
day Dispatch Oflices Guited by
Fire.

Bixguawroxn, N, Y., April 10.—Fire
was discovered in the Leader block on
Water street at8o’clock to-night. A
high wind prevailed at the time and the
ftames shot rapidly from the basement
to the roof and in three hours the four-
story brick building was a complete
wreck. The ground floor of the block
was occupied by Murphy’s saloon, Low-
ell Harding, dealer in hides and leather,
and the Central laundry. The seconc
and third floors contained the editorial,
composing and job departments of the
Daily Leader and Sunday Dispateh. On
the fourth floor was Bishop’s cabinet
shop and a half dozen private families.
Several of the latter had narrow escapes.
Rachael Gibbs and her daughter, Kittie,
were dragged from their rooms in an
unconscious condition with their faces
and hands severely burned. A. W.
Carl, editor of the Leader, was over-
come by the heat and had to be carried
out. Simon Enstein, a volunteer fire-
man, was knocked from a ladder by a
falling cornice, but was rescued from
the blazing embers only slightly in-
jured. The total loss is estimated at
£75,000, fairly well covered by insurance.
The Daily Leader’s loss is total, with
the exception of a new dress of type
valued at $5,000, which was saved. Tem-
porary quarters have been secured and
the Leader will appear to-morrow in a
new dress. The Dispateh will also issue
on Sunday. The origin of the fire is
unknown. .

POWDERLY'S POINTER.

His Advice to Workingmen—Re-
solve Less and Educate More.
New Yorg, April 10.—General Mas-

ter Workman Powderly has written a

letter to the Knights of Labor through-

out the country in regard to hours of
labor. He advises the Knights to dis-
cuss the eight-hour plan dispassionately
with their employers. He says that an
immediate change cannot be insisted
on, but that a practical plan should be
perfected. He says: “The working-
men and the common people generally
are the rulers in our cities and towns,
and they should at once begin to make
their power felt in the matter of short-
ening the hours of labor of the em-
ployes of the cities and towns. The

order need not be made a political
machine to do this. Do not
be deterred from making the

attempt by having it said that you have
no right as an order to mix in polities.
The order must not be dragged into
partisan politics, but our members
should take an active part as citizens in
the discharge of their duty at the polls,
and afterwards vote for men who favor
shortening the hours of labor of em-
ployes in municipalities. 2
“Begin at once to perfectoa practical
plan of operntions looking to the inau-
geration of the eight-hour day. Pass
no resolutions that you will do it on
such a day; pass no resolutions of any
kind, but work on the plan, and when
the time comes to put it into operation
it can be done without resolutions.
Consult employers; get their views: ar-
range with them for meetings to perfect
plans and make an attempt to bring
about a better feeling between working-
men and employers than has existed for
some time back., It is true that many
employers will not condescend to meet
with or talk to their employes. Purse-
proud worms, who are to be clas
among the ‘ignorant rieb,” will live to
stand in their own and the community’s
light for ages to come, but the world
does not move around them. The day
is coming in this land when the em-
ployer who has the manhood, the patri-
otism and the sense to talk in a straight-
forward way to his employes will be en-
titled to and will receive more of honor
and wealth than the selfish fellow upon
whom fortune has showered riches and
nothing else, unless it be an ill nature.
Our members should not miss an oppor-
tunity to discuss some plank in our pre-
amble at each meeting during the com-
ing year. Take up the eight-hour plan
and discuss if, side by side with the one
which calls for the establishment of a
government telegraph.

THE FISHERIES TREATY.

Sir Charles Movesa Second Read-

ing and Is Opposed by Davis,

OrrAwas, April 10.—In the house of
commons this afternoon Sir Charles
Tupper, minister of finance, moved the
second reading of the bill to ratify the
fisheries treaty. In his speech in sup-
port of the motion, Sir Charles reviewed
the circumstances connected with
former treaties between the United
States and Great DBritain concerning
the fisheries of Canada. Thereciprocity
treaty of 1354 was a just one, and he be-
lieved the majority of the people of both
countries believed its abrogation was a
mistake. This abrogation was caused
by an ill-founded belief in the United
States that Canadahad helped the South
during the late war. The truth was
that Canada had tried to prevent the
South from harassing the North
through Canadian territory. He be-
lieved that ten Canadians had fought
for the Union to one who fought against
it, as shown by the number receiving
pensions  from the TUnited States.
In conclusion, Sir Charles declared it to
be of the most vital importance to
Canada and to the best interests of the
British empire that this treaty should
be adopted. DMr. Davies, of Prince Ed-
ward’s Island, replied in opposition to
Sir Charles’ motion. He held that the
treaty was an unconditional surrender
on the part of Canada of all that the
Americans claimed, and that Canada
was to-day asked to ecencede at the point
of the bayonet what she ought to have
yielded gracefully long ago. When Mr.
Javies had conecluded, the minister of
justice roplied in a brief speech, review-
ing the points made by Mr. Davies.

