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WORK OF THE WATER.

A New Channel Being Cut by
the Missouri Near
Elk Point.

Farms are Being Washed
Away--Some Very An-
gry Grangers.

Dubuque Reports the River
Thirteen Feet Above
Low Water.

Considerable Damage Is Re-
ported From Wiscon-
sin Points.

Sroux City, lo., April 16.—Last year
the commissioners of Union county,
Dalota, cut a big diteh near Elk Point
to drain the lowlands into the Missouri
and Big Sioux rivers.. The ditch is a
mile long, and is on the land inundated
by the recent flood. Since the water
has subsided a channel has fornwg{.
flowlng from the Missouri to the Big
Sioux, and the water is cutting the
banks rapidly, and will cvc!nu'a‘l]y
change the course of the Missouri. The
land owners were in the city to-day
seeking legal advice as to how to secure
damages trom the county for their
farms that are being washed away.

STiLL RISING.

The River at Winona Continues to
Rise, but no Serious Damage
Has Resuited.

‘WixoxA, Minn., April 16.—The river
rose about eight inches in the past
twenty-four hours, and to-night regis-
tered thirteen feet one inch above low
water mark. It is still rising gradually,
but river men seem to think the water
is about at its height, and it will begin
to recede in the next twenty-four hours.
Old settlers say the water is the highest
ever known in the Mississippi in Apnl.
The water has not done much damage
vet, but a foot more rise will flood sev-
eral portions of the town. Factories

along the river front are experl-
encing some trouble  already.
Some of the Polanders living in
the low section of the First

ward along West Fourth street have
been compelled to move out, and if the
water advances a general move will
have to be made in the Polish settle-
ment in that quarter. The saw mills
expected to start up,but were prevented
on account of high water, and a large
crew of Beef slough men have been at
work here collecting the logs that broke
away from the slough Saturday. A
boom has been constructed near the
wagon bridge. River men in small
boats have been reaping a rich harvest
the past two days catching stray saw
Jogs that have escaped from Beef
slough. The logging company pay 20
cents apiece for their delivery here.

Fears of Damage.

Bpecial to the Globe,
LA Crossk, Wis,, April 16.—For the
first time apprehensions of high water
are beginning to be felt. The river was
nearly at a stand-still from Saturday
morning until Sunday noon, but since

that time has risen over a foot. The
railroad track along the levee is entirely
submerged so it cannot bz used, and the

flour mllls are obliged to shiut down on
pecount of the impossibility of getting
cars to them. The saw mills that ex-
pected to start up to-day have not been
able to do so, and others will probably
have to shut down. Goods are being
yemoved from the basements along the
yiver and from the outlook at this time
nn additional rise of a foot and a half is
expected1n the next three days.

Repairing the Damage.

D WiNG, April 16.—Work at re-
pairing the damage done to the two
Cannon Valley roads by the flood has
commenced, and it is expected to get
trains running in about ten days. The
Midland road is almost hopelessly de-
stroyed and at least a month will be re-
quired to repair the damage. The river
ifs rising here and to-night is within
eighteen inches of the top of the levee.
The Ida Campbell, the first boat down,
arrived here yesterday.

DUBUQUE, lo., April 16.—T'he river is
getting high and filling its banks to-
night. The record is thirteen feet above
low water mark. and more coming. The
swell to-day, 10 a. m. to 6 p. m., meas-
ures ten inchos. The islands are disap-
pearing out of sight. with the overflow,
making the river a full mile in width at
places. People on the lowlands are
moving upon the bluffs for safety. As
diigh water as was ever recorded is pre-
dicted on this rise.

PDamage Near Portage.

OsuaxosH, Wis., April 16.—A dispatch
from Portage says that the Wisconsin
river is in great danger of breaking
over into the Fox river. Only about
three miles of embankment now exist-
ing above the rapidly rising water pro-

struction trains of the St. aul road are
at work to repair the breaks before the
water gets beyond control.

All Bridges Gone.

AN EARLY LUMBERMAN.

Also Clock Peddler and Voted for
General Jackson.
Letter to the Globe.

RED WiNG, April 16.—Among the
pioneer business men of this state,
those who fostered her interests in their
infancy and did so much for her subse-
quent greatness, Peter Daniels, of this
city, now an octogenarian, occupies a
prominent place. He was among the
earliest lumbermen of the state and did
much in pioneer days to inaugurate this
great industry. This is the story of his
life as rolated by himself.

““My parents, Elijah and Sarah Dan-
iels, removed froin New England at an
early day and settled on a farm in Nel-
son, Madison county, New York, where
I was born Nov. 5, 1807, and lived and
worked on the farm till I became of
age, with the exeeption of teaching
school a few months in the winter sea-
son. I cast my first vote for Andrew
Jackson for president of the United
States of America on my first birthday.
Soon after I went into Canada and en-
gaged in the clock business, which 1
continued for nearly fifteen years, until
I was compelled to leave on account of
the Rebellion. I then returned to my
native home and married Miss Mary
Ann Cummings, of Warren, Herkimer,
county, N. Y., and engaged with her
brother,George E. Cummings,in Morris-
ville, N. Y., in the dry goods trade, in
which I remained a number of years and
then formed a company with S. S. Gran-
nis, fo engage in the lumber frade,
under the name of Grannis, Daniels &
Co. For this purpose I came to Red
Wing, Minnesota Territory, May 1, 1857,
and built the saw mill known in Red
Wing as the Bluff mill.

