OUR FEMALE STRIKERS.

Two Hundred Girls Leave Their
Work and Go Home.

As was conjectured from the deter-
mined stand taken by the girls em-
pleyed in the manufactory of Shotwell,
Clerihew & Lothman at their meeting
Tuesday evening, reported in yester-
day’s GLOBE, a strike resulted yester-
day morning. The girls all went to
work as usual, but as soon as they were
informed that the demand to restore
wages to the prices paid prior to Jan. 1,
when a reduction of 20 per cent was
made, was refused, all but fifteen left
their machines, and, putting on their
wraps, left the building, going
quietly to their homes. The number
of girls working on the machines
was 210, and there were about fifty
other operatives who were also obliged
to stop work, and the machinery was
stopped.

There were no new developments
during the day. A. M. Clerihew, of the
firm, remarked yesterday that it was
the policy of the firm to give its em-
bloyes work the year around, if possi-

le, and in order to avoid laying off
some of its help the firm had made a
reduction on certain lines which was to
be but temporary, He thought the
prices paid were higher on the average
than paid by similar establishments in
St. Paul and Minneapolis. The talk

about “starvation wages” was
all nonsense, as competent girls
can make from 57 to §12.

He did not apprehend there would be
any trouble in filling the strikers’
places, ete.

This statement is in contradiction to
the girls’ side of the situation,published
yesterday, which is to the effect that the
majority can only make from $3 to $5a
week at the wages paid, but it indicates
that the firnin does not intend to accede
to the demand made. While the firm
anticipates no trouble in hiring help,,
some (liﬂiculti’ may be oxperienced, as
the girls will probably make a strong
effort through labor organizations and

other influences to prevent others
from filling  their places until
the former schedule of wages

is restored as asked. The reference of
Mr. Woodward to the girls as ‘*‘the art
gallery up stairs” has not acted like oil
upon troubled waters, and a good deal
of indignation is expressed. One of the
girls said yesterday, *‘1f we do go back
it will be with the understanding that
the dude clerks shall stop ogling us and
trying to mash us when we go to and
from work. We call oarselves respect-
able and want to be {reated asif we
were,” :

BOOMING THE EXPOSITION.

General Manager Palmer Makes
Arrangements for a Florida Ex-
hibit. .

C. M. Palmer, general manager of the
Exposition, returned from Florida yes-
terday morning, and in spite of having
more work than six men could handle,
was ready to talk a little about his trip
and what the results of it were.

“After I arrived at Jacksonville,”

said he, *“a special meeting of
the Florida Immigration associa-
tion was called, and it

was resolved to undertake a large ex-
hibit for our exhibition. The commis-
sioners of the exposition also promised
their aid in getting the material for the
exhibit prepared and forwarded. There
will be five or six car loads of tropical
and semi-tropical fruits, plants and
flowers, orange, lemon, fig, banana,
olive and foliage plants, in the exhibit.
We shall arrange it in the fountains
placein the center of the building and
the open way about it, with probably an
island of palms in the center and pool
for the alligators. They will send us some
of these saurians that will measure ten
or twelve feet in length, though the
largest one Isaw in their exposition only
measured about eight feet. Every
county in Florida that is ambitious will
be represented in this exhibit. The
Floridans are jealous of California, and
mean to meet her with competition in
her own region. In Chicago I met the
Alabama commissioner of agriculture,
and arranged for a five orsix car load
exhibit from that state. C. M. Loring,
who has spent the winter in Riverside,
Cal., has also arranged for a large ex-
hibit from that state.”

The Council Again Votes the Comvict
Labor Hove.

WON'T PRINT THE REPORT.

A Great Rush of Matter Comes Upon
the Custcdians of the
City.

There was any amount of consterna-
tion pictured on the faces of some of
the aldermen at council yesterday when
Ald. J. L. Johnson moved that the
superintendent of the workhouse be
ordered to furnish guards and all the
prisoners he can spare to grade and
open Lyndale avenue to the publie
travel during the time of laying the
water main on Second street. Ald.
Dwyer made a strong protest against
this, arguing that it was all wrong, as it
is virtually robbing poor men who make
their living by doing such work.

Ald. J. L. Johnson said: “There is
no work for them at the worknouse,
and they should be made to do some-
thing.”

Ald. E. M. Johnson made a few re-
marks in the same vein, stating that he
for one did not feel like being taxed to
pay the board of the vagrants at the
workhouse.

