The Globe wishes to say a few words

to the business men of St. Paul with
reference to the building which is pro-
posed to be erected in this city by the
Young Men's Christian association.
. The building is estimated to cost
$115,000, and only $45,000 of that amount
lias been raised. It is necessary to raise
870,000 more, and it is for the" purpose of
interesting ourjmoneyed men in this mat-
ter that we propose to talk it over with
them.

There is scarcely a city in this country
ofany size which is not provided with a
building of this character, a fact which
should stimulate our St. Paul people to
exertion.

The value of such a building in any
city is incalculable. Itprovides what is
needed above all things else in a great
city, a pleasant resort for young men.
A great many young men are attracted
to St. Paul. They come here for the
most part as total strangers. They
usually find employment, and during
the working hours of the day their time
is engaged. But when the evening
comes, with no homes to go to, no
friends or acquaintances to drop in on,
the only resource the young man has is,

to go out into the streets in search of a
place where he can while away his idle:
hours. Then temptation stares him in
the face at every street corner, and how
often is he lured into the saloon or the
gambling den because there is no other
place for him to be entertained, It is
here the Y. M. C. A. comes to the res-
cue. It provided with a building such
as it is contemplated to erect in this
city, there would be no excuse for
young men being led astray.- .;;;

Then again our business men find a
building of this character to be a bene-
fit to them as a place from which they;
could be furnished withreliable young
men when they need . help, and where
they could have the ; best interests of
their employes cared for.

THE CROWN PRINCE.THE CROWN PRINCE.
Now that the Emperor Frederick's

recovery is hopeless, the eyes of the
civilized world are directed toward the
young man who is to succeed him on the
German throne." Frederick William:
Victor Albert, crown prince of Ger-
many, is just twenty-nine years of age, :

and is a true Hohenzollern; Although-
an educated soldier, the young man has
never had his baptism of fire similar to
that which the son of Napoleon III.;
experienced in front of Saarbrucken.
Having been educated to arms, and de-
scending, as he docs, from an ancestry
of warriors, it is but natural that the
young prince, who is soon to be at the
head of the greatest empire on earth,
should be filled with martial ardor. His
father, whose life is slowly but surely
ebbing away, is essentially a man of
peace. His military ambition was satis-
fied in the war against France, and the
peculiarly sad circumstances attending
his succession to the throne gave as-
surance that his reign, whether long or
brief, would be one of peace. .

But the conditions which surrounded
Frederick's elevation to the throne are
just the reverse of those that will sur-
round future emperors' elevation. And
that is why a feeling of anxiety, accom-
panied with no little nervousness, per-
vades Europe to-day. It is morally cer-
tain that the crown prince will ascend
the throne burning with an ambition to
win military glory and to carve for him-
self the fame enjoyed by Frederick
the Great and his late grandfather, the il-
lustrious Wit.iielm. He is above all
things a soldier, and now makes the
army the subject of earnest and enthu-
siastic study. He was educated more
with reference to the duties of a soldier
than to the demands which willbe made
upon him as a statesman. When quit-
ting the military school he made a
speech to the cadets in which he said :
"Iwillremain true to the spirit of this
corps until the end of my life." And
he will. :"-;'.;•'. : '. With a warlike emperor once more on
the German throne, and one, too, in the
vigor of youth and fired with a zeal for
military distinction, it is not difficultto
foretell ''Germany's attitude toward
European affairs during his reign. The
feeling of apprehension which prevails
throughout Europe at the prospect ofan
Immediate change in the German policy •

is well founded. With William Al-
bert on the German throne, and Bou-'
lancer in charge of the French gov-
ernment, the promise is fair for quite a
livelyracket over on the other side of

C. Eastman & Co., toprevqpt any inter-
ference with their driving crews and to
arrest any parties interfering with
them. As this company has forty men
on the ground ready for driving logs, it
is a very serious matter to be thus in-
terrupted in their work. It looks at the
present time as if something serious
might arise from the determination
evinced on the part of the Indians to
interrupt driving. Some of them came
to camp to-day wishing to be employed,
and refused to leave.which necessitated
sending the sheriff to the scene this
morning to quell the disturbance. An-
toine Denomine, a brother ofthe fellow
who is at Washington pleading in the
Gregory investigation, willbe arrested
for inciting to riot. .-'•: j::::y;

The Zarch Tragedy Revived.

They
have been under surveillance ever since
and recent developments make the
officers confident their suspicions were
correct.

No Such
ruling exists. Section 843 ofthe postal
laws and regulations prescribes a uni-
form tor letter carriers. Paragraph 5,page 257, prescribes an outer garment
for winter, as follows: "A reversible
cape (detached from the coat), reaching
to the cuff of the coatsleeve when the
arm is extended, of the same material
and color (cadet blue and all wool) on
one side, and gutta-percha on the other
side, with live buttons, the same ason
the coat, down in front, and bound
round with plain black alpaca binding
one inch wide, put half over edges.

"Or an overcoat of the -aim' material
and color, trimmed to correspond with
the coat with five brass buttons, of the
same size and design as the coat button
down the front.
