BOSTON BOODLE.

A Syndicate Invests in About
$450,000 Worth of Realty in St.
Paul.

The trustees of the Davidson estate
vesterday effected an important sale in
real estate in the heart of the city toa
syndicate of Boston capitalists repre-
sented in the deal by Col. William Endi-
cott, of the Hub. The property trans-
rerred is of the aggregate value of about
£450,000. It consists of all of lots 3, 4, 5,
11 and 12, and parts of lots 6,7, 8 and
9. St. Paul proper, being 110} feet on
Fourth street,t9.10 feet on Robert street,

and  13¢ feet on Fifth street, ly-
ing between the First National
bank and the property lately
acquired by the = Pioneer Press
company: also thirty feet.of lot 11, fln(l
all of lots 12 and 13, block 6, St. I aul
Proper, and lots 14, 15 and 16, and in .tlle
same bloek. having a frontage of 215 feet

on Sixth street and a depth of 150 on
Cedar: known as the St. Paul Manu-
facturing building, corner of Sixth and
Cedar streets. Lot 3 in  the same
block. which is also included in the pur-
chase, has a frontage of fifty feet on
Cedar and a depth of eighty-five feet,
being just south of the excavations for
the Willius building, Seventh and
Cedar streets. The purchase is made
with the intention of immediate im-
provement in keeping with adjacent
property.

SHOULD BE REMEDIED.

An Ewvil That Severely Impairs
the Service of the Fire Alarm
Telegraph --- Business of the
Board.

At the meeting of the fire commis-
sioners last evening the most important
business transacted was the adoption of
a protest against allowing electric light
companies to string their wires upon
poles erected for the use of the fire
alarm telegraph, it having been dem-
onstrated by the superintendent of
that service that after 5 o’clock in
the afternoon it was almost impossi-
ble to send a call over the wires. This
was explained to be due to the induction
caused by the active operation of the
electrie light plant at that hour in the
day, and the superintendent was in-
structed to have a careful examination
made along the electrie line with a view
to furnishing all the details to
the council for such action as might
be deemed necessary.  Reference to the
records of the board showed that so far
hack as last November a similar pro-
test was sent to the council objecting
to the use of the poles of the fire and
police departments by the electric light
companies sinece it was certain that
their wires would seriously impair the
efficiency of the fire alarm telegraph,
bué  no notice was taken of the com-
plaint, at least no steps up to date have
been taken to remedy the evil,

Regarding the petition of the St. An-
thony Park Citizens’ league asking bet-
ter protection against fire than they now
have, the board approved the recom-
mendation for a new engine house, and
estimated that the cost of the improve-
ment would be about $27,070. Accord-
ing to the estimates the figures for the
various items for which the eouncil was
urred to make appropriations were as
follows: Site, $1,500; building, $12,300;
chemical engine, $2,250; hook and lad-
der truck, $1,800; steam fire engine,
$4.250; hose wagon, $450; eight horses,
§2.,400; harnesses, §500; furniture, $600;
and hose, $1,920.

GOOD ENOUGH AS 1T IS.

That Is the Opinion of the Cham-
ber of Commerce Regarding the
Interstate Law.

At the meeting of the chamber of
commerce yesterday morning a request
to have the chamber oppose the bill for
the creation of a national bureau of
harbors and waterways was referred to
the Mississippi river committee. The
letter of W. A. Van Slyke in regard to
enlarging the Seven corners oy con-
demning the toree-cornered piece be-
tween Third and Fourth streets, was
referred to the committee on streets.
roads and parks. The matter of em-
ploying prison labor was laid over to
the next meeting, as were the proposed
amendments to the by-laws,

The mereantile eommittee reported
that the chamber ought to place itself
on record as opposed to the attempt
to amend the Interstate commerce
law so as to prohibit transportation of
American freight over the Canadian
lines from the United States into and
throuzh any portion of Canadian terri-
tory and then back into the United
States. A, C. Raymond, of Detroit,
Mich, argued against the prohibition.
E. V. Smalley argued that if matters
should be left as they now are the
Awmerican  roads would be rumed.
Channing Seabury looked at the matter
quite diiferently. Up to the time when
the Soo line was completed, running
partly through United States and partly
through Canadian territory, the 1‘aif-
roads regularly raised the rates every
winter af the close of wnavigation. 1t
wis through this Soo line that this mo-
nopoly of wiuter traffic was beaten. If
this amendment passed the business of
the Northwest would be thrown right
back where it was before the Soo line
was built. ‘I'he report was then adopted,
and the chamber adjourned.

