Chicago, April 28— rains out inKan-

sas, Colorado and lowa are having a revivify-

ing effect on winter wheat In Illinois, Ohio,

Michigan and Indiana, and the prospect of
more rain induced the selling of wheat this
morning at the advance of %c scored last
night. The light barometer everywhere did
not diminish the bear ardor in the least.
Early trades were on a basis of80%@81c for

May wheat, 81%@52%c for June and 827^@

8314cfor July. Receipts ofcorn to-day were
301 cars, and estimates for Monday are 385
cars. The grain that is coming in continues
to grade well and the qualityis improving.
The big longs are doing nothing as far as can
be seen, and as a good deal of property Is
coming out, prices sag. The big receipts
have a tendency to aggravate the weak-
ness. Trade to-day was dull. Boyden
& Co. bought some of July, and
their purchases, which would excite
no attention whatever in an active
market, were the largest individual opera-
tions of the day. The grain fleet is expected
to leave the port next week with nearly

3,500,000 bu ofcorn. This will loosen up

the machinery. New York, St. Louis, and
the Northwest were buying to-day, and tho
taking ofabout twenty boat loads forexport
is reported from New York. The market was
sold off fractionally on a crop report from
Kin:, of Toledo, which was construed bear-
ishly at first, because itpictured the prospects

as being better than the compiles had ex-
pected. His expectations must have been
very gloomy, for the report shows the crop
conditions to be most unfavorable in four
out of the six principal winter wheat states.
The tone of the market improved during the
latter half of the session, and prices worked
up nearly lc from the lowest point, closing,

however, at a slight reaction from the top.
Locally it looks like rain, but the shorts are
afraid " to go over Sunday with open risks,

and their purchases aided to stiffen the mar-
ket. The dangers of a weather market are
fullyunderstood by the scalpers. The visible
is expected to show a small decrease, due
wholly almost to domestic consumption.

ExDorts for the week have been extremely
light. Minneapolis mills have ground an im-
mense quantity of wheat into flour, and a
small deci ease in stocks at that point is an-
ticipated as a result. Market cables are
featureless, but the foreigners are quietly
buying considerable wheat in the West and

at tidewater. Every fractional decline
reaches new business or limited orders from
abroad. Provisions ruled weak. A large
amount of property, bought by "country
tailors" on manipulation, is beiug changed

over or dumped outright, and the pressure
trom this quarter tends to heaviness.

New York. April Clearings to-day

were $110,250,018; balances, $4,073,487.
The stock market to-day was very active and
strong throughout the session, there being
no interruption of the advance worthy of
the name from the opening. Money on -call
easy at 1%©2 per cent*, last loan, 1%; closed
offered at 2. Prime mercantile paper, 4%@
5%. Sterling exchange dull but steady at
$4.86% for sixty day bills and $4.88 for
demand. The opening was strong at ad-
vances over last evening's final figures of
from % to % percent, the latter in New Eng-
land. There was good buying all round the
room for both foreign and domestic account,
and though the traders and profes-
sionals were still working for a
further reaction and there was some
liquidation of long accounts, the market
showing unusual strength in the early trad-
ing. The usual hesitancy was missing at
the opening, and Boston houses bought New
England very heavily, making that stock the
leader of the market, and itsprice was forced
up over 3 per cent from its first sale. The
president of the road denied the rumors of
consolidation, etc., which have accompan-
ied the raise in the stock and said that the
speculation had been based wholly upon
false rumors. AfterNew England the Gould
stocks attracted most attention, and Missouri
Pacific was very prominent, with the Grang-
ers not far behind. There was a slight
check given the rise after the first half hour,
when the best prices in some stocks had been
reached, but the advance was soon resumed
and further gains were recorded in the ma-
jorityof the list. Quicksilver was a feature,
suddenly dropping from 1 1 to 9%and as sud-
denly recovering the loss. Manhattan acted
in much the same way. though its fluctuation
was only 1 per cent. The business of the last
hour was barren ofspecial feature and the
market finallyclosed very active and strong
at the best prices of the day. The
principal advances comprise New England
3%.
