Washington, May 11.—A decision

was rendered by the secretary of the
interior to-day, involving the question
ofsufficiency ofresidence on homestead
entries. The case in question was that
of A. R. Flint, of the Crookston land
district, in Minnesota, who appealed
from an adverse decision of the com-
missioner of the general land office,
which held his entry for cancellation on
the ground that he had not complied
with the requirements of the homestead
law as to five years' continuous
residence from date of settle-
ment. It appears from the
records in the ease that Flint estab-
lished his residence on the land May 11,
1879, and resided thereon with his fam-
ilyuntil the followingNovember, when
he was elected attorney for Marshall
county and removed to the county seat.
In February, 1883, he resigned his office
and returned to his entry and again re-
sided thereon until the following No-
vember, when he was elected probate
judge of the county, whereupon be
again removed to the county seat,
where he resided at the date of making
final proof. His actual residence upon
the land was about fifteeu months. The
decision is based upon a former decis-
ion of the department, in which it was
held that a public officer may, during
the term of his office, actually reside at
the capital or other place required by
law for him to reside without losing his
legal residence.

CHANDLER EXCITED.

Knight Rather Takes the Wind
From His Sails.

Washington, May 11.— examina-
tion of Col. Knight, general manager of
the Superior Lumber company, was re-
sumed this afternoon. The most inter-
esting feature was one which will not
appear in the record. During the course
of a long cross-examination by Senator
Chandler, witness was asked to give the
history ofthe company and the names
of the largest stockholders. He pro-
ceeded with the history and named sev-
eral gentlemen among the leading stock-
holders, but declined to 6tate the
amounts of stock they owned, on the
ground that he had no right to exploit
their private business affairs. He made
an exception in respect to Col. William
F. Vilas, who, he said, owned 240 shares,
of the face value of $24,000. and himself,whose investment was $03,000, or 630
shares. Senator Chandler insisted upon
having further information, and Sena-
torFaulkner objected. Witness, in re-
ply to Senator Faulkner, stated that all
the stockholders were Republicans ex-cept Mr. Vilas and himself, and that
none of thdm had any connection in any
way with the matters under investiga-
tion. Senator Faulkner then repeated
his objection. Senator Chandler said
that in general the place for argument
was in the committee's report and on
the floor of the senate, but here was a
witness who had come on,

NOT BY INVITATION
of cither side, and had thrust in the Su-
perior Lumber company. Now he
(.Chandler) wasn't willing to take just
what that the witness might he willing
to say and stop there. That was not the
kind of an investigation he was con-
ducting. It was the belief all through
the Northwest that Gregory had been
appointed by the influence of men con-
nected with the Superior Lumber com-
pany, and that . he was favoring that
company in the matter of securing con-
tracts with the Indians under his charge.
Here were letters written in the com-

any's oflice by the company's book-
keeper by direction of the company's su-
perintendent, showing that the company
had dealings with the Indians. The
witness had once said that the letters
were forgeries, but now admitted that
they were not. He explained that they
were Bleated by mistake. He (Chandler)
did not believe it, and he was going to
get at the bottom of the matter.if possi-
ble. He proposed to inquire all about
the stockholders and the amount of
their investments. Resuming, the ques-
tion being ;repeated, witness said lie
could not remember the amounts of in-
vestment of." other shareholders, and
would not furnish them from the com-
pany's records unless compelled to bylaw, except as to Mr. Vilas and himself.
He would not draw in the affairs ofmen not connected in any way with the
matters under discussion. He said he
had recommended Mr. Gregory ver-
bally to Secretary Vilas for appoint-
ment to the Indian tradership, but did
not remember whether he had written a
letter in his favor or not. He would,
however, . . -*"...

CHEERFULLY nAVE honk SO.
Senator Chandler asked witness

whether in case the Superior Lumber
company had seen fit to buy the logs of
the Indians lie(witness) would have
thought it improper or illegal, to which
witness replied that there would be
nothing improper or illegal in such
transactions. The senator asked why
then witness had come on to Washing-
ton in connection with the matter, and
questioned witness as to why the Su-
perior people were sensitive. 'Witness
said there was no reason, except that
the committee seemed to be fishing
round to connect the company in some
way with these matters and he wished
to state the truth to the committee.
Witness was also questioned at length
about Kennedy's connection with the
company, his functions as superintend-
ent, etc., and in the course of the
further examination ""repeated' that the
company never had any interest in Ken-
nedy's purchases of logs from the In-
dians, which were all made on his per-
sonal account Clark, the company's
bookkeeper, was also Kennedy's clerk,
hut the payments for* logs on Kennedy's
account were never made at the com-
pany's office. Kennedy had once
landed in his resignation as superin-

