FOR TIM'S EXECUTION.

Gov. McGill Issues His Warrant
For the Hanging of Tim Barrett.
Gov. McGillyesterday signed the war

rant forthe execution of Timothy Bar-
rett, who was convicted of the murder
of Thomas Tollefson. Barrett was found
guilty Jan. 12 of this year,! and sen-
tenced by Judge Lochren to be hanged.
The warrant is a simple affair,
directed to Sheriff P. P. Swenson, of
Hennepin county, who is instructed to
see that its provisions are executed ac-~
cording to the law. The day named in
the warrant for Barrett's execution is
Friday, July 13, IbSS, and the hour is to
be between 10 a. m. and 4p. m. The
place is to be "such place in Hennepin
county as the sheriff may direct." .
THE COMPANY IS SATISFIED,

But the Switchmen Are Uncer-
tain Whether to Be Pleased or
Not.
A conference was held last evening at

the office of C. H.Russell, general agent
of the Manitoba railroad, between the
switchmen employed in the local yards
of the road and Division Superintendent
Meyer, Agent Russell and Yardmaster
Berry. There were about twenty-five
switchmen present, and complaints
were made by seven of them in regard
to the discharge of certain union men
and to the methods adopted
by Berry in running the yard,
It was shown that owing to the lack of
work itbecame necessary to discharge
a few men and that the most capable
and efficient were kept and the ineffi-
cient discharged, regardless of whether
they were union or non-union men. The
complaints in regard to the manner of
running the yard appeared to be rather
trivial and seemed to be only a question
of whether the yardmaster should re-
quire the work"to be done in a proper
manner or not. The conference
lasted until about 10 o'clock, when all
the complaints which had been made by
the switchmen having been satisfactor-
ily explained the meeting adjourned.
The railway officials are satisfied that
Mr. Berry is a thoroughly efficient and
capable man for the position which he
holds, and believes that the trouble has
arisen through a mistaken idea that he
was trying to weed out the union men
in his employ.

TO GO TO ROME.

Father McGolrick's Trip Abroad
—Rumors ofPromotion.

It is generally believed in Catholic
circles that Rev. James McGolrick has
been marked by the Vatican for promo-
tion, and that to that end he has been
summoned to Rome. 11 is people here
hope the rumor is untrue if it
will cause his removal from Minneapo-
lis, as willprobably be the case, ifhe is
elevated to a bishopric. Father Mc-
Golrick ,vill leave Minneapolis next
Saturday for New York, whence he
will sail May 20 on the Cephalonia for
Europe. He will be accompanied on
the voyage by William McMullen, treas-
urer of the Hennepin County Catholic
Building and Loan association, and by
C. T. Breslan, of the firm of North-
rop, Breslan it Co. He will be
gone about two months and will
return in season for the annual or-
(ban's fair, which will take place early

It is a difficultmatter to ob-
tain definite information regarding this
trip and the object, hut the belief is
common that Father McGolrick is to go
up.

MOST SINGULAR TALE.

A Young Girl's Gauzy Story-
Probable Case ofMistaken Iden-
tity.
Isadore Gruenberg. a dapper young

man ofJewish ues?ent, was arraigned in
the municipal court yesterday after-
noon on a charge ofbastardy, preferred
by Miss Hannah Uegman, a pretty, but
decidedly unsophisticated country girl,
nineteen years of age, with rosy, red
cheeks ami straight flaxen hair. She
held in her arms a pretty, bright-eyed
Six-weeks-old baby, which laughed and
cried alternately. In July last," she said,
she was daing housework at a residenceon the corner of Eighth street and
Eighth avenue south. One night she
was not feeling perfectly well and went

to bed early. During the night she was
awakened by a slight noise, but went to
sleep again. A few moments later she
was awakened by a young man, who
had oome into her room and got into
her bed. This man was Isadore Gruen-
berg, she declared. She did not know
his name then, however. When she
found him in bed with her she was
too frightened to speak, and so made
no outcry when he accomplished his
purpose. She said nothing of the occur-
rence, as she did not think any one
would find itout, and as she did not
want to leave her place. The next even-
ing she was sitting in a rocking chair in
her room when the same young man
came in. Before she could say anything,
he had taken advantage of her a second
time. No one else had ever been inti-
mate with her. The girl told her story
through an Interpreter, and several
times, when a pretty plain question was
fired at her, smiled quietly. Gruenberg,
when placed on the stand, admitted that
he had boarded at the house where the
girl was working last July, but denied
most emphatically that he had ever
been in Hannah's bedroom, or had ever
taken improper liberties with her. He
had seen the girl out with a young man
whose name he did not know, and that
was as far as his acquaintance with her
extended. Blackmail is claimed by
Gruenberg's friends, and they are in-
dignant that the case ever came into
court. Guenberg was bound over to the
district court under bonds of $200.

