Knowing that her father had a brother
by that name, she wrote to him and es-
tablished his identity as her uncle.
Shortly afterward Martin Ryerson,
while traveling on the Pacific* coast.
heard ofGov. Ryerson, of Lower Cali-
fornia. He visited the governor and
found the long lost nephew. Gov. Ry-
erson on hearing that his sister was
still living made an effort to
find her, but she had in the
meantime moved. During these
years the • elder Ryerson still
lived. After wandering through the
mining camps of California. Arizona and
Nevada he finally settled down in Ne-
vada, where he lived a hermit sort of
life. Several years ago lie found, in
an old newspaper, an item about Gov.
George Ryerson, of Lower California.
Like his brother, lie visited the gov-
ernor and found his sou. When he
learned that his daughter still lived he
came east and spent some time vainly
searching for her. lie finallyreturned
to Chicago to live with his brother. The •
daughter during these years had been
living on a small farm just west of
Newberg, N. Y. A short time ago .

When his grace, the Duke of Marl-
borough, took passage for New York,
there was a purpose in his action, which
to his lordly instincts must have been a
novel sensation, since so much that he
does can be traced to no sane motive.

InPhiladelphia, Mrs. Adair, a charm-
ing Quaker widow, rich as the late Mrs.
Croesus, basked iv the ambrosial pros-
pect of becoming a duchess.

The Duchess of Marlborough indi-
cates the young duke's excellent taste
in feminine beauty. She was the
daughter of the Duke of Abercorn and
one of the famous beauties of the age.

The married lifeof the titled couple
was one of constant volcanic eruption.
Divorce proceedings were always on the
verge of completion and were only pre-
vented by the faithful promises of
George to be a good boy "if let off this
time."

As he was a naughty marquis, so has
he continued a naughty duke. The first
prominent scandal in which he figured
brought upon the legal scene no Jess a
personage than the prince lumself. It
was known as the Lady." Mordaunt
trouble.

Lady Colin Campbell was another
woman in the duke's history who made
his lordly crest bow on the witness
stand. An incident known as the
"Brighton Flower Girl episode was in-
dicative of his lordship's erratic fancy.

Still he roams the land a jollygood
fellow, popular with the men and
courted by widows and beauties. .
