Wheat Opened Well bnt a Sudden

and Mysterious Slump Caused
a Panic.

Corn Went the Way of the Sag, Oats
Stood the Racket and Provisions

Were Featureless.

Money Kings and Their Operations in
Wall Street— General

Quotations.

Special to the Globe.
Chicago. May 3 1.—There was no trouble

about getting action in the wheat pit this
morning. July opened at 85c a slight im-
provement over Tuesday. The Cudahy
Linn brokers began bidding and the market
"kited,' to BGVBC, with hardly any trading on
the ascent. There was no wheat for sale.
About fifteen minutes after the opening the
Hood gates opened. July was then quoted
at 86c and December at 86%c. In less than
ten minutes July was staggering at 84c and
December at 84%c, with August sell-
ing at 821/.C. Where the wheat
came from and what the break meant,
nobody seemed able to determine. The pit
was in a state of bewilderment. The only
thing plain was that the market had broken
2c a bushel in less time than it takes to tell
about it. At the bottom, Stauffer began bid-
ding, and put the market up %c. Itheld at
the recovery, but did not act at all buoyant.
New York and St. Louis, and all other mar-
kets were limp, and cables were conflicting.
The boards— Mr. Jones reported an increase
of 1,520,000 bu in the amount on passage.
Receipt ofcoru were less than 1,000 cars,
and the market was strong at V2C improve-
ment, July being quoted early at 51%©
55c. Provisions were a shade easier,
July pork selling for the first
hour at 514.10@14.12*£; July lard, 58.45®
8.471/2,. and July ribs at $7.52*4<gi7.57i/2.
Editor Murray, of the Cincinnati Price Cur-
rent, wires that crop prospects have under-
gone no special change of late, though a
little improvement is noted in sections of
Michigan, Ohio, Indiana and Illinois. The
wheat crowd did not recover from its mysti-
fication, and the sudden bulge and equally
abrupt and severer break were the topics of
conversation all through the session. Vari-
ous were the theories advanced in explana-
tion of the violent action of the morning.
Some insist that the bull combination is get-
ting out and that the bull leaders are prepar-
ingfor a grand flop. Others have it that the
market is under control, and that it is being
systematically "milked," and that there is
nothing else to it and no futures. The pre-
vailing impression, however, is that a big
deal has Deeu developing in July, and that
the unaccountable way in which the market
has been acting of late is the monkey work
of a bull combination desirous of increasing
its line and shaking out a lot ofundesirable
"tailors." The wheat market was nervous
all forenoon. Price fluctuations, after the
first tumult, were within a narrow range, but
they were frequent and violent. The market
was jerkywithin limits of %c, July ranging
at 84%@.85c; December, 85*,h@85V2C. The
scalpers fought over eighths. There was heavy
trading to-day for local and outside account,
but uo decisive tendency could be detected.

The alleged deal in May corn culminated
to-day. May opened at 56c, advanced to
56^0, and about noon was seemingly weak
at 54c. July broke from 55% to 53%, but
rallied to 54S'gc, and closed steady at 54_c.
The estimated receipts for to-morrow are 843
cars. The pit was crowded, and considera-
ble excitement was manifested at times.
There was not at any time a disposition to
establish an unnatural price on May. The
end of the month finds the short inter-
est practically eliminated. With oats it was
different. May closed at a premium of4c on
May. The extent of the short interest in that
cereal is unknown, but itis not thought to
be very large. Provisions were featureless to
the end. Charters to-day included 325,000
v oats, and 318,000 bu corn.
