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A JOYOUS OCCASION.

The Dedication of the Students'
Christian Association Building-.
The new Students' Christian associa-

tion building of the state university on
the campus just west of the railroad
track was formally opened and dedicated
yesterday afternoon in the presence of
a large number of students and visitors.
The services began at 8 o'clock, but
long before that hour the three spacious
halls on the second floorof the building
were well filled. All the professors of
the college were present. The exercises
opened with a hymn by the congrega-
tion. The invocation by Prof. Jabez
Brooks, D. 1).. followed. Rev. E. ('.
Mitchell, of the New Jerusalem church
of St. Paul, read from the Scriptures,
and a quartette, composed of Paul
Goode, Fred Smith, Art Geddings and
W. 11. Eichman, sang "Thou ofLight."
Fred S. Abernathy, the president ofthe
association, followed with a few re-
marks, in which he touched upon the
great interest taken in the building by
the students, and the great good it
would do.

K. C. Babcock gave a historical sketch
of the association. It was organized, he
said, in 1869-70, some seventeen years
ago, Profs. Brooks and Marston taking
an active part in the work. At first,
one of the main rooms in the university
building was used, but increasing mem-
bership soon demonstrated that larger
quarters would have to be secured.
Finally it was decided to solicit sub-
scriptions for a new building. The suc-
cess met »vith might be judged from
viewing the building now being dedi-
cated. The report of the building com-
mittee, made by Prof. 11. P. Jiidson,
was short, but interesting. It showed
that the cost of the building was $11.-
--739.08. All this amount and some $000
over had been raised by subscription,
nearly all ofwhich had been paid in. The
plana for the building at the outset
were somewhat different, he continued,
but were obliged to be modified some-
what on account of the expense ofcon-
structing the building that way.

A vocal solo by Miss Isabel Gale fol-
lowed, after which short congratulatory
addresses were made by Rev. J. W. Mc-
Gregor, Prof. Sven Oftedahl, D. R.
Noyes, of St. Paul, and Rev. D. J. Bur-
rell, I). 1).. of Westminster church. The
congregation, at the conclusion, joined
in singing a dedicatory hymn, prepared
for the occasion by Miss Mary L.
Blanchard. Rev. G. R. Merrill, of the
First Congregational church, offered a
dedicatory prayer. lion. John S. Pills-
bury made a pleasing address on behalf
of the regents of the university, and O.
L. Tiiggs responded on behalf of the
students. The speaking closed with an
address on behalf of the faculty and
university by President Cyrus North-
rup. A hymn followed and the services
closed with the benediction, pronounced
by Rev. John Stafford, of the First M.
E. church. At the conclusion of the
services the reception committee es-
corted a large party of visitors through
the building.

The building is a handsome one, of
the Renaissance style of architecture,
built of red sandstone, except on the
west end, where red brick was used, so
that an addition could be put on at any
time. The ground floorwillbe titled up
with bath-rooms and a complete gym-
nasium. The second story is divided off
into three general assembly rooms, all
finished in the highest style*of art and
finished in hard wood.

Health Officer lt.ilving-ton's Re-
port Heady for the Council.

Health Officer Kilvimrton has just
c _npleted his report for the fiscal year
ending March 31, ISSS, and will present

it to the council at the next meeting.
On the water supply the report says:
•The brilliant theory that running
water purifies itself can rind no support
when the Mississippi river is under
disenssion ; it is amazing that any one
should ever have believed that sewage
could to any considerable extent be
climated from water by putting the
water in motion; it is ridiculous; all
the sewage emptied into the Missis-
sippi river passes by our city, and the
water is unfit to drink until it has
been scientifically purified. Itis a well
substantiated fact that the quality of
the water is deteriorating,* and some
system of purification is becoming a ne-
cessity. The growth of towns ami
cities along the river above us. and trie
pollution of the tributary streams by
a large increase of population along
their banks, and the increase of manu-
factories which render its waters un-
wholesome, and to which other causes
are constantly being superadded, should
call the attention of the proper authori-
ties to the necessity of providing a sup-
ply of good water. This question is
Vital to the health and prosperity of the

i
community. Its importance cannot be
overestimated, nor can its consideration
be long deferred without -risk; of: such .
such diseases as are propagated by im- '
pure water. '-;.'

The expense of running the depart-
ment was $20,550.96. The death rate per •
1,000 inhabitants was 15 3-10, based on '
an estimated average population from |
month to month of 175,000, making the
total number 2,674, or greater than iv
preceding years in proportion to popu-
lation. Of the total number,' 1,404 were
males, and 1,270 females, the percentage
ofchildren under five years being very
large, the total number being 1,254. I
There were to report 411 cases of
scarlet fever, 1 case of small-pox, 699 of
diphtheria and 2,800 of measles. The
deaths by wards were as follows: First I
ward, 172; Second, 151; Third, 394;
Fourth, 270; Fifth, 272; Sixth, 307;
Seventh. 244; Eighth. 215; Ninth, 220: !
lenth, 38; Eleventh, 263: Twelfth, 11;
Thirteenth, 21; not stated, 6. Forty
deaths were accidental ; 174 occurred in j
hospital.