Crawled Home to Die.

Derrorr, Mich., April 9.—Thomas C,
Fraser, brother of Allen and Robert
Fraser, prominent lawyers of this city,
disappeared on March 25. Systematie
search by the police failed to reveal his
whereabouts, and it was supposed he
had fallen into the river and drowned.

DAKOTA'S GHAMPION.

Senator Butler Makes an Elo-
quent Appeal for an im-
perial State,

And Tskss Ocecasion to Read a
Severe Lecture to Mr.
Edgerton.
The Alien Mineral Land Bill
Finally Passed by the
Senate.

The Deadlock in the House
Continues--Wilson Gets
Excused.

WASHINGTON, April 10.—The people
of Dakota owe an incalculable debt of
gratitude to Senator Butler for his
honest statement of facts and logical de-
ductions therefrom in their behalf, in
his eloguent diction and impassioned
utterance in the discussion to-day of the
South Dakota bill. Every point in
Platt’s speech was carefully noted and
fully answered. Thenthere were added
sledge hammer arguments and un-
answerable conclusions forimperial Da-
kota’srights and dignified demands that
they be conceded. The senator said:
“If the people of that territory shall au-
thoritatively voice their sentinents for
admission as one state, I shall use ev-
ery effort for their recognition in con-
gress. Nay more, if they shall authori-
tively declare for division and admis-
sion as two states, I shall aid them by ev-
ery influence for the attainment of that
end. Butuntil they do so, I shall re-
sist every endeavor made by self-seek-
ing politicians to foist a disunited seg-
ment upon the sisterhood of states.”
During his terrific and indignant
Phillipic against Edgerton, Senator
Moody sat in the private gallery, an in-
terested and agitated listener. There
were also present Hon. J. Kleiner, Hon.
N. G. Ordway, Hon. John H. King, and
Hon. D. D. Offenbacker. All of the
Democrats will vote against the Platt
bill, as will also Senator Chandler. Mr.
Springer was an attentive listener and
afterwards said: “I wish that I could
present to the house the merits of my
own bill as well as Senator Butler has
done in the senate to-day.”

ANOTHER REPORT.

WASHINGTON, April 10.—The senate
to-day resumed the consideration of the
bill to provide for the admission of the
state of South Dakota and the organiza-
tion of the territory of North Dakota.
Mr. Butler hoped that the present terri-
tory of Dakota would not be dismem-
bered. The question of the admission
of territories was entirely within the
discretion of congress. If any other
doctrine should prevail why should not
the territory of Utah be admitted as a
state. Or what was to prevent 100,000
socialists, anarchists, nihilists and com-
munists taking refuge in some corner of
a territory and proceeding to frame a
constitution and state government and
demanding to be admitted as a state?
He, therefore, submitted that the sena-
tor from Connecticut (Platt) had gone
too far yesterday in making such a prop-
osition, especiaily when the claim for
admission was asserted, not on behalf
0 a majority of the people
of the territory of Dakota, but on behalf
of a faction of politicians in that terri-
tory who had contributed more than all
else besides to prevent the territory
being admitted as a state. The bill of
the minority, he said, proposed to au-
thorize the people of the territory to
meet in convention, frame a constitu-
tion and state government and submit
them to congress and (upon their rati-
fication by congress) to declare Dakota
a state of the Union. 'The majority
bill, on the other hand, proposed to
ratify and confirm a so-called constitu-
tion adopted in South Dakota two and
one-half years ago, and to seat as
United States senators two gentlemen,
Republicans, who elaimed to have been
then elected. Would the senate, he
asked, consent to seat as full fledged
senators, equal to those who reFrescut-
ed sovereign states, two men who sim-
ply represented 12,000 votes out of 105,-
000 voters? That was the proposition.
He referred to one of the