In 1864, myself and William Howe
bought out the Grannis interest and the
name of the firm was changed to
Daniels, Howe & Co. About a year
after, the mill burned, with a heavy
loss, and was rebuilt larger and better.

After running a few years, I sold my
interest to P. Sprague and engaged in
the lumber trade with O. K. Simmons,
with the firm name of Daniels & Sim-
mons, and after a few years, myself and
C. C. Webster. with a few others, formed
a stock company known as the Red
Wing Stoneware company, of which I
was president six years, until the stock
advanced 50 per cent, when I sold out
and retired from business, and, with a
few intimate friends, celebrated the
anniversary of my eightieth birthday
Nov. 5, 1887.

THE RAILWAY WORLD,

The Managers Conclude to In-
definitely Postpone the
Rate Meeting.

It Is Believed that the Mil-
waukee Is Building to the
Pacific Coast.

The Eastern Lines Engage in
an Emigrant Rate
War,

While Ocean Steamere on the
Pacific Have a Bout at
Cutting.

The meeting of the managers of the

Western and Northwestern roads
that was called for to-morrow, in
Chicago to con-

sider the adop-
tion of an
agreement to
insure the
maintenance
of rates has
been post-
poned. The
reason that is
given for the
postponeme nt
is that some of
the managers
would not be
able to attend.
This, however,
is not believed
to be the true

Qe

reason. It 1s
thought to be more likely that
the managers think the time

has not yet arrived for forming a new
combination. A movement is on foot
among the Northwestern lines, says the
Chicago Tribune *‘to abolish milling in
transit rates, which have done more
to keep up the fight between the roads
than anything else. The Milwaukee
and St. Paul, which has been the special
champion of the system, has made the
proposition to withdraw milling in
transit rates on condition that the
Manitoba and Northern Pacific roads
will make a rate on grain from the Red
River Valley to Minneapolis of 214 cents
less than to Duluth. There is no good
reason why the rate to Duluth should
not be higher than to Minneapolis, the
latter point being nearer Red River
valley, If the milling in transit troubles
can be adjusted one of the most serious
obstacles in the way of a settlement of
the existing complications between the
Western and Northwestern lines will
have been removed.”

EASTERN RATES.

Emigrant Rates Being Slashed by
Eastern Roads.
Special to the Globe.

New Yorxk, April 16.—The Lacka-
wanna railroad sold emigrant tickets to
Chicago to-day at $10 net, baggage free.
Its agent captured the 1,000 emigrants
on the Servia. The Erie then secured
the 900 on the Alaska. It was said at
Castle Garden to-night that the result
of to-day’s warfare was that the busi-
ness would be divided up as follows:
The Baltimore & Ohio to have the
privilege of selling tickets over all
the Hamburg line of steamers and half
the Thingvalla steamers. The West
Shore to have all Inmaun, White Star
and Red Star steamers. The Lacka-
wanna to have the Cunard and Anchor

line of steamers, and the Ontario
& Western to have the Nether-
Jlands. American and Guion lines.

All the roads except the New York
Central and Peunnsylvania were selling
tickets to-day to Chicago for 8§10 net,
baggage free, the Lackawanna having
begun the war. Mr. Pierson, of the
trunk line committee, says the war is
between agents, not between the com-
panies. The reduction of rates does
not benefit the emigrant, and is only an
apparent reduction, not a real one. It
is made possible by the large commis-
sions paid by Western roads. This
leaves room for cutting of rates by the
scalpers. The Castle Garden agency of
the trunk lines, he said, maintain the
legal rate, and will do so.

BACKED BY THE ST. PAUL.

The Proposed Leavenworth & Den-
ver Short-Line.

CiicAGo, April 16.—The Times this
morning says: It is announced on very
good authority that the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul company is behind
the proposed Leavenworth & Denver
short line, which is just now exciting a
great deal of interest among the busi-
ness men of Denver and points along
the proposed line. It is known that the
St. Paul has purchased 1,950 acres of
water front at Oakland, and that it has
quietly secured right of way for a dis-
tance of 850 miles from Oakland through
Stanton and Lathrop, The direction of
the route selected is eastward from the
Pacific coast to Salt Lake City, and as
the expressed intention of the people
having in charge the Leavenworth &
Denver short line is to construct a line
from the former point to Denver and
then westward through the moun-
tains to Salt Lake City, it is very easy
to believe that the St. Paul is interested
in the new enterprise. The St. Paul
company has an independent line to
Kansas City and is anxious for Western
and Southwestern business. It would
be an easy matter to extend this line to
Leavenworth and thence westward to
Denver, especially in view of the prac-
tical certainty of reeceiving aid from
every county along the route. The state-
ment is made that the Denver people
propose to tunnel the mountains and

ush the new line on to Salt Lake.
Vhen these disjointed facts are put to-
gether and combined with the St. Paul’s
recent purchase of water-frontage at
Oakland and the right of way eastward
to sSalt Lake City, it rounds out a
coiossal but entirely feasible scheme,be-
yond which loowms up the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul Railway company
striking for the Pacific coast.