Ald. Parker said he did not believe in
making the prisoners get out and work
on the streets, as he did not think the
council had any right so todo. He
further said that putting these men out
on the streets would do more to make
them bad than anything else. Ald.
Barrows stated that the majority of the
men sent out to the workhouse were
youn§ men, who would rather work
than lie idle. Ald. Staft was of the
opinion that the men should be made to
work.

Ald. [’Herault, to the surprise of
everyone, advocated the plan of making
the workhouse prisoners gev out and do
some sort of work.

Ald. Vogt said he had always been in
favor of having the prisoners work, as
now they would commit some crime in
order to get sent out there as it was bet-
ter, in their opinion, to have their lodg-
ing and food furnished ftree,than to
work and earn it in an honest manner.

Ald. Dwyer—If God himself were in
the council he would declare. the same
as I do that by making these prisoners
work they take the bread out of the
honest laborer’s mouth.

The speaker then jumped upon the
tax system, and deeclared most emphati-
cally that the present Democratic ad-
ministration was not responsible. It
was the last Republican legislature
which was at fault. He was called down
by Ald. Clough, and, taking his seat,
with a laugh remarked: *“Well, I got
my work in, anyway.”

Ald. Johnson’s motion was carried by
a vote of 22 to 9.

Ald. Barrows presented a resolution
Emvidiug for the cml)loyment of work-

ouse prisoners at laying water mains
at points near the city prison. Ald.
Kerr objected to this, stating that there
were not enough prisoners there to run
the farm, and he did not think it would
help matters to take any of them away.
The resolution was adopted.

PURELY PARTISAN.

Council Won’t Have the Police
Commission Stuff Printed.

When the annual report of the police
commission was submitted to the coun-
cil yesterday afternoon, it was plainly
seen that there was trouble ahead. As
soon as a motion was made to have it
printed a dozen aldermen objected, thus
bringing up the old row over the action
of the commission in having the reports
submitted at the former meeting
printed.

“The whole thing is mere political
buncombe,”” said Ald. Hanscombe,*‘and
if the police clerk ordered this printing
done he should pay for it, as he did it
without authority. I move to lay the
whole thing on the table.” i

Ald. E. M. Johnson wanted the pres-
ent report of the commission referred to
the printing committee. The motion to
table was lost by a tie vote of 16 to 16.
The motion of Ald. Johnson to rerer and
substitute for the majority and minority
reports submitted and ordered printed
at the last meeting was renewed and
ruled out of order.

“I would like to ask,” said Ald. E. M.
Johnson, ‘“‘where the city clerk got the
;‘epg),l;ts he submitted at the last meet-
ing

**The majority report from the eclerk
of the police commission,” replied Clerk
Cornman; ‘‘the minority report from the
mayor.” The full report was then re-
ceived and ordered placed on file.

Council Wades Through a Sea of
General Business.

Ald. E. M. Jonson created a good
deal of amusement by introducing a
resolution for fixing the license for
keeping female dogs at $25 a year;

The report of the chief of the fire de-
partment, as printed in the GLOBE,
was presented and ordered printed.

The petition of John S. Pillsbury.
asking for the vacation of a territorial
road in town 29, range 23, section 30,
was granted. This road runs from the
intersection of the west line of the
northwest quarter of section § 30,
township 29, range 23, on the east side,
to the intersection of the south line of
northeast quarter of section 30.

City Attorney Smith sent in an opin-
ion that he saw nq reason why the West
side should not be taxed as well as the
East side 1n the matter of opening
Broadway, as the street when opened,
will connect the two sides.

The city attorney sent in an opinion
in which he stated that he did not think
that the council had any legal authority
to appropriate any money from any
fund in the city treasury for the pur-
pose of purchasing sprinklers for
sprinkling streets.

City Assessor Case announced that he
had made the following appointments:

I will put you on to a little scheme,”
said a Republican county official to a
GLOBE reporter yesterday, ‘‘because I
want to defeat it, and to do that is only
necessary to make it public now. Itis
in relation to the Republican candidate
for the mayoralty. In the first place it
is useless to tell you the Minneapolis
Republicans are feeling very disconso-
late over the outlook for them in this
city, if not in the countyelection. In
their private councils the most san-
guine will concede that the city
is very close, and you know what such a
concession means. They feel that an or-
dinary nomination means defeat, and
some of them talk of an extraordinary
proceeding. They propose to nominate
for mayor—whom do you suppose?”’