Owing to the fact that the water
mains have not yet been extended to St.
Anthony Park, it was -deemed inexpe-
dient to put in a steam fire engine, hose
wagon, or so many horses as the esti-
mates ealled for, but for present uses to
recommend the purchase of a chemical
engine, truck and the other apparatus,
thus reducing the expenditure by $8,320.

Chief Black, in his report, stated that
8,200 feet of hese, much of which had
been in use upwards of five years, was
not fit for use, and at his suggestion the
secretary was instructed to negotiate
with the Eurecka Hose company for 3,500
feet of three-ply hose. Five horses now
n ase by the department were reported
unfit for service and will be sold at auc-
tion, and their places supplied with
serviceable animals.

Among the items of routine business
disposea of was one for the pur-
chase of a new gong for the police sta-
tion at UJnion Park, and “another ap-
proving the pay rolls for April, which
aggregale $14,304.98.

ing at the First Methodist church yes-
terday afternoon. A large crowd was
present. He chose for his subject,
“Faith Healing.” and said that every
ism and science that ever divided
Christians had some Scripture warrant
and foundation. and the reason was that
people failed to get all the teachings of
the word of God.
doctrine of the Presbyterians is fore-

ordination; of the lethodists, free
moral agency; of the Baptists,
immersion; of the Congregational-
ists the laws of the chureh;

of the Episcopals, the church itself, of
the Quakers, the guidance of the spirit
and so on every one of them has a war-
rant for what they teach. There isa
doetrine of faith healing, and some peo-
ple make a hobby of it. The Bible
does not teach the doectrine of faith heal-
ing and the speaker desired his Learers
to get out of their minds the popular
idea of faith healing for that is of the
devil. Christ died for our redemption
and tasted death for every man, but it is
not so stated in respect to disease. He
bore our sins on the tree, but He did
not bear our diseases.
THE EVENING MEETING.

Market hall was crowded in the even-
ing with an audience that tested its
seating capacity, the occasion being the
first Monday evening lecture by Dr.
Munhall at that place. It was a grati-
fying sight to see such a vast throng of
people of all ages, sexes and conditions
of life assembled to hear the word of

God. The result of the meeting
showed there were those present
who came to embrace Christianity

and the ministers present were pleased
beyond measure to see men and women
coming forward and expressing a desire
to be saved. The stage was filled with
chairs, occupied mostly by the local
ministry and members of the choir.

The meeting was opened by Rev. Dr.
Christie, and after a prayer by Rev.
Holman, of the First Methodist chureh,
Dr. Munhall stepped forward and an-
nounced his text: *“The spirit and the
bride say come; let him who thirsteth
come.” In the eourse of his remarks he
said: .

“I'm sorry for the church that
has no voice for the fallen. It
makes no difference how many beauti-
ful organs or loud-pealing bells your
churches possess, if they don’t reach
out after those in distress they are not
the churches of our Lord. There are
multitudes in your ° Saintly City
that never darken the church
door. I reckon there were
many saloon doors open yesterday
while church services were going on
throughout the city, and these saloons
were filled with young men. And your
authorities knew of this wholesale vio-
lation of the law, and they went
their way in peace and contentment.

1 have spoken to a dozen young men,
who don’t live in Swede hallow or in
the Bohemian flats either, but many of
them up on St. Anthony hill who went
down to their stores yesterday, instead
of going to church. I have no doubt
that there are ~ many who live
in their elegant mansions on
the hill who never go to church
from one year’s end to the other. If
something is not done and done at once,
the great majority of the citizens of St.
Paul will be without-hope and without
salvation, I believe in any kind of
agency that will mark out the way

to salvation. The most regular
and orderly thing in the world
is a graveyard, ‘and many of

your churches resemble the same in
many respects. Tell out the messages
of life and salvation. 1 believein street
corner preaching. 1f the Northerners
had not crossed over the Ohio river the
South would never have respected the
government. The devil is willing
you should ‘remain in your churches,
so long as nine-tenths of the
people stay away. You must get out
and work and struggle with those who
are in darkness and sin. I believein
the Salvation Army, too. It reachesa
great many people that you can not. It
makes no difference how it does its
work, so long as the work is done and
the results are good. If your
child fell in the river, you wouldn’t
care how he was saved or by
whom, so long as he was saved.
I do not approve of all the Salvation
Army does, or your churches, either,
and there are many thingsI do that you
do not like. Well, the laws of the state
don’t compel you to like everything I
do. Carry the war into the enemy’s
country; I don’t care how it is done.
Some of you people had better come
down from your high stilts. You get
scored every time you hear about
the doings of the anarchists. You had
better go to work and have them con-
verted. The only restraining influence
in this world is the restraining love of
Jesus Christ. Go right out to the perish-
ing ones; that's what Jesusdid. I would
you were all alive to the responsibilities
that devolve upon you in this matter.”