tendent, but had withdrawn it on the
.understanding that he was at liberty to
buy logs on his private account. Mr*.
Knight was thereupon discharged. The
chairman said, for the benefit of Mr.
Knight, referring to an occurrence of
yesterday,' that the investigation was
not instigated by Gov. Pound, hut he
(Chandler) had a report made by an
agent of the committee who went up
into Wisconsin before he (Chandler)
became chairman of the committee. The
investigation was based upon that re-
port. George C. Ellison, who was ap-
pointed by Commissioner Atkins to be
an Indian trader at the Osage agency, ,
Indian territory, was before the com-
mittee at his own request to deny cer-
tain statements made by witnesses ex-
amined a year ago in the territory.
These were to the effect that Ellison
Bought to secure a partnership With
several of them by improper means,
that he boasted of his influence at Wash-
ington, and said that the licenses of
traders who were on the ground would
not he renewed. Mr. Ellison made ex-
plicit denials thai anything of the kind-ever occurred, and declared that all his :proceedings were straightforward and
upright. Adjourned, subject to Cull.

AMERICAN INDUSTRY.AMERICAN INDUSTRY.

Congressman Scott's Plea in Its
Behalf.

Washington, May 11.— Scott, of
Pennsylvania, in his speech on the tariff
to-day said: Shall the United States,
with their mighty bound of nature and
giant industries, shrink from the strug-
gle for possession of the world's mar-
kets? Shall we, the teeming republic
of the great West, 00,000,000 strong,
with inventive genius keener, labor
more skilled, than any other people on
the globe, decline to compete for su-
premacy in the marts of mankind and
continue .forever to trade among our-
selves, under the insane delusion that
we are growing rich by" the process?
The bill is framed in the interest of the
people— of. the whole, people. We in-
tended, in the first instance, to stay the
mounting surplus in the treasury,
threatening overwhelming and possibly
immediate disaster even now visibly im-
pending, and second, to relieve, as far
as prudence would permit at this time,
the overburdened industries of the
country from excessive taxation, the
proceeds of which do not pass into the
treasury, but go directly to the sup-
port of

GRASPING MONOPOLIES
which are for the most part combined
in utterly indefensible and atrociously
oppressive trusts. "A bill has been in-
troduced (the Randall bill) by a mem-
ber of this house and referred to the com-
mittee which provides a large reduction
of internal taxes and deals very curi-
ously indeed with customs duties. Tak-
ing it. item by item, we find this as-
tounding result: That for every dollar
ofreduction of duties in the iron sched-
ule, §20 are added to the burdens of the
public, already too onorous to be borne.
An examination of the changes discloses
the startling fact that the aggregate re-
ductions amount to but 5353,000, while
the increase of duties on iron, etc., pro-
posed by the bill aggregates over §9,000,-
--000. In short, this bill benefits nobody
and injures everybody. It finds the du-
ties on iron and steel an average of 40
per cent, and it raises them by 50 per
cent, or to nearly 60 per cent ad va-
lorem. From whatever point you look
at it, it is a misbegotten, ill-shapen por-
tentous, unjustifiable monster, with no
excuse for existence and no purpose in
its lifebut to obstruct the Democratic
party and to delay the justice which

Till: COUNTRY DEMANDS.
In conclusion he said: "We are here,

sir we, the majority of the ways and
means committee, and of this house —defense of American industry. We
alone offer itprotection; we seek alone
the independence and aggrandizement
of domestic labor by liberating itfrom
unnatural restraints and allowing it the
undisturbed possession and the com-
plete enjoyment of its own earnings.
The other side offer what? A mon-
opolized market in which to buy the
necessaries of lifeon the one hand, and
on the other a labor market subject to
the caprice of trusts.

CONGRESSMAN RICE.

He Is One ofthe Busiest Members
in the National Legislature.

Washington, May 11.— expres-

sions ofregret which have been uttered
in St. Paul and Minneapolis, in fact,
all over the state, are echoed and re-
echoed here. Edmund Rice makes
friends wherever he goes, and is popu-
lar wherever known. In the house of
representatives he is regarded as one of
the most capable, as well as the most
admirable, men on the floor. Republi-
cans as well as Democrats have kindly
words for him and of him, although he
is known to be one ofthe most uncom-
promising partisans upon all questions
of public policy. His years do not seem
to weigh heavily upon him, and he is
one of the most regular attendants upon
the sessions of the house as well as
upon the meetings of the committees to
which he is assigned. This morning, be-
fore the gavel fell, while nearly every
other state was represented upon the
floorby several . members of congress,
all talking to their constituents or
friends, Mr. Rice was the only Minne-
sota member present. It happens so
almost daily. Thus it is that
when the public can have access to the
floor they find Mr. Rice accessible, and
do not have to drag him out ofthe house
during its sessions in order to see him.
When it does become necessary to send
in a card to see him, he is the most
prompt of them all to respond to it. No
constituent, however humble, is obliged
to stand in the corridor waiting the
leisure of a rude and unfeeling or in-
considerate member, when they call for
the representative of the Twins' dis-
trict. Moreover, he has accomplished a
great deal of effective work for his con-
stituents. A glance at the Congress-
ional Record commands not only admir-
ation, but wonder. The work shown
upon the Record would fill a whole page
of the Globe, even ifonly the titles of
the bills introduced, petitions filed and
memorials presented, were printed.
The district may find a jjpunger man,
one who will seem more active, hut
there is no man who can accomplish
more with less parade and less ostenta-
tion than Hon. Edmund Rice.