Judge Bailey, before whom the exam-
ination was held, said that he was free
to admit that it struck him as a case of
mistaken identity, and that if the mat-
ter were on trial.instead of on examina-
tion, he would dismiss itat once. Itap-
pears that there were two young fel-
lows, greatly resembling Gruenberg,
boarding at Vie house when the trouble
occurred, and the judge is inclined to
think that one of them is the parent of
the babe.

MORRILL'S PLEASANT Y.
Woods, the Spiritualist, Threat-

ens to Sue the Divine.
Rev. G. L. Morrill, the pugnacious di-

vine who indulges himself freely in
his fancy to express his opinions about
people and things in general through
the press, had a communication in
Wednesday's Star-News in reference to
the Eddy spiritualistic seance an-
nounced 'to be held last Sunday at
the Washington rink, but which was
postponed to to-morrow night because
of the rain. In it he spoke of the rink
as being on this occasion "the resort of
fast women and gentlemen outlaws,"
ofthe proposed entertainment as being
an "infernal fake," and the spiritual-
ists as "moral pariahs."

G. L. Woods, the well-known spiritual-
ist, who resides at 401 Seventh avenue
south, who was present at the rink,
resents these severe reflections upon
the character of the people who were
present and the spiritualists as well.
Yesterday he drove to the resi-
dence of Mr. Morrill and gave
the reverend gentleman twenty-four
hours' notice in which to make a
written retraction for publication or be
sued tor libel. It doubtless was a very
animated interview and at its conclusion
Mr. Morrill said he would take legal ad-
vice, He has probably done so. At any
rate, instead of retract! furnished
another screed for publication which
bears down harder than ever upon the
spiritualists.

NOT FOR THE CELTS.

The Association Plan Abandoned
and the Money Refunded.

The Celtic association has quietly dis-
solved and paid back the money tarried
in on stock subscriptions. It had been
the idea to form an organization of Irish
and Irish-Americans, get together
$100,000 and erect a handsome
building for the uses of the
association. The movement started
off with a boom and nearly
every prominent citizen of that nation-
ality lent his aid and encouragement.
Stock was liberally taken and money
began to Bow into tiie coffers. Suddenly
came the announcement of the aband-
onment of the organization, which was
yesterday confirmed by an officer of the
association:

"Yes, we have abandoned the plan,"
he said, "for the sensible reason that
it was found to be impracticable.
The way we were going it
would have taken ten years
to raise the money and under
the cir -umstances it was not deemed
advisable to go on. Our people here
are not very rich, and the money would
come in small amounts. Much as I
should have liked to see such a build-
ing go up, I don't believe it would have
been lust to go on with the scheme.
We dropped it and returned the
money."

WANT SMITH TO RETURN

And Face the Music —More Talk
of His Business.

Itis reported that an effort is on foot
to bring .1. J. Smith back and effect a
settlement with his creditors. The
statement is made that there is no dis-
position to push any claims or to
make trouble with him in a criminal
way. The men whose money he
secured on the strength of his proposed
home and his acres at Faxon are all his
friends and would not injure him, on
the other hand, finding excuses and
apologies for all he lias done. It has
been stated that he is square with the
Crusaders, but it lias been allowed to
leak out that in handling funds between
that organization and the Celtic as-*o-
tion there has been a little shady work.
It is certain that Smith has* fallen

from grace. Heretofore he has been re-
garded as a sort of idol by the temper-
ance men of his church and his work
against blind pigs was held upas that of
a pure and holy zealot; but the work is
offand though lie may now meet every
dollar he can never occupy the proud
pedestal on which he once stood. The
enemies he made as an informer are
gloating over his downfall and saying:
"1 told you so!"

The girl
was in bed and nearly dead from suffo-
cation. Dr. Moore was called and suc-
ceeded in bringing to her senses the un-
conscious girl. Half an hour more and
there would have been no use in work-
ing over her. The girl's home is at
Montgomery, this state.