In regard to the sewer system the re-
port says: "Notwithstanding the city
is unusually well situated for drainage j
and csewerage, and older parts of the j
city, comprising the older wards, are |
fairly well supplied, yet in the Sixth, i
Eleventh, Ninth. Seventh, Third j
and Second wards there is insufli- I
ient sewerage, and even surface |
drainage has not received the attention [
it demands. Insome places individuals |
have made private sewers which empty I
into ravines which are most of the time I
dry. Into these run not only the waste j
water, animal and vegetable substances !
from one or two and in some cases
twenty houses, but also the excrement
from water closets and privy vaults,
the emanations from which are con-
stantly poisoning the air. All these
violations of hygienic laws must be
remedied, and the only remedy is an ex-
tended system of sewers and the enact-
ment of tenement house laws which will
compel house connection with the same
as far as practicable, under the super- I
vision of competent city authorities. |
The necessity for additional sewerage j
is greatest in that part of the city along
both sides of the river above the water ;
supply. The source of the supply for j
the city is a question that is assuming i
great importance. The impossibility of :
furnishing a supply of pure water from j
the present source many years longer, i

ifefficient measures are* not resorted to
to prevent the contamination of the
river above the city, will render the j
abandonment of the' present system a i
necessity."

Dr. Kilvington considers the showing |
made by the recent milk investigations ;

against which they have no means of !
protecting themselves. Much has been |
threatened by the dairy commission and i

little accomplished, and since the !

milk, it seems to me that the only j
method by which any good results can
be accomplished is by placing the en-
tire matter of milk inspection in the
hands of the board of health, with the
power to open a vigorous campaign
against dairymen who infringe the law.

A POLITICAL TALK.

This objection may be worthy of
some consideration, and might cut down

but in no instance do 1 think it would be

> sufficient to turn a Republican state
over to the Democracy. Harrison is
most talked of for second place on De-
pew's ticket, and the divided and di-
verse sentiment on political matters,
that has characterized the Eastern
states tins spring, is gradually uniting
on Depew and Harrison as the most
available candidates that the Chicago
convention can place in the field.

Business Transacted by the Hen-

nepin County Sunday School As-
sociation.
The Swedish Mission Tabernacle was

| try,, the average attendance was 17.630.
The Methodist denomination greatly
outnumbers all the other, but the larg-
est .school is the Baptist South Side
mission, numbering 718. The report
says that, as the estimated attendance
of the Sunday schools is not more than
one-fourth ofthe children ofthe county,
there must be every Suuday over 00.000
children who are not in the schools. The
county was canvassed by parties going
from house to house and 2.210 families
were found without Bibles, who are
now being supplied by the county com-
mittee. The report is especially severe
on the desecration of the Sabbath at the
hike-* and deals harshly with so-called
Christians who are afraid to show their
colors. The intention is to start a Sun-
day school at Lake Minnetonka.

AN UNSATISFACTORY MARKET

A Short But Interesting Story of
" Minneapolis Flour Mills.

In its issue of to-morrow the Miller
will say:

The mills got out a good round lot of
flour last week, for all there was con-
siderable idleness among them. The
output for the week was 134,200 bbls—
averaging 22,367 bbls daily against
162,000 bbls the previous week, and
114,360 bbls for the corresponding time
in 1837. There are seventeen mills
running now against fourteen a
week ago, but the output will probably
be lighter the current week. One mill
of 1,500 barrels capacity which was ex-
pected to start Monday failed to do so,
and was reinforced by another of 2,700
barrels capacity stopping. This makes
seven mills, representing about 10,000
barrels, that are inactive, though this
willprobably be reduced 2,000 barrels by
oneofthe mills starting to-morrow. Some
of the mills now running are not very
well supplied with orders, and may be
shut down at almost any time. Flour
continues to be stored here to a consid-
erable extent, and about 150,000 barrels
are held at Duluth, the larger part of
which is said to be owned by a Minne-
apolis firm. The market is still in a
most unsatisfactory condition, and there
is little inducement sor millers to keep
their mills going. Feed is lower,
and the miller thereby loses
a good deal which formerly" enabled
him to at least get out even. Buyers
ask for concessions, and, while prices
are perhaps less firm, millers are not
able to grant the reductions expected,
and the result is that there is compara-
tively no business done. Freight rates
to Green line coast points in the South-
east have been reduced 5 cents per bar-
rel. The direct exports of flour for the
week were 28,500 barrels, against 35,000
barrels the week before.