as senator from Dakota (Mr. Edgerton)
as one whom he had spoken of courte-
ously in the last congress but who, ina
recent speech in Dakota, had alluded to
him in an oifensive manner, drawing a
arallel between the Southernman who
earned nothing, forgot nothinz and re-
sorted to the bowie-knife and revolver
snd the Dakota man whose weapons
were the Bible and the spelling book.
That (said he, after reading this extract
from Mr. Edgerton’s speecﬁ) is the lan-
guage of a man to whom 1 extended the
courtesy of expressing kindly feelings
when he was attempting to get a seat on
this floor. He isentitled to all the credit
and all the honor and all the eclat and
prestige which that character of lan-
guage can give him. But I may be per-
mitted tosay that if 1 had to select
either as companions or citizens
of a great country, the stalk-
ing bandit, the reckless highwayman—
with pistol and bowie-knife in hand—
or the sneaking hypocrite, the snarlin
Pharisee who foils from the rear an
takes cover under the shadow of his
own meanness and malignity, I would
select the former. If the spelling book
and the Bible inculeate such edueation
as that, such malignity, such unfair-
ness, such injustice, such falsehood,
may God have mercy upon the Bible
and spelling book which that man car-
ries with himm. Better to have made a
bonfire of them than to have them teach
such langnage as that which 1 have
read. Without any action on the bill the
senate proceeded to executive business,
and when the doors were reopened ad-
journed. :

The Alien Land Bill.

United States, which may be acquired
or held ander the mineral land laws of
the United States, nor to mills, or other
reduction works or property, usea in
the production of metals from said min-
eral lands or claims, but'as to all such
mineral lands, mining claims, mills, re-
duction works and other property, the
laws of the United Statesand of the
territories shall be, until changed by act
of congress, or an act of the territorial
legislature, the same as theugh said act
lad not been passeds

The old man is of a very ugly quarrel-
some disposition and had got into a dis-
pute with his wife over some trivial
matter. He has served twe terms in
the penitentiary, one for murder and
one for horse-stealing. He is still at
large.

THE BILLINGS TRIAL.

The State Closes Its Testimony---
All Evidence Against The Pris-
oner.

WAVERLY, lo., April 10.—The testi-
mony in the Billings murder case
closed on the part of the state to-day.
So far it looks very bad for Billings,who
claims that he was shot in the back by
Kingsley as he was running down
stairs. The testimony of several wit-
nesses already examined prove that the
wound in his back was not bleeding
when examined five minutes after the
tragedy, and there was no blood around
it except a little dried blood at the un-
derside of the wound. Dr. Ford, re-
called to-day, stated that he was cor-
oner at the inquest and that several
times during the investigation of that
body he saw Billings wet his finger and
rub at his coat sleeve. Ford called
the attention of the jury to these actions
and J. A.Bacher testified that he saw
the same thing. Upon examining the
coat to-day it wasa seen that the place
where Billings was rubbing was colored,
and the spots have the appearance of
being blood stains. The_ affidavit of
Miss Shane exonerating Kingsley was
taken in testimony by the court to-day,
and this, with other exhibits, re-an-
nounces the fact that if Billings is not
legally, he is certainly morally guilty of
the death of Kingsley. 'The case so far
indicates an outrageous attempt at

“blackmail, in which other parties are

implicated.

THEIR LABORS CLOSED.

TIowa Legislators Complete Their
Work and Close Up Shop.
Special to the Globe.

Des MoiNgs, To., April 10.—The Towa
twenty-second general assembly ended
its career at noon to-day, which, viewed
in the light of its predecessors, has been
neither brief nor brilliant. It has been
a radical body, although the canvass of
the senate developed in the latter stage
of the session has saved the state a great
deal of mischievous legislation. Had
the house had its way, Iowa business
interests would not have recovered
from the injuries inflicted in ten years.
Measures for the supplying of railways,
insurance companies and loaning and
banking institutions found aready pas-
sage in the lower branch only to meet
defeat in the senate. The railway regu-
lation that finally passed contains many
stringent provisions, which can be tem-
pered with the wisdom of a judicious
commission, but in its worst phases it is
mild, compared to the maximum tariff
bill and 2 cent fare measure that passed
the house almost without objection only
to die on the senate calendar. The
most radical acts which will become
laws are the two bills relating fo the
sale of liquors, which wipe out every
vestige of manufacture, either of malt
or distilled liquors, and make even the
sale by those authorized to sell extreme-
ly hazardeus. The two final acts of im-

ortance were the passage of a stringent

ill against trusts and combinations of
all kinds for the control of prices, and
the defeat of the proposed woman suf-
frage amendment to the constitution.

Wreck on the Northwestern.