STEAMSHIP RATES.

The Various Lines Indulge in a
Little Fun at Cutting.

SAN Fraxcisco, April 16.—A cut in
freight rates was made to-day by the
China steamship companies, the princi-
pal reduction being in flour. The Pa-
cific Mail company and the Oriental and
QOccidental companies have been charg-
ing $7a ton on flour, Yokohama and
Hong Kong, but to-day these companies
" and also the Canadian Pacific company,
which has just made San Francisco the
virtual terminus of their line of steam-
ers, reduced the rate to $4 a ton. The
Candian Pacific also cut steerage pass-
age to $35. The old lines have been
charging $51, and it is understood the
new rate will be promptly met. It 1s
also reported that the Oregon Railway
and Navigation company and the old
China lines haue come to an agreement
on a special rate on flour from Portland,
Ore., to Hong Kong. The Navigation
company formerly charged $2 a ton for
flour to this port and the China lines
added $7 more, making the through
rate # per ton. The Canadian Pacifie
when it had its terminus at Vanecouver
placed the figures at $6.50 tc 7 per ton.

Noth-
ing less than a EOOd thing is worth
buying. The est materials and
makers are much the cheapest in the
end. Tailor-made gowns last for years
and always look well; and, as they are
the most fashionable as well as the
most becoming kind of dressing, every
girl on a moderate allowance should be
provided with one or two.

A Great Order.

The Ancient Order of Foresters does
not make a great deal of stir about its
work, but the year book of the order,
which has been recently published,
shows that it is the largest friendly so-
ciety in the world. At the end of 1887
the order comprised 294 districts, 5,128
courts, 686,127 benefit and 16,429 honor-
ary members, the increase in the twelve
months being 121 courts, 18,557 benefit
and 777 honorary members. During
the year 56,845 benefit members were
admitted, and 30,680 left the order;
6,890 members and 4,624 members’ wives
and widows died during the year. At
December, 1886, the united funds
amounted to £3,750,000. The juvenile
societies are very progressive, the num-
ber at Dec. 21, 1887, being 1,248, having
72,377 members, with £86.542 of funds,
the increase in the year being 4,874
members, and £7,323 af funds.

New York Brewers Appeal to All La-
borers.

;, NEW YoRK, April 16.—Atthe meeting
of employing brewers to-day it was de-

ided to organize the new forces of

orkmen so as to start up the brewer-
ies Wednesday with the best of the new
hands, and such of the old hands as re-
main faithful, and to graduaily in-
crease the number of raw hands as
safety warrants. It was resolved to ob-
serve the same hours and pay for the
past year. Also, that men applying for
work will be asked to renounce all
allegiance to any authority except them-
selves and their employers in regard
to wages and hours. At the meeting of
workmen in Clarendon hall it was re-
solved that they had been locked out
and deprived of support for their fami-
lies without cause, and that they appeal
to organized labor throughout the land
and to every honest thinking man to
help them in theirstruggle. A commit-
tee was appointed to meet and warn
brewers who came here for work in an-
swer to advertisements. The journey-
men brewers claimed to-night that the
Malsters’ union would ecall out the mal-
sters employed by pool brewers. This
would seriously embarass the em-
ployers.

AT CINCINNATI.

CiNcinvATI, O., April 16.—A com-
mittee of three each, from the Central
Labor union. and from the Local
Brewers’ Union No. 12 waited on the
proprietor of the Moerleine brewery this
afternoon, and demanded the reinstate-
ment of all old men. Moerlein refused
to comply, when he was informed that
a boycott would be declared against
him. A general lockoutof all brewery
em({)loyes will result from the action,
and it 1s probable that all the brewers
in_this city, Covington and Newport
will shut down to-morrow.

AT JERSEY CITY.

JERSEY CITY, April 16.—Large brew-
eries in Hudson county closed down at
noon to-day and about 6,000 men as a re-
sult are out of employment. The men
went to work as usual this morning but
promptly at noon the bosses closed the
doors. The men are confident of indne-
ing the non-union men to refuse to take
their places, while the bosses are easy
in the lengt}] of their purses and thirst
of the people.

AT NEWARK.

NEWARK, N. J., April 16.—At noon
to-day all “pool”’ breweries paid off their
employes and in a short time over 400
drivers and brewery men were out of
employment. The Journeymen Brew-
ers’ union has beén in session nearly all
day and it is not probable the bosses’
terms will be accepted atonce. The
men are being backed by all trade
unions and a few saloonkeepers.

DULUTH NOTES.