“A. B. Nettleton?”

.‘NO-”

“A. J. Blethen?”

“Nope.”

“Serap Iron Bill?”?

“Naw. You’d never guesit. Itis T.
B. Janney.”

“Why, Ithought he was a Demo-
crat!”

“*So he is, in national politics, at least.
He will certainly vote for Cleveland,
though for that matter a good many Re-
publicaus will do the same. But these
fine workers have an idea that Mr. Jan-
ney has made a record as police commis-
sioner, and they are working up to some
sort of a mnon-partisan game. Yes,
sir, they want to nominate
hlm  for mayor as a _ reform
platform, and as a Republican I want to
protest. He isa fine gentleman, suc-
cessful business man and all that, but
we have enough good men without go-
ing into the Democratig@party for can-
didates. Itell you frankly that my ob-
ject in telling this is to defeat the
scheme. Its success would depend upon
quiet work and a convention surprise
and nothing else.”

This will certainly be a surprise
party. Mr. Janney will doubtless be as
surprised as anybody else, and it is
sure he has not been consulted. While
Republican sentiment in reference to
the ma{oralty has not erystallized, and
while the party is more or less at sea,
among the younger members there is a
decided preference for Freeman P.
Lane. Lane regards this talk as a jest,
but certainly there is something more
solid behind it.

Among the Democrats the nomina-
tion of P. B. Winston is considered to
be almost certain, and if nominated he
will certainly be elected. Titus Mareck
is frequently mentioned and may yet
make up his mind to allow the use of
his name. He, on the other hand,
would be equally sure of election.

Buy the Badge.

It is now the proper thing for any Re-
publican who expects to be recognized
by the party during the next campaign,
to wear in his buttonhole the Republi-
can league button, which has just been
issued. These buttons can be procured
at the rooms of the State league, in the
Tribune building, on the payment of 25
cents, and all Republicans should im-
mediately procure them,

but the wearers of these but-
tons will be ermitted to
vote at the Republican caucuses.

None of these buttons will be furnished,
unless the 25 cents is paid in advance,
except when the state league, by unani-
mous vote, declares the applicant enti-
tled to a button, for past services ren-
dered the party. The only persons who
have been named as coming under this
exception are the eight Pinkerton de-
tectives who were hired to start the
riét on the eve of the last general elec-
tion, and several other party pets.
Atfly persons who have not the time to
calPat the office for a button, can ob-
tain one by inclosing 25 cents -and two
postage stamps to Timothy Byrnes, the
president of the State Republican
league.

 RATIONAL AMUSEMENTS.

Manager Sterling on the Sunday
Theater Question.

Manager Sterling, of the People’s
theater, has issued an address for gen-
eral distribution, which might be called
a defense of rather than a plea for the
Sunday theater. After dwelling upon
the recognized necessity of public
amusement, he calls attention to the
obvious fact that to grephibit Sunday

rformances would to close the

oors of the theater against thousands
of the poorer classes whose lives are
least fraught with happiness and who
therefore need such wholesome recrea-
tion. Human nature demands one day
in seven of relaxation and seeks gen-
uine—not quasi natural, nor orthodox
rest; rest that recugerates, not fatigues.
The theater furnishes just such recrea-
tion, and is not only a harmless institu-
tion, but a public benefactor.

As is demonstrated by the experience
of nearly all the larger cities of the
land where theaters are not open Sun-
days, tired humanity seeks to rest
itself by other and more
questionable means. Chicago, Cincin-
nati, St. Louis and other cities, after
struggling with the Sunday question
for some time, finally, upon the recom-
mendation of their respective police de-
partments, permitted Sunday perform-
ances, as 1t was clearly demonstrated
that tiley tend in the direction of law
and order. Many of the ablest ministers
and educators approve of them; the
labor unions and many other organiza-
tions and societies of our own city have
voted unanimously in favor of them,
and the age demands them.

In conclusion he expresses the hope
tha’t in deference to the manifest desire
of "the people, influence will be held
from the side of bigotry and intolerance,
and that the theaters will be permitted,
as heretofore, to entertain the multi-
tudes, and thus save from the dram-
shops, gambling dens and_other haunts
of vice hundreds of otherwise certain