At the conclusion of his address, Dr.
Munbhall invited all who wished to pro-
fess Christianity to come forward and
pass into the rooms in the rear of the
stage. About twenty people accepted
the invitation. All the ministers pres-
est followed them in and explained and
relieved them of their remaining doubts.
The meeting closed with the singing of
hymns.

STRAIT'S COMPENSATION.

The Amount He Is to Get for Col-
lecting the Direct Tax Depends
Upon the Legislature.

“My attention has been called,” Gov.
MecGill said yesterday toa reporter, “to
an item which appeared in the GLOBE
of last Saturday, to the following effect:
“The state agent of New York is to get
but 10 per cent for collecting the direct
tax, but Minuesota’s Republican ad-
ministration is generous enough to
promise Maj. Strait 10 per cent out of
the state’s funds.” Maj. Strait has re-
ceived no contract or promise from me
or any one else connected with the state
government for 25 or any other per cent
of the moneys referred to by the GL.OBE.
The state is interested in the bill now
pending before congress to refund the
direct tax collected by the government
from the loyal states in the sum of about
£100,000. Following the custom of the
other states interested, I appointed
Maj. Strait last December to go to Wash-
ington and, as the agent of the state, do
what he could fo secure the return of
this large amount. In regard to his
compensation it was agreed that in the
event of his success I would recommend
the legislature to compensate him in a
reasonable sum for his services.. This
was satisfactory to him. Beyond this
there was no agreement or understand-
ing Dbetween us in the matter. The
amount due New York.” the governar
said in conclusion, “is $2,132,000. The
GLoBE says the New York agent is to
get but 10 per cent. Can it be possible
that a Democratic state administration
would put him off with the paltry sum
of $213,210! Even 25 per cent to the
Minnesota agent wonld not amount to
one-ninth of this sum for practically the
same work.” .

Newsboys' Home Last Evening.

The new Corning Home for News-
boys was opened to the homeless waifs
yesterday. The home is the two-story
frame house on the northwest corner of

been fitted up especially for the pur-
pose, and will be furnished with the
proeeeds of the amateur theatrical
performance given at Turner hall re-
cently. The furniture is not all in place
yet, and there was no *formal opening;
but the five boys who came there for
lodging last night found a warm
welcome from  Miss Jolmston_, the
superintendent, and her assistant,
Frank Whiteomb. The home is de-
signed to accommmodate about twenty-
five boys. They are required to J)ay the
nominal sum of 25 cents per day for

lodging and meals in order
to avoid imposition, but there
is no newsboy who ecan’t earn
more than that trifiing amount. It is

not expected that the receipts from this
source will go far toward paying the ex-
penses of the home, which is praeti-
cally a echaritable institution sup-
ported by subseriptions. Miss Johnston
and Mr. Whitcomb will give their en-
tire time to its management, and the
boys, upon entering the home, are put
info a bath and given new and elean
clothing. They are to be .governed
by a set of rules prepared by
the directors. Except on Monday
nights, which is set apart to give them
a chance to go to the theater, they must
be in bed by 9 o’clock. Card playing,
})rofumty and the use of tobacco are pro-
iibited, and they are required to keep
their persons eléanly and their clothing
in good order. 'The house Iis
designed for boys who have no homes or
those who have homes that are worse
than none at all. The house contains
twelve rooms. The walis have been
newly papered, new carpets are on
the floors, and a coal fire was glowing
in an open grate in one of
the large parlors last night.
Everything was bright and cheerful, a
condition of things which was reflected
in the faces of tha boys and the merry
twinkle in the eyes of Miss Johnston,

the motherly young lady who has
given her time and talents to
the work of making them better.

The dining room is arranged to seat
twenty at one table, and a cook is em-
ployed to look after the culinary de-
partment in the rear. The food will be
substantial and wholesome, if not the
most seasonable and expensive.

Up stairs there are sixteen iron bed-
steads, replete with clean linen, and a
spacious bath-room. Th: rooms for-
merly occupied by the Home on Seventh
street have been closed, but the news-
boys’ elub rooms in the chamber of com-
merce building, which are also con-
ducted by Miss Johnston, under the
auspices of the association, will be kept
open for a time, and perhaps perma-
nently.