GIFFORD'S BOSH.

His Opinion of the Bay-Church
Row.

Washington, May Delegate
Gifford, when interviewed concerning
the Day-Church fight, said: "I look
upon all Dakota Democrats with sus-
picion, especially those who stand in
with the executive of the territory."
"Which of the two factions do you
favor?"

I think Day has, and he deserves a
greater following among the people
than Church.

PUD Lit,' BUILDINGS.

ABill to Provide for Their Erec-
tion.

Washington, May - 11.— house
committee on postoffices to-day ordered
a favorable report on Chairman Blount's
bill to provide a general law for the
erection ofpostoffice buildings. Itpro-
vides for the appointment iv the post-
office department of an architect and
superintendent of construction at a
salary of$1,000 per year who shall, with
the assistance of the supervising archi-
tect of the treasury, prepare designs
for postoffice building. These designs
shall he devised so that additions to the
buildings may be 'made without injury
to tha harmony of the design or the use-

fulness of the constructed portion. . The
•postmaster-general is authorized in bis
discretion to construct postoftice build-
ings at any place at which the gross
postal receipts for two years or more
shall have exceeded $3,000 in each year.
At any place where the postoffice- re-
ceipts foreach of the two preceding
years have been . less than §25,000 the
cost of the building shall not exceed
$20,000, and where the receipts have
been less than $20,000, the build-
ing shall not cost more than
§15,000.- No building erected under the
act shall exceed in cost §25,000. Allcon-
tracts for construction of buildings and
material and fixtures to be used therein,
shall be let to the lowest bidder after at
least three weeks' publicadvertisement.
The postmaster-general is authorized, in
his discretion to accept donations of
sites for postofiices in towns in which it
is proposed to erect buildings and also
to accept contributions to aid in the
purchase of ground or the construc-
tion of the buildings. He is also author-
ized to purchase sites when necessary at
a cost not exceeding 15,000. The sum of
$2,000,000 is appropriated to be available
during the current year to carry out the
purposes of the bill. The number of
towns which would be entitled topost-
office buildings under the provisions of
the bill is placed at 1,500, and itis esti-
mated that $25,000,000 would be required
to supply all them all with buildings.
The project in its general features has
already received the favorable indorse-
ment ofthe senate postoffice committee.

MESQUITE TREES.
They Are No Bar to Entry Under

the Desert Land Act.
Washington, May 11.—The secretary

of the interior to-day in a letter to the
commissioner of the general land office
holds that the presence of considerable
growth of mesquite trees upon lands
does not exclude it from entry under
the desert land act. This 'decision
aifects a large area in the Southwest
and is a result of a petition signed by
the governor and a large number of
other citizens of Arizona, which sets
forth that mesquite is not timber in any
just interpretation of the term; that it
is a desert shrub and of no commercial
value, except for firewood and that the
presence of these trees even in large
numbers does not indicate that the land
is not of a desert character or that itcan
be made to produce a crop without irri-
gation. It has hitherto been the prac-
tice of the general land office to hold for
cancellation all desert land entries upon
which there is growth of mesquite trees.

A Compliment to Scott.

"Washington, May 11.—While Con
gressman Scott, of Pennsylvania, was
delivering his tariff speech this morn-
ing quite a commotion was occasioned
on the floor of the house and in the
galleries by the appearance of Mrs.
Cleveland and Miss Hose Cleveland,
who occupied the seats reserved for* the
speaker's family. This was intei ded as
a special compliment to Scott, who sen-
timents the policy of the president, and
the fact that this happened so soon after
the veto of the public building bill of
Allentown, the home of Congressman
Sowden, of Pennsylvania, who opposes
the president, emphasized that the
whole Cleveland family loves its friends
and wants its enemies to make a note of
the fact.

Northern Pacific Indemnity Belt.

Washington, May Solicitor Gen-
eral Jenks formulated an opinionon the
second indemnity belt of the Northern
Pacific and sent it;to Garland, who
promises to render a decision to-mor-
row.