An Organization To Put Down

Citizens living and owning property
iii the near vicinity of Bassett's creek
are considerably worked up over the
high water of that historic and ill-smell-
ing stream. The recent rains have
swollen the rivulet until it has overrun
its banks arid inundated many cellars
for a long distance. It is claimed that
obstructions exist between Second street
and Washington avenue and the stream
dammed up, and the feeling over it runs
high. A circular was issued yester-
day, calling a meeting for last
night at Menage's hall to form an asso-
ciation and a good turn out resulted.
Numerous speeches were made, and the
alarm given that unless something was
speedily done the overflow of filthy
water would breed pestilence in the
summer. It was stated that Engineer
Rinker had a plan to straighten the
creek, but it would require legislative
sanction.

The preliminary steps for a perma-
nent organization were taken and the
meeting adjourned for a week. Park
Commissioner Sutherland is an active
worker and the interest taken is great.

TO-DAY'S CONVENTION.

At high noon to-day the Democrats of
Hennepin county will hold a convention
at the West side Turner ball to choose
thirty-three delegates to the state con-
vention at St. Paul May 17. Two
meetings of delegates were held
last night, both being of a cau-
cus character, and both being in the
secret order, but nothing of importance
was developed. Yesterday the friends
of Mayor Ames declared they had an
easy majority of the delegates, and
would control the convention. The
few antis who could be found were
not nearly so confident as on the day
before, and from a threatening attitude
had changed to saying everything
would be well if the Ames people
were not too lordly in their style.
It was whispered that this argument
was in general use: -'Of course
itis not so much to elect the mayor a
delegate to St. Louis.

Others said: '-The entire state is look-
ing to see what Hennepin county would
do for Ames and we must show our-
selves.'' Under this style of argument
it was pretty generally conceded last
night tuat the doctor would control the
delegation.

There has been nothing approaching

a solution ot the chairmanship question.
The name of C. M. Foote was heard con-
siderably as that ofthe Ames wing, but
it had already been settled that
Ames' friends preferred Titus Mareck.
Foote and Mareck are both on the
same platform and a choice would
not be significant. Both are for Win-
ston also, and for that matter the con-
vention will be solid for the Fifth
warder. It looks as though there might
be three or four nominations for chair-
man, as there are several ideas ex-
pressed as to what should be implied in
the election of a presiding officer.

The idea that the convention will be
as serene as a summer sky is given out
on all hands, and every delegate wishes
it understood he is for harmony. The
desire for peace is so great that a lively
fight for it may ensue. If the con-
vention is not very one-sided for Ames,
the probability is there willbe a rumpus
forced upon it. It will not be bitter, of
course, but just a little lively. It will
be. in its make-up, one of the best con-
ventions the party ever held.

A- COMMITTEE OF JOBBERS
Says Shotwell, Clerihew &Lothman Are

Justified.

EX-PARTE TESTIMONY ONLY.

The Jobbers' Association Makes an In-
vestigation and Declares the Girls

in the Wrong.

The matter of the strike at Shotwell,
Clerihew & Lothman's has assumed;
such proportions that the Jobbers' asso-
ciation determined to investigate it.
Tuesday evening the association adopted

• the following:
Whersas, Some of the newspapers of

our city have published articles in ref-
erence to one of our important mercan-
tile and manufacturing enterprises,;
namely: Messrs. Shotwell, Clerihew &
Lothman, which, if incorrect, are cal-
culated to do them and our manufactur-
ing and jobbing interests injustice;;
therefore, be it

Resolved. That this association ap-
point a committee of seven to investi-
gate the manufacturing department of;
said firm; that said committee be em-
powered to formulate a report and to
publish the same if they deem best.

The following were appointed as such
committee, being nominated and elected
by the meeting: D. M. Gilmore, An-
thony Kelly, O. J. Griffith, S. P. Far-
riiiEton, A. R. Miller, T. B. Janney, W.
J. Dean.

WHY NOT ARBITRATE?
On Wednesday afternoon the com-

mittee visited the factory, and at a
meeting yesterday submitted a report
exonerating the firm and laying the
burden on the girls. If their report be
true, why did the firm refuse the re-
quest of the girls to submit the matter
to arbitration? This committee is un-
doubtedly fair-minded ami willingto do
what is exactly right, but the testimony
they obtained was purely ex-parte. They
got the position of the firm, but asked
for no statement from the girls who
are on a strike. Nor did they investi-
gate H. B. Woodward, the superinten-
ent, who is complained of as harsh,
cruel and insulting. As a matter of
news, the Globe prints the report, but
prints it as the report of a committee
which acted as a grand jury and took
testimony of but one side. The public
has heard the other and willbe able to
judge for itself. Following is

THE COMMIMTEE'S report.