Berorr, Wis., April 10.—A bad rail-
road accident on the Northwestern road
occurred here early this morning,caused
by the breaking of a freight train about
two miles north of the city. Before the
train could be again coupled the Janes-
ville. passenger, running at headlong
speed, plunged into the rear of the de-
tached train. The passenger engine
telescoped the caboose and smashed an-
other car, and was itself badly wrecked.
The passenger cars were brought to the
city by the freight engine, but none of
the passcngers are hurt. The express
messenger was bruised, but not danger-
ously. The fireman, who jumped from
the engine, is more seriously injured,
while the engineer, who remained at
his place, escaped with hardly a scratch.

ist. Hon. Earle S. Youman then ten-
dered his resignation as president, and
William Wiudom was elected to
succeed  him. Negotiations  were
fully completed for a loan of
$8,000,000 from the Farmers’ Loan
and Trust company, of New York, to be
used in the construetion of the line from
Winona to Omaha. A traffic agreement
was also consummated between the
Winona & Southwestern railway and
the Green Bay, Winona & St. Paul rail-
way, the issue of the loan being condi-
tional upon  this. This  action
of the company bas created a
good deal of stir to-night among
business men, who are jubilant
over the turn matters have taken.

FARM STATISTICS,

Condition of Winter Grain
Farm Animals.

WasmiNGTON, April 10.—The April
statistical returns to the department of
agriculture relate to the condition of
winter grain and of farm animals. The
season for seeding was long. three
months in some of the Southern states
and the appearance as winter set in was
uneven, though the plants were rooted,
In the states affected by summer
drouth, there was slow germination in
soils mnot well pulverized, cause
ing thin stands in such areas.
Henece a superficial impression of condi=
tion was made which our trained corres
spondents saw at once was deceptive,
and that the impairment of status was
slight. Later rains improved the pros-
pect. In the South the soil was in good
tilth and fall growth generally good. In
the Middle States the seeding season
was moderately favorable, though in
some places the soil was dry. In Cali-
fornia, with some exceptions, a very
favorable season for sceding and
germination is  reported. Drought
in Oregon delayed planting growth,
Only partial winter protection was ene
joyed in the Northern belt. The varias
le temperature of March seriously in-
jured the plant in the central states of
the West, and some loss from winter
killing appears even in Texas. On the
Atlantic coast the winter injury was
very slight. South of Maryland, tem-
perature was mild and favorable. ‘Tha
present appearance of the crop is quite
unfavorable. Asthe spring is late, the
present growth of late sown is coms

and

paratively small; favorable spring
weather might make material
improvement.  The average of

present conditions is 82, lower than in
recent years, excepting only 1853 and
1885, when the averages were 80 and 76,
respectively. ‘The averages of the
states of prineipal production are ag
follows: New York 94, Pennsyivania
90, Ohio 68, Michigan 76, Indiana 75,
1llinois 74, Missouri 82, Kansas 7. The
average of Texas is 88, and of most of

the Southern states higher, from
87 in Arkansas to 97 in Ten-
nessee, though the area seeded

is small in all this region. The condi-
tion of rye 1s much higher, standing at
93.5 for the entire breadth. The condi-
tion of farm animals is comparatively
good. There has been some disease
among horses, and hog cholera has been
somewhat prevalent during the past
year, in its usual habitat. The estis
mated losses from diseases and casuale
ties are averaged as follows, for each
1,000 animals: Horses, 18: cattle, 293
sheep, 46; swine, 78,

NEWS FROM JAPAN.

Great Losses by Fire---Decrease of
Smali-Pox,

VANCOUVER, B. C., April 10.—The
steamer Parthia arrived at 6 p. m. yes«
terday with Japanese advices up to the
26th of March. A fire at Fukagawa
March 15 destroyed forty-five houses,
Two earthquakes were felt at Tokio on
the 16th, but no damage was done. Fire

broke out on the 18th of March at Sap-
paro and destroyed 350 houses. Sinall-
pox at Hong Kong has almost
disappeared and all fears of an epi-
demic are over. Fire at Ike-
shimura, Nukugu?’, on the 20th
destroyed sixteen houses, and another
fire on the same date at Kashinunske,

Bosue, resulted in the destruction of
340 houses. On the 18th of March
fire broke out on the Harimonida, in
the inland sea. Out of sixty-seven
passengers on the vessel sixteen lost
their lives. The captain and scveral
firemen were sevcruly injured. 'The
chief judge of the Neoboka court is
among the lost. Two thousand four
hundred packages of cargo were
burned. The vessel was partially
destroyed and towed to Osaka.