- The factory, or work room, was first
visited, which is on the fifth floor of the
establishment, and is, in our judgment,
a model room for the purpose lor which
it is used. Allmachines run by power.
The room is about 80x150 feet, with
ceiling twelve or fourteen feet high,
and well lighted by windows on three
sides. We then went through the sales-
room, where the manufactured goods
are sold. We were shown large lines
ofcheap shirts, which the firm stated
were made last winter for June and
July trade. The reasons given for mak-
ingthese goods in advance of the de-
mand were, as follows: Last year the
average number of the operatives was
one hundred. The business of the firm
was steadily increasing, and they saw
that during the busy season of this year
they would need more machines; so the
number of machines was increased, and
to give new hands work to commence
and also to give some others steady
work during the dull season instead of
stopping part of the factory. These
common goods were made long before
needed, at a loss tojthe firm of interest
on money paid out, not only for making,
but for the goods manufactured. The
average number of operatives employed
since January 1, 1888, has been eighty
old and eighty new hands. We were
also shown samples of different priced
garments sent to the firm by Eastern
manufacturers at a less cost than simi-
lar goods cost them to make. We ex-
amined these samples carefully, and
also similar goods made by the firm,
every item of cost being furnished us,
and found the facts to be as stated. \u25a0:

LOOKING AT WAGES.
We then carefully examined the

weekty wages earned by the operatives,
which showed good wages earned- by a
large number and very small wages
earned by others. Pursuing our in-
vestigations to ascertain the cause of
this, we found girls beginning, knowing
nothing about the work, and, as a mat-
ter of course, the cheapest work is
given them topractice on. They must,
as in other trades, first learn before
they can expect to earn the wages of ex-
perienced hands, but, working by the
piece, they are paid for all they do. We
also found that only a small percentage
ofnew hands stay long enough to be-
come expert, part of them not having
the patience to work until they are
qualified to do better work, and could
never fit themselves to earn good wages.
These new hands are coming and going
continually. All these causes tend to
make the average wages look very small
when an average is made of the wages
of all girls working in the factory.

That the matter of wages and the
chances for hands to improve may be
better understood, we have selected
different examples from the books of
the firm. These amounts represent a
week's wages, but do not take into ac-
count any time lost: as the work is done
by the piece, a girl may be absent part
of a day. a day or two days, and would
thus earn much less for the week. One
girl commenced in January of this year,
knowing nothing of the work, and be-
ginning on the cheapest shirts in six-
teen weeks she worked her wages ug
three grades. Her first week's wages
was $1.13, the first five weeks an aver-
age of$2.22?*'. the the next six weeks an
average of 12.62%, the next five weeks
an average of $5.11%, one week in the
last average earning $6.96.

Another new hand began Jan. 18, also
on the cheapest shirts. The first six
weeks her average was $3.62, the next
six weeks $5.51. Another began on
cheap overalls, making the first week
$1.08. We took her weekly earnings for
nineteen weeks and found a steady in-
crease until the last three weeks her
wages ranged as follows: $5.54, $0.05,
$7.48.

THE WEEKLY AVERAGE .
of ten "jean pant makers" from Sept.
1, 1887, to April1, 1888, was $6.87, $7.03,
$0.37, $7.70, $4.83. $0.03, $9, $8.73, $5.20,
$8.40. These different averages on some
class of work show very plainly that
some girls can make more money than
any other, or that some do not work as
-many hours per day. We give now the
average for three consecutive weeks of
seven girls called old hands, who have
been at this kind of work three or four I
years: $4.30, $4.08, $3.58, $3.70, $5.24, ]
$3.44, $5.26. In comparison we give for
the same time the weekly average of !
ten girls on precisely the same kind of
work: $0.3-5. $0.40, $8.73. $9, $8.40, $5.50,
$5.90, $8.35, $8.82, $8.42; showing that
all girls are not capable of earning the
same wages. The consecutive week's \u25a0

average of five girls on duck coats show |
$11, $13.03, $12.50, $7, $0.50 (the smallest \
amount being the earnings of the chair- i
man of the committee of strikers). '
Another member of the strikers' com- .
mittee averaged per week in 1887 $9.28,
but from Jan. Ito April 1, 1888, on the
same work at the same price her ave-
rage has been $4.07: evidently her mind
has been on something else than her
work.

THE FIRMEXPLAINS.
The fine flannel shirts, reduced from :

14 to 12 cents, they give the following
explanation for This is a class of work
never before made In this market, and
until the girls could become familiar
with the new work they paid 14 cents,
although it was 2 cents more than they
could afford to pay for them, and we
were shown three consecutive week's
work of six girls: $6.10, $0.10, $5.75,
$5.75, $4.88, $4.88; also three consecutive
weeks of the same six girls when \u25a0 the
price paid was 12 cents: $5.89, $8.40,
$0.37, $0.76, $6.57, $0.57. Fine shirt
makers show an average of $6.50 per
week.

Putting in shirt fronts, $5 per week;
no allowance in any of these averages
forlost time.

Average of thirteen cassimere pant
makers for seven months, Sept: 1, 1887,
to AprilI, ISBB, per week is as follows:
$5.48, $6.79, $8.20, $8.42, $8.10, $6.85, $7,
$7.37, $7.12, $7.90, $5.92, $8.89, $9.41; aver-
age, $7.57. . Three consecutive weeks of
live girls on cassimere pants at 18 cents :

$5.47, $8.90, $9.29, $6.35, $6.71. Three
consecutive weeks of the same five girls
at 15 cents : $0.75, $9.42, $9.38, $5.10,
$7.34. The foreman says the girl in the
last average who only earned $5.16 did
not work but little over half time. : ;

7' In answer to our question why cassi-
mere pants were reduced from 18 cents
to 15 cents we were shown the
]-. DIFFERENCE IN THE WORK,
which gives less work to the machine
operator. When 18 cents was paid for
machine work the finishing cost 75 cents
per dozen, while since 15 cents has been
paid for the machine work $1.20 per
dozendias been paid for. finishing. Be-
fore making these inquiries we were
under the impression that 15 cents cov-
ered the entire cost of making a pair of
pants, but the figures show that other
work by hand brings the cost per pair to
35 and 40 cents. Afterthese goods leave
the cutter they pass through seven dif-
ferent hands before completion, and
since the reduction to 15 cents these
pants cost the firm 2 per cent more than
formerly.
7 On differentkinds of work we find the
following averages for three consecutive
weeks in March:

For thirty-two hands, $7.25. For fifty
hands, $6.60. For sixty-four bands,
$6.23. For seventy-seven hands, $5.73.
For eighty hands, $5.03. SBiSi
\ These figures indicate that an expert
hand can make from $0 to $7.50 per week
on the cheapest work made in the fac-
tory, and far more on the finer class of
goods.

COMMITTEE CONCLUSIONS.
In view of the above, we are forced to

the conclusion that much injustice has
been done Messrs. Shotwell, Clerihew &
Lothman, and that they are in no way
responsible for this strike and do not
merit the odium that some are trying to
put ..upon them, and that the strikers
have no just cause for complaint. Their
workroom is large, light and airy; their
wages, whilst small and unremunerative
to the inexperienced beginners.of which
they are assured before employment is
given them, yet increase rapidly with
experience and become quite remunera-
live to the expert.

We cannot but regard the whole mat-
ter as being extremely unfortunate, first
to the firm, as their manufacturing de-
partment is much disorganized, not
knowing whether they willbe able to
continue in this city with profit this
branch of their business, or forced to
seek another locality; second, unfortu-
nate to the girls, many of whom quit
work under

A PRESSURE OF SENTIMENT
worked up by a few, some of whom have
returned to work, and have assured the
committee that others are only deterred
from applying to be reinstated by the
idea that they may be ridiculed if they
do so, or subjected to annoyances should
the leaders of the strike again be re-
ceived back. The committee has been
assured by old hands that the charges
of ungentlemanly conduct of language
on the part of the superintendent are
entirely groundless, they never having
heard of any such charge until after this
strike. Most of these girls are depend-
ent uuon their earnings fortheir sup-
port, hence, cannot afford to he idle and
without income. Third, unfortunate to
the city, as the manufacturing depart-
ment of a large establishment, the pay
roll of which department is now at the
rate of$60,000 per annum and constantly
increasing, may be compelled by the un-
friendly action of some of our citizens,
to suspend manufacturing, or remove
this branch oftheir business elsewhere.
